Waite, of Colo-
rado, is the leader of a movement to
organise against the fusion in that
state and he has nearly completed a
deal with the Republicans which, if
successful, will threaten Bryan's
chances in the contennial state. In
Texas the Populists and Republicans
have completed a deal that promises
to land the state in the MeKinley
column. There are thousands of sound
money Democrats in the Lone Star
state who will unite with the Popu-
lists to elect Tom Watson and there
arc likewise thousands of Populists
who do not care a rap for Bryan or
free silver, who will vote for MeKin-
ley and Tom Watson and sound money.
These fellows in the south are mad
all the way through at the treatment
of their favorite, and they will sacri-
iive everything else to vote for Watson
and humiliate the men who prefer Se-
wall to the Southerner. Illinois has
had a fusion convention that is mak-
ing more gray hairs for Altgeld than-
mi) event of recent years.

S. M. Owen told several hundredl>eople at first Baptist church last even-ing all about how the country went
to ruin because of the present cur-rency system. The audience was com-posed of both men and women, who
listened to the speaker's arguments
with polite attention, but without en-
thusiasm.

Mr. Owen argued that under thepresent monetary system the per cap-
ita wealth of the nation had de-
creased. He claimed that the free
and unlimited coinage of silver wouldvastly increase the country's wealthper capita and would give the indi-
vidual an advantage over corpora-
tions and monopolies. Speaking for
the farmer. Mr. Owen claimed that thetiller of the soil was the real founda-
tion of the nations prosperity. He isthe source of all wealth, and when tbeprosperity of the nation is traced backthrough every channel, it willbe found
that it originates in every case with
the farmer. The speaker used this asan argument to show that, if the pros-
perity of the farmer was enhanced
that the prosperity of the nation wouldgrow in comparison.

Speaking of the unparalleled growth
or riches during the past thirty years
Mr. Owen said, that the glory was
dimmed under- the shadow of the cor-responding merease of debt. He
claimed that the growth of wealth
and the increase of debt should not
have followed hand in hand, but that
with the Increase of wealth, debt
should have decreased. As an illustra-
tion of the size of the debts of the
American people, the speaker \u25a0

said that 30,000, 000,000 seconds Iwere euivaJent to 1,000 years, I
and that if for every second during
that period, a dollar was dropped Into
the treasury, that at the end of 1,000
years the nation's debt would just bepaid. He asserted that between 1880ani1890 the real estate mortgages of
Minnesota increased in amount 2%

per cent. After showing these facts
the speaker made an argument in
favor of the free coinage of silver, to
prove how. from this standpoint, the
conditions could be bettered.

The meeting was the first of a series
arranged by the young men of the
church to hear all sides of the political
controversy. • • *

John L. Townley, who has been
stumping the state for Bryan and i^ind,
came into the city last night and made
it his business to stir up the county
Democratic committee, which met in
regular session at the headquarters in
the Globe building.

PALL'S CLEVER MECHANISM.

Animalograph to Be Exhibited
Locally.

The first of the living photograph
machines to be shown in St. Paul will
be the Animatograph, which will be
on exhibition at 471 Wabasha street
in the store formerly occupied by theTrilby picture, from 10 a. m. until 11
p. m. each day until further notice.

The animatograph is the invention
of R. W. Paul, an electrician of Lon--
don, and its initial public exhibition*4

was given at the Alhambra Amuse-
ment palace in that city, where- It..has
since reigned a popular feature. Its
production into this country has been
but recent, and those who have seen
it claim it to be the superior lof all
machines of the kind now on exhibi-
tion. The animatograph is on the
lines of the familiar kinetoscope, but
instead of the small pictures on films,
it produces on canvass life-sized nat-
ural scenes with more than striking
realism.

The views shown include the land-
ing of an excursion boat. The party is
brought off in small boats and carried
from them to the shore on the backs
of boatmen. The scene shows the
men and women being carried ashore,
the women looking demure and flirting
their skirts as they are gently re-
stored to earth, and the men carying
them off with the appearance of en-
joying the sport. Another picture
shows a scene in a blacksmith shop,
and exhibits brawny men pounding a
piece of iron into form, while another
is thrusting a finished piece into wa-
ter to cool it. In this view the steam
is seen to rise from the. iron and all
Is life-like except for the absence of
the sound of the hammers. Another
picture shows a scene on the race
field, when the Prince of Wales, horse
Persimmon won the Derby. The
horses are seen coming down the track
and after crossing the line, the crowd
breaks to surround the winninghorse.
Other pictures show a crowd in a rail-
way station with passengers entering
and leaving the cars and all the ani-
mation usually attendant on such a
scene.

