CHICAGO Sept. 21.—Unexpected strength
at Minneapolis today set wheat speculators
to scrambling for cover to such an extent

7%e higher. The foreign advices received
this morning were of a nature to cause un-
easiness to the bulls in the wheat market,

and the consequence was that many of them
who had long wheat made haste to dispose
of it. The weakness also encouraged some
soiling short, the result of which was a de-
cline in the first hour of %c below Saturday.
Cables came lower, both from Liverpool and
the continent, the forifler opening %d off
and later lost another %d. The amount on
0 can passage showed an increase of 1,500.000
bu during last week, and the world's ship-
ments were unofficially reported from New
York at 8,290,000. In addition, New York
wired that foreigners were large sellers
there, and that many buying orders had
been canceled. The opeuiug price for De-
cember was 61c, against 61%c, Saturday's
closing figure, and by 11 o'clock 60%(a60%c
was quoted. The decline, however, met with
a stubborn resistance, and notwithstanding
the weakness of closing cables, and selling
in New York by foreigners, the market hard-
ened under the steady acceptance of all offer-
ings. Minneapolis and Duluth received 1,108
cars, against 1,502 care on the Monday pre-
ceding, and LffG on the corresponding day
of last year. Atlantic port exports amounted
In wheat and flour to 256.000 bu. Both of
these items were rather encouraging to the
bulls, and during the last hour the market
got quite strong, and an advance of about
%c over the low price resulted. Minneapolis
reported an advance of nearly 2c, and an
unusually sharp cash demand. December
finally sold to 62%c, and closed firm at 62%

Corn was quiet and weak. Prospect-
ive heavy receipts and country selling com-
bined to neutralize any effect the late
strength of wheat may have had. May

24%e, and closed easy at the opening price.
Oats weaker and lower early, but rallied and
closed with all the decline recovered. May
opened %c lower at 19c, declined a shade,
and rallied to 19%c, where it closed. Pro-
visions were firm and ruled higher. Open-
ing prices were slightly higher, as a result
of a beter hog market. Packers were liberal
buyers, and a further slight advance fol-
lowed, most of which was retained.

and even sectional feeling is running un- \usually high, and likely to become intenser
as the day of election draws near. Not only
Is it 'true that questions requiring the most
careful and dispassionate consideration are i
very likely to be determined in many in- 1
stances in the heat of passion, but after their
determination, the results may prove baneful
over a wide surface, and for a lengthened
period.

We would not view the situation, perplex-
ing and foreboding as it is, outside of its re-
lation to the mind of God. We believe In His
presence and agency among us. He is the
governor among the nations and will be en-
treated of His people. But we believe this
a time for Christian patriots to follow the
example of our forefathers in earlier crises,
which have confronted us, and pray unitedly
to Him, "That keepeth covenant and mercy
for them that love Him and keep His com-
mandments," that He would visit us with
especial grace.

We therefore affectionately invite, and
earnestly urge our Christian fellow citizens
throughout the length and breadth of our
land, irrespective of denominational or politi-
cal affiliation, to Join with us in observing
Thursday, Oct. 8, as a day of fasting, con-
fession and prayer to Almighty God that He
will allay passion and restrain evil among
us; that He will strengthen faith and inspire
hope, that He will impart wisdom and be-
stow patience, and thai He will forgive our
Iniquities as a nation and grant us His sal-
vation.

We would further respectfully recommend
that in addition to the gatherings to be held
In the usual places of worship on that day,
union meetings be arranged for in the after-
noon or evening, where all may come to-
gether to unite their hearts and voices in
what wo are persuaded is a common cause.

