The primary object of the cut in flour
retes to the seaboard, as made by the
Qoo last week, was to bring the real |
situation before the Western Freight
assoclation and to compel an investiga- |
tion, if possible. The object was s.uc-i
cessfully gained yesterday, for Chalr-ﬁ
man Midgley held a session in the city, |
which not only resulted in a complete
investigation, but a restoration of rates |
commencing Oct. 12 Upon that day, |
under certain conditions, the rates will
be advanced from 22% to 25 cents on
flcur and millstuffs from Minneapolis
to New York, both for domestic and
foreign trade.

The meeting was a short one, not oc-~
cupying over an hour and a half, but
it was prolific of considerable interest-
ing discussion. There were present
Second Vice President W. H. Newman,
of the Great Northern-Eastern Minne-
sota lines; General Freight Agent J. C.

3 A(n effort was made to place the
blame for the cut, the Soo declaring
that its reduced tariffs were announced
only for its own protection and in or-
der to force some settlement. The
charge was made that the K.a.nawha
Dispatch line made the cut onginall'y,
and was responsible for the troubie,
but the effort to fix the blame on this
company was not met wlt'h any'markeo
success. After some discussion the
following resolution was adopted:

“Resolved, That the rates on flour
and millstuffs be restored to the basis |
of 25 cents east, Minneapolis to New |
York, effective Oct. 12 ensuing, provided
the Association of Lake Managers con-
cur therein, and shall in the meantime
glve satisfactory assurances that there
are no outstanding obligations or other
influences which will interfere with the
strict maintenance with the advanced
basis via their respective routes, on
either domestic or foreign shipments;
that 1is, traffic to be carried subse-
quently to the advance, In case it 1s
go ordered.”

This resolution, it will be seen, will
not be effective until the lake managers
flle a written statement that they have
on hand no contracts with shippers
which bind them to the 22%-cent rate
for a period longer than Oct. 1 That
the lake lines will agree, it is generally
conceded, and it was expected that a
reply would be received from the lake
managers in a day or two.

This will give flour kings fifteen days
in which to take advantage of the re-
duced rates, and they will very likely
do it with a will, for there is a tre-
mendous saving in cost of transporta-
tion on cents for every hundred
pounds on from 300 to 450 carloads per
day.

Yesterday morning it was not antie-
ipated that the meeting would be suc-
cessful. Opposition to the proposed
restoration was expected from many
quarters, but to the surprise of all, none
was offered.
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NEW GREAT LAKES LINE

Institutes a Cut in Rates From Buf-
falo.

There was unlimited joy among the
St. Paul and Minneapolls jotbers yes-
terday cover the receipt of circulars
from the Great Lakes Steamship com-
pany containing the long desired in-
foimation that rates between eastern
points and the Twin Cities on first,
gecond, third, fourth and fifth class
{reight would be reduced, going into
immediate effect. The Great Lakes
Bteamship company is a new organiza-
tion, but the concern is giong after
business with great zest, and has at its
command a fleet of boats sufficient to
rvarry all the cargo that will be moved.
The jobbers have been trying for
months and months to secure reduced
tariffs. The Trunk Line committee
has been pleaded with time and time
ugain, but to no effect. The Eastern
lines finally agreed to place low rates
I effect under certain conditions, and
for some time jobbers have been re-
ceiving freight at rates less than ap-
peared upon the printed tariff sheets.
The printed rate has been 84 cents first
class from New York, Philadelphia to
Baltimore and proportionate from
points west. but the schedule which
went into effect vesterday upon print-
ed tariff sheets was upon a basis of
70 cents. These rates are made possi-
hle by payiug local tariffs to Buffalo,
and adding Buffalo tariff to St. Paut
and Minneapolis. Under the notices
received by the jobbers, bills of lading
will be issued to Buffalo where the
Great Lakes Steamship company will
receive the freight and issue bills of
lading to destination.

The lake and rail rates quoted by the
Great Lakes Steamship company are
as follows: Class 1, 70c; class 2, 60c;
class 3, 50; class 4, 35c; class 5, 27¢;
class 6, 22c. from New York, Philadel-
phia and Baltimore. These rates are
made in connection with the Wiscon-
sin Central via Manitowoe. The lines
operating under the tariff from the
points mentioned are as follows: from
New York to Buffalo, Lehigh Valley;
from Philadelphia, the Pennsylvania
& Reading: from Baltimore, Northern
Central railroad.

The rates from Albany and common
points will be: Class 1, 65¢c; class 2, 55c;
class 8, 45c; class 4, 32¢c; class B, 27c;
class 6, 22¢, via New York Central to
Buffalo, thence Great Lakes Steam-
ship company and Wisconsin Central.

From Rochester: Class 1, 46¢; class 2,
89c; class 8, 32c; class 4, 24c; class 5,
21c; class 6, 17c.

