delegation and was-rivea a hearing in
explanation 7t/his metnod of arriving
at values of Hennepin realty. He said
it was a dificu:t matter to arrive at
values during a perlod of staznation.
His way of ‘getting at it was by
studying the boaa fiue mortgages for
money actuallv Ioaned during the last
two years, and particalarly during
last year.

“We presume,” said Mr. Plummer,
“that 40 per cent of the actual value of
realty could be raised on a loan. This
is the conservative man’s estimate of
rcal values. From that we learned the
basis of valuation.”

Judge Henry G. Hicks spoke at some
lergth. He said heavy taxation had
become practical confiscation. Values
bad shrunk 50 to 60 per cent.

“We might as well,” he continued,
“acknowledge that we nave been blow-
ing our horns for thirty years. The
two cities were bouad to rival one an-
other in the number of the population.
and it did seem as if there was no hmit
we would not go as to the number of
our inhabitants and the valu¢s of prop-
erty. The year '93 testnd the value of
real estate in these cities, and men are
ccmpelled to admit that property is
assessed for more than what it 1is
worth. The logic of evanis has been
too strong for them.

‘““We went to our board of equaliza-
tion and it made what they deemed a
proper cut in the valu2s of our real
estate. We felt what you aad ail of us
now know that the panic of '93 drove
out from 30 to 50 per cent of the real
estate values of St. Paul, Minneape!is
and Duluth. We convinceld our local
board of these facts, and it made a de-
duction from our assessment. There
has been practically no increase in
values of city property during the past
twenty years, though linded interests
or the outside have increased.”

Judge Hicks at this point passcd to
the chairman a list o thirty pieces or
property which had teen assessed by
the assessor for 10 per cent more than
the property is valued at. Continuing,
he said:

“Our assessor got up a2 new plan of
assessment on a cheap scale. The as-
sessment was made on the map. Our
friends from Ramsey will tell you that
it is a moral impossibility to get at a
fair assessment in any such manner,
They spent $10,000 to get a fair assess-
ment, and it was money well expend-
ed. It is not within the power or ge-
nius of any man, with small force at
his command, to make a just and prop-
er assessment. Our assessor doesn’t
feel the terrible shrinkage in the values
of property. He sits there drawing his
fat salary. He has his ideas, and
they're fixed. He’s as firm as a mule
tied to a post. We come here overbur-
dened and oppressed taxpayers, and
all we ask is even-handed justice,

“There was a time when we were
proud, and wanted to be the richest
and the biggest city In the world, but
we have gotten over that.”

F. N. Stacy followed Judge Hicks,
and presented statistics to show how
Minneapolis was overtaxed in compori-
son with other cities throughout the
Union. Cleveland, with a population of
345,000, had a realty valuation of $135,-
000,000, and other cities as per table
below:

Mr. Stacy said that the average val-
uation of acre property with improve-
ments in this state was less than twen-
ty years ago. On 14 per cent of the
pepulation of the state, he claimed,
Minneapolis had to bear 50 per cent of
the valuation. The valuation in round
numbers in 1890 was $136,000,000, and
had not been changed materially ever
since, though all kinds of property had
shrunk from 60 to 90 per cent.

The other gentlemen spoke in the
same vein.

Today the board wlill be at Duluth and
look over the Zenith City, and tomor-
row Minneapolis will be the special
order,

After adjusting Minneapolis and Du-
luth; all that remains to be fixed is the
assessment on the telegraph and tele-
phone companies and then the board
will be through.

REPUBLICANS GET THE TWO,

WHILE THE DEMOCRATS AND POP-
ULISTS SPLIT THE OTHER
T™WO.

ONLY ONE LIST WAS REGULAR,

That Being the List Filed by the
Democratic County Committee
to Allow Selections.

The joint council committee appoint-
ed to pass upon the lists of judges of
election submitted by the three politi-
cal parties met yesterday afternoon.
The Republican, Democratic and Peo-
ple’s party lists were duly laid before
the committee for its action.

