Moderate and Yet Distinct Improve.

ment In Seen In Orders tor
Finished Products.

NEW YORK, Sept. 25.—Bradstreet's
tomorrow will Bay: In Eastern Job-
bing circles the feeling is one of in-
creasing confidence. There Is more do-
Ing in some staple lines, noticeably at
the East and at a few Southern cities.
In moat other instances purchasers

continue for immediate wants only.

There is little expectation of a gen-

eral revival in business prior to elec-
tion. Throughout the central and
northwest states no material change is
reported !n general trade fea-ture. Ex-
ceptions are at Cincinnati and St.
Louis, where demand for staple goods

is larger. Savannah and Augusta re-
port a marked increase in the volume
of business, both wholesale and retail
with satisfactory collections. Memphis

and Galveston report moderate gains

in demand and sales. Improvement is
shown in various commercial and in-
dustrial lines at New York, Boston,
Providence and Pittsburg.

Improved demand for wool continues
with an upward tendency in prices.
There is a better jobbing movement in
cotton goods which are higher. Not
much more woolen machinery has been
started. The starting up of iron mills
and furnaces is conspicuous, but mak-
ers in some instances seem to be an-
ticipating demand.

Exports of wheat (flour included as
wheat) from both coasts of the United
States and from Montreal this week
amount to 3,818,646 bushels, as com-
pared with 3,506,000 bushels last week,
3,515,000 bushels in the week one year
ago; 2,562,000 bushels two years ago and
as contrasted with 3,490,000 bushels in
the corresponding week of 1893.

The total number of business fail-
ures throughout the United States con-
tinues large, 321 this week, compared
with 315 last, week, 198 in the fourth
week of September, 1895, 204 in the like
week of 1894 and as contrasted with
only 232 in the corresponding week of
1N.3, in which week there was a heavy
falling off from the total the week be-
fore. In the like week of 1892, a year
of comparative business prosperity,
only 143 business failures were reported
compared with 321 this week. Thereare 34 business failures reported from
the Dominion of Canada this week com-
pared with 41 last week, 35 in the weeka year ago, 31 two years ago and as
contrasted with 36 three years ago.

DlX A CO.'S REVIEW.

Moderate and Yet Dtxtlnct Improve-
ment to Be Seen.

NEW YORK, Sept. 25.—Dun & Co/sweekly review of trade will say: Avery moderate and yet distinct im-provement is seen, no longer only in
the buying of materials, which contin-ues and stiffens prices, but also in or-
ders for products of some industries,
in money markets and in exports of
(staples. It is as yet little more than a
etep toward better things, but has al-ready started some important works
ami prompted a few considerable con-
tracts. Continuing arrivals of gold
have raised the treasury reserve to
above $125,000,000, strengthened the
banks and relaxed the stringency in
commercial loans, so that, at about 1
per rent lower rates, more businesswas done than in three previous weeks.
Hoarding is no longer reported and
some hoards are being unlocked. The
movement of crops continues large,
and purchases for export have ad-
vanced prices or prevented depression.
"While the pain in working force is notgreat, it seems clear that for the first
time in many months there is some net
gain.

An important change is the general
advance in produce markets, especially
in wheat, which rose sharply on Thurs-day and Friday, closing s^c higher for
the week, with much buying, apparent-
ly on foreign accounts. For the first
time since July 1, Western receipts fell
below those of the same week lastyear. They are still large, and for the
first quarter of the crop year thus far
have been 52,721,158 bushels, against
40,414,351 last year, a gain of about 30
per cent, and it is conceivable, but
cannot be considered quite probable
that such receipts have come from acrop smaller than last year's. Atlantic
eyports, flour included, were for the
veek a little more than a year ago forSeptember 2,000 000 more and 21.807 553bushels since July 1, against 14,128 308

last year. Ifthere should come an un-
usual foreign demand, it would make
a great difference with future business.

Failures for the week have been 315
In the United States, against 216 last
year, and 39 in Canada, against 50 last
year.

STILLWATER NEWS.

Edward O'Brien, One of the City's

Old Newspaper Men, Dead.
Edward A. O'Brien, one of the best

known residents of this city, who num-
bered every man as his friend, died
early yesterday morning at the city
hospital, of a kidney trouble, with
which he had been a sufferer for sev-
eral months. Deceased was clerk at
the prison during the past four years
and was a careful and painstaking of-
ficial, liked by every one with wuom
he came in contact. He had been ail-
ing more or less since last spring, but
did not give up his work at the prison
until less than two months ago, when
he found it necessary to go to the hos-
pital. Eminent physicians did all they
could for him, but their efforts were
powerless, developments proving that
his ailment was of an incurable na-
ture. He was born in Miramichl, N.
8., in 1842 and came here in 1853 with
his parents. He learned the printer's
trade at an early age and worked at
it for many years prior to the breaking
out of the war, when he enlisted in
Company I, of the Sixth Minnesota,
commanded by Col. Wm. Crook*. He
was active and fearless and this won
for him a number of promotions ex-
tending to that of captain. In March,
1865, he was appointed captain of one
of the companies in the Twenty-fourth
United States colored infantry, a posi-
tion he filled with credit to himself and
the state from which he came. After
the war he returned to Minnesota andengaged in newspaper work. He wa3
actively engaged on the Tribune and
the Lumberman in Minneapolis and
established the Sun in this city early
in the 80s. This did not prove a suc-
cessful adventure, however, and the
paper was discontinued a few years
later. He had a multitude of friends
in this city and elsewhere, who will
be pained to learn the sad tidings of
his demise. He is survived by an aged
father, Michael O' Brien. two brothers,
Hon. J. S. and John O'Brien, two sis-
ters. Miss Sarah O'Brien and Mrs. J.
P. Burke and a daughter, Mrs. J JWalsh, of this city. He was a mem-
ber of Stillwater lodge of Elks, the
Father Mathew society and Crook
post, G. A.R. The funeral willbe held
from St. Michael's church tomorrow
afternoon. A meeting of the Elks was
held last evening to make arrange-
ments to attend the funeral.

CHICAGO, Sept. 25.—1n the face of news
suggestive rather of a decline than of an ad-
vance, the price of December wheat showed
a lc/fcC advance at the close. To the strength,
displayed by outside markets late in the day,
Is the advance principally due. Other mar-
kets were flat, corn closing a shade higher,
oats y^c higher and provisions unchanged to
B cents lower. The cable news this morning
rather grated upon the bulls in the wheat
market. ,Liverpool opened unchanged and a
'little later even reported prices %d lower.
That was all that was needed to create some
weakness here. December opened with sell-
ers at from Cs>4c down to 64% cand the
latter price became the point from which the
bulls and bears made alternate drives
at each other during the first hour of the
forenoon. Minneapolis and Duluth received
722 cars aglnst 841 on the corresponding
day of the year before. The general tenor
of the advices from Minneapolis, however,
was that farmers' deliveries in the North-
west would be much increased next week.
The export clearances amounted in wheatand flour to 222 000 bushels. Those who had
been tempted in the first hour to sell short
became uneasy and began gradually to buy it
back. Their anxiety increased and caused
a gradual spread of their fears until every

jone wanted wheat, and a rapid advance from
( 65Ms to* 67'/&c followed. A private cablegram
quoting Liverpool Idlower had helped to de-
press the market and when the public clos-ing dispatch was received quoting an ad-

ivance In the price of flour and wheat, that
