the first mention of Mr. Bryan’s name
by the New York orator, the crowd
broke into cheers, in which at least
one-half of the audience joined. The
other half hissed quite as vigorously
and when Mr. Coc¢kran could again
make himself heard he announced that
he would read a quotation from one
of Mr. Bryan's speeches. The man In
‘the gallery yelled: '“I'll bet it's a
forgery,” and the crowd again de-
manded that he be put out.

“Don’t put him out,” said Mr, Cock-
ran, “let me answer his question. This
quotatfon is from Mr. Bryan's New
York organ and if it is a forgery his
friends have perpetrated it.” The
crowd cheered again and Mr, Cockran
continued: “We will show the Pop-
ulists how the Democrats can treat
them with forbearance and let them re-
main here, but if the gentleman in the
gallery thinks he can disconcert me
with demonstrations with his feet or
with his mouth he does not understand
with whom he is dealing.”

This captured the crowd and there-
after Mr. Cockran was permitted to
proceed without interruption. His ad-
dress was mainly one of dramatic ef-
fect rather than of an argumentative
character and lasted something more
thn an hour. Mr. Cowen followed him
with a clean cut argument on the finan-
cial questions at issue, which he pre-
ceded by a vigorous denial of the oft
repeated charge that the employes of
the Baltimore & Ohio were being co-
erced into voting for McKinley.

INGALLS ON COERCION.

Campaign Story Refuted and Rail-
way Employes Cheered.

CHICAGO, Sept. 26.—M. E. Ingalls,
the president of the Chesapeake &
Ohio railroad, spoke tonight in the Au-
ditorium on the issues of the political
campaign. The address was primarily
for the railroad men of Chicago, the
seats in the body of the house being
reserved for them. Despite the weath-
er, which was rainy, the railroad men
were out in full force. Mr. Ingalls
was greeted with an audience of fully
4,500 people, who cheered and applaud-
ed him in an enthusiastic manner.
Mr. Ingalls, in opening his address,
proceeded to make an argument to
show that Mr. Bryan’s scheme cannot
raise the price of silver, but will drive
gold out of circulation; that it will
contract the currency and produce a
panic; that the present hard times are
not caused by the gold standard; that
the greatest development in the past
had been when the country was on
that standard and the only hope for
future development was by continu-
ing it.

The talk about raising the price of silver
has been abandoned, he said, and now the
Populists talk about the large sum due the
bondholders and creditors, and there must be
a cheap dollar with which to pay these debts,
Who are the great creditors of this country?
Not the Eastern bondholder that Bryan
abuses. The great creditor is the wage-
earner. The country owes him more each
month many fold than is due all the bond-
holders. There is another objection to the
Bryan scheme from a point higher than dol-
lars and cents. It is that the whole plan is
dishonest—an appeal to the ignorant and dis-
honest side of humanity.

I_have heard that much talk about coer-
cion of railway employes by rallway corpora-
tions. I do not believe there is a particle of
truth in it. So long as I have the power
every man connected with me, high or low,
shall have the right on election day to deposit
his ballot for whoever he sees fit. We .ask
you to carefully read and consider, so that
on election day you ,may vote as your judg-
ment and conscience dictate. There is some-
thing higher in this campaign than the mere
cheating of your creditors; it is a question of
the honor of the country which {8 of more
consequence than the few dollars which you
may take by beating the bondholder. Think
of what it is for a nation like ours to live
without honor, to have the finger of scorn
pointed at us by the civilized world as the
one great nation of 70,000,000 people that de-
liberately debased its coin to cheat its bond-
holders. This nation is the last hope of
man. Here has been the experiment of free
government. So far we have kept our honor
as we received it from our fathers, pure and
untarnished, and the question presented to
each and all today is whether we shall heed
the call of duty, and, regardless of party,
crush this attempt to dishonor the nation, and
hand it down to our children unsullied and
fair as it was when we received it.

