ASSETS UNAVAILABLE.

Perfectly Solvent Firm. at Little
Rock Forced to the Wall.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., Sept. 27.— The an-
nouncement this morning of the failure late
last night of the big wholesale dry goods
firm of Wolf & Brother, created a sensa-
tion with the general public, and the street
in front of the establishment has been
thronged with people all day who have cur-
iously scanned the notices of attachment
nailed to the doors. These notices also adorn
the front doors of severs' othqr big businesshouses, the buildings being Uje property of
the Messrs. Wolf Brothers.

Additional attachments were made today,
wHeh bring the aggregate up to $200,000.
While the failure was a great surprise to the
general public, it was not unexpected by
well-posted business men who have known
for several weeks that ihe concern was In
a tottering condition. The firm of Wolf &
Brother was comprised of Isaac and Joseph
Wolf, and was the only exclusive wholesaledry goods house in the state.

The business was established noon after the
war. The failure was caused by inability to
meet maturin? obligations. The firm had
plenty of assets, but owing to *he i>r<s« nt
financial condition, could not realize on any
of them. Some of their c.rtAitnra df-maodei I
their money, and refused »o grant extensions.
The firm's assets are estimated at about
half a million dollars.

nurse for several months in the Cancer

street and Central Park west, wearing
the nurse's garb, eating at the commontable, subject to all the strict hospital
rules. She has not lived with her hus-
band for about a year, although some
correspondence has passed between
them, and there is a hope that mutual
misunderstandings may be cleared
away.

Nearly five years ago Mr. and Mrs.
Lathrop created comment all over the
country by leaving the Unitarian faith
of their New England fathers and join-
ing the Roman Catholic church, for
which both have since manifested the !

was all that at one timfe prevented Mrs. i
Lathrop from applying to the courts
for a separation.

Rose Hawthorne was born in Lennox-

She has some of the obscurity of Emer-
son. She was a beautiful girl, and is
now a woman of fine presence, at-
tractive features and winning person-
ality. Of about medium height, with
full form, auburn hair and brilliant
dark eyes, she would be a striking
figure in any assemblage. Among her
friends she is noted for a vivacious
disposition, tempered by strong, practi-
cal sense. Her marriage with Mr.
Lathrop seemed to be one of the most

Ideal alliances possible, and the world
has always believed them to be not
only well mated, but exceptionally
happy in their domestic relations.

George Parsons Lathrop approaches
more nearly the high standard of his
father-in-law than either of Nathaniel
Hawthorne's children. Mr. Dathrop
was born at Honolulu on Aug. 25, 1851.
His blood is as puritanical as that or
his wife's family. He has held im-
portant editorial positions on various
magazines, notably assistant editor of
the Atlantic Monthly in 1875 to 1877.
He Is thought of more generally as a
poet than as a novelist, though his
work In the latter line has been not-
able. In his story, "Would You Kill
Him?" he pleaded for the abolition of
capital punishment. "Dreams and
Days," a collection of poems published
by Scribner, contains "The Flown
Soul," strong, clear verses, and "Get-
tysburg, a Battle Ode." This last poem,
and "Keenan'a Charge," have placed
Mr. Lathrop in the front rank of the
younger war poets. He has lectured
In several cities, one of his favorite
subjects being "The Pole Star of
American Literature."

When Mr. and Mrs. Lathrop forsook
the Unitarianism of their forefathers
and became Roman Catholics the liter-
ary world wondered. But the converts
were no half-hearted adherents of the
new faith. They entered with zeal the
work before them. The Catholic Sum-
mer school had just started, and Mr.
and Mrs. Lathrop were influential in
having selected for the first place of
meeting New London, the city of their
h<ime. Mr. Lathrop was a member of
the early advisory board of the school,
and is a trustee.

The adaptation of the "Scarlet Let-
ter" to the requirements of grand opera
was a particularly interesting piece of
work for Mr. Lathrop. In 1891 he re-
ceived the suggestion from Walter
Damrosch, and three years later the
opera was produced.
