Yon Goeerts, a German. Baron Yon
Goeerts used the same argument in
favor of copper as are now being used
in favor of silver. The law for the
free coinage of copper went into effect,
but the merchants and the people re-
fused to take the copper money. The
government stamp upon It did not
raise the value of it, and at last a
revolution broke out among the people.
Baron Yon Goeerts was arrested, tried
and beheaded. Prof. Swansen conterd-
ed that the free silver coinage by the
United States would have about the
same effect as the free copper coinage
by Sweden.
