MIDGLEY’S NEW CIRCULAR,

He Seems to Have Seen the Union
League Light.

Chairmar. Midgley, of the Western
Freight association, has issued a cir-
cular to members, which is something
odd in view of his testimony last week
before the interstate commerce com-
mission.

The circular says that in order to
prevent
in view of the withdrawal of the Rock
Island and the Atchison from the as-
soclation, that those roads have writ-
ten the chairman that they still con-
sider themselves held by the Union
league agreement, and as the expenses
are, according to the rules of that con-

SPOKANE’'S BIG FIGHT

With the Great Northern Is Now in
the Courts,

The war waged against the Great
Northern at Spokane by the irate
merchants of that city is being watched
with interest by other lines. The mer-
chants of Spokane have renewed the
fight to secure terminal rates of mer-
chandise, and now they have backed
up their claim with threat that unless
the demand is conceded, they will re-
scind their pledges of right of way
through the city, which pledges were
made subject to certain conditions.
The road has decided to contest the
matter, and will fight it to the bitter
end. The matter is now in the courts.

An official of the road in speaking
of the case yesterday 'said: *“I regard
the action on the part of the Spokane
merchants as being very unwise. It
will only result in stirring vp an ani-
mosity that will take years to heal,
for every one knows that Mr. Hill
is not a man to be beaten or bulldozed.
Take the Great Falls case for in-
stance.

“The people who have brought the
suit were badly advised. The basis
of the complaint seems to be that
President Hill entered into an agree-
ment to give Spokane terminal rates
In consideration of the citizens donating
a right of way. No such contract was
ever made or entered into.”

AMERICAN MALTREATED.

Brutally Abused by a Force of Span.
ish Guerrillas.

NEW YORK, Sept. 28.—A special to
the Herald from Santiago de Cuba says
Vice Consul Hyatt has entered an en-
ergetic protest in the case of Peter E.
Rivery, an American planter maltreat-
ed by Spanish guerillas on his coffee
estate, La Esperanza, near St. Louis,
on the road to Bayamo. During his
protest to the Spanish officer in com-
mand of the guerillas against the de-
struction of his fences and property by
the Jatter’s forces, Rivery was abused
and led out to be shot summarily, The
timely intervention of a Spanish scout,
who pleaded with the officer and
vouched for Rivery’s neutrality, alone
saved him. Even then the guerillas
were so enraged that, {n defiance of
the officer’s orders, they brutally beat
Rivery with their machetes and be-
fore leaving his plantation tore down
the American flag waving over his resi-
dence, warning him not to display it
agein.

All  Americans, the guerillas said,
were either mambis or rebel spies and
if not openly aiding the revolution
were doing so secretly, consequently
they ought all to be shot wherever
found by the Spanish troops.

Rivery was born in New Orleans. He
is of French extraction and came to
Cuvba some years ago to assume con-
trol of property left him by his grand-
father, who died in Martinique. He is
highly respected by the better resident
element and is in nowise suspected of
sympathy with the revolution.

The Spanish colonel in command at
St. Louis apologized to Rivery for the
outrage done him, and expressed his
personal regret at the insubordinate
acts of the unruly guerillas in the field.

MEXICO INUNDATED.

West Coanst Visited by a Tremend.
‘unous Storm.

CITY OF MEXICO, Sept. 28.—The
west coast of Mexico has been visited
by a tremendous storm, which has
caused great damage and consterna-
tion. The town of Altata, ‘he port of
the state of Sinaloa. is inundated, and
the capital city, Culiacan, has suffered
severely. Many small towns have been
flooded. The little railway from Al-
tata to Caliacan has been badly block-
aded and washed out and is ‘n a ter-
rible condition. Water poured into the
principal streets of Mazatlan and cre-
ated great consternation, and new em-
bankments for protection of the town
are torn to pieces by the enormous
waves, impelled by the wind, against
which nothing cculd stand. Ald was
requested for the sufferers, who have
lost a large amount of property.

“TALL AND SHORT MAN.”

St. Louis Police Belleve They Have
the Chicago Bandits.

ST. LOUIS, Sept. 28.—The police believe
they have under arrest the ‘‘tall and short
man"” who have been carrying on robberies
in Chicago recently. The one suspected of
being tle ‘““tall man’ gave his name as Dan
Darlington, but later admitted that he was
named Cherry. The ‘“short man’’ gave the
name of William Askran. Cherry and Askran
were attired in new tailor-made clothes, each
had a'new gold watch and other jewelry and
considerable money. th men admit they
came from Chicago recently.

UNEXPECTED DECREASE IN THE
VISIBLE SENT THE SHORTS
TO COVER.

NEARLY TWO CENTS HIGHER.

MARKET OPENED WEAK, BUT
CLOSED UNDER A STRONG BUY-
ING RALLY.

THZ PROFESSIONALS CONFIDENT.

Satisfled That Wheat Prices Have
Not as Yet Recorded a High-
Water Mark.

