AITKIN, Minn.,, Sept. 28.—The Dem-
ocratic county convention held here
this afternoon appointed a committee
of three to meet a like committee of
the Populist and free silver parties
and agree upon a full county ticket
for the coming elections. TIhe three
committees agreed upon a full tickel
excepting sheriff, which was left for
each party to act separately upon. The
ticket as made up is as follows: A. L.
Wilber, Democrat, for auditor; J. Me-

lin, free silver, treasurer; J. Holden,
Populist, register; J. Swedborg, free
silver, judge of probate; C. Taylor,

Populist, superintendent of schools; J.
Hennessy, Democrat, coroner; J. Mec-
Donald, Democrat, county commission-
er, First district; O. G. Peterson, free
silver, Second; Al Maddy, Democrat,
Third; L. G. Seavey, silver Republi-
can, Fourth; E. Antil, Republican (in-
dorsed), Fifth. For sheriff the Demo-
crats nominated W. O. Eddy and the
Populists and free silver men nomi-
nated George Hardman. The fight
over sheriff was very bitter, and at one
time threatened to cause a break In
the fusion. After the adjournment of
the Democratic convention, the silver-
ites and Populists finished their work.
The free silver men broke away from
the ticket, as agreed upon, and placed
the name of S. S. Luther in nomina-
tion in place of Al Wilber, the candi-
date agreed on. The Populists stood
by their guns and placed Mr. Wilber
upon their ticket. The legislative con-
vention for the Fifth-third district
meets here tomorrow morning to nom-
inate a senator and representative.
The Fifty-third district comprises the
following counties: Aitkin, Carlton,
Cass, Itasca, Hubbard and Wadena.
Delegates arrlved from Itasca and
Carlton this evening. They come urg-
ing the nomination of Dan Doran, of
Itasca, for representative. Whao the
candidate for state senator will be is
not known. Prominent among those
mentioned are T. R. Foley and F. L.
Krech, of Aitkin county; Geo. Trent,
of Wadena, and J. Skelp, of Carlton.

DISTRICT.

AFRICAN METHODISTS FOLLOW.,

In Response to Their Greeting the
Nominee Spoke of the Develop=-
ment of the Race.

CANTON, O., Sept. 28.—The first or-
gznized delegaticn to call on Maj. Me-
Kinley this week came from Lisbon,
Columbiana county, Ohio, and arrived
at 12:30 this afternoon in a special train
of ten coaches. It was made up of
employes of the Lisbon tin plate mills,
farmers, business men and mechanics
from the vicinity, and was accompanied
by the Lisbon City band. Hon. R. W,
Taylor, McKinley’s successor in cone

gress, made the introductory address.
Mr. McKinley said:

I need not say to you that T am deeply
moved by this call on this inclement day
from my old constituents and from the home
where my ancestors lived. I am glad, in-
deed, to have been connecied with a piece of
natlional legislation that gave to the town of
Lisbon an enterprising tin-plate plant, which
gives employment, I am informed. to more
than 325 people. You farmers and merchants
and business men know how valuable that
plant has been to their community and coun-
ty; and I submut to you, no matter what may
have been your politics in the past, whether
you would not prefer to have that tin- late
factory in your county and state than to have
it in Wales. It only illustrates what has
been said thousands of times by the states-
men of the past and the leaders of the pres-
ent, that the more factories you have in any
community the better will be the general
business conditions and the market for the
farmer.

You have intelligence
and willingness to sacrifice for vour country
and to sustain its honor at all times and
under all circumstances. You have made
marked and commendable strides in the fieM
of education and learning. Your educational
institutions, public and private, are scattered
all over the country, ard within their walls
you are giving generous and liberal educa-
tion to the men of vour race, fitting them
for the responsibilities of life and euipping
them for good citizenship. Wilberforce uni-
versity, in our own state, is a proud monu-
ment to your enterprise and character—an
institution among the oldest, if not the oldest
of its kind, dedicated to the education of vour
own people, and which is sending teachers
and preachers and men for the learned pro-
fessions to every part of the country. Not
only have you been looking carefully after
the intellectual. but vou have mot neglected
the moral condition of your race.

LICK ECLIPSE PARTY.

Thrilling Adventures Teold by Re-
turning Members.

OAKLAND,  Cal, Sept. 28.—From
advices recently received from mem-
bers of the Lick observatory eclipse
expedition to Japan, it Is anticipated
that the party will arrive here on Fri-
day next. Its home-coming is fraught
with much interest, for several of its
members met with thrilling adven-
tures. Dr. G. E. Shuey, Prof. Schae-
berl and Louis Masten, while return-
ing much disheartened from the sta-
tion in North Japan selected for the
observations that were made, deter-
mined to climb the snowy summit of
Fujiyame, 12,000 feet above the sea
level, notwithstanding the ominous
conditions that threatened a severe
storm. *“The ascent was not marked,”
writes Dr. Shuey, “by any extraordi-
nary features until the snow line was
well below. The storm broke furiously
upon us within a very short 1ime after-
wards. It was the most furious that
had beaten about the snowclad moun-
tain top for many years. Blizzards
rolled into tornadoes swept the crags
and we nearly perished. For thirty-
slx hours we were stormbound. Our
food supply was exhausted and we
suffered much. We searched for shel-
ter, and at the summit located a ram-
shackle hut which afforded a slight
obstacle to the fierceness of the storm
that raged about.”

The party was found at Kobe by
Prof. Burckhalter. Dr. Shuey writes
under Sept. 3:

“We lett Gotinba a few days ago,
after making the ascent of Fujiyame,
but with our limited knowledge of
Japanese and the station agent’s less
knowledge of English, we could not
.understand why he would not sell a
ticket through to Kobe.

Populists in Missouri Are Clamoring
for More, 3

ST. LOUIS, Sept. 28.—Paul Vander-
voort, of Omaha, was present at the
conference between the Populist and
Demoeratic committees which resul.ed
in fusion on the electorial ticket. He
claimed to have been sent her by the
Chicago branch of the national Popu-
list committee for the purpose of de-
manding what he called “more sub-
stantial conditions” from the Demo-
crats than four places on the electoral
ticket. What he particularly desired
was the withdrawal of several Demo-
cratic congressional nominees in favor
or Populists. J. Weller Long, the Popu-
list nominee for congress in the First
district, insisted that the committee
back him up ‘in the demands for the
Democrats to give him a clear fleld and
withdrawing Capt. R. P. Giles, their
nominee, Sheridan Webster also spoke
for a bigger division. His contention
was based upon his interest as the Pop-
ulist nominee for auditor of state. A
strong plea was also put in for Hardin
Steel, the Populist nominee for con-
gress in the Eighth district, and for J.
H. Livingston, their candidate in the
Fourteenth. A plea was likewise en-
tered for Bond, in the Thirteenth dis-
trict who is running against Edward
Robb, the Democratic candidate. No
action, however, was taken, as to eon-
gressmen. M. F. Daub, national com-
mitteeman for the silver party of Mis-
souri, and chairman of the state silver
committee, has completed his roll of
Republicans in the state who will vote
for the white metal. He says that he
has the names of thirty voters who
have pledged themselves to vote for
Bryan and Sewall. He added:

“I am now preparing a list of seven-
teen electors to represent my party in
Missouri, and I will nominate them by
petition. Petitions for that purpose are
row being circulated through the state
and when the signatures of 1,000 quali-
fied voters are obtained, I will file
the ticket with the secretary of state,
I am doing this to ald Bryan, as there
are thousands of voters in the state
who we would lose If we did not give
them conveulent way to vote for Bry-
an and their state ticket at the same
time.
