WILL COAL RATES COME DOWN?

If Not, Then Northwestern Consum.-
ers Are at the Mercy of the
Coal Combine,

General Manager Kendrick, of the
Northern Pacific, has issued to the
farmers of the great Northwest a cir-
cular of much importance regarding
the result of the road’'s experiments
with the Campbell soil culture system.

In the spring of 1895 W. H. Camp- |

bell, of Sioux City, brought to the no- |
tice of the Northern Pacific a system |
of soil culture of his own discovery
designed to prevent the too rapid evap-
oration of moisture and to check 1its
absorption into the ground. The sys-
tem was intended to hold the mois-
ture as near the surface as possible,
or the greatest length of time possi-
ble. It was intended to store the water
from the snow and rain for the use of
the growing plant. The Northern Pa-
cific engaged an expert to look up the
matter, and being convinced that the
system was a success, a system of ex-
tensive experimentation was decided
upon. Contracts were made with five
farmers at different points in North
Dakota to try the system for the next
two years. The company agreed to
furnish the special machinery for the
use of the farmers, in consideration of
the prosecution by the farmers of the
Campbell plan. The farms so located
were as follows: . Forty acres at Lis-
bon, forty acres at Jamestown, ten
acres at Pingree, forty acres at Daw-
son, and twenty-eight acres at Glenul-
len.

The inventor of the system believed
that the proper working of the surface
soil would insure a bountiful crop,
even In years of drought. Mr. Camp-
bell believed that a simple and inex-
pensive change in the method of work-
ing the soil would keep in the ground
for the benefit of the summer crops
all the moisture which had accumu-
lated during the winter and spring.
The circular issued by Mr. Kendrick
contains the details of the new sys-
tem, which Includes the pulverizing of
the top, and so turning the soil as to
exclude all the air.

The experiments carried on by the
Northern Pacific were varied. At Daw-
son the system was used in growing
oats, barley, corn, potatoes and five
acres of garden truck. At Jamestown
wheat, oats, barley and potatoes; at
Pingree, barley; at Dawson, wheat,
rye, oats, barley and corn; at Glenul-
len, oats and potatoes.

In summing up the experiments, the
circular says that although the results
were by no means uniform, in no case
was there a failure. In every case the
superiority of the crops raised upon the
Northern Pacific experiment farms un-
der the Campbell system over those
cared for under the old system, was
very marked.

For a time the heavy rains of May
and June threatencd to spoil the ex-
periment in places. At Pingree, this
was especially trve, but ten acres of
barley sown under the rew system was
such an improvement over ten acres ad-
joining, sown and treated under the
old system, that the farmers were much
taken with the system. At every point
similar improvements was seen. The
circular also contains the verbatim re-
port of an investigating committee of
inteiligent farmers. The report is
highly enthusiastic over the system.

The success of the first year's ex-
periments has induced the Northern
Pacific to carry on the work still further
and next year 80 acres of ground will
he treated in each of the following
counties: Stark, Morton, Burleigh,
Kidder, Stutsman, Foster, Wells,
Griggs, Richland, Eddy, Bensoa, Bar-
nes, La Moure, Dickey, Ransom and
Cass. Three premiums will be offered
for the best results, the premiums be-
Ing one- 3,000-mile hook, two 1,000-mile
books and one 1,000-mile book. The
premiums will not alone be awarded
upon the size of the yield secured, on
account of the difference in the charac-
ter of the soil in the different places.
The awards will therefore be upon a
scale of points of percentages, covering
markings upon thorough plowing and
packing, thorough cultivation and care
of crop while growing, and yield of
crop. It is estimated that the ratio of
increase upon the different farms this
year, owing to the adoption of the sys-
tem has been as follows: Lisbon, 50
per cent; Jamestown, 25 per cent; Pin-
pree, 25 per cent; Dawson, 25 per cent;
and Glennullen, 33 per cent.

COAL COMBINE HOLDS OUT.

Only Low Freight Rates to Make
Low Prices.

The only hope of the people in se-
curing lower rates on hard coal for the
winter seems to be in the railroads,
for the coal combination certainly does
not show any evidence of relenting.

| Prices on hard coal this winter promise
| to ke about $2 higher than those of last

winter. Th® cembine which controis
the hard ¢oal market cannot be ex-
pected to show any signs of philan-
thropy in the light of past experiences.
If cousumers pay ‘more this year for
the anthracite product, they can vent
their anger on the monopoly, as the
railroads have shown desire, small as
it may be, to bring down the price of
freight, although it is known that they
might still knock off another 50 cents
and yet reap a large revenue from the
winter’s business. In the impoverished
cendition of the country at present,
even a reduction of 50 cents in the
price of coal would be a boon to fami-
lies who are compelled to buy from 10
to 40 or 50 tons each winter with which
to heat their homes. But the eastern
railrcad systems, especially the Read-

