Silver Speeches Delivered by the
Boy Orator at Several Point*

GRAFTON, W. Vs., Sept. .10.—Fatal-
ities followed Mr. Bryan today. At
Harper's Ferry an old man pushed Into
the thickest of the crowd, declaring
that he wanted to hear "the boy or-
ator." Several brawny fellows lifted
him to their shoulders that he might
see as well as hear. He suddenly col-
lapsed, and an examination showed
that he was dead. Heart disease, su-
cau3e.

The second case was murder, and lt
occurred just before the party left Key-
ser. Two Democrats, one from West
Virginia and one from Maryland, while
drunk, became involved in a quarrel
and one stabbed the other. Inflicting,
it is said, a fatal wound. The matter
was hushed up and no further details
could be obtained.

On board the special train carrying
the Bryan party from Washington this
morning were: National Committee-
man T. M. Graw, who has charge of
the train; Andrew W. Edmonston,
chairman of the state committee;
William E. Chilton, secretary of state,
Attorney General Riley; ex-Congress-
man D. Alderson, Judge Samuel "Woods,
Col. J. N. B. Grim, Judge W. T. Lee,
Hon. W. H. Boggs, candidate for stateauditor; Nat W. Fitzgerald, Populist
candidate for governor; Hon. William
C. Hanlon, ex-state treasurer; Thomas
O'Brien and J. W. Gallagher, all of
West Virginia; ex-Congressman Turn-
er, of New York; Senator Marion But-ler, chairman of the Populist national
committee; H. C. Bell, C. T. Bride and
James L. Norris, assistant treasurer of
the national Democratic committee.
The first stop was at Washington Junc-
tion, and a few people shook the hands
of the candidate. The train was an
hour behind the scheduled time when
it pulled out of the tunnel and Har-
per's Ferry burst into view. The town
made historic by John Brown was gay-
ly decorated with flags and bunting.
A great banner bearing the picture of
the Democratic nominee was suspend-
ed over the plaform built upon the
side of a hill, and from which Mr.Bryan spoke to the people gathered
In the natural amphitheater below.

Martlnsburg is the home of SenatorFaulkner, and there Mr. Bryan spoke
to an enthusiastic crowd of West Vir-ginians. It was a typical Southerngreeting, the reception at Martlnsburg.
Here again the cavalcade of Southern
horsemen lined up. Each rider triedto out yellhis neighbor, and when the
line of march of the procession wasformed, they galloped madly by emit-ting the boisterous "rebel yell." Sen-
ator Faulkner introduced Mr. Bryan
to an audience which had assembledon a vacant lot, at one end of which a
plaform, gay with flags and bunting,
had been erected. The crowd was en-
thusiastic and cheered the candidate
from the beginning of his speech untilthe last sentence.

Grafton was net rtNaohed until 10 50o clock tonight, but not withstandingthe lateness of the hour, there was a
crowd In waiting, and Mr. Bryan ad-dressed them briefly.

It In Proposed by the Promoters to,
Make It n Regular Winter

Feature,

St Paul's winter carnival of 1896 Is
to be repeated in 1897 and probably an-
nually thereafter. For several days,
graders have been at work at the Junc-
tion of University and Lexington ave-
nues, grading down the eastern portion
of the old Kittson property, immedi-
ately adjoining the old race track, and
by the time the snow falls, ItIs figured
the grounds are to be in shape for the
institution of the winter carnival. The
tract selected runs from Lexington ave-
nue west, and is almost Ideally laid
out topographically, for such an enter-
tainment. The end of the tract toward
the race track is a great deal higher
than the Lexington avenue road, while
there is also a lateral depression whictt
practically makes a natural lake for
skating rinks and the like at one cornerof the tract.

The promoters of the new enterprise,
who are said to be local amusement
caterers, including Manager Comiskey
of the St. Paul base ball club, con-template erecting here an Ice palace
similar to those which were construct-
ed in former years. The site is two
miles from Rice street, of about threemiles from the court house, and prac-
tically as accessible to Minneapolis asany of the outlying portions of thatcity, being directly upon the interurban
line.

The promoters of the enterprise in-
sist that the grounds will be ready be-fore the frost sets in, and that by the
time the ice is of sufficient thickness
to permit of the construction of an old-time ice palace, they willbe In shape to
rush the structure to its completion ina hurry. Itis proposed to run the car-
nival on broad lines, with skating races,
ski racing, tobogganing, snow shoeing
and other winter sports, but so far ad
possible to run It as a private enter-
prise except in so far as itmay redound
to the credit of St. Paul from an ad-
vertising standpoint.
