AGREEMENT MADE WITH THE SOO.

ItWill Accept a Certain Percentage

of Business and Stop Present
Hate Cutting.

The prediction In the Globe that
presidents of the Western roads

Would hold a meeting to consider the
Immediate reorganization of the West-
ern Freight association has been veri-
fied, for it is known that a secret ses-
sion has been held in Chicago with
President Marvin Hughltt, of the
Northwestern. The avidity with
which the roads broke loose from all
agreements after the bolt of the Atch-
ison and the Rock Island.brought about
a general demoralization of the affairs
of the roads, and this lead to an Im-
mediate meeting. The doings of the
meeting were, of course, held secret,
but lt is known that although the ses-
sion was given out as being informal,
lt was in reality as important as any
Which has been held by railway offi-
cials during the past year. One of the
matters under discussion was the
Union league agreement, which is
known to be nothing more or less than
a money and tonnage pool. Two roads,
the Santa Fe and the Rock Island, In-
sist that the agreement be carried out
If they are to be parties to any new
or old agreement. The roads insisted
that they had not received the agreed
allotment of tonnage.

The work of the organization was
talked over and it was the general
impression that the form of the organ-
ization should be changed. The South-
western Traffic association and the
Joint Traffic association are held up as
models after which to pattern. The
good points of both these associations
will very likely be adopted, together
with new and improved features. This
will necessitate the selection of a
board of control, consisting of three
members, who shall be termed commis-
sioners. J. W. Midgley will, beyond
question, be selected for chairman, as
he was satisfactory as chairman of
the defunct Western Passenger asso-
ciation. Under the plan suggested the
entire authority of traffic management
is delegated to the board of control.

The plan of each road working out
Its problems of competition for Itself,
the roads have come to the conclusion
that it is wise and more profitable to
concentrate all propositions within a
small body of officials whose author-ity shall be final and supreme.

The Western Freight association
while it lasted was successful in its ob-
jects, to a large extent. The associa-
tion has been ln existence, practically
speaking, for about eight years, al-
though there have been frequent
breaks and fractures. The name of the
new association has been perpetuated,
however, right along. What the name
of the new association will be is not
known yet. The plans are still in an
unsettled condition.

LOWER RATES TODAY.

Twenty Cents on Class A From Cbi_

cago.
To-day the 20-cent rate on Class A

freight from Chicago to the Minnesota
Transfer goes into effect, and tariffs
are being issued to that effect by the
lines Interested. There has been a per-
sistent effort on the part of the rail-
roads to maintain the 25-cent rate, but
the Great Western, backed up by theWisconsin Central, has held out for
the 20-cent tariff, and the same willob-
tain from now on. Class B Is rated at
17 cents and Class C at 16 cents.

The 70-cent rate, secured by St. Paul
Jobbers from New York and other sea-
board points to St. Paul, through the
new Great Lakes Steamship company,
via Manitowoc and the Wisconsin Cen-
tral, does not seem to worry the
all-rail lines in the least. Up to date,
no attention has been paid to the mat-ter, and very likely none willbe paid
to it. The rate can be effective but a
few weeks longer at the best, as thenavigation season willclose before six
weeks are over.

NEW JOINT RATES.

Duluth Institutes Sew Figures on
Coal to Connecting Lines.

The St. Paul & Duluth yesterday
lw-ued two new tariffs, one in conjunc-
tion with tho Milwaukee and anotherIn conjunction with the Minneapolis &Bt. Louis. The former is a rate of $2
»n hard and soft coal from Duluth toSranite Falls on the Hastings &Dakota

division. Proportionate reductions are
also made to Myers and Watson in-
clusive.

The other tariff ln conjunction with
the Minneapolis & St Louis is made
necessary on account of the new rates
on coal to lower Missouri river points.
The reduction effects points south of
Albert Lea. The rate is $2, with a $2
maximum to Haniey Falls on the West-
ern division. The tariffs go into effect
tomorrow.

CHANGES ON THE OMAHA.

Still They Continue by Reason of

Promotions.
General Manager Burt, of the Omaha,

left last evening for Chicago, where he
will assume his new duties as third
vice president of the Northwestern
system. Mr. Burt takes up his new
work today. It Is understood that Q.
W. McDill, his private secretary, may
also go to Chicago in some capacity.

General Manager Scott will keep
about the same clerical force ln his
office as formerly, only the increased
duties of the office will necessitate the
addition of one or two extra men.
Chief Clerk Slaker will be at the head
of the office force, and his assistant
will be O. A. Leggo, who has served
in that capacity for some time under
Mr. Burt. George Osmann, an expert
stenographer now employed in the
Northern Pacific general offices, will
also be attached to General Manager
Scott's department.

