From the Others Which the State
Has Tried to Propagate in the
Past,

Executive Agent Sam F. Fullerton,
of the state game and fish commission,
returned yesterday from an extended
trip to the harbor of Grand Portage in
the east end of Cook county, where hg
has been “prospecting,” as it were, for
the eggs of trout. The result of his
visit is to be seen in a full car load of
spawn, which shipped with the utmost

care from the point of collection, by
water as well as by rail, will be un-
loaded this morning at the Willow
Brook hatchery. The state fish com-

has been sorely troubled for

ome time over the way to get the most
trout possible out of a given outlay,
and as it has been seriously handi-
capped in the matter of appropriations,
the question before it was to get the
greatest number of them out of the re-
sources at its command. Mr. Fuller-
ton was fortunate enough to find in a
bay near the portage, a variety of trout
found nowhere else in the state, so far
as known, and which seemed to be es-
pecially adapted to the purposes of
pisciculture in waters other than their
natural haunts.

The result is that this morning there
will be unloaded at Willow brook be-
tween 2,500,000 and 3,000,000 eggs of
these trout, and during the summer to
come the commission hopes to bring
into active life a greater and hardier
school of trout than have ever yet been
reared under the care of the state.

At Duluth, where Mr. Fullerton spent
a day, he was the reciplent of enthu-
siastic compliments on the part of the
superintendent of the federal fish
hatchery there on account of the suc-
cess he had attained In gathering the
spawn, and if the percentage of success
is as great In the processes yet to come
as it has been in the accumulation of
the eggs, the number of the trout tribe
distributed by the Willow Brook hatcn-
ery thls year and next will be far in ex-
cess of all previous years.

AMELIA BRANCH IS DEAD,

But Doctors Differ as to the Cause
of Death.

Amelia Branch, a colored child five
years old, died at the city hospital yes-
terday morning of what the physicians
say was a well developed case of ma-
niacal hydrophobia. All thé physicians,
who have had to do with the case,
however, are not of the same opinion,
and until after an examination and
experiments have been made the ques-
tion as to whether death resultéd from
Hydrophobia will not be professionally
settled.

The little girl was bitten by a savage
dog about noon August 20 while she
was sitting on the porch of the house
occupied by her parents at 156 East
Twelfth street. The dog, which had
previously bitten a couple of children
living in the neighborhood, was shot
by Patrolman Miller shortly afterward.
The maddened brute bit the child in
the face, the mouth and nose being
terribly lacerated, and a number of her
teeth being loosened by the jaws of the
animal. She was taken to the city
hospital the same day and attended
by Dr. Ohage, who dressed the wounds,
sewed up the child’s lip, pulled one of
her teeth, and replaced the jaw, which
had been injured by the dogs teeth.
Little Amelia recovered rapidly, and
nine days after her admission to the
hospital was discharged. About a week
ago the child was brought to the hos-
pital by her mother, but at the time
seemed to be in perfect health. Last
Saturday the child appeared to be not
fceling well and refused to eat. Ac-
cording to statements made by her
mother, Mrs. Lottie Branch, the child
would not eat or drink anything but
milk, and complained of her throat be-

ing sore. Dr. Meade and Dr. McCord
were called in Monday and Tuesday,
they suggested that the child be taken
to the hospital. Tuesday evening
Amelia, seemingly much worse, was
taken to the city hospital by her

