latere Unto* Are Slashed, hut Flour
Unlet, to Chicago Will (io Back

Oct. 22.

The rumor that the Soo would can-
cel Its contract with the Great North-
ern Union Depot company at Minne-
apolis and join issues with the North-

ern Pacific, St. Paul &Duluth, and the
Milwaukee, at the terminal station of
the latter road, was verified semi-of-
fleialiy yesterday by a high official
of the Soo. ItIs understood that the

Sou will cast Its fortune with the
Milwaukee a week from Sunday, using
the Northern Pacific short line from
Minneapolis to St. Paul, and entering

the St. Paul Union depot as usual.
There is but little doubt that the
change willbe made on the date men-
tioned, and Ifnot then, upon the first
of November, when the Soo' 3 contract

with the Great Northern expires.

The reason for the forthcoming wlth-
idrawal of the Soo ls said to be the
Hiiw which caused the withdrawal
of the Northern Pacific and the St. Paul
& Duluth, viz, excessive rentals
charged by the Great Northern, and a
generally unsatisfactory contract.

It can easily be seen that with four
tusy railway systems using the pres-
ent small terminal station of the Mil-
waukee, that the conduct of business
will necessarily be carried on under
\u25a0difficulties, and this gives strength to
the rumor which has been current for
•months, that the erection cf a new
terminal station In Minneapolis will
be commenced within a short time.
It is believed that the combined rail-
roads already have an option on a tract
of land In the Mill City, upon which

<- the proposed new terminal 3tatlon will
be erected. The Globe's authority
for the statement is a gentlemen who
has talked with General Manager Un-
jflerwood within the past few days.

MORE RATES ARE CUT,

ttut !lutirt-s on Flour Are to Be Re-
atored.

Itwould be something very unusual
nowadays if a whole day should pass
without adding a new chapter ln the
great rate war, which ls now being
\u25a0waged all over the country. Yesterday
brought the usual result. It was an-
nounced during the afternoon that
the Union Steamboat company and the
Lehigh Valley Transportation compa-
ny had cut the rates ten cents on the
first three classes of freight and five
cents on the remaining three, from
"Buffalo to Chicago, which gives a sev-
enty-cent basis, the same as was of-
fered by the Great Lakes Steamship
company to St. Paul via Manitowoc.However, the trunk lines have failed
to protect the Great Lakes company
and it is understood that Manager

k Gordon has been compelled to withdraw"'
bis tariffs, at least that is what it
amounts to, as he cannot move his
freight until he receives the assistance
ot the trunk lines.

The cut of the Lehigh and the Unionwoes not affect St. Paul territory now
but it very likely will, for the same
tariffs will,beyond question, be made
to Duluth by competing lines. Whenthis happens, the all-rail lines will
have to do something to even mattersup, and thus the war will go on.

There is one change on the face of
the moon, however, which Is the only
comforting ray of happiness the rail-
roads have had for many a day. Yes-terday afternoon Chairman Mldgley
of the defunct Western Freight associ-ation, wired St. Paul lines that he had
secured the consent of all the St. Paul-Chicago lines to the restoration offlour rates from 22% to 26 cents per. hundred pounds. The restoration Istherefore ordered to take effect

The rate on apples from Buffalo toSt. Paul was cut from 13 to 12 centsyesterday. The Soo, ln making arate, charged the Northern Steamshipcompany with secretly establishing
the rate several days ago.

SECURITIES ORDERED SOLD.
Another SUp In the Northern Pa-

cific Reorganisation.
MILWAUKEE, Wis., Oct. 2.—Judge

Jenkins, in the United States court to-day, directed the receivers of theNorthern Pacific Railroad company to
sell stocks and bonds pledged as col-lateral with the Farmers Doan &TrustCo., amounting to $33,167,500. to theNorthern Pacific Railway company thenew corporation, for $10,275,000 Thesecurities were deposited as collateralfor the collateral trust Indenture notes
In May, 1893. and at the time werelooked upon as the cream of the paperheld by the old Northern Pacific com-pany.

