NORTHERN PACIFIC IS SUED

FOR CARRYING CATTLE FORTY-
FIVE HOIKS WITHOIT FOOD

OR WATER.

The Northern Pacific railway, the
"Northern Pacific railroad and the form-
er receivers of the company, were yes-
terday made defendants in a suit to re-
cover $500 provided as a penalty by

the United States statutes for neglect
ln the transportation of cattle. The
complaint was filed by United States
District Attorney Stringer on behalf of
the United States government. Itap-
pears that the action Isnot onlybrought
In the Interests of alleviating the suf-
ferings of animals shipped on the
various railroads, but is also instituted
for sanitary reasons, It being alleged

that cattle, which have been tormented
Into fever and exhaustion through long
trips without water and proper care,
are not fit to be slaughtered for food.

The claim is not made in the com-
plaint filed yesterday that failure to
care for stock intrusted to Its care for
shipment is a fault committed by the
Northern Pacific road alone, nor does
the government make any such allega-
tion, as it is admitted that the neglect
complained of Is Incident to all trans-
portation companies. There ls. how-
ever, a determination on the part of the
United States to put a stop to the
abuse, and other suits will follow
against all companies which violate the
law.

As a specific case against the North-
ern Pacific road, it ls alleged that in
August the company had for transit
from Hinckley, Mont., to St. Paul,
thirty carloads of stock which were
on the road forty-five consecutive
hours without either food or water, and
that the cattle arrived in this city in
a feverish and exhausted condition.

The action is brought under a statute
of the United States which imposes a
penally of $*"00 for the offense charged,
and it willbe bitterly fought, for while
the fine imposed is trivialIn itself to a
corporation of that magnitude, the im-
position of the penalty would be a bad

SEPTEMBER CALENDAR.

It Bears the Ianal Number of
Cases,

The printed general term calendar
for the October term of the Ramsey
county district court was received by
Clerk of Court Rogers yesterday. Itls
not particularly heavy, though con-
taining about as many cases as or-
dinarily. There are 139 jury cases and
124 court cases.

Probably the case of most public In-
terest on the calendar Is that of Sup-
erintendent Gilbert, of the public
schools, agalns-t Thomas Cochran and
others for libel. Another case of in-
terest is that of McManus and O'Brien
against the city of St. Paul. The firm
occupied a portion of the Market house
property by virtue of a permit from
the city council, but with the change
In the "city administration last spring
they were forcibly ejected and are now
seeking damages on the ground of
Illegality of the proceedings. The case
of Max E. Kost vs. Herbert L. Phillips
will be closely watched as the com-
plaint contains allegations of Interest,
both to lawyers and property holders.
Kost Is suing to renew a judgment ob-
tained against Phillips by his father
some years ago. It is claimed that
after the judgment was originally se-
cured the father died and shortly after
Fhillips deposited the amount of the
judgment with the St. Paul Trust com-
pany, allowing the money to remain
on deposit for ten years when the judg-
ment was outlawed. The ground for
the renewal of the judgment, lt is
claimed, Is that Phillipswas out of the
state for a period of two years while
the money was on deposit.

Prominent among the court cases is
that of John Klein against the board of
state capitol commissioners to regain
possession of certain property alleged
to have been appraised and condemned,
and that of Amelia Wildt vs. Peter
W. Wildt, an action for divorce
brought by the wife of Capt. Wildt,

the former assistant secretary of state.

NOW" SHE WILL WATCH IT.

Bertha Seilaff's Experience Cost Her
Only Sorrorv.

Owing to the talk made by Bertha
Seilaft to Judge Orr, the case against

Jchn Longbeln, charged with larceny,
was dismissed in the police court yes-
terday. Several days ago Longbeln
called at the home of Miss Sellaff at
68 Eleventh street. He was somewhat
under the influence of liquor at the
time, and after he had taken his de-
parture, his hostess missed her watch.
He was arrested and the timepiece re-
covered. Miss Sellaff told the court
that John was the sole support of his
mother and that he would not have
taken the watch except that he was
Intoxicated at the time. She withdrew
the complaint and Longbeln was dis-
charged.

SHE CHARGES BIGAMY.

Haltie Olson's Serious Accusation
Ag-ainat Her Spouse.

Anthony C. Olson was yesterday
made the defendant in a divorce suit
filed by his wife, Hattie Olson, who
accuses him of cruelty, desertion and
bigamy. The parties were married Feb.
11, 1894, and it is claimed that Olson
almost Immediately began abusing his
wife. He is accused of knocking her
down in the public streets and of
threatening her life with a razor. Fin-
ally, It ls claimed, Olson deserted the
plaintiff,and, on May 11,1895, was mar-
ried to Sadie Delaney In Appleton,
Wis. Mrs. Olson sets forth that she
has no knowledge of the present where-
abouts of the defendant, who Is thirty-
three years of age, while she is twenty-
seven. An absolute divorce is sought,
and the plaintiff requests that she be
allowed to resume her maiden name,
which was Hattie Holt.

