Much Iuenxincan Canned In Colonial

*3tretea by tbe Revolt In German
Kj.M Africa.

BERLIN, Oct. 3—The sensational
tews that Roumania and Graece have
Joined the Dreibund and that the for-
mal agreements to this effect were
signed at Bucharest during the pres-
ence there of Emperor Francis Joseph,
of Austria, after the opening of the
canal through the iron gates of the
Danube, is being discussed in political
envies here. The statements made are
Inlieved to be correct and are regarded

as being of prime importance, for the
Prtebtirid will thus have valuable al-
lies in these two countries in the event
of the disruption of Turkey or any
serious complications in the East.
King Charles of Roumania has long

been anxious to join the Droibund.
but it was only lately that a binding-
bargain, acceptable to all parties, was
drawn up. It is expected that Servia
will also adhere to the Dreibund as
pi-on as the influence of ex-Queen Na-
talie, who is a Russopliile, is over-
come.

The general uprising of the Wahe-
hes. the powerful and warlike tribe
of German East Africa, is causing
much uneasiness in colonial circles
here and elsewhere. The Wahehes,
who met with a crushing defeat from
Germari troops a couple of years ago.
have this time been incited by Arab
chiefs and they have excellent weapons
and equipment. The rebellion seems
to be spreading around the whole Tan-
ganyika region and the troops availa-
ble are much too weak to cope with
it. In the meantime, Gov. Wissmann
is lingering here, unwilling to return
to his post in East Africa, owing to
his shattered health, though he is be-
ingurged to do so. Moreover, the gov-
ernment Is not inclined to ask the
relchstag for a large increase in the
number of German East African
troops, inview of the big colonial bud-
get, although the present forces are
quite Inadequate.

A convention of representatives of
all the Prussian cities of over 25,000
Inhabitants has been held In Berlin
and a permanent organization was ef-
fected. The purpose of the assembly

growing tendency of the Prussian gov-
ernment in favor of agrarian interests,
at the expense of the interest of the
cities, and to obtain the abolition of
the privileges enjoyed by government
officials, clergymen and teachers In
municipal taxation.

Emperor William has had excellent
sport at Rominton this week, killing a
big stag every day. On Tuesday he
shot a tweny-two-point stag, the big-
gest killed in Germany for ten years
past, and he royally rewarded the
gamekeeper who enabled him to bring
it down. His majesty shook the man
warmly by the hand, sent him a bottle
of champagne to drink his health, and
also presented the other foresters witha copy of his majesty's latest allegori-
cal picture. "St. Michael Standing
Guard Over the Blessings of Peace."
Ten thousand of these pictures have
been reproduced in the imperial print-
ing office.

The storms of the past two winters
have done an immense amount of dam-
age to the dunes and dykes of the
coasts of Prussia, especially on the
coasts of Heligoland. Freaian island
and East Prussia. The government In-
tends to ask the diet for a large grant
of money to be devoted to building
new works and repairing the old ones.
Two million marks will be expended in
this manner forthwith.

Prince Bismarck has been sued by
his rural neighbors of the village of
Witzhove, beoause of his closing the
right of way through the Sachsenwald.
The point at issue between them origi-
nally was the rebuilding of the bridge
over Bille creek, Prince Bismarck offer-
ing to pay half of the costs and the vil-
lagers holding that he should pay the
whole of the expenditure.

The socialist convention will open at
Gotha tomorrow and will probably last
a week. The delegates will discuss
seventy-nine motions.

A sensational pamphlet has appeared
anonymously, purporting to be an open
letter to Emperor William, asking his
majesty to dismiss his unconstitutional
advisers in his civil and military cab-
inets and, instead, listen to a select
body of members of the rekhstag; rep-
resenting the various factions of that
body. The pamphlet has been seized
by the police in Berlin, Sehleswigr,
Leipsic and elsewhere, but thousands
of copies are still in circulation.

Emperor William has granted a com-
fortable pension to the wife and daugh-
ter of the historian Treitschke, who
died penniless. His majesty has added
aiiother to the already large number
of sensational pardons granted since
his accession. This time a sergeant
and an officer of police were sentenced
respectively to three and five months'
imprisonment for brutally iil-treating
prisoners. They were pardoned before
serving a day in prison and even the
court costs were remitted. Paper* of
every shade of opinion have been dis-
cussing these pardons, and itis certain
that the prerogative of the crown in
this respect will be discussed both In
the diet and the reichstag shortly.

