{NATIONAL CIRCUIT RACES OVER.

Last Meet of the Season at Wash-
ington Wound Up the Year's
Big Events.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 5.—Washington
‘entered the list of national circuit bi-
cycle cities today, and wupwards of
5,000 persons saw the pick of the sea-
son’s “cracks” struggle for the title of
“champion of 1896.” The meet was at
the International Athletic park under
the auspices of the White Flyer club,
and closed the national circuit races
for 1896.

The result of today's races . gives
¥ddy Bald the championship for the
season of 1896, yet the laurel wreath
grazed the head of Tom Cooper by
Just two points. During the national
circuit season, including today's events,
Bald has won races that give him
sixty-seven points, while Tom Cooper,
who started in about the same number
of races, scored sixty-five points. Both
men rode today in three races, and
Bald won two of them and Cooper one.

As the races progressed the two men
were eagerly watched by a delegation
of representatives of the League of
American Wheelmen and the rival
manufacturers for whom they were
riding. The first race in which the
two men met was the mile open, and,
to the surprise of many, Bald won by
& slight lead and Cooper took third
place. The next race in which they ap-
peared together, the two-thirds of a
mile open, resulted in Bald winning
and Cooper taking second place. The
final race, the two-mile handicap, cre-
ated one of the greatest surprises of
the day, and in winning this Cooper
came near tying his opponent for
championship honors. He took first
place, while Bald came across the tape
in third place.

NEW FOOTBALL RULES

Are Expected to Result in Peace and
Harmony.

The foothall rules for 1896 formulated
by the rules committee of the Univer-
sity Athletic club, and adopted by Har-
vard, University of Pennsylvania,
Princeton, Yale and Cornell have been
published by Spalding. With this eode
is restored once more the old harmony
among all the prominent factions in the
football field of rule makers. The prin-
cipal changes from the double set of
rules in existence last season are the
entire excision of the momentum play,
the rather moderate restraint of mass
plays, the curtailment of delays due
to “scrapping” in the line, the privilege
of running or heeling after a fair
catch and the more careful division' of
the powers of the officials.

The work, as usual, is edited by Wal-

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Atlanta Is a Bone of Contention in

If John T. Brush, part owner of the
New York, Cincinnatl, Indianapolis,
Minneapolis, and other base ball teams,
thought that all he had to do to dis-
rupt the Western Base Ball league was
to try his little hammer on the outer
door of a mational league meeting, he
has found out his mistake. \

An Associated Press dispatch from
New York thus describes his effort:

The board of arbitration of the Na-
ticnal Base Ball league held a pro-
longed session in Parlor F, of the Fifth
Avenue hotel, today. It was 11 o'clock
in the morning when the board con-
vened and their labors lasted wuntil
nearly 9 o’clock in the evening, except-
ing only an hour’s intermission for din-
ner between 6 and 6 o’clock. The entre
meeting was occupied in an effort to
adjust the grievances of the Western
league, in which disintegration 18
threatened because of a lack of har-
mony between the clubs—the Minne-
apolis and Indianapolis players on one
side and the remaining six clubs of the
league on the other. Their troubles
were not settled at today’s meeting,
however, and an adjournment was
taken until noon tomorrow.

The members of the board present
were:  President 'Nick Young, A. H.
Soden, of Boston; J. T, Brush, of Cin-
cinnati; and C. H. Byrne, of Brooklyn.
They were very reticent as to the pre-
cise nature of thié grievances of the
Western league, but it is pretty thor-
oughly understood to hinge on an effort
on the part of Brush, president of the
Indianapolis club, ‘and: John Goodnow,
of the Minneapolis. elub, to induce the
National league to withdraw protection
from the Western league on the ground’
that the agreement entered intc with
the National league has been violated
in several instances, and in return
they ask that protection be granted
them for the purpese of forming a new
league and they be allowed to choose
the cities which shall. form it. Presi-
dent “Ban” Johnson, of the Western
league, and President Killilea, of the
Milwaukee club, were present with At-
torney John I. Rogers, of Philadelphia,
who presented the case on behalf of
the Western league to the board. The
trouble began last winter at a meeting
of the league to vote on the admission
of Grand Rapids. The two dissenting
ciubs, Indianapolis and Minneapoiis, re-
fused to vote and President Johnson
ignored their action: by deciding the
vcte against the admission of Grand
Rapids unanimous.

This, it is said, angered Messrs.
Brush and Goodnow, hence the desire
ty secede. After the meeting Mr. Brush
stated that the board had spent the
evening session in discussing the merits
of the case and considering just how
far their jurisdiction.in the matter ex-
tended, but had come to no decision in
the matter when :they adjourned.
Henry Powers, of the Southern league,
| was also present with a grievance
which he communicated to President
Young, who promised to place the mat-
ter before the board during the session,
but there was no time to devote to it
today. Mr. Powers’ troubles relate to
Atlanta, which has recently been ab-
sorbed by the new Southeastern league
since the organization in 1892 of the
Southern league, which includes Mem-
phis, Birmingham, Mobile, Montgom-
ery, Nashville and Columbus, Ga.

