The next case, too, is another state
case, the defendant being the Shevlin-
Carpenter company, Minneapolis lum-
bermen. The next page of the calendar
bears the St. Paul board of public
works’ case, and the Crow Wing-Cass
county trouble. The twelfth page bears
both the Anoka-Hastings insane hos-
pital fight and the Polk county divi-
sion trouble, The Minneapolis salvage
corps case and the suit of the srtate
against the defunct Farmers’ and Mer-
chants’ state bank, of the same city,
are close by. The Kelly insanity com-
mitment case and the Steenerson
freight case are in juxtaposition, and
further along is that family cause
celebre, Helen M. Hayes vs. Lizzie E.
Wadleigh and M. L. Cormany.

Mamie Lane’s suit against the state
fair, growing out of the accident there
e few years ago, is also on the tab, as
fs the suit brought against the local
union depot company by the Chicago
Great Western, _

The railway companies have thelr
usual grist of damage suits, while the
Insurance companies figure in a num.

WILL STUDY HENNERIES,

One Branch of Work at the State
Farm,

The state agricultural school opens
this morning with a larger attendance
than ever before in its history. There
have been over 100 applications from
new pupils and this is largely in excess
of the number applying at the opening
of any former term. Others will come
during the opening weeks and it is ex-
pected that the total enrollment will
be in the neighborhood of 300.

The school will add some new fea-
tures to its curriculum this year. Poul-
try raising and breeding will be taught
and the large hennery on the grounds
utilized to give the practical informa-
tion on this department of farming.
E. V. Mahood, of the University of
Chicago, will have charge of the ath-
letics, look after the register of the in-
stitution and teach arithmetic in the
regular course. Miss J. S. Sheppard
will have charge of the new depart-
ment of domestic economy and exercise
the duties of matron. Domestic econ-
omy is not at present a very important
department, but will become so when
yvoung women are admitted to the
school.

SWEDEN HAD A CHEAP MONEY.

W. W, THOMAS TALKS FINANCE AT
THE FIRST BAPTIST
CHURCH,

MEETING IN THE EIGHTH WARD,

S. A, Anderson. E., A, Jaggard and
Dr. A. J. Stone Deliver Inter=-
esting Talks,

W. W. Thomas, minister to Sweden
for a score of years until Grover Cleve-
land named his successor, and whose
residence is Portland, Me.,, did not
make many voters last night by his
talk at the First Baptist church on
the money question. In the first place
his audience was made up largely of
individuals of the feminine gender and
youths not yet reached the voting age,
and, in the second place, judging from
the applause, there were no free silver
people present to be converted. Mr.
Thomas spoke under the auspices of
the young men’s committee of the
church, and his was the second of a
course of talks on the financial ques-
tion arranged for the enlightenment- of
the young people of the church. At the
last meeting a free silver advocate,
who is a candidate for congress, was
the orator; last night the sound money
side of the argument was presented.

Mr. Thomas is a Maine man, and
many of his arguments were based on
incidents of that state, and some of his
most telling points bore directly upon
the influence of the recent election and
the influence it has already had in
forming the sentiment of voters in
other states, turning them away from
the free silver fetish. At times the
speaker seemed to forget his ‘surround-
ings, and then he spoke with enthusi-
asm that roused his hearers to applause
that echoed through the groined arch-
es of the edifice. But as whole the at-
titude of the speaker was that of a
lecturer engaged in the pleasing pas-
time of delivering a thoughtful and
scholarly address on a topic of no very
great public interest.

“It was the blunder of '92 and not
the crime of ’73 that has caused the
hard times and depression in the Unit-
ed States,” declared Mr. Thomas. “If
the people had been content to re-elect
Mr. Harrison and to be content with
the McKinly law, the good times that
prevailed under previous administra-
tions, with the Republicans in power,
would have continued. It was the re-
duction of tariff under the Wilson act,
and not the so-called demonetization of
silver that closed the factories of the
United States and started the furnaces
of England; that made hundreds of
thousands of American workingmen
idle and gave employment to the labor-
ers of foreign lands. That the English
appreciate this fact is shown by their
treatment of Mr. Wsilon when he went
abroad. Did you hear of any special
honor being shown Tom Reed, an
apostle of protection, when he was in
London? No, but Wilson was ban-
queted in London, and the papers re-
ferred to him as a friend of that nation
and the man whose tariff law had
made it possible for the furnaces and
mills of that country to start up. It
is not the silver questinn, but the ques-
tlon of protection to American indus-
tries that {s today the uppermost
thought in the minds of laboring men’
and their employers.