Another scene illustrates a London
street near Westminister bridge, show-
ing the immense traffic. Another view
shows the Black Friar's bridge in
London. Still another shows Maske-
line, the famous English magician,
giving one of his clever performances.
Another illustration exhibits two gai-
ety dancers in a novel specialty. A
scene from "Mikado" is also a feature
and a popular picture represents the
deck of the steamship "Victoria. "A
Holiday on Hampstead Heath" in Lon-
don is also one of the pictures shown.
The comic pictures include "A Sol-
dier's Courtship," and a comic cos-
tume race. Two of the most popular
pictures represent the Yale crew at
practice at Henley and the wedding
procession of Princess Maud.

in which the supposed orphan girl is
discovered by her long lost parents
and becomes the princess of her vast
estates; *

Mlas Bessie Smith, or Schenck, who
sailed for Nuremberg-, Germany, last
Saturday, was untila very few months
ago a resident of Nelson avenue, St.
Paul, being the adopted daughter of
Christopher -H. Smith, the late in-
surance commissioner of the state.
She had been adopted shortly after
the death of ber mother and brought
up ln ignorance of the fact that her
real parents were dead, and that her
relatives lived in Germany, as the lat-
ter seeming to have little or no inter-
est In her whereabouts, although they
kept informed, as it now develops, and
the foster parents of the little one
became deeply attached to her. But,
while the young lady who so recently

left here was poring over the eccen-
tric habits of the German verbs in
the school hours, she did not dream
that the persuasive insistence with
which her parents kept her at its try-
ing intricacies . was due to the knowl-
edge that she^ might at any time be
called upon to use it in the most im-
portant matters of daily life.

When Mr. Smith died a few months
ago, his widow and her daughters re-
moved to the old family home in
Richland Ce*nter, Wis., and very soon
after their removal an agent of the
Schenk estate in, Nuremberg was in
St. Paul looking for the heir to the
estate, in which -she had so long had
an interest unknown to herself.

Adopted almo'fetin infancy, the young
lady, who \& now just beyond hereighteenth birthday, had no memory
of her mother ojp'her sister, now bothdead, and no knowledge of the ex-
istence of family estates InEurope, to
which she "Meld """"Hereditary /ights. It
seems, now,"1however, that the pres-
ence of the kittle-American girl is es-
sential to the Settlement of the es-tates, which are reported to be worth$200,000 or more, and as soon as she
had been located 4n Richland Center
arrangements were made by which shewas started at once on her journey
to the fatherland. Connections of the
family reside in Chicago, and a mem-
ber of it, of whom she had never seenor heard until a few weeks ago, ac-
companied her to New York, while at
the other side of the ocean she willhe met by a grandmother and an un-cle, whom she has never yet seen.
Itis one of the possibilities of thefuture that the women of St. Paul willthis fall organize a stock company for.the purpose u£__rganizing and carry-

KITTIE BADLY CUT

Kittle Galloway, a white woman,
was stabbed and seriously wounded
last nightat 376 Wacouta street by Wil-
liam Anderson, a colored man. The
place where the affray occurred Is a
boarding house for colored people, kept
by a woman known as Aunt Polly, a
picturesque character whose chief
characteristics are that she usually
wears a bandanna handkerchief knot-
ted about her head In regular planta-
tion style, swears fluently and smokes
either a well seasoned pipe or a long
black cigar. From the statements of
Aunt Polly and those of her boarders
who were present last evening, It ap-
pears that the Galloway woman did
not live at that place, but was occupy-
ing rooms somewhere in the neighbor-
hood ln company with Anderson. She
had, however, been washing for Aunt
Polly for two days and going home
nights after supper. Early last even-
ing, it Is said, Anderson went to the
house and finding the Galloway woman
ln the kitchen assisting one of the
servants to wash the dishes, he sat
down to wait for her.

He appeared to be sober, but in avery ugly temper, and in the course
of his conversation used harsh names,
whereupon the woman said: "Youought not talk to me like that." He
replied, "No, Iought to cut your
throat, and Iwill do it some time."
More angry words on both sides fol-lowed, and a colored girl known in
the house as Mamie started from thefront room to go to the kitchen, hop-
ing to put a stop to the quarrel. On
the way she met Anderson going out
and asked him what was the matter,
but he did not reply. When she
reached the kitchen, Mamie saw the
Galloway woman standing in the mid-
dle of the floor holding her hands to
her side and groaning. When Mamie
asked her If she was hurt, she said-
"Oh! my God, Iam stabbed." By this
time Anderson had succeeded in get-
ting out- of sight, but Officer Larsonwas called and a message sent to po-
lice headquarters at once. While wait-
ing for the arrival of the patrol wa-
gon to convey her to the city hospital,
the injured woman told the other wo-
man of the house that Anderson had
stabbed her twice with a large pocket
knife or a dirk. She said he first madea slash at her and thought he wasonly trying to scare her, but then he
stabbed straight at her twice. The
knife first entered just below the right
hip, causing only a flesh wound, but
the last thrust caused a deep wound
in the right side several inches abovethe hip.

To the other woman, Kittle stated
that Anderson had been quarreling
with her for more than two weeksand had frequently threatened to cut
her throat.

Anderson has relatives who resideon Martin street near Farrington ave-nue, but it is said that he and the
Galloway woman have been livingto-gether for some time past. He isnearly forty years old, and the woman
about the same age. Anderson is not
known to have any regular employ-
ment, but has worked in livery sta-
bles and saloons. At a late hour lastnight the police had not succeeded in
findinghim.