NEW YORK, Sept. a.-Although the vol-ume of business in stocks was not large to-day, the distribution of the trading was fairly
good, and the tone was quite strong. TheImprovement was based on an easier tendency
In the rates for both call and time money,
moderate European buying of securities, achange for the better In the Industrial situa-
tion, evidenced by numerous reports of the
starting up of mills and manufacturing plants
in various sections, continued gold Imports
and the absence of any new unfavorable de-
velopments of Importance. It was noted that
for the first time since the recent stringency
began, time loans were made today at 6 per
cent on good mixed stock exchange collateral
without commission. Leather was helped by
the reported improving tendency of sole leath-
er, and manipulation of several other special-ties, including Chicago Gas, induced covering
of shorts. Reading securities were more
prominent than usual recently, ln connection
with the refusal of the court to postpone the
foreclosure sale set for Wednesday and un-
founded rumors of the probable acquisition
by the company of a new and advantageous
charter. The extreme gains scored extended
in the specialties to 2% per cent in Manhat-tan while Rock Island rose 1% per cent, andin the industrials. Leather preferred advanced
2% Per cent from the low point. Sugar gainedonly a point, its upward course being im-peded by rather persistent realizing. Tobac-co owing to the recent recurrence of its
fight with the plug manufacturers and un-certainty regarding the probable action on
the impending dividend, was not responsive
to the general Improvement. The stock wasirregular, within a narrow range, and left
off unchanged. The railway stocks werestrong in the face of unfavorable forecasts ofearnings. Ina general way, the buying was
considered better than for some time. The
closing was strong at about the top level,
with the final figures recording gains of I@2
per cent. Railway bonds were active and
took on a strong tone in sympathy with the
more cheerful sentiment generally. The act-
ive bonds were active and improved about a
point, with the Heading issues prominent.
Sales were $980,000. Government bonds were
strong and slightly higher *on dealings of$102,000. Silver certificates brought 66% cfor
$6,000. In state issues, Alabama, class C, 6s
were traded in at 95.

Ay F. No. 2969—Ordinance No. 1894—
An Ordinance regulating pawnbrokers, deal-ers in second-hand clothes, second-hand

dealers and junk dealers in the City of St
Paul.

The Common Council of the City of St. Paul
do ordain as follows:
Section 1. Any person or persons or corpo-

ration or firm, who loans money on deposit
or pledge, of personal property, or any valua-
ble thing, or who deals in the purchasing of
personal property or other valuable thing, on
condition of selling the same back again at a
stipulated price, whether he does the same for
himself or as an agent of some person or
firm or corporation, or who, by any means,
method or device loans money on personal
prcperty when the same is deposited for se-
curity, or is deposited for any other purpose,
is hereby defined and declared a pawnbroker
for the purpose of this ordinance.

Sec. 2. Every person who shall be engaged
in the business of pawnbrokers, or dealers in
second-hand goods, or junk dealers, shall
keep a book In which shall be fairly written
ln Ink, at the time of each loan or purchase,
an accurate account or description in the Eng-
lish language of the goods, article or otherthing deposited, left or sold or purchased, orpledged, or pawned, the amount of money
loaned or paid therefor, the time of the re-ceipt of the same, the name, residence and
description of the person pawning, or pledg-
ing, or selling or leaving, or depositing the
same; and if the article be a watch or other
article having thereon a number or any num-
bers, or the name of the manufacturer, the
same shall also be written In said book, which
book as well as the article purchased orpledged or pawned, or deposited or left shall
at all reasonable times be open to the In-
spection of the Mayor or any member of the
police force.

Sec. 3. Every pawnbroker or other person
referred tn in this Ordinanoe. shall rrnke out
and deliver to th<*. Chief of Police, every day
(before the hour of 12 m.) a leg'blo and cor-
rect and complete copy from the book re-
quired In section 2 hereof, of all personal
property or other valuable things. re-
ceived or deposited or purchased
or pledged or pawned during the
preceding day. together with the time when
received or purchased, and a description of
the person or persons by whom left or pledged
or sold or deposited or from whom the same
were pnrchased. And if the property be
second-hand lead pipe or other plumbing out-
fit, or other furnishings of property, usually
attached to buildings, as described In section
4 of this ordinance, a true location and de-
scription of the premises from whence the
property was taken, and said report and de-
scription shall be signed by the person giving
it to the Chief ot Police, and shall be de-
livered is person by the person making the
said report to the said Chief of Police, or an
officer duly detailed by the said Chief of Police

for such purpose when the same is requiredby the said Chief.
Provided, however, that no person shall berequired to furnish such description of any

property purchased from manufacturers or
wholesale dealers having an establishedplace of business, or of goods purchased atan open sale from any bankrupt stock orfrom any other person doing business andhaving an established place of business.

\u25a0o"1*ucn «00<l8 mu»t b«* accompanied by abill of sale or other evidence of open" orlegitimate purchase, and must be shown to
the Mayor or any member of the police fores
when demanded.

Any person pledging, pawning or deposit-
ing an article for security shall have six
months to redeem the same before the samebecomes forfeitable.

Sec. 4. No personal property on de-posit, or purchase, or in any other way byany of the persons mentioned or referred toin this ordinance, shall be sold or permitted
to be redeemed from the place of business
of such persons for the space of twenty-four
hours after the copy and statement required
to be delivered to tho chief of police shallhave been delivered as required by Section 3of this ordinance.