From Buffalo: Class 1, 8le; class 2,
27c; class 3, 22¢; class 4, 16c; class 5,
14c; class 6, 12¢, via Great Lakes S. S.
company and Wisconsin Central from
Manitowoe,

From Cleveland, O., rates on iron ar-
ticles, 10c; via Great Lakes S. S. Co.,
and Wisconsin Central, same as above.

These rates will astonish competing
lines. and are likely to produce some
retaliatory measures. However, the

Steamship company have started out
on a vigorous campaign, and are back-
ed up by heavy Eastern connecticns.

TRY A NEW SCHEME.

Great Western Will Have “General
Agents” in Cities.

The Chicago Great Western has in-
angurated a new departure in the
management of terminal points by the
establishment of general agents who
are given exclusive authority over all
classes of employes in the eity interest-
ed, excepting employes of the mechan-
ical and maintenance of way depart-
ments. Today a circular will be issued
appointing G. M. Jordan general agent
of the company at Kansas City, Kan.,
and Kansas City, Mo., with offices
at 7 West Ninth street, having charge
of the company’s business of those two
cities and also having complete juris-
diction over all the employes excepting
in the departments named. The ap-
pointment will be effective Oct. 1.

Mr. Jordan will have absolute charge
of all terminal matters, and will have
under him two sub-agents, city pas-
senger and ticket officials, yard master
and train and switching crews, freight
He will re-
port directly to General Superinten-
whose name Is at-
tached to the circular.

The plan heretofore has been for
local agents to report to division sup-
erintendents, but by the change the
local agents become in cities the size
of Kansas City, nearly as important
as the division superintendent. In case
the experiment is successful, the sys-
tem will be extended.

ONLY TO AGENTS

Will Commissions Be Pald by Trans-
continental Lines.

CHICAGO, Sept. 22.—The Trans-con-
tinental roads have reached an agree-
ment -effective Oct. 31, that the pay-
ment of all street commissions to
brokers and others, originating busi-
ness outside association territory, shall
be absolutely discontinued. After that

| date commisssions will be paid only

to duly authorized ticket agents and
then the commissions shall be only of

| the amount authorized in the associa-

tion agreement and specified in the
recognized rate schedules. No action
bas as yet been taken regarding the
high commissions paid by the Southern
Pacific as the other Trans-continental
roads are walting to see what has
caused the Southern Pacific to take
this action before they decide on any
plans of  their own.

Chairman Caldwell, of the Western
Passenger association, has handed
down a ruling to the effect that where
transfer arrangements exist between
two roads they may transfer bicycles
{from one to the other without a charge,
but where no such transfer arrange-
ment exists the roads must make a
charge for all the transfers that are
made, This matter has caused about
as much discussion among the roads
as has the old question of whether they
shall or shall not make any charge of
the transportation of wheels.

EVERYTHING IS LOVELY,

Inspector Clausen Says, Under the
Sandstone System,

State Grain Inspector Clausen on be-
ing asked yesterday as to the situation
regarding grain inspection at Dull}th
and Superior, said, “There is nothing
particularly new to communicate, A.ll
grain from the Great Northern road is
being inspected at Sandstone and is
distributed from that point to Duluth,
West Superior, or Old Superior in ac-
cordance with the orders of the owners
and consignors. The work is progress-
ing smoothly and expeditiously, in fact,
mcre so than at any time heretofore,
even when it was being done at West
Superior, as the tracks at Sandstone
are compactly located and the yard
very convenient to do the work in,
while the tracks at Superior covered
miles of territory, making the expense
of the work very great. We treat Sand-
stone, not as a separate terminal point,
but merely as an adjunct to our Duluth
business. We go there simply for the
convenience of all parties, just as we
go out to Hopkins, Shoreham and New
Brighton at Minneapolis, which points
are all outside of the ecity limits. We
have two inspectors and two helpers
at Sandstone, so that all reinspections
are promptly attended to and final dis-
position is made from that point. A
large proportion of this grain is rebilled
to the Great Northern elevator at West
Superior, or to the mills at Superior.
At the Great Northern elevator the
weighing “into store” is done by a
weighman appointed by the Duluth
board of trade and it is also weighed
“‘out of store” into vessels by the same
authority. On arrival of the vessel at
Duluth on its way to Buffalo, it is
boarded by a state inspector from Du-
luth, who Is armed with a probe fifteen
to twenty feet long and makes his in-
spection through the open hatches of
the vessels by the same method as
obtains in the inspection of car loads
of grain. The certificate of inspection
is issued by the Minnesota authorities,
and the weight is certified to by the
secretary of the Duluth board of trade.
The only difference between the pres-
ent status of affairs and the old, is that
the Duluth board of trade is doing
such work as is necessary at Superior,
which was formerly done by the Min-
nesota department, while we are con-
fining ourselves to our own jurisdiction.
We are perfectly esatisfied with the
situation, the Superior board of trade
seems to be satisfied ‘and the Duluth
bcard of trade certainly ought to be.”