The list submitted by the Democratic
cocunty committee was the only one
that conformed with the usual practice,
It contained two names for each election
district or precinct, -one of which was
selected by the committee and recom-
mended for appointment. The Repub-
licans and Populists, however, did not
send in a double list, but each named
only one judge for each precinct, thus
allowing the committee and the council
no choice in the matter except to se-
lect their men or reject them. The
committee, after some discussion of this
irregularity, finally decided to recom-
mend all the names submitted by the
Republican and People’'s party com-
mittees., Besides the three judges of
election who will serve in each pre-
cinct, the Republicans submitted a list
of men to be appointed ballot judges.
The committee also approved of the
latter list.

COMO AVENUE BRIDGE.

Assessments Are Set Aside by Com.
: missioner Copeland.

Commissioner 6f Public Works Cope-
land will declare: all proceedings of the
board of publiciworks relative to the
assessment for the Como avenue bridge
annulled. The commissioner will like-
wise declare that all assessments for
benefits are set aside and then proceed
to modify the award of damages. Mr.
Copeland maintains that none of the
private property:assessed by the board
of public worksthas been benefited by
the Como avenue bridge, inasmuch as,
in his opinion, the raise of grade neces-
sary to approach the bridge tended to
damage the abutting property rather
than to increase its value, The benefits
assessed by the board of public works
amount to $1,500, and the assessment
{s spread over the territory bounded
by Dale street, Lexington avenue,
Front street and Lake Como and
Phalen avenue.- Also all property along |
Como avenue from Western avenue to |
Topping street, and along Rice street
from the bridge to University avenue.

It is understood that the commis-
sloner propeses to make.only a nom-
inal assessment of benefits, not exceed-
ing perhaps 25 cents on a lot. As for
the $1,500 assessment, which he pro-
posés  too annul, the: commissioner

thinks that there is a balance in the‘

Como avenue bridge fund sufficient to
make good the amount needed, and if
not, the council will be asked to ap-
propriate the amount.

THREE CROWDS IN CANTON.

| CAME FROM AS MANY STATES TO
CALL ON THE NOMI-
NEE,

WAS GIVEN A BUST OF HIMSELF.

Indiana Party Had a Present for
the Advocate of the Ten-Story
Tarift,

CANTON, O., Sept. 22.—Three dele-
gations had appointments with Maj.
McKinley today. The first arrived over
the Valley railroad just at 12 o’clock,
and was scheduled as the Republicans
and friends of Maj. McKinley from
Holmes county, O., one of the strong-
est Democratic sections in the country.
Local committees took charge of the
party and marched it to the McKinley
home, where an address was m:de by
Dr. Gingham, of Millersburg, and re-
sponded to by Maj. McKlinley. At 2
o’'clock a special train of twelve
coaches, on the C., C. & 8 road, brought
a large delegation from Jamestown, N.
Y., representing Chautauqua and Cat.-
taraugus “counties. The delegation
brought two bands and mottoes, At
the McKinley homie, a congratulatory
address was made by Hon. A. (. Wade,

of Jamestown, to which Maj. McKinley
responded.

A special train cf twelvs ¢ »aches ar-
rived shortly after 4 o'clock this aft-
ernoon, bringing Republican cluos and
citizens from Elkha:t and Northern In-
diana. The Elkhart band led a pa-
rade to the McKinley home, where At-
torney James S, Dodge niade a con-
gratulatory address, and presented
Maj.- McKinley with g bust of himself,

I have no sympathy with a cause based upon
ere hate and passion. It is beneath the
?ims and purposes of patriotic freedmen, and
am glad to note that it receives no en-
%o;_iagement from the sturdy citizens of New

How strikingly the names of the § :
ous Hamilton and the Empire State olguls\'tg:v
York are inseparately connected. We can-
not think of the great events of our history
without at once assoclating them together
and we cannot recall any examples of like
nature so conspicuous, unless it be the
inseperable assoclation of Washington and
Jefferson with Virginia and Lincoln with us.
Fortunately these stateemen are our own
countrymen, and we cannot too highly revere
them, and however much much they may
have differed in administrative policies, they
were always and at all times together for
the hono: of the country,

No man of his time left a more lasting im-
pression on public legislation than the eminent
leader in New York, Alexander Hamilton,
who, more than any one else, secured the
ratification of the United States constitution,
and to whom we are more largely indebted
than to any other citizen for our protective
tariff system, which he always steadily sup-
ported, and for our excellent monetary sys-
tem, for beginning with the first coinage
act on April 2, 1792, every law enacted down
to and including the act of May, 1875, pro-
viding for the resumption of specie pay-
ments, was based upon the principles laid
down by Alexander Hamilton and supported
-almost in thelr entirety by Thomas Jefferson.
(Applause).