COAST SOUND MONEY DEMS,

The Washington State Conventior
Held at Tacoma.

TACOMA, Wash., Sept. 26.—The gold
standard Democrats of Washington
held a well attended state convention
here today for the purposewof nomin-
ating presidential electors and choos-
ing a state committee. They call them-
selves the Democratic party, leaving
out the word “National.” The follow-
ing gentlemen were nominated for
electors: Judge Thomas Burke, of King
county; G. W. Stapleton, of Clarke
county; Y, O. Blalock, of Walla Walla,
and Wm. S. Yeardsley.

Thomas B. Hardin, of Seattle, was
chosen chairman of the convention,
and Judge Allen, of Olympia, was
elected chairman of the state commit-
tee, The platform indorses the In-
dianapolis platform and ticket:; in-
dorses the Cleveland administration;
declares that the Democratic party al-
ways has been and should continue to
be the party of sound money. The
platform containg this plank:

We believe our government should
not continue in the banking business
and that as soon as it can he done,
without any contraction of our cur-
rency, the greenbacks and treasury
notes, which have been heretofore
issued should be redeemed and not re-
issued.

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THACHERISTHROUGH

DECLINED THE DOUBTFUL HONOR
- TENDERED HIM BY NEW
YORK DEMOCRATS,

IS AGAINST FREE SILVER.

HE COULD NEVER MAKE A CON-
TEST ON THE BUFFALO

PROBABLE RESULT A PARTY SPLIT

Regular Demoerats Will Support
Grifin and Silver Wing Will
Indorse a Populist,

Albany, N. Y., Sept. 26.—John Boyd
Thacher declines the democratic nom-
ination for governor, in his state-
ment to the notification committee.

This was the day set for the visit to
Mr. Thacher by the committee of five
appointed at the meeting of the state
democratic committee on Tuesday, to
officially notify him of his nomination
but in advance of their coming he
gave out a letter announcing his de-
clination. At the outset of this state-
ment, Mr. Thacher made acknowledge-
ment of the honor which the nomina-
ticn implied and in the next sentence
said that he was constrained to de-
cline it. He said:

I was away from Albany and at my coun-
try home during the convention, and I did
not learn of my nomination until after 5
o'clock Thursday afternocn (Sept. 17.) It was
not until 9 o’clock that night that I had an
opportunity to learn the character of the plat-
form adopted by the convention. There had
never been submitted to me a press copy, a
manuscript copy or any other copy of the
proposed platform. If apy one had been en-
trusted with the duty of presenting such a
copy the trust had not been fulfilled. I had
no reason to expect, after the convention at
Saratoga, and after the attitude of the dele-
gates from New York in the national conven-
tion that the next state convention would
commit the democratic party unreservedly
to all parts of the Chicago platform.

Mr. Thacher then recounted the facts
of his now famous letter to the state
committee, and summarized the con-
tents of that communication, and con-
tinued:

While I had not sought the nomination, or
requested a single delegate to give me his
support, I was willing and eager to contend
against that system of ‘‘bossism,” which is
today in control of the public affairs of the
State of New York. I was prepared to or-
ganize the democratic party from one end
of the state to the other on a line of battle
against that system, and to wage an unre-
mmlnf and vigorous warfare. I believed that
municipal and other reforms in which the
people are interested, could not be obtained
until the administration had been wrénched
from the hands of the political boss. I be-
lieved that the people would be with us on
that issue,

It has developed, in the consideration of
the resolutidn by which the state committee
appointed your committee, as well as in the
public press, and in other public and private
communications that there is a very decided
desire on the part of the democratic party to
contest the election on the abstract question
of the unlimited coinage of silver at the un-
alterable ratio of 16 to 1, as compared with
gold and to ignore or to subordinate every
other state issue. It is apparently the pur-
pose of the party at this time to make the
acceptance of an extremely political senti-
ment the sole test of a candidate of the
democracy. It does not seem to be enough
that men are willing to support the regular
candidate on the regular democratic ticket,
but they are required to subscribe to every
letter and phrase of that platform.