CHICAGO, Sept. 28.—Wheat furnished a big
surprise today, December closing 13c higter,
after an early decline of 3c. The decrease in
the world's visible supply was entirely unex-
pected, and started a wild buying movement,
resulting in the advance. Corn closed %c

1 oats J5c higher, and provisions 5¢c lower to be
| higher. The suggestion of the early news
regarding wheat was that it would probably
see lower prices. The action of the mar-
ket during the first few minutes of the ses-
sion justified such a conclusion for Decem-
| ber, which had closed on Saturday worth
66l6c, opened this morning at 655%c. The
bearish early news was about as follows:
Chicago rec.elpts 252 cars, compared with 167
& year ago; Minneapolis and Duluth receipts,
1,557 cars, against 1,108 on Monday a week
ago; Black sea ports shipments for the week,
3,950,000 bu, suggesting a total of 8,000,000
bu as having been put afloat for Europe from
all points last week. Foreign markets were
apparently quite ready to sympathize with any
weakness that might crop up here. Advices
from the Northwest continued to report the
probability of increased farmers' deliveries,
and the Atlantic port clearances since Sat-
urday were only equivalent in flour and
wheat together-to 200,000 bu. In spite of all
this, there was persistent buying by profes-
sionals, who are satisfied that prices Lave not
yet recorded a high-water mark. Under it the
eflect of the bearish news was soon over-
come, December gradually advancing to 66%c.
Later In the session, the visible supply s.a.e-
ment provided a sensation, and provided a
strong enough market to dispose of a good
deal of the wheat, bought earlier in the day
to support it. It showed a decrease of 974,-
000 bu, instead of an increase of about 1,250,-
000 bu as expected, and compared with an
increase a year ago of 1,383,000 bu. A reg-
ular flood of covering orders poured in, and
December was rushed up to 68c in a very
short space of time. There was a weak spot
later, .December declining to 667%ec, but heavy
short buying soon shot prices upward again,
December closing firm at 67%c. Corn was
weak early, but later when wheat became
strong, the shorts took fright and began to
clutch rather nervously for the limited of-
ferings. May opened at 25%c, declined to 25¢,
and advanced to 25%@25%c, closing firm at
25%ec. Oats were rather quiet. Prices closed
about %c better all around than Saturday’s
final quotations. May opened a shade lower
at 19%c, and advanced to 19%e, closing steady
at 19%@19%c. Commission houses appeared
well supplied with selling orders for provi-
sions at the opening, and prices were lower
for a while in consequence. All that was
changed when wheat became very strong.
January pork closed 5c lower at $7.10; Janu-
ary lard 5c higher at $4.15; January ribs un-
changed at $3.521.@3.55. Estimates: Wheat,

AN OFF STOCK DAY

BUSINESS WAS ON A DECLINING.
RATIO AND THE DISTRIBU-
TION POOR.

REALIZATION IN  ORDER.

GENERAL DOWNWARD TENDENCY
CHECKED BY RALLY IN THE
FINAL HOUR.

CLOSE WAS STEADY, BUT LOWER.

Sharp Losses Scored for the General
List With Exceptional Declines
in Inactive Stockws.

NEW YORK, Sept. 28.—All the professionals
were In favor of a reaction at the outset this
morning, and the bears were also fairly ag-
gressive. Realizations were the order of
the day on the part of the holders. Business
was on a declining rado, and the distri-
bution was poor, St. Paul, Sugar and. Bur-
lington practically constituting the market,
although tke fluctuations in other shares
were wide. It was virtually conceded thai a
large speculative corporation was being
“‘gunned for.” The market was fairly ani-
mated early in the day, but subsequently be-
came sluggish. An easier money market con-
trasted with a firmer tendency in foreign ex-
change, and predictions that the gold import
movement had ceased were met by London
estimates of probable large shipments of the
metal to this country this week. The chief
influence upon prices, however, was exerted
by unfavorable traffic returns. The opening
was strong on higher London quotations,
moderate purchases for foreign account and
reported add:tional gold arrivals. A raid on
Sugar, and realizing in Manhattan were the
initial features of the dealings, and the gen-
eral list was soon sympaitheticaliyaff:c ed. The
declines were specially severe in ihe gran-
gers on the heavy decrease in the St. Paul's
net figures for August and estimates of a
poor showing by the Burlington. St. Paul
fell 1% and Surlington receded to 68%. The
other extreme decreases extended to 1% per
cent In Sugar and Manhattan. In the usually
inactive stocks, Wheellng & Lake Erie pre-
ferred was conspicuous for some rapid
changes in the early trading, and the final
trading recorded a gain of 2 per cent. Illinois
Steel was Influenced by realizations, and
broke 1% per cent. The market lapsed into
dullness in the afternoon session, and but
few changes of consequence occurred in val-
ues. The tendency was downward, however,
untul the last half hour, when covering stimu-
lated a fractional rally. The closing was
steady at general sharp losses. Railroad
bonds were fa.lrly active, but ruled slightly
lower in Sympatny with the depression in
stocks. The sales were $1,225,000. Govern-
ment bonds continued strong on an invest-
ment inquiry. The sales were $2,000.