! ing and the Lehigh Valley, control the

anthracite mines of the east, and it is
rot to be expected that, while they
have the power to do so, they will
reduce the price of their own products.
The people of St. Paul and Minneapo-
lis are in reality discriminated against.
Coal laid down in the Twin Cities costs
more than coal in other cities of lesser
magnitude, although the haul to this
city is shorter. For instance, the rate
from the head of the lakes to St. Paul
on hard coal is $1.50 per ton. This rate
has been in effect for months and is
rarely changed, although within the
yvear the tariff on nearly every other
commodity has been materially re-
duced. A shipper can import into St.
Paul and Minneapolis any commodity
at a smaller cost, proportionally than
hard coal. Even soft coal, which costs
less to handle and carry, is carried by
the roads from the head of the lakes
for 75 cents a ton. Hard coal is carried
from Chicago to the Missouri river for
$1. There is a corresponding scale from
there to Sioux City and Sioux Falls, but
no reduction is granted for the Twin
Cities. Consumers are complaining
lustily that there is a gross discrimin-
ation somewhere. Some say the rail-
roads are not doing the proper thing.
The fault, however, may be and pre-
sumably is, with the coal combine The
immense docks at the head of the lakes

| are controlled by these combines, and,

although they have an endless supply
of hard coal on hand, and comparative-
ly low freight rates, they indicate no
intention of lowering the price of the
anthracite product. The result of the
meeting now in session in Chicago of
Northwestern freight agents for the
purpose of rechecking coal rates to
this and contiguous territory, is awalit-
ed with interest and expectancy. In
view of past history it is not at all
likely that St. Paul rates will be at all
lecwered. The combine, in point of fact,
controls the entire situation, and the
eastern trunk lines seem to have a
powerful influence over their western
cennections.

DUE TO CAMPAIGNING.

Marked Faliing Of in Milwaukee
Earnings.

A fair example of the depressing ef-
fects of a political campaign upon the
business of a railroad is seen in the
statement of the earnings of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul for the
three months ending Aug. 31, The
fiscal year of 1895 was considered the
poorest in several years, but the last
statement of the Milwaukee shows that
the record of 1895 is being upheld for
dullness. Yet the Milwaukee is one of
the best roads running into the grain
country, and for the month of August,
just passed, its earnings show a de-
crease as compared with the corres-
ponding month of 1895 of $175,871. For
the first two months of the fiscal year
the decrease aggregated $92,002. De-
tails of the two statements are given
below:

CHICAGO, Sept. 29.—December wheat to-
| day declined 13c. The market was too heavy
| to be held up, even with the active support
| of a large contuingent, playing for big profits,
the large Northwest receipts and world's
shipments bringing out more wheat than the
market could stand. Corn declined %c, oats
advanced 3¢ and provisions declined 7%@
10c. Two decidedly depressing items of news
greeted the bulls in the wheat market at
the opening. One was the Russian shipments,
which amounted to 2,024,000 bu, compared
with 1,584,000 bu the week before, This made
the total exports to Europe 8,419,000 bu, as
against 6,416,000 last year. The receipts at
Minneapolis and Duluth were 1,162 cars, com-
pared with 903 cars a week ago, and 1,226 a
year ago. The effect of this was seen at
once. December, which closed yesterday at
67%c, opened weak at from 66%c to 67%c.
The depression lasted till December touched
6612@663%c. It recovered to 675%c in about an
hour. After that the price jumped around
like popcorn over a hot fire, but in the end
it did not swell “worth a cent.,”” The At-
lantic port clearances were heavy, amounting
in wheat and flour together to 610,000 bu.
Bradstreet’s report came during the last
hour, showing an increase in the world's
stocks last week of only 595,000 bu, where
there was over 6,000,000 bu increase the week
before, but this Jid not arrest the weakness.
The selling pressure was heavy, and Decem-
ber finally dropped to 663%c. It reacted later,
but turned weak again and closed easy at
6614@66%c.

RESULT WAS IRREGULAR PRICES,

The Close Was Steady With Aver-
age Gains of a Point From the
Low Level.

NEW YORK, Sept. 20.—Today’s stock mar-
ket, read between the lines, indicated a change
in the character of speculation. Operators
who had figured prominently in the original
bull movement = decided at the close of last
week that a reaction in prices was impending
and sold out their holdings. Efforts, begun
yesterday to bring about a decline and create
a new short interest, were continued today
in the early dealings. The manipulators dis-
covered, however, that stocks were not easily
dislodged and promptly reversed their posi-
tions. The regulation bears, however, were
not as sensitive to the general temper and
put out quite a line of new shorts, The
result was an irregular movement of prices,
The market was fairly active and the dis-
tribution of the transactions was better than
for some time past. The opening was lower
under the influence of realizations and offer-
ings for the foreign account. The grangers
and specialties displayed the greatest heavi-
ness. The reactionary movement was facil-
itated by a firmer market for foreign ex-
change, actual rates for iong and short bllls
diverging. further from the natural gold im-
port point. This condition was the logical
outcome of the easier market for commercial
paper, which increases the demand for ex-
change. The low level induced heavy pur-
chases for both accounts, a material increase
in commission house buying being noted.
The low priced shares were in especial favor,
and large blocks of Reading changed hands
at substantial advances. The other eoalers
improved sympathetically. The publication
of the Burlington statement gave a decided
impetus to the general upward movement
as the exhibit was decidedly less discouraging
than. had been expected. The activity sub-
sided to a considerable extent in the after-
noon dealings, but the upward tendency was
still in evidence. - The advance from the low
point averaged 1 per cent or thereabouts, with
& partial reaction at the close. The market
lefit off steady. The bond market displayed
aggressive strength on investment and specu-
lative dealings with the greater activity in
the Reading issues. The sales were $1.667,-
000. Governments ruled firm on dealings of
$75.000. Silver certificates were a shade
higher at 66% on dealings of $11,000,