Another change was announced in the
Omaha freight department yesterday,
whereby N. P. Langford, chief clerk of
the department, becomes freight solici-
tor, a position for which he is wellqualified. Louis F. J. Jamme is ap-

pointed chief clerk to succeed Mr. Lang-
ford. Mr. Jamme has served for some
time as contracting freight agent. E.
G. Halbert, until recently freight so-
licitor, Is made contracting freight
agent, succeeding Mr. Jamme. Theappointments were announced yester-
day In a circular from General Freight
Agent Pearoe.

PASSENGER BOMB

Exploded by tbe "Wisconsin Central
Among Western Roads,

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Sept. 30.—The
Wisconsin Central company exploded
another bomb ln the camp of the West-ern Passenger -association today, by
notifying Chairman Caldwell that lt
will run special excursion trains from
points on its line in the Fox river val-ley district to Chicago, on Oct. 9, at a
rate of $4 for the round trip from Ste-
ven's Point, and $3 from Oshkosh,
Fond dv Lac and Fox River valley
points. This is a rate of less than one
cent per mile, and when the company
notified the Northwestern and the St.
Paul companies, there was an emphatic
refusal to allow such a rate to be
made. The rules of the passenger as-
sociation provide that ten days' notice
must be given in the event of a depart-
ure from the rules, or a refusal to
abide by the decision of the chairman.
General Passenger Agent Pond imme-
diately sent ln the required notice,
which willexpire Oct. 8. Tn the mean-
time preparations for the excursion
trains are being made.

Railroad men were notified today of
the promotion of James S. Leahy to
the office of general Southern and
Western agent of the Cincinnati, Ham-
ilton & Dayton, with headquarters at
Cincinnati.

WESTEHN ROADS ARE FREE.

Tbey Now Cut Where and When
Tbey Please.

Since the smashing of the Western
Freight association, the roads in West-
ern territory are doing about as they
phase. Already a half dozen reduc-
tions ln tariffs on different commodities
have been announced. The last is that
of the Wisconsin Central road which
has cut its rate on Iron articles from
Chicago to St. Paul, from 12}£ to 10
cents, per hundred pounds.

Today the Great Western places in
effect a rate of $1.75 on hard coal from
Chicago to the Dcs Moines, and Inter-
mediate points. The Burlington, Rock
Island and Santa Fe had announced a
blanket reduction of $1 on hard coal
from Chicago to Missouri river points.

FOREIGN DEMAND TURNED THE

TIDEINTHE CHICAGO "WHEAT

PIT.

MARKET OPENED UP WEAK.

LIVERPOOL DECLINED TO COME IN
ON A SLUMP AND PRICES

BOOMED.

NERVOUS DURING THE LAST HOUR.

Urgent Realising Caused a Reaction,
But tbe Day Closed Wltb a

Final Rally.

CHICAGO, Sept. 80— The strength shown
'by foreign markets ln the face of the decline
here yesterday and the unanimity with which
offers for export were accepted were a tre-
mendous surprise to local wheat operators.
Itresulted in an advance of l%c in the price
of December, that month selling at one time
%c higher than that. Corn and oats were
but little affected, but advanced %c and %c
respectively. Provisions closed 2%c lower to
2%c higher. The first reports received from
Llvei-npol today quoted that market quiet and
unchanged, and such steadiness there, after
the weakness developed by this market yes-
terday, indicated a strength of feeling abroad
that the crowd had not been prepared for.
The effect was marked. The opening price
of December wheat was from 86% cto 67%c,
compared with 66%@66%c at the close yes-
terday, and itsold immediately at 67%c. But
such a considerable jump as this was more
than the average speculator could stand and
action took tie form of selling a good deal
of wheat, causing a reaction to 66%c. North-
west receipts were 831 cars, against
809 last year. This, however, was a great
falling off from yesterday. Soon the tidebegan to turn, the bullish sentiment set in
again with redoubled force. A later Liver-pool cable reported wheat from %d to Idhigher. This put the sentiment to pro-
nounced bullishness. San Francisco added
to the fever in the pit by wiring that for-eigners were buying everything offered and
at 2c above yesterday's ruling prices. A
great deal of sensational bullish news 'waspassed around among the speculators, theconsequence of all of which was that theprice of December had risen to 68% cbefore
12 o'clock. New York wired that the Liver-
pool market was excited, higher, and withbuyers at the advance, and that wheat ln
London was higher than at any time since
1891. Excitement ln the Liverpool wheatmarket, which has already been regarded as
the north pole of unchangeable frigidity, wasperhaps the chief cause of the burning de-
sire for wheat which the rise of 2%c per buexemplified. The market continued very nerv-ous during the last hour, and fluctuations
were frequent. During the last twenty min-
utes there was a sharp break, due to urgent
realizing, December declining to 67%cbut a
reaction occurred, and that month was sell-ing at the close at 68%@68%c. -Corn wasfirm, being Influenced chiefly by the bulge inwheat May opened at 25%cand advancedto,-25%c, where lt closed. Inoats trading wasdecidely limited; May opened a shade high-
er at 19%c, sold to 19%@19%c, and closedsteady at 19% c The provision trade waslargely confined to changing October con-
tracts to January. The strength of wheat