mother and placed in one of the wards.
Shortly after she became very violent
and was removed to one of the private
rcoms and Dr. H. J. O’'Brien called.
Dr. O’Brien seen yesterday afternoon
said there was no question in his mind
but that the child’s death resulted
from maniacal hydrophobia. She had
every svmptom of the disease except
the paralysis of the muscles. She had
convulsions every fifteen minutes, star-
ing eves and was delirious with few
moments of consciousness. She snapped
and tried to bite the nurse and became
so violent that she was tied to the
crib with a sheet. She tossed her head
from side to side and frequently tried
to bite the pillow. She could not swal-
low water, and, when it was offered
bher, shrieked and went into spasms.
Her last hours were something fright-
ful to witness, and Dr. O'Brien said
he was glad that the little sufferer was
unconsciouns most of the time. An
autopsy was held yesterday by Dr.
Rothrock, which was witnessed by
Drs. O'Brien, Sweeney and the hospital
corps. The post mortem convinced Dr.
Sweeney and further satisfied Dr.
C'Brien that death resulted from
hydrophobia. Dr. Sweeney said yes-
terday after the postmortem that, al-
though he had not seen the child, from
the svmptoms and the autposy he was
convinced that the diagnosis of the
case had been correctly formed by Dr.
O’'Brien. There had been, he said, five
decaths from rabies in St. Paul within
8 few months. If five persons had died
with smallpox in the same time, he
said, the people would be up in arms,
but because it was hydrophobia it was
considered useless to use any precau-
tiozs. Dr. O’Brien was as outspoken
about the matter as was Dr. Sweeney
and sald that there”should be some
provision made by the authorities to
kill worthless curs and also to not al-
Jow dogs on the streets without being
muzzled. .

Dr. Rothrock who made the autopsy,
was inclined to the opinion that the
thild’s death was not due to rables, as
there were several symptoms usually
found in hydrophobia which were miss-
Adng. The other physicians he thought.
based their opinion on eclinical mani-

festations before death. The autopsy,
he said, revealed a diseased condition
of the brain, but other diseases of the
brain, he said, would leave a very
similar result., There were so many
alleged cases of rabies, the doctor said,
that he intended in this particular cas2
to make an investigation and settle the
question beyond all doubt. Portions of
the brain and spine will be used in. the
examination and the result will be
given to the profession and the public
when completed. So far as he could
judge there was nothing to indicate
that death resulted from hydrophobia
more than anything else. There were
seviral changes in the brain of the
child which were not characteristic of
hydrophobia. The experiments and in-
vestigations to be made with the
microscope and animals would, the
doctor said, take several weeks,

The two other children, Joseph Lom-
bardo and Annie Scheffer, who were
bitten by the same dog and on the
same day as the Branch girl was, are
in good health and so far have not ex-
hibited any symptoms of the disegse.

CLOUGH’S SIDE OF IT.

Republicans Reéply to the Circular
of Gen. Pope.

The Appleton Tribune of today, will
publish the following editorial, which,
as it has been forwarded to the var-
icus Republican papers of the state,
may be assumed to be practically an
official statement of Gov. Clough’s side
of the matter under controversy. The
editorial says, speaking of the late
Pope circular:

‘“This slander is directly chargeable to Lind,
because it is being published by his genmeral
agents politically, who have undertaken to
make him governor.

‘“They state that between the date of the
passage of the Hastings & Dakota forfeiture
bill, introduced by Senator Young, in the
legislature of 1895, and the date of the sign-
ing of the same by the governor, that he
fraudulently deeded away to the railroad
company all lands covered by the forfeiture,
and thus made the bill a nullity.

“Mr. Young, the author of the bill, has
glven us Information about the matter, with
which many of the people of this vicinity are
already familiar, but which other communi-
tles may not know. The grant to the state,
for the benefit of the Hastings & Dakota
company, was made in 1866, consisting of an
original and an indemnity belt of ten miles
on each side of the road. The company
failed to operate its line after construction,
but sold it out to the Chicago, Milwaukee &
S8t. Paul company, and for that reason, in
1887, 1its charter was declared forfeited by
the supreme court. Within the time allowed
by law thereafter for disposing of its prop-
erty, the company sold and assigned all its
rights in the land grant, both as to the lands
already deeded and those to be acquired, to
z!ussell Sage, of New York, its vice presi-
ent.