The bonds and stocks ordered soldinclude consolidated bonds of theNorthern Pacific Co. to the amount of
$6.8*>0.000; Chicago & Northern Pacificfirst mortgage bonds, $2,055,000; Chicago
& Calumet Terminal Railway first
mortgage bonds, $4,200,000, and St. Paul
&Northern Pacific capital stock $4,810

-
000; Northern Pacific Express Co 'sstock $242,500 and Chicago & NorthernPacific beneficial stock certificatesamounting to $15,010,000.

Under the terms of the collateraltrust indenture, it was stipulated that
the consolidated bonds should not be
sold for less than 90 per cent of their
par value: the bonds of the Chicago
&Northern Pacific for not less than 95per cent, and the terminal bonds for
not less than 85 per cent. The purchase
price offered is the amount of the notes

i outstanding and secured by the t-yfids.
r The new company owns $9,943,000 of

the notes. One note for $1,000 is held
by an unknown party and the balance
Is held in trust by the Mercantile
Trust Co.. of New York, but the new
company has made arrangements to
purchase these holdlnga The sale,
therefore, amounts virtually to a sur-
render of the trust notes for the se-
curities. The Northern Pacific railway
company, the Intending purchaser,
\u25a0tates in Its offer that the price offered
Is in excess of the market and actual
value of the securities and the Farmers
Loan & Trust Co. and the receivers
coincide In this opinion. In the sale,*"
the rights and interests attaching to
the stocks and bonds under the fore-
closure decree of the Northern Pacific
and the Chicago & Northern Pacific
pass.

CONFERENCE A FAILURE.

"Western Roods and the Soo Failed
to Agree.

CHICAGO, Oct. 2.—The conference
Of the Chicago-St. Paul lines, with the
Soo line and the Canadian Paeir".- re-*
garding the East and West-bound rates
from St. Paul, has adjourned without

% accomplishing anything. The dlffcr-
j ential asked by the Soo line came downto $2 tram $2.50, but the others could

not see their way clear to granting any
differential. On the question of per-
centages the estimates of what should
be allowed the Soo line were so far
apart that it was seen that no agree-
ment could be reached and the meet-
ing came to an end. It was decided
however, that the Chicago-St. Paul
lines should, ln the near future, hold
a meeting of their own and see Ifthey
cannot devise a schedule of straight
rates that will be satisfactory to the
Soo. This meeting willbe held In the
course of the next fortnight.

The meeting of the advisory com-
mittee of the emigrant clearing house,
regarding the high rates of commis-
sions paid by the Southern Pacific road
was to have been held today, but has
been adjourned until tomorrow to
await the arrival of General Passenger
Agent Lomax, of the Union Pacific, who
could not arrive In time to attend the
meeting today.

The presidents of the Western roads
are, still workingin a half-hearted way
on the successor to the Western Freight
association, but there is a chance that
no result will be reached in t"ae near
future. Strong opposition to the plan
proposed and In fact to all of the plans
proposed has come from some road or
other and there seem to be as many
opinions as there are roads inter-
ested in the matter. It is likely that
a big meeting of the presidents will
be called ln a short time and a more
decided effort made to arrange mat-
ters than has been made this time.

MR. BUNN IS HOME

Prom the Trial of tho Spokane Rate
Ou»e.

General Counsel C. W. Bunn, of the
Northern Pacific returned from the
Pacific coast yesterday where he has
been for a week or two. Mr. Bunn
was called West to argue the railroad's
side of the celebrated Spokane rate
case. All the arguments are now in
and the transcontinental roads are
awaiting a decision with much interest
as the issue is one of no little import-
ance. The wholesale merchants of
Spokane, commenced suit against the
transcontinental lines, claiming a gross
discrimination. They sued to secure
terminal rates, as the coast cities have
lower tariffs than Spokane, which Is 400
miles Inland. The railroads claim that
they are compelled to give the sea
coast lower rates to meet competition
via the Horn and the Isthmus of Pana-
ma. A large amount of testimony was
taken from San Francisco, Portland,
Seattle and other points to prove that
the railroads were compelled to give
sea board points low tariffs in order
to secure any business.

MEETS WITH LITTLE FAVOR.

Project to Revive the Western
Freight Association.