WAS NOT PARTICULAR.

Annie Busch Says Her Husband's
Abuse "Was Varied.

Annie Busch has begun suit for di-
vorce against her husband August
Busch, on the grounds of cruel and in-
human treatment and desertion. The
plaintiff is thirty-eight years of age
and the defendant is thirty-four. The
couple were married in Wisconsin In
1893, and It ls alleged that shortly
thereafter the defendant began a
course of brutal treatment toward his
wife, which has continued with hope-
less regularity to the present time.
Mrs. Busch claims that her husband
has frequently beaten her with his
fists and occasionally pounded her with
his heavy shoes. On one occasion, the
complaint alleges, that Busch threat-
ened to shoot his wife and that he will-
fully deserted her on the 23d of August
last. The couple has one child, twen-
ty-two months old on August 26, ltIs
claimed that the husband forcibly took
the infant from the custody of its
mother.

The plaintiffdemands an absolute di-
vorce with alimony and the custody
of the child. Judge Otis has issued an
order for the defendant to show cause
why the child should not be awarded
to the custody of the mother during
the pending action.

TO TRY ITS IWEfIITS
ORDINANCE TO PROTECT ASPHALT

PAVEMENTS TO RE TESTED
IN COURT.

HACK DRIVERS WILL FIGHT

THE RECENT DECISION OF THE
POLICE COURT IN THE WIL-

SON CASE.

CLAIMED IT IS A CLASS LAW,

And That If Strictly Enforced it
Will Ruin Their Business, Driv-

ing; Them Into Alley*.

A meeting of the cab and hack
drivers' union was held at Assembly
halls last evening. Among other mat-
ters which came up for discussion and
action was that relating to the en-
forcement of the ordinance which pro-
hibits the standing of teams on streets
paved with asphalt. The ordinance
was passed by the council some time
ago at the request of the contractors
who put down the asphalt pavement,
they being under bonds to keep the
pavement In repair for a certain length
of time. It was claimed by the con-
tractors that the standing of teams In
one place on the pavement for any
considerable time did great damage
and necessitated repairs. The ordi-
nance has not been strictly enforced
since Its passage, but several days ago
an order was issued by Chief Goss, di-
recting the patrolmen to see that the
provisions of the ordinance were strict-
ly carried out.

As a result of this order, John Wilson,
a hack driver, was arrested Thursday
night by Patrolman Thomas Galvin
for violating the ordinance and allow-
ing his team to stand on Sixth street
for more than thirty minutes in one
spot. Wilson was In the police court
yesterday morning and had his case
continued to Tuesday next. The arrest
of Wilson was the occasion for a spirit-
ed discussion at the meeting of the cab
and hack drivers' union last evening.
It was finally decided to fight Wilson's
case and make the matter one which
would test the validity of the ordinance.
Itwas stated by those present at the
meeting last night that a similar ordi-
nance had been passed in Minneapolis,
but when the same was tested in the
courts it was decided illegal. The
union will employ counsel and Wilson
willnot be put to the expense of mak-
ing the fight. Wilson, it is claimed,
does not own the hack which he drives,
the team and vehicle being the prop-
erty of James Holland, who was re-
cently appointed to the police force by
Mayor Doran. The hackmen claim
that it is impossible for them to do
business and comply with the term of
the ordinance. Nearly all of the streets
in the business section of the city are
paved with asphalt and If they are
obliged to stand ln alleys they might
as well go out of business.

DR. STONE KICKED,

Bat *be Council Will Probably Pay
the Contractors.

The committee on claims of the board
of aldermen considered yesterday after-
noon, among other bills, that of Field-
ing and Shepley, the garbage con-
tractors, for the month of September,
amounting to $1,227.08. Accompanying
the bill was a communication from
Health Commissioner Stone, In which
that official informed the council that
he could not approve the bill, as he
was satisfied that the work had not
been performed according to the terms
of the contract between the city and
the garbage contractors.

The committee decided to recom-
mend the allowance of the bill, and if
the council adopts the recommenda-
tion, Dr. Stone will not object, his
only purpose being to let the council
take the responsibility of passing the
bill.

CLOO.UET SENT HELP

To Afflicted Communities in North-
ern Minnesota.

Gen. C. C. Andrews, state fire war-
den, has requested the president of the
Cloquet village council to send help
to the towns of Thomson, Carlton and
Atkinson, which have been menaced
by forest fires, and reports received
in reply are to the effect that thirty-
eight men were sent to help in fight-
ing the flames. At the latest report
the conditions were not threatening,
although a high wind would revive
the danger, and the utmost vigilance
will be required in the pine woods
around the St. Louis* river until such
time as rain comes to allay the dan-
ger.