During the past fortnight, a couple
of American swindlers, styling them-
selves Capt. George Hubbard, of New
Orleans, Capt. Fred Williams, of San
Francisco, showing papers which were
apparently genuine, have been victi-
mizing scores ofyoung men In this city
and vicinity by engaging them as re-
cruits for the United States army, in-
sisting upon the payment of alleged
fees and promising to meet them at
the trains on the day of their depar-
ture. The police have been unable to
locate these swindlers, who are con-
tinuing their operations in tha suburbs.

The university professors from Goet-
tingen, Leipsic, Heidelburg and Mar-
burg, start next week for Princeton to
take part in the centennial of the New
Jersey university. The universities of
Gcettingen, Koenigsburg and the Ber-
lin Academy -of Sciences will Bend
beautifully engrossed letters of con-
gratulation. •

AMERICAN TRIP ABANDONED.

Prince KliilkoffV- 111 Xot Visit Tkia
Country.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 3.—Prince
KhilkofC, the minister of communica-
tions, has, it is stated here, abandoned
his projected visit to the United
States, during which he w*»s to make
a further study of the working of
American railroads. The prince, some
years ago, secured employment on a
railroad in the United States, begin-
ning as assistant stoker, In order to
study American railroad methods. He
has started on a tour of inspection of
the trans-Siberian railroad, and from
Siberia was to have gone to Japan and
thence to San Francisco, New York,
London and Paris.

SLSPECTS RELEASED.

Two Who Were Held at Rotterdam
Set Free.

ROTTERDAM. Oct. 3.—Kearney and Haynes,
two of the Irish suspects, have been con-
ducted across the Dutch frontier. The failure
of Scotland Yard men to secure the extradi-
tion of Tynan, made their arrests of no Im-
portance.

London, Oct. 3.
—

The groat dynamite

sensation is dwindling almost to the
vanishing point in public interest. The
government naturally is chagrined at
the failure to secure the leading sus^

pecta and thus work up a sensational
conspiracy trial. Consequently Itis be-
lieved that Scotland Yard willabandon
the. proposed arrests of minor char-
acters said to have be§n concerned in
the "plot." Those under arrest here,
it is thought, willbe given short sen-
tences.

The newspapers continue to publish
numbers of suggestions for celebrating
in June next the completion of sixty
rears of the queen's reign. The latest
urges a special review of the colonial
and other forces In Hyde park. The
scheme will be presented to the secre-
tary of state for the colonies, Mr. Jo-
seph Chamberlain, as scon as he ar-
rives, and it is stated the prince of
Wales is a keen supporter of the idea.
It is thought that a review of the
forces. Including representatives of
every colony and dependency of the
empire, would afford an impressive
tribute to the imperial greatness char-
acterizing her majesty's reign. The
clergy of London also propose to com-
memorate a triple event, the comple-
tion of sixty years of Queen Victoria's
reign, the thirteen hundredth anniver-
sary of the founding of the see of Lon-
don, and the fourth meeting of the
pan-Anglican synod of bishops, by
making London an archbishopric. The
archbishops of Canterbury and York
are said to be in favor of the project.

The diversity of opinion among
churchmen on the question of a state
church was evidenced at an influen-
tial meeting here on Thursday of the
Churchman's Liberation league,
formed with the object of bringing
about disestablishment and disendow-
ment. The Rev. Dr. Slmonde, the sec-
retary, declared that both were a hin-
drance to religion, and added that
nothing could be more harmful to the
church than the fact that 1,100 of the
clergy are subsisting on an income of
only £150 ($750) yearly, while 34 bish-
ops receive an average of £5,000 per
year. There is considerable ill-feeling
among the clergy, itmay be added, at
the fact that Prof. Walpole, of New
York, has been appointed principal of
the Bede Training College for School-
masters at Durham.

The fact that the dreaded dubonic
disease has obtained a strong footing
In Bombay is established beyond ques-
tion, and the situation is regarded as
most serious. Other towns have taken
quarantine measures, and the City of
Bombay has been placed out of bounds
for troops. The outbreak is attributed
to mats which were known to have
been infected with bacilli from Hong
Kong.

The board of trades report of railroad
accidents during 1895 -was issued on
Thursday. It (shows that 1,024 persons
were killed, of which number 83 were
passengers, though only 5 persons were
killed through train smashes. The num-
ber of persons injured during the same
year was 4.C21, of which number 1,100
were passengers. The total number of
passengers carried outside of season
ticket holders was 929,770,909.