Atlanta has also been & part of themr
territory. During the past season At-
lanta disbanded and is about to re-
organize and become a member of the
Southeastern league with Savannah,
Augusta, Macon, Columbia, Charlotte
and Charleston. Mr. Powers claims a
prior supervision over Atlanta and be-
lieves his chances for gaining the dis-
puted city are good. . ¢

The difficulty within the Western league is
due inly to a hlli% out between Brush
and Johnson. The incinnatl-Indianapolis
magnats is about the smartest man ever
en § base ball. But he is selfish, and

to crush the latter, as he had crushed oth-
ers, but was not successful. Johnson found
sympathizers and supporters in the league,
and in almost every iInstance of legislation
where it came to a test of strength between
him and Brush, Johnson conquered. A not-
able Instance was the awarding of the Col-
umbus franchise last winter to Tom Loftus
instead of Bert Dasher, supported by Brush,
Then Johnson and Brush took issue on the
question of ‘“‘farming out’’ players, and also
on that of the drafting of players from minor
leagues by the major league. Johnson attend-
ed the National league meeting last spring
and made an especial appeal for favorable
legislation on this subject. He was not sat-
isfled with the major league’s action, and
threats of future trouble were freely made.
The minor league representatives held a meet-
ing in Washington and discussed their al-
eged grievances. But the meeting was
slimly attended, and although a regular or-
anization was effected, with Johmson at the
ead, not much heed was paid to the affair.

The present talk is in the main only a
renewal of the situation that prevailed last
spring, the difference being that in appealing
to the National league, the Indianapolis and
Minneapolis clubs have given the major body
a chance to take action which might pre-
cipitate certain trouble.

Technically expressed, the appeal of these
two clubs_is to have ‘protection” removed
from the Western league, because that body
has, it is alleged, broken the terms of the
national agreement on a number of cccasions.
In other words, Minneapolis and Indianapolis
ask the board to throw their league out, be-
cause the other six clubs have been misbe-
having.

Now, the board of arbitration it not likely
to take this fight in the Western league on
its own hands. It, more likely, will tell the
Minneapolis and Indianapolis clubs that if
they are not sa isfled with their surroundings
they should withdraw, and not ask the board
to declare them masters of their own league,
and the other six clubs truants. Of course,
there is the probability that these two clubs
have certain grievances that will be recog-
nized, but that Is quite a different thing.

Whatever the decision there s no cdoubt
that Johuson and Killilea would be glad of a
chance to begin a fight against the big league.
Johnson has made a decided success at the
head of the Western league, but he has one
delusion, and that is that a great part of the
base ball fans all over the country look with
disfavor upon the magnates who rule the Na-
tional league, and, therefore, base ball. He
thinks that if any set of men, believing them-
selves to have been wronged by the mag-
nates, declare war the public will support the
rebels. This is the-same idea that prevailed
at the time of the organization of the broth-
erhood.

President Johnson is a fighter, his league
has grown to a place of importance through
its own efforts and he is restless under the
authority embodied in the terms of the Na-
tional agreement. Mr. Killilea, of the Mil-
waukee club, shares this seniiment, and evi-
dently he and Mr. Johnson believe that they
have the support of the St. Paul, Kansas City
and Detroit clubs. But it is very doubtful
whether they have to the extent that they
believe. Both Manning and Comiskey were
scorched in the brotherhoed fire, and they
will be slow to fool with matches again.

ARBITRATION MAKING PROGRESS,

Final Stage Has Not Yet Been
Reached. But It Seems to Be in
View,

WASHINGTON, Oct. 5—Secretary
Olney has returned to Washington
from his summer home at Falmouth,
Mass., and has resumed the duties of
his office. He brought with him a mass
of papers relating to official business,
which has engaged his attention dur-
ing his absence from the city, and
spent the morning principally in con-
sultation with the assistant secretaries
and other officials of the state depart-
ment, touching the public business,

Matters are said to be in better shape
than usual at the deparument at the
beginning of the winter season, there
being fewer issues of great importance
pending, and these are i less acute
stages than is generally the case. The
Venezuelan controversy has progressed
slowly, but in the maln satisfactorily,
during the past summer, and a couple
of notes have been exchanged between
Secretary Olney and Lord Salisbury
since the publication of the last batch
of correspondence. They are under-
stood to be purely argumentative in
tone, and, while they do not by any
means of themselves bring the nego-
tiations up to the closing point, they
mark a fair degree of progress toward
clearing away of mutual misunder-
standings and tend to simplify the ef-
forts being made on both sides not
only to adjust the Venezuelan lssue
itself satisfactorily, but to effect an
agreement at least upon a general act
of principles that shall govern the set-
tlement~of future disputes between the
United States and Great Britain by
means of arbitration.

The other open issue before the de-
partment is the Cuban question, but,
so far as can be gathered, the admin-
istration as yet has found no reason
to change the attitude it has adopted
towards the contestants in the island,
though it is admitted that its policy is
subjected to alteration according to the
development of the campaign.