“Let me tell you of Sweden’s exper-
lence with free silver,” and Mr. Thomas
produced a piece of copper about eight
inches square, that at one time cir-
culated in Sweden as money. “Sweden
has no silver or gold, but it has plenty
of copper. In the time of Charles 1.
free coinage of copper was begun in
that country and such money as you
see here was declared legal tender.
The government put flve stamps upon
it, one on each corner and one in the
center to declare its value. This pilece
is stamped as worth two dollars. But
if you remember history aright, the
stamp did not create the value; the
mcney was too bulky and not ex-
changeable for the money of other
countries. The people revolted and
the head of the ruler was the price of
the experiment, as well as untold suf-
fering produced by the hard times that
this money brought about. The free
consge advocates in this country would
try the same experiment. They pro-
pcse that the government shall coin
free of charge, all the silver that may
be taken to the mints., The govern-
ment is to declare each dollar coined
worth one hundred cents regardless of
the fact that it will be actually worth
only fifty cents. For this act, the gov-
ernment is not to receive one penny
of profit. The silver mine owner and
the owner of siiver bullion is to have
all the profit and the poor man who has
nothing is to receive his pay for ser-
vices in silver dollars that are worth
fifty cents. In other words the silver
men propose to coin a silver dollar
and declare that it is worth a gold dol-
lar. If free coinage of a cheap metal
is a good thing, the free coinage of
cheaper metal is a better thing. If the
fion owner will insist, he may secure
the free coinage of an iron dollar, and
declare that it is as good as a silver
dollar. You never hear an advocate of
free silver urging the free coinage of
an honest dollar—that of a dollar actu-
ally worth one hundred cents. They
are seeking the profit that a cheap dol-
lar will bring and are not thinking of
the misery and ruin that will be the
part of the people. The creditors of
the nation are the middle classes, the
man’ with a few dollars invested in a
bank, and whose money is loaned to
railroads and other great enterprises.
These enterprises will be the first to
suffer under free coinage, and the own-
ers of the little bank accounts will find
their savings reduced one-half by the
issuance of this cheap dollar,

“But let me assure you that Mr.
Bryan and his followeres will not win
their fight for free coinage. As in Sep-
tember, on the 4th of November, Mr.
Bryan will hear a mighty sound that
will arouse him from his slumber. He
will ery to his vice presidents, ‘Oh Se-
wall, ch Watson, what is this mighty
noise? And Sewall, will reply, ‘It is
the reverberation of the mighty voice
of the people of Maine declaring for
scund money by a majority of 30.000
votes, oh Boy Orator of the Platts.’

PARK ‘BOARD DISCUSSES IT.

CITY ENGINEER REQUESTED TO
SURVEY THE ROUTE OF THE
DRIVEWAY,

TERRACE PARK TO HIGH BRIDGE,

Picturesque Surroundings Make the
Proposed Boulevard, Is Is Claimed,
Most Desirable.

The park board, at its meeting last
night, adopted a resolution look-
ing to the construction of a boule-
vard on the West side, from Terrace
park along Prospect terrace and other
Streets to the high bridge. President
Wheelock suggested the improvement.
In company with Superintendent of
Parks Nussbaumer, Mr. Wheelock had
driven over the ground and both ot
them were strongly impressed with its
adaptability for boulevard purposes.
particularly in view of the picturesque

surroundings. The other members of |

ghe park board agreed that the route
indicated by Mr. Wheelock might be
converted into a beautiful driveway.
Thereupon Commissioner Aberle offer-
ed the following resolution, which was
adopted: -

Another pumip is neeeded at Como
park for the purpose of keeping the
lake well filled from the artesian well
supply, the present pump hardly 8Suf-
ficing to do the double duty of supply-
ing the lake and of pumping out the
water used in and about the park for
sprinkling and other purposes. The
matter was referred to Commissioner
Hamm and Supt. Nussbaumer,

The board approved the monthly bills
amounting to $451.83.

It was decided to notify the street
railway company that under its con-
tract with the park board for the priv-
ileges at Como park; that it is indebted
to the board in the sum of $2,500—$1,000
for the first and $1,500 for the seccnd
year.

for a boulevard from Terrace park, in the
Sixth ward, to Prospect terrace, and extend-