No property consisting of second-hand leadpipe, brass faucets and other plumbing out-fit; doors and door-hardware; window sa*hand frames; pull and electric bells; gas fix-tures, grates and furnace equipments, kit-
chen ranges, stoves, boilers or parts of themmantles, tile and other furnishings of usual at-
tachments to dwellings,stores and buildings re-
ceived on deposit or purchase, or in any otherway, by any of the persons mentioned or re-
ferred to in this ordinance, shall be sold, orpermitted to be removed from the place ofbusiness of such person, for the space of sixdays after the copy and statement, required
to be delivered to the Chief of Police, shallhave been delivered as required by Section 3of this ordinance.

Sec. 5. And whenever the Chief of Policeor any member of the police force designated
by the Chief of Police, shall notify any suchdealer or dealers not to sell any property soreceived on deposit or purchased by themor permit tbe same to be redeemed, suchproperty shall not be sold or permitted to be
redeemed until such time as may be deter-mined by such Chief of Police or memberof the police force designated by the Chief ofPolice, so requiring them to be held; provided
such time shall in no case exceed six months.bee. 6. Every person who shall engage inthe business of a pawnbroker as in Section 1defined shall, before engaging In such busi-ness, obtain from the City of St. Paul a li-cense agreeable to the ordinance pertainingto licenses in said City of St. Paul.

And the amount to be paid for said li-cense shall be the sum of two hundred dollarsper annum.
Sec. 7. Before any person shall receive any

license for such business as in Section 1defined he shall file with the City Comptrol-ler a bond with at least two sureties to beapproved by said comptroller in the sum offlve thousand dollars, conditioned that hewill observe the ordinances of said
«»J ,relation to such business.*Bd. conduct his said business inconformity thereto, and that he will accountfor and deliver to any person legally entitled
thereto any goods, wares or merchandise
article or thing which may have come intohis hands through his business as suchpawnbroker, or in lieu thereof he will pay
ln money to such person or persons the rea-
sonable value thereof.

Sec. 8. No person or persons shall hereafter
exhibit and maintain any sign usually knownas a pawnbroker's sign. Such as "three
balls or in any manner advertise to loanmoney on deposit or pledge of personal prop-
erty, or other valuable thing, without firsthaving obtained from said City of St. Paula license agreeable to and in conformity
with this ordinance. And the non-c-ompllance
of this section will he prima facie evidence
of the fact that a pawnbroker's business is be-ing carried on.

Sec. 9. Every person who shall engage in
the business of a dealer in second-hand goods
or junk dealer shall, before engaging in suchbusiness, obtain from the City of St. Paul a
license agreeable to the ordinance pertaining
to licenses in the said City of St. Paul, and
the amount to be paid for said license shall
be the sum of Fifty Dollars per annum.

Before any person shall receive any license
for such business, he shall file with the City
Comptroller a bond with at least two sureties,
to be approved by said Comptroller in the
sum of One Thousand Dollars, conditioned
that he will observe the ordinances of said
city in relation to such business, and con-
duct his said business in conformity thereto,
and that he will account for and deliver
to any person legally entitled thereto any
goods, wares or merchandise, article or thing
which may have come into his hands through
his business as such second-hand dealer,
and If the property be second-hand lead
pipe or other plumbing outfit, or other fur-
nishings of property usually attached to
buildings, he will account for and deliver
to any person legally entitled thereto, such
property, or in lieu thereof he will pay in
money to such person or persons the reason-
able value thereof.

Sec. 10. No dealer, pawnbroker or second-
hand or junk dealer, as in this ordinance
mentioned or defined, shall, ln the course of
said business as a pawnbroker. Junk dealer
or second-hand dealer, buy second-hand
goods, or junk, or any personal property
whatsoever, or receive goods or any personal
property on deposit of pledge from any
minor.

Sec. 11. Every pawnbroker, agent or other
dealer or person mentioned in this ordinance,
or any person whatsoever who shall violate,
neglect or refuse to comply with any of the
provisions of this ordinance, shall for every
such offense be punished by a fine of sot
less than twenty-five dollars, nor more than
one hundred dollars, or by imprisonment for
not less than twenty days nor more than
ninety days.

Any person who shall be convicted more
than once within two years of a violation of
Section 6 of this ordinance shall, upon said
second conviction, be punished by imprison-
ment for thirty days.

The Mayor of the City of St. Paul may, In
his discretion, revoke the license of any per-
son licensed under this ordinance upon con-
viction of a violation of any of the provi-
sions of this ordinance in the Municipal
Court.

Sec. 12. Allordinances and parts of ordi-
nances inconsistent with this ordinance are
hereby repealed.

Sec. 13. This ordinance shall take effect
and be in force from and after its publica-
tion.