STOPS IN TRANSIT

Inquired Into by the Commerecé Com-
mission.

CHICAGO, Sept. 22.—The Interstate
commerce commission today resumed
its Investigation of charges against
various western roads of rebilling. The
purpose of the commission is to dis-
cover if any of the roads are furnish-
ing storage for grain for speculative
purposes. General Freight Agent Sim-
mons, of the Cedar Rapids road. Bur-
ton Johnson, of the Chicago & North-
western, President Harris, of the Chi-
cago, Burlington & Northern, and
Thomas Miller, of the Chicago, Burling-
ton & Quincy, were on the witness
stand today. All admitted stoppage
of grain for milling and cleaning pur-
poses, but denied rebilling practice.
Freight Manager Johnson, of the Rock
Island, admitted the stoppage of grain
in transit at various points, but denied
the existence of any interest on the
part of the road with such stoppage.
Freight Manager Stohr, of the C. G.
W. and General Traffic Manager Bird.
of the C. M. & St. P.,, also disclaimed
any such practice by their respective
rcads,

BROKE ON BRADSTREET'S REPORT

Heavy Increase in the Visible in
Part Offiset Abnormal Strength
in the Northwest.

CHICAGO, Sept. 22.—The same influence
that controlled the local wheat market yes-
teérday, the abnormal strength of the North-
western markets was mainly responsible for
a %c advance in the price of December wheat
here today. Corn closed unchanged, oats %c
lower and provisions unchanged to 7%c high-
er. The bulls were masters of the wheat mar-
ket at the start today. Liverpool wheat was
so strong that bear sentiment shrivelled up
here like paper in a fire, and everybody
wanted wheat at the opening. Liverpool was
1d@1%.d higher, all the more surprising be-
cause of the decline there yesterday. In ad-
dition to this, domestic markets were all on
the up grade, and there was continued ex-
citement and strength in the Northwest,
especially at Minneapolis. The Duluth and
Minneapolis receipts were. 903 cars, or 675
cars less than a week ago, and 300 cars less
than a year ago. With such encouragement,
it was not surprising that December wheat
opened at 625:@63c, compared with 6215@62%¢c
at yesterday's close. Duluth reported active
shipments from there, over 700,000 bu yester-
day and 500,000 bu the day before, or 1,200,-
000 during the past two days. The second
cablegram brought news of an easler feeling
abroad, and the Atlantic port exports were
by no means heavy, but, notwithstanding,
the market became stronger as the forencon
waned, and by 11:15 o’clock December wheat
was bringing 63%4c per bu. Previous to that
it had risen from the opening prices quoted
above to 63%c, and reacted temporarily to
62%@625%c.  This decline had been brought
about by the realizing sales of bulls, to whom
the advance was too tempting to be resisted.
About noon the enormous increase in thes
world’s visible stocks, reported by Brad-
street’s, amounting to 6,111,000 bu, broke the
market sharply, and December, which was
then selling at 63lc, quickly broke to 62%ec.
It also took considerable of the life out of
trading, and after several small fluctuations
December finally closed steady at 62l4c bid.
Corn was fairly active and a shade higher,
influenced by the nervous strength in wheat,
The market suffered somewhat in the last
hour in consequence of the break in wheat,
and the close was at practically unchanged
figures. May opened %c hLigher at 24%c, ad-
vanced to 25%@25%c, and closed steady at
24%@24% c. Oats were only fairly active. May
opened a shade higher at 19%@193%c, and de-
clined to 19%c, where it closed. Provisions
were firm but inactive. January pork closed
steady and unchanged at $7.05; January lard
about 7lgc higher at $3.95@3.97%; January
ribs unchanged at $3.50.

OPENING TENDENCY DOWNWARD,

Irregular Owing to Lower Quota-
tions From London and the East.
ern War Seare.

NEW YORK, Sept. 22.—The stock market
showed a moderate increase in activity today,
and business was well distributed, with Su-
gar in the lead In extent of trading. The
stock exerted considerable sympathetic in-
fluence upon the general list. The market
was decidedly erratic, with especially wide
fluctuations in the specialties. The opening
was irregular on a sirong declining tend-
ency, owing to lower London gquotations,
due to the threatening aspect of political
affairs in the Levant.

Time money was reported offered
at 6 per cent for all riods on currency
notes, and an Increased disposition by out-of-
town banks, and to a less extent by local
institutions, to buy prime mercantile paper
was noted. There was no important pres-
sure of long stock at any time except in
Bugar. A decllne of 2 per cent in Manhat-
tan was attributed to realizing.