We have heard a great deal in this cam-
&dgn about the doctrines of the . fathers.
lamilton favored both gold and silver as
money, though he preferred gold alone him-
gelf, and the government of the United States
entered upon the use of both. Hamilton
announced the great fundamental principle
when he sald: ‘“There can hardly be a bet-
ter rule for any country for a legal than
the market ratio. In other words every coin
should contain enough metal so that when
melted it will be worth just as much as
when it is stamped as money, the bullion
or market values always to be the same
as its legal or money value.” This was the
doctrine of both Hamilton and - Jefferson.
This has been the undeviating policy of the

vernment under every administration, and

as been the settled policy of all the great
partles of the country from the beginning of
the government.

By the act of July, 1890, commonly known
as the Sherman act, we insisted upon putting
dnto that law the doctrine of Hamilton, that
the parity of the two metals must always
be sacredly maintained. The Republicans
wrote into that law, for both branches of
congress and the presidency were in the
hands of the Republican party, a solemn
pledge, which is as binding an agreement
between the government and the people as
was ever made. Here iz the language:

“It-i1s the established policy of the United
States to maintain the two metals (gold and
silver) at a parity with each other upon the
present legal ratlo or at such ratio as may
be established by law."”

This was the act of the 5ist congress, passed
by the Republican party for the purpose of
preventing the free coinage of silver at a
ratlo of 16 to 1, but nevertheless giving to
silver the greatest poss'ble use as money and
for that purpose providing for the utilization
of substantially the full product of the Amer-
fcan mines. This is not the only declaration,
in recent years, in support of the Hamil-
ton idea of this parity. The 53d congress,
elected in 1892 and Democratic in both
branches, with President Cleveland as the
chief executive elected by the Democratic
party, also recognized the doctrine of the
parity. “President Cleveland was 8o con-
vinced that the coinage of sllver was becom-
ing such a perii to the country that he called
congress together in extraordinary session
August 7, 1893 and congress, at his earnest
solicitation, proceeded to repeal the purchas-
ing clause of the so-called Sherman law, and
in doing this wrote into our public statutes
this express contract:

‘““And it is hereby declared to be the policy
of the United States to continue the use of

h gold and silver as the standard money
and to coin both gold and silver into money
of equal intrinsic and unchangeable value,
this equality to be secured through interna-
tional agreement or by such safeguards of
legislation as will insure the maintenance of
the parity in vaiue of the coins of the two
metals and the equal power of everi dollar
at all times in the market and in the pay-
ment of dcbis.””

This was the act of the 53d congress under
President Cleveland, an act by a Democratic
congress and a Democratic president, ap-
rroved by a Democratic administration and
indorsed_everywhere by the Democratic press,
and, as I believe, by the masses of the Dem-
ocratic party. It is true mat we, as Repub-
licans, can take satisfaction In the fact that
it would not have passed the senate except
for the earnest support of Republicans, and
none more prominently than Senator Sherman
himself, but the Democratic party was solely
responsible for your legislation then, and its
action bound the members of that party as
strongly to the support of honest money as
the 51st congress had committed the Republi-
cans of the country to the support of the
same doctrine. With what bad faith, there-
fore, with what disregard for the right, for
justice and honor, can any ecitizen now de-
mand that the government shall enter upon
any settlement of our debts or scheme of
coinage the confessed result of which would
be to destroy the parity between dollars, drive
gold from ecirculation and reduce the value
of silver and paper dollars still circulating
nearly one-half.

Hamilton and Jefferson, Jackson and Lin-
coln, or Grant and Cleveland never taught a
doctrine so perilous as that. Ttre people of
the United States will never adopt so dis-
creditable and dangerous a course; nor will
they fail to brand with their condemnation,
whenever an opportunity is given them,
through the ballot. The idle talk about the
dollars of the fathers and the principles and
men of 176, will do no harm, for it wiil
never convince the honest citizen that Ham-
ilton or Jefferson, or any other of our revered
fathers or patriots, ever viewed with tolera-
tion any sch of dishonest fi or con-
templated for an instant the idea that the
United States would cheat us people in their
| momey, or repudiate any obligations it ever
made either by expressed terms or implica-