It is impossible for me, with the views
I hold, to make a contest on the coinage is-
sue. 1 believe in the good old democratic
doctrine of the joint free and equal use of
gold and silver.

This doctrine is as far removed from the
single use of gold, which enables speculators
to juggle with its value, as it is from that
of the principle which seeks to establish an
impossible ratio for its sister metal. There-
fore, entertaining the views I do, and now
thoroughly impressed with the belief that
the party will consent to make the contest
only on primarily the silver issue, I feel
that as an honorable man, I should make way
for some one who can carry the banner with
that device.

There seems no place In the democratic
party today for conservatism, Men are di-
vided into two classes, each entertaining
views exceedingly intolerable of the other.
The history of legislation is conservatism in
the end prevails. I believe that the demo-
cratic party, when it approaches the respon-
sibilities of legislation, will be true to itself
and to the people.

The strength of the democratic party is its
weakness. It is the party of the people. It
stands with sympathetic arms welcoming the
oppressed, the weak, the disiressed, and prom-
ising them comfort and relief. It is natural
that mischievous and destroying elements
should clothe themselves in the garments
of honest d stress and seek to shelter them-
selves within those arms and to conduct frém
that refuge their predatory raid. What the
Gemocratic party needs is a wise, fearless and
powerful organization, which will respond
to every beat of the popular heart, but which
will regulate the entrance of the wicked and
perverse. This organization will not come
from outside, but from Inside the party. 1
have no sympathy for those who desert the
party now in its hour of need. Every demo-
crat who believes that the party is or can be
made an instrument of good should stay
within its ranks and by counsel and example
endeavor to build it up and make it sirong.
My party car demand of me no honorable
sacrifice I will not make. It can ask of me
no duty I wili not perform. My best useful-
ness now will be humbly to remain within its
ranks and give such powers as I possess to
strengthening its pillars and establishing its
bulwarks.

The probable outcome of Mr. Thach-
er's declination will be the indorse-
ment, by a branch of the regular de-
mocracy, of Daniel G. Griffin, on state
issues, and the indorsement of a pop-
ulistic candidate by the silver men in
the state. It is believed that this is
satisfactory to Mr. Hill. Tammany
Hall, however, may insist upon its own
candidate, and at the state committee
meeting on Monday night they may
fight for the promeotion of Judge Por-
ter for first place and Elliott Danforth
to second. It is absolutely denied that
Mr. Bryan wrote any letter to Mr.
Thacher asking his with@rawal, nor
has he intimated to anybody such a
desire. The story was made out of
whole cloth.

One May Be Built in British Colum-
bia to Tap Veins Near Crow's
‘Nest,

The desire to protect their roads in-
dividually, and irrespective of the wel-
fare of the organization is what has
precipitated the bolting of certain
reads from the Western Freight as-
sociation.

The history of the struggle of the
association to maintain its existence
goes farther back than the withdrawail
of the Rock Island and the Atchison
roads, which occurred in the middle of
last week. The story runs back three
or four months, during which time
Chairman Midgley has made a hard
scrabble to preserve unity. The mem-
bers of the association generally con-
cede that the break was no fault of the
chairman’s.

CUAL RATES CUT.

Omaha Starts It and Other Lines
Will Follow.

The Omaha ‘yesterday announced a
reduction from $2.50-to $2 on hard coal
rates from the head of the lakes to
Sicux City, Sioux Falls, Pipestone and
intermediate points. The reduction is
the logical result of the action of the
Missouri lines in reducing the rates
from $3.20 from Chicago and Joliet to
Kansas City and other lower river
points. The. merchants in the coal
business have been clammoring for
a lower rate for months, and now that
they have succeeded the movement of
coal will be greatly stimulated. The
Omaha’s rate will go into effect Oct.
1. Other lines running into upper Mis-
scuri river territory will meet the cut
of the Omaha very likely within a few
days.