“This ascignment was clalmed by Mr.
Young and other competent attorneys to be
illegal as to all the lands in the indemnity
grant not therefore legally ‘selected’ by the
company; these lands comprised about 60,000
acres in Swift and adjoining counties. It
was upon this theory of the law that Senator
Young and Representative Jacobson secured
the passage through the legislature at its
last session of a bill forfelting, so far as the
state could do so, all the rigi'nts granted to
the state In the original congressional act of
1866, and directing the governor, on behalf
of the state, to execute a relinquishment of
all these unseftled: indemnity lands to the
general government, so that they might be
acquired by settlers. But before that bill
was introduced, Hoke Smith, the Democratic
secretary of the interior, had, in the fall of
1894, certified to the state, for the benefit of
Russell Sage, as such assignee of the Hast-
ings & Dakota Railrcad company, a small
quantity of the land embraced in this in-
demnity grant, beine in all about 5,000 acres,
leaving still uncertified of said lands about
55,000 acres. Under - the original TUnited
States law, when the grant was made it was
declared to be the duty of the governor of this
state, whenever any of sald lands were so
certified to the state by the general govern-
ment, to deed the same to the railroad com-
pany. Under the law, which the governor
when he took the oath of office swore to
obey, th's tract of 5,000 acres should have
been deeded to the company in December,
1894. or January, 1895, the signing of such a
deed being an act of the governor, over which
he exercised no dircretion whatever, but
which was a compulsory duty imposed by
law.

‘““The land, In fact, was not deeded prompt-
ly, as both Gov. Nelson and Gov. Clough
declared, that, unless the signing of the deed
was obligatory, they would not execute. it,
each declaring his unmeasured sympathy with
the settlers,- and expressing the hope that
they might get the land instead of the ¢om-
pany. The fact that this 5 000 acre tract was
awaiting the governor’s signature was well_
known to the author of the bill before the
leg’slature met. Finally, on April 18, 1895
after consulting Attorney General Childs and
ex-Attorney General Clapp as to his duty,
and being advised that he was officially
obliged to sign the dred of the 5.000 acres.
Gov. Clough signed the same, and he has
also promptly and cheerfully executed the
relincuishment to the general government of
the remaining 55.000 acres, under the legis-
lative bll. Lind’s committee now, with in-
famous malice and a desire in their hearts
to besmirch an honest man for political ef-
feet, inform the people of the state by a
private circular that in this transaction Gov,
Clough stealthily and fraudulently deeded
to the ra‘lway company all the lands covered
by the bill, after the act passed the legis-
lature and before he signed {t.

‘“Both Gov. Clough and Gov. Nelson ac-
tively aided the passase of this bill, in the
hope that it would be effectual to secure
these disruted lands to the settlers thereon.
But as Lind and his friends have tried to
gain a political advantage out of this false
charge, we can’t refrain from reminding them
that the forfeiture bill and Gov. Clough’s re-
linquishment thereunder, passed and ¢xecuted
as they were. in good faith, were bhoth
brought to naught by the ruling of the Demo-
cratic secretarv of the Interfor, Hoke Smith.
In the fall of 1895 he officiallv rejected the re-
I'nauishment, and insisted that he would, in
the facé of it, still bestow all this land on
the railway company. Gov. Clough did all
ke could to secure the land to the settlers,
while Hoke Smith, the Demaoeratic secretary,
not only overruled the officlal acts of the
governor, but also overruled a decision fav-
orable to the settlers made by the last Re-
publican commissioner of the general land
office. Gentlemen, your m'serable slander
Is a fearful boomerang: if you had been wise
you would have let it alone.

‘“We still have hopes that, with a Repub-
lican administration at Washington and a
wiser secretary of the interior, Gov. Clough's
rel'nquishment will vet be accepted, and the
gettlers get the lands.”

WHAT THE STATE NEEDS,

State Auditor Dunn Officially Noti.
fies the Counties,

State Auditor Dunn vesterday sent
out to the auditors of the respective
ccunties a cireular certifying the rate
of taxation required to raise the
amount necessary for defraying tne
various state expenses, one and eight-
tenth mills (.0018), as provided by the
following laws, to-wit:

Chapter 148, general laws 1887, .0001,
soldiers’ relief; chapter 128, general
laws, 1893, .0002, funding tax: chapter
226, general laws 1895, .0015, revenue.