The attempt being made by western
presidents to reestablish the Western
Freight association is not meeting with
any great amount of success. At the
last meeting of the magnates, Presi-
dent Marvin Hughitt, of the North-
western, was authorized to communi-
cate with all the presidents who were
not present and sound them upon the
reorganization project. No one ex-
pected President Stlckney, of the Great
Western, would join the move, unless
the lines of the association were radi-
cally changed, for Itwas known that
Mr. Stlckney is very much dissatisfied. I
But no one expected other presidents
to bolt, and when President Hughitt
received a letter from General Manager
Ramsey, of the Wabash, saying that
the latter road was tired of the faith-
lessness shown by other roads, and
would go it alone, there was consider-
able surprise. The refusal of the
Wabash is likely to be followed by
others, and the reorganization of the
W. F. A. is still far off.

SLEEPING CAR STATUS.

Northern Pacific's Future la aa Yet
Undecided,

The contract between the Northern
Pacific and the Pullman Palace Car
company expired Thursday, as hither-
to stated in the Globe. Until Presi-
dent Winter and General Manager
Kendrlck return from the Pacific coast,
the Pullman company willcontinue to
run their cars upon the present agree-
ment, and the new deal will not be
consummated until that time, although
lt is well known what the arrangement
willbe. It ls generally understood that
the Pullman contract will be
renewed, but under materially
altered conditions. The officials of the
road decline to make any statement
for the present. The Northern Pacific
has the option of renewing the con-
tract, or buying the Pullman company's
share of the care.

Burlington Officials Spilled.
OTTUMWA,10., Oct 2.—The special car of

Supt. Levy, of the Burlington, with a number
of officials on board, was overturned In a
wreck at Krum this morning. None of the
officials were badly hurt. Harry Moore, a
flagman, was killed. The wreck was caused
by a passenger train backing from a side
track into a freight.

Lake Superior Terminals.
Tha annual meeting of the Lake Superior

Terminal A Transfer company will be held
at Hudson today. A president and board of
directors will be elected. The company is
composed of the Northern Pacific, Eastern
Minnesota, St. Paul & Duluth, Omaha and
the Duluth, South Shore & Atlantic. The
functions of the company are Identical with
those of the Minnesota Transfer company.

TO MEET MARTINELLI.

Sew Papal Ablegate Due in "few
York Soon.

"WASHINGTON, Oct., 2.

Sbarettl and Dr. Rooker, of the papal
legation, have gone to New York to
meet Archbishop Martinelll, who Is to
arrive on the Campania, now about
due. The archbishop may stop over
all night with Archbishop Corrigan, but
there will be no ceremony in his honor
at New York. He will report as soonas practicable in Washington to Car-
dinal Satolll, whom he succeeds as the
popes representative ln the United
States. Itls believed Archbishop Mar-
tinelll will not resign his position as
head of the Augustlan order, but will

.nominate a deputy to exercise his
powers and functions while he remains
In the United States.

There is a report that the new apos-
tolic delegate carries with him the ap-
pointment of a successor to the late
Bishop Ryan, of Buffalo. Two names
have been mentioned for this position
—the Rev. Dr. Qulgley, rector of the
Buffalo Cathedral, and the Right Rev.
John M. Parley, vicar general and
auxiliary bishop of New York.

"DESPERATE RANK ROBBERS.

One Killed, One Injured and a
Third Eaeaped.

LA GRANDE, Or., Oct. 2—The First Na-
tional Bank of Joseph, Wallowa county, was
robbed of $2,000 by three men, one of whom
Is dead, another badly wounded, while the
third is being pursued by a posse of citizens.
At the time of the hold-up, there were four
customer* In the bank. Cashier McCully had
occasion to go to a vault. When he came
bank he was confronted with a shotgun in the
hands of a robber, and told to throw up
his hands. The customers had already com-
plied with the request and McCully did like-
wise. One of the robbers leaped over the
railing and opened the private door, through
which the men were made to pass, and were
then lined up against the wall. One robber
took his position at the door, and compelled
all passers by to halt and throw up their
hands. Tha third rober went into the vault,
taking all the coin and currency, even to
nickels, placing them in a sack. He then
demanded from McCully the keys to the pri-
vate boxes and ransacked them. By this time
the report that the bank was being robbed
reached the citizens, several of whom armed
themselves and awaited the appearance ot
the robbers. When they appeared, Alex Don-
nelly, a young man twenty-five years of age,
opened flre. The first robber was killed, the
second was shot twice. The third robber,
who had the coin, succeeded in reaching his
frorse and escaped.