In the meantime, wardens have been
instructed to arrest all persons violat-
ing the law by starting brush fires,
etc.

Venerable John TT. McAllister, as
happy as he is venerable, with new
vigor in his steaj'and an added bright-
ness ln his eye, returned to St. Paul
yesterday morning and with him came
the choice of Ms heart, who until the
15th of September had always been
Miss Jessie Brown..-

Mr. and Mrs. McAllister arrived In
time for breakfast? and spent the day
receiving friends ln their quarters at
the Ryan hotel,' where they will reside.
Mr. McAllister is proud of his wife,

and says so himself, and he appaara
to have good reason to be. She comes
from one of those rare old Southern i
families, the* offspring of which, have
for generations, taken high rank in tne
civil and milltairy history of the coun-
try. The Brown family has produced
many very noted men. The family by
training and life long associations was
typical of the <ftd South. The men be-
longed to the old school of chivalry and
social distinction, while the women m
te family were peereless in their cul-
ture and refinement. The family was
Presbyterian ln Its religious belief.

Mrs. McAllister is a vigorous and vi-
vacious woman, and there are very few-
silver hairs Inher head. Her fond hus-
band when asked the age of his wire
said with a twinkle, "Actually Ido not
know, and what Is more, Ido not care.
She ls just the woman for John Mc-
Allister, and Iam prone to think that
Iam just the man for her. Ihave
turned the whole house over to her, and
she can manage it as she wants to."

The Brown family were closely af-
filiated with the Confederate cause dur-
ing the war, and two brothers of the
bride, Col. John Brown and Maj. T. J.
Brown won distinction and promotion
in the Confederate army for bravery.
Unlike many of the Southern families
of position and affluence, the wealth of
the Brown family was not all swept
away by the war, and ItIs known that
Miss Jessie Brown brought to her hus-
band a snug dot, although he ls Inde-
pendently wealthy himself.

For years Miss Brown lived ln Wlns-
ton-Salem, N. C, although she was
born in an adjoining county. Winston-
Salem is located on land which is a
portion of the tract ceded by King
George 111., of England, in the
eighteenth century. The college from
which Miss Brown graduated when a
young woman was the same which had
made a great man of Stonewall Jack-
son and many other distinguished cit-
izens of the sunny South. Miss Brown's
father was Dr. Edmund Brown, and
her uncle was Hon. Bedford Brown,
who served three terms In the United
States senate. She has many other
noted connections. Mrs. McAllister ls
a woman of great refinement, and
speaks with that fetching Southern ac-
cent peculiar to the best families of
Dixie.

The groom is a man whose family

ranks equally high with that of the
bride. He was born eighty-two years
ago ln Harrlsburg, Pa., and for years
had as his friend and companion ex-
Gov. Alexander Ramsey, who is a
native of the same state. A cousin
of the groom's was Judge McAllister,

of Georgia, whose name ranked with
that of Daniel Webster as a jurist. Mr.
McAllister has been a resident of St.
Paul for thirty-nine years, and has
added to his fortune by dealing in
securities. Few men of his age wear
the mantle of eighty-two long year 3
as easily as he does. The frosts of
many winters have whitened his hair,

and furrowed his face to some extent,
yet withall his frame ls straight and
vigorous. He stands over **ix feet in
height and walks briskly.

Mr. McAllister's first wife died sev-
eral years ago, leaving two pons, both
of whom are grown and prosperous
men, livingin the city.

The wedding occurred Sept. 17 at
Winston-Salem, N. C, at the home of
Mrs. Britta C. Hall, who ls a connec-
tion of the bride. The officiating pas-
tor was Rev. Robert Earnest Caldwell,

who has stood in -the pulpit of the
First Presbyterian church for many
years, and who, at the conclusion of
the wedding service, turned to the ven-
erable groom and said sadly: "You
have robbed me of one of the greatest
workers in the church."

Mr. McAllister, in speaking of his
wedding, said with a little laugh:
"You see Ihad been living alone for
so long that life was getting to be
very dull indeed. Now Ihave known
Jessie Brown for eighteen years. She
was a great friend of my first wife,
and, In fact, lt was my first wife who
made me so well acquainted with Miss
Brown. Well, for years It has been
my custom to go down to North Car-
olina shooting quail, and every time
Iwent Iwould see Miss Brown. Our
courtship was a conventional affair,

and just like any other. Iam thor-
oughly contented now, and we expect
to live for a long time."

The wedding tour embraced a cir-
cuit of the Eastern cities, including
Philadelphia, Atlantic City and other
points.