The newspapers are poking fun at the
report that William Waldorf Astor has
sold hia hotel in order to silence the
criticism to the effect that a boniface
is not a suitable husband for a prin-
cess. Itis pointed out that many peers
are proprietors of hotels, including
Lord Walsingham, Lord Norreys,
Viscount Hardinge, etc. The Norwegian
newspapers announce the engagement
of Mr. Astor to Princess Victoria of
Wales as a settled fact.

The greatest interest i3manifested
in the experiment undertaken by the
government of New South Wales,
in introducing oranges from that colo-
ny into England, in order to relieve the
over-supply of Australia and supply
England when the market here is bare
of other oranges. A consignment of
1,740 boxes was sold this week, and ex-
perts declare that the fruit was of ex-
cellent quality and in"fine condition.

There was a very large attendance
at the annual Catholic con-
ference, which closed its three
days' session at Henley on
Wednesday last, and the earnest views
of the speakers met with unstinted ap-
plause. The bishop of Birmingham,
Dr. Isley; Cardinal Vaughn, the Rev.
A. H. Villiers, W. Y. Craig, J. p.; Mr.
J. H. Matthews, Mrs. Crawford, Sir
Charles Dilkie's neice; the Rev. Duke
Rivington, the well-known convert from
the Church of England, participated.
The closing paper was by Mr. B.
F. C. Costello, on "The Mischief ofMisunderstanding." Mr. Costello is the
late radical socialist member of the
London county council, who married a
rich American wife.

By winningthe Jockey Club stakes of$50,000 at Newmarket, on Thursday
last, the prince of Wales' colt Persim-
mon, has brought Its total winning up
to $114,380, apart from the considerable
amounts which his royal highness is
understood to have won in bets.

The filibustering days of Walker
found an echo at Liverpol on Thursday
during the hearing of the bankruptcy-
proceedings taken against Mr. Joseph
O'Kell. During the course of his exam-ination, Mr. O'Kell said he went to
America in 1853, at the invitation of
Commodore Vanderbilt, and that when
Walker seized the commodore's prop-
erty in Nicaragua, he, O'Kell, under
the name of Spencer, got a band of
men together, atacked Walker and re-
covered the property, for which, headded, the commodore presented him
with $200,000. Continuing, Mr. O'Kell
said that he then went West under thename of Edward Evers, started a bar-
rel stave manufactory and eventually
became known as the "stave king"Later, he said, he went to Chicago, en-
gaged in the commission business andwas ruined by the great fire. In 1880,
he returned to London, but it appears
returned to the United States in 1885and speculated In pine lands in Mis-sissippi, where he obtained a grant hestated, of 7,000,000 acres on the surren-
der of state bonds, issued before thewar for Delta work. Messrs. Watsonand Baldwin, of Chicago, O'Kell as-serted, were his partners in this deal,

LONDON. Oct. 3,—Lieut. Col. Sir George
A. Leach, K. C. B\. senior member of theyachtracing association committee who
was present at the inspwtion of Howard
Gould's yacht Niagara, was today shown Mr.
Gould's letter. He said: "Mr. (Joulrl's letter
is absurd."

Continuing, he stated that the rules re-
quired the measurer to report anything un-
usual in the construction of a yacht.

received by the sailing master in a friendly

the change* as expressive of displeasure.
Further, he said there were ugly rumors
afloat a-t the time and that the inspection
was as much of protection to Mr. Gould as
anything else. He said the committee would
not apologize, but would send Mr. Oould a
note regretting that such 111 feeling should
result from such action, and added: "IfMr.
Oould thought he was insulted, why did he
continue to race?"

When Mr. Gould wan seen he declined to
further discuss the incident at present.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 1.
—

The fact
that our American oyster supply Is
not now equal to the demand causes
grave apprehension In many minds,
lest the popular food delicacy which
has becomo a necessity may become
extinct. Many millions of our people

who dwell between the Allegheny and
Rocky mountains, between the Great
Lakes and the Gulf, do not understand
nor appreciate what a calamity the
extinction of the oyster would be to
out city bred millions, who have
learned to depend upon the molluscan
supply for their daily comfort and
pleasure at breakfast, dinner and sup-
per.