Attention is also called to the provis-
icns of section 3, chapter 41, of the gen-
eral laws of 1887, as amended by sec-
tion 1, chapter 110, of the general laws
of 1893, In which it is directed that a
tax of one and fifteen-hundredths
(115-100) mills, to be.known as the
“state school tax,” shall be levied an-
nually upon the taxable property of
the state. This levy is in addition to
the local mill and special taxes for
school purposes.

Besides this there is sent out a care-
fully tabulated statement showing a1l
the changes made by the state board ot
egua!izlauo?! in the lrespeetf\m classes
of real and personal property as re-
turned by the auditor.

VERONA WEBER, ONCE A WISCON-
” SIN BEAUTY, FOUND IN SQUAL~
OR AT HAMLINE,

HER CONSORT IS ARRESTED.

HARRISON SAYRE WILL BE
CALLED UPON TO FACE SHERI-
OUS CHARGES,

SAD DEPRAVITY IS ALLEGED

Against the Chief Participants in
the Story Which Caused the
Arrest Last Night,

Harrison Sayre, fifty-six years old,
who claims to be a real estate dealer
at Minneapolis, was arrested last even-
ing by officers from the Prior avenue
station. Sayre was taken In custody
on a warrant issued on a complaint
sworn to by Relief Agent Hutchins,
which charges him with living with a
woman to whom he Is not married at
1299 Thomas street, this city. Sayre
was arrested at the house on Thomas
street, and will be arraigned in the
police court this morning. The arrest
of Sayre was the result of numerous
complaints made to Relief Agent
Hutchins by the neighbors in the vi-
cinity of the house occupied by Sayre
and the woman in the case. The neigh-
bors complain that the woman takes
no care of her children, and that the
case is one which needs attention by
the authorities both on the ground
of humanity and public morals.

Verona Weber and Harrison Sayre,
of Mineapolis, it is charged, have lived
together as man and wife something
like six or seven years, and during the
last year have resided at 1299 Thomas
street, Hamline, where the former has
lived in a state of almost aksolute
want, and, until recently wretchedness
and filth unspeakable. Verona Weber
is the daughter of John VJ/eber, of
Alma, Wis,, and has a brother in St.
Paul. Her motter died when she was a
little thing, and she -was reared by a
family, where, to use her father's
words, “She was taught anything but
to work.” She grew up a handsome
brunette, with a good education and
an excellent knowledge of both Ger-
man and English. She seems to have
lapsed morally, however, altnough
some years ago, upon the birth of a
boy baby, she informed her father that
che was married. ' He went to Minne-
apolis, where she and her husband re-
sided, and made them a visit, the lat-
ter assuming to be a man of means
and claiming to own the home in
which they resided. This, however,
proved to be an untruth on the part of
Mr. Sayre, and after moving about
from place to place, the daughter
wrote her father that they were unable
to.pay even a small rent. Later he
discovered that the couple were not
married, and, while previous to this
he would have assisted his daughter
and taken her home, he was not in cir-
cumstances to allow of his doing so
then. The couple moved from St. Paul
to Hamline some time ago, and lived in
such apparent want and squalor that
the neighbors, after rendering all kinds
of aid reported the matter to the re-
lief association, and the two were
brought into court and the then young-
est child, a boy two years old, who
had never been taught to use his
limbs, was placed in St. Luke's hospi-
tal. This child was still a nursing
baby, although two years old, and was
sadly in need of care. The couple went
back again to their home and lived
about the same kind of a life as before.
Seven weeks ago the woman gave
birth to a pair of twins boys, both of
whom are alive. Mr. Sayre is in Min-
neapolis all day, only going to Ham-
line late each night and returning ear-
ly in the morning. He is an old sol-
dier and in the real estate business,
though he lives chiefly on his pension,
Each night he brings to the woman
in the dismal home at Hamline enough
to live on for the next twenty-four
hours.