The threatened extinction of the
American oyster has led the United
States fish commission to make many
experiments in the line of artificial
propagation and to examine carefully

the system of the oyster culture fel-
lowed abroad with a view to its adop-
tion at some remote day in the United
States. The French people believed
fifty years ago that their supply ofoysters was inexhaustible; but they
have had to resort to the most re-
markable artificial means to restore
their fisheries. The abundance withwhich nature has blessed the Chesa-peake waters may not endure through
the next half century, especially ifno attempt is made to protect the oys
ter beds by legislation. During thepresent season the supply has beenample for local consumption, but thedemands which are made by Pitts-
burg, Chicago, Cincinnati, ClevelandDetroit, St. Louis, St. Paul, Minne-apolis, and scores of cities with lesspretentious numerical population
have overtaxed the productive power
of existing beds in this vicinity. TheChesapeake waters, and the oyster
grounds of the Carolinas have always
been prolific, but the dredgers whoare overzealous for the present are
making drafts upon the future.

We must have public oyster grounds,
Just as we have public fWhing grounds
all over the world. It Is likely that
there will always be publio oyster
grounds in the United States, as there
are in England. Oyster culture in the
old country is an important industry,
and the attempt to interfere with the
rights of fishermen on the oyster
banks has always met with a strenu-
ous and partly successful opposition.
Limitations have been placed on thepublic fisheries to the extent of pro-
hibiting the marketing of deep-sea
oysters between June 15 and Aug. 4,
and there are regulations which have
been in force since the seventeenth
century prohibiting the taking of
small oysters altogether. But the
British fisherman still dredges for oys-
ters on the public banks, and he prob-
ably will continue to exercise that j
privilege for all time. The spirit of
Independence will preserve to the
American fishermen the right to the
public fisheries, though certain con-
cessions are made even now to those
who wish to enter on the industry of
oyster cultivation.

Already all of the Atlantic coast
states have enacted laws setting aside
Boa bottom for pre-eniption or lease
by those who wish to enter on the
cultivation of oystrrs; and most of the
Northern oysters come from private
beds. It is estimated by the fish com-
mission that the available sea bottom
on the coast of the United States will
always be able to oversupply the local
demand for oysters. That Is a sensible
estimate, too, because nature usually
understands her business in local af-
fairs. There will,of course, always be
a supply for the families dwelling on
the coast and every man can have hia
oyster farm.

It is
true that In other countries the supply
of available ground is so small com-
paratively that oyster farms are es-
tablished under conditions which would
be regarded by the American oyster-
man as almost prohibitory—certainly
as commercially valueless. In Italy,
for example, the available sea bottom
is let in parks only fifteen feet square
(the Maryland oystermen complain
that the limitation of five acres on pre-
emption hinders cultivation), and the
Italian oyster farms are cultivated on
the Swiss mountain plan

—
vertically.

In France muddy bottoms, which are
generally considered impossible on the
American coast, are adapted to the
industry and are made to produce large
crops. Now France is calmly consider-
ing the possibility of selling- seed oys-
ters to our countrymen.

There is no doubt that artificial culti-
vation like that of France could be
adapted to American conditions. But
the proposition to introduce the French
system in this country has always met
with a commercial obstacle. With the
enormous natural supply to meet al-
ways any demand, with the compara-
tivelyextravagant cost of labor in this
country, would oyster culture pay? The
answer has always been that the
foreign system of culture would not
pay in the United States; that only
the limited industry which has been
established along the New England
coast could be made profitable as yet.
When the oyster beds of the Chesa-
peake show signs of exhaustion there
may be a profit in bringing up oysters
by hand; until that time it will never
he a very important American indus-
try. We produce today nearly six
times as many oysters as all the rest
of the world. We ship 100,000 barrels
of oysters annually to England. We
have oysters to spare and at prices

proximate. The only trouble impend-
ing for the future is the improvident
manner and methods of our oystermen,
who are unwittingly destroying their
industry foi the future through care-
lessness and Ignorance.

Itis not generally known but Is is a
fact that the oyster buainase began
nearly two thousand years ago. Of
course from time immemorial men have
eaten oysters as they have fish, game
and other food. But the business of
cultivating oysters and fattening them
for the market began with the Ro-
mans. Sergius Orator has been consid-
ered by most of those who have writ-
ten about the Roman industry as the
originator of oyster culture, but Prof.
Dean, of Columbia college, believes
that he was only a very successful cul-
turist, whose extensive business
brought him into prominence. Sergius
Orator lived two thousand years ago.

There are three distinct branches of
the oyster industry; the collection of
the "spat" or spawn; the protection
of the young oyster through natural
growth, and the fattening of the oys-
ter of marketable size.