She, poor creature, has not been
without the door of her wretched
abode, except at night, for a year:
When the case was first reported to
Mr. Hutchins the rooms were filthy
and lacked nearly every article of fur-
niture usually to be found in even the
plainest of dwellings. Beds, there were
none. The assoclation furnished a-bed
for the oldest boy, and the man was
made to provide a bed for the wo-
man, At her confinement she was
alone, as she has been ever since, Al-
though possessing a good education
and speaking like a lady the wretched
woman seems unable to do anything
toward bettering her condition. She
has been given any quantity of ‘cloth-
ing by the Relief socicty and the neigh-
bors about her home. but makes no
effort to use such of the garments as
do not please her, refusing to wear an
undervest which had not been ironed.
She wore no shoes or stockings when
the residents first noticed her, and
wore her dresses up to her knees. She
has been persuaded to dress more In
accordance with the popular custom
of the day and the house has been put
into a much cleaner shape. A Globe
reporter called upon her Tuesday after-
noon and, after a few words, was ad-
mitted, Mrs. Sayre, as she calls her-
self, made many excuses for the state
of the house and explained that they
had thought of moving but that she
would not go to Minneapolis to reside
and they had decided to stay where
they were for the fall, at least, but
that while they had managed to get
through the winter of a year ago. at
Hamline, she was afrald the little
babies would freeze unless they had
warmer quarters. The room was in a
state of disorder, but not dirty. A trunk
stood against the door into the hallway
which she had removed when coming
to the door, An open closet showed
a number of well made and cleanly
gowns, and piles of clothing were scat-
tered about the floor. At one side of
the room stood a bed minus any cover-
ing but a gay orange and white quilt,
A number of dirty piHows without
cases were scattered about on the bed
upon which lay a couple of babies,
clothed only in dirty under garments.

SHE WAS T00 VIGOROUS,

William Schwarts Is Tired of Life
With Augusta.

According to the complaint In a di-
vorce suit filed in the district court
yesterday by William Schwartz against
his wife, Augusta Schwartz, he drew
worse than a blank the second time he
chanced his happiness on the matri-
monial game. The plaintift is 33 years
of age and the defendant, who is 22
Years old, is his second wife. On ‘the
16th of last August the infellcities in
the Schwartz family were brought to
the notice of the public through the ar-
raignment of Mrs. Schwartz In the
police court on the charge of attempt-
ing to shoot her father-in-law and
several friends of her husband, whom,
he, In the complaint filed yesterday,
ciaims eame to hig rescue while he was
getting the worst of a quarrel with
his wife. Later the case was dismissed
on motion of the city attorney.

The parties to the divorce actlon
were married in this city last June, but
the allegations of the complaint set
forth a series of incidents sufficiently
thrilling to fill a life-time with excite-
ment,

In the first plate Schwartz had four
children by a former marriage and he
claims that from the moment the pres-
ent Mrs. Schwartz was installed as
mistress of his heme she began a course
of abusive treatment toward them,
which compelled him at times to re-
move the little ones to the home of his
parents. Mrs. Schwartz is said to have
been possessed of & most vicious and
violent temper, and after the removal
of the children, it is alleged that she
continuously made “her husband’s life
a burden by cruel and inhuman treat-
ment. Once when-the children re‘urned
“heme, it is asserted that Mrs. Schwartz
put both them and the plaintiff out of
the house, and on several other occa-
sions it is alleged by the plaintiff that
in order to prewent a breach of the
peace-and a clash of domestic arms he
was obliged to make an accelerated
evacuation of his matrimonial home.

Frequently, the plaintiff says, his
wife threatened to kill him, and had
thrown ground pepper into his eyes,
bitten his finger and beaten him with
a strap until the tough leather yielded
to her rage and was broken into pieces.
He has often forgiven her unwifely
actions, and tried to overlook the al-
leged defects in her temperament, but
things have finally reached a point be-
yond which he cannot go and he asks
the court to dissolve the ties that bind
and to restrain his wife from indulging
in her maltreatment of him while the
action is pending. RN o

TOOP COMES UP TONIGHT,.

Assembly Will Consider the Much.
Mooted Change.

The ordinance directing the street
railway company to extend its loop to
“Broadway, which the board of aldermen
passed a week ago last night, will come
before the assemb’y at its regular meet-
ing tonight. Ordinarily the assembly
would promptly and without a word of
discussiom, refer the -measure to its
committee on streets. At least that has
‘heen customary practice with the as-
sembly in the case of every important
ordinance or resolution whether  the
same has been passed by the board of
aldermen or originally introduced in
the assembly. But there is a well
founded report in circulation to the
effect that the assembly will -vote: on
the ordinance tonight. At any rate,
President Arosin has notified the Rob-
ert and Sixth street business men to
be present tonight, when the assembly
will hear their objections to the ex-
tension of the loop. « :

When the board of aldermen passed
the ordinance, not a single representa-
tive of the retail interests was pres-
ent, as the retailers were not aware
that an adjourned meeting of the board
was to take place on that Wednesday
night. But the jobbers and manufact-
urers who want the Broadway loop,
were on hand in large numbers to en-
courage the board. The Robert street
business men had attended the riotous
meeting of the aldermanic committee
on streets the same afternoon, but
ncne of the committee took the pains
to inform them :that the board would
meet in the evening and consider the
report of the coinmittee. Were it not
for this somewhat peculiar oversight,
the vote on the ordinance might have
resulted differently. As it was it stood
10 to 1 in favor of the ordinance, but
two or three of the aldermen who voted
in the affirmative, declared that they
did so in the absence of any objections,
or the statement of any reasons why
the ordinance should not be passed.
The only knowledge the aldermen, aside
from the members of the committee
on streets, possessed of the arguments
of the objectors to the ordinance, was
conveyed to the board by Ald. Bige-
low, who, in reciting what had taken
| place at the commitiee meeting, did not
| auote the arguments of the retail mer-
chants as fully and forcibly as they
t were advanced by the merchants them-
selves,

. It required a two-thirds wvote—that
is eight votes—of the board of alder-
men to pass the ordinance. Six votes
are needed in the assembly tonight.
‘What effect the arguments of the Rob-

Gen, C. C. Andrews, state fire war-
den, 18 busy these days sending out
notices to the deputy wardens in var-
ious parts of Northern Minnesota, and
particularly in that corner of the state
which {8 menaced by the recent depre-
dations of the fire filend in adjoining
portions of Wisconsin. While as yet
the fires have not crept over into the
Minnesota territory, so far as reports
recelved are concerned, it is known
that they have come as close as Fox-
bury, on the Eastern Minnesota, just
over the state line in Wisconsin, and
there is every reason for extra pre-
cautlous to be taken by the local
wardens in this state.

Already two small fires have been re-
ported to Gen. Andrews by the wardens
at Canosia, north of Duluth, and, in his
messages to the deputy wardens in
that section of the state, he has been
emphatic in his insistence that they
proceed to the arrest and prosecution
of all parties caught setting fires in
the pinery regions during the present
prevailing dry weather.

In spite of the fact that the summer
has been comparatively dry, the state
of Minnesota has been almost free from
fires of any sort, and there can not be
said to have been any really serious
forest fires. It is Gen. Andrews’ desire
that this record be kept up during the
remainder of the season, and for that
reason, he has instructed the wardens
that the boundary line between this
state and the Wisconsin territory now
menaced by the flames, be closely
watched and protected.

‘While commercial interests at Duluth
have suffered slightly from the cloud
of smcke blown from the Wisconsin fires
which hangs ever St. Louis bay, as
yet the nearest approaches to that
city by the flames have bgen on Wis-
consin soil, and it is hoped by Gen.
Andrews and hig deputies to keep the
same on the soil of the other state.

General Traffic Manager Francis R,
Clark of the Northern Steamship com-
pany reports that the fires are threat-
ening the railroads, and already some
‘delay has been -experienced. Thirty
feet of a bridge on the Eastern Minne-
sota was burned Monday. The smoke
and heat along the line of the Omaha,
near Itasca, indicates that the fires in
that vicinity are increasing. The smoke

is also very dense near Hudson and
Eau Claire.
