SEPTEMBER WILL BE HUNG UP
A WHILE.

ALD. STUTZMAN CONTINUES

On the Trail of the Street Railway,
Insisting That It Run Direct to
Hazel Park.

Trouble is in store for the garbage
contractors, Fielding & Shepley—that
is, trouble in collecting their bill of
$1,227.08 for the month of September.
It made its appearance at the meeting
of the board of aldermen last night,
when the bill, though recommended for
allowance by the committee on claims,
was referred back to that committee,

The committee on claims recom-
mended that the bill be allowed, not-
withstanding the fact that it was ac-
companied by a communication from
Health Commissioner Stone, stating
that he, Dr. Stone, had not approved it
for the reason that he was satisfled
that the garbage contractors had not
performed the work required by the
terms of the ccntract. In the same
communication Dr. Stone recommended
that the council aproint a special com-
mittee to investigate the manner in
which the garbage was being collected.
If, howeyer, the council chose to allow
the bill, Dr. Stone added that $9.75 in
fines be deducted -from -the total
amount. The committee exercising its
right under the terms of the contract,
saw fit to recommend that the bill be
allcwed. which relieved the health de-
partment of all responsibility.

Aller ihe clerk had read the report
of the committee on claims, recom-
mending the allowance of the bill, Ald.
Lincdahl, the chairman of the commit-
tee on claims, who was absent when
the committee considered the matter,
moved that the bill be gereferred to his
committee.

“The health commissioner,” said Ald.
Lindahl, “did not approve this bill, and,
as he is the only person who knows
whether the garbage has been col-
lected or not, I don’t see why we should
approve it.”

“What’'s the use of referring it
back?’ inquired Ald. RBell. “We
wouldn’t get any more light on the
subject. Let us hear from Mr. Shep-
ley, oue of the contractors.”

But Mr, Shepley was not heard from.
Instead, the clerk read Dr. Stone’s com-
munlication, in which he requested the
appointment of a. specis commitice
to investigate the garbage question.

Dr. Stone was absent, but President
Markham rose from his chair and
proceeded to enlighten the aldermen as
follows:

“A complication similar to this con-
fronted the old council, the health com-
missioner refusing to audit the bill,
and thereby shifting the responsibil-
ity onto the council. I am frank to say
that I dc not approve of those at-
tempts to shift responsibility. The
trouble with the health " department
is that we are unable to get any defi-
nite Infermation from that source, It
is too vague for us to act upon. I
ani’‘convinced that the only way for us
to obtain such information as we de-
sire before passing these garbage bills
1s to appoint a committee and investi-
gate for ourselves.”

Ald. Bigelow remarked at this junc-
ture that that was the very action
that Dr. Stone had suggested, but
President Markham and the rest of the
aldermen ignored the reccmmendation
of the health commissioner, and the
bill was referred back to the committee
on claims.

Immediately . afterward Ald4. Dona-
hower introduced a resolution pro-
vidirg for the appointment of a joint
committee of six—three from each body
—whese duty it shall be to prepare
plans and sgecifications. for the re-
moval of garbage and dead animals
during the year 1897. The pesolution
was adopted, and President Markham
appointed Ald. Stutzman, Bell
and Allard to represent the board of
aldermen 6n the committee.

Ald. Stutzman {s strictly “after” the
St. Paul City Railway company. His
resolution designed to secure a single
five-cent fare to the Wood Harvester
Works and Hazel Park being hung
up in the committee on streets, Ald.
Stutzman introduced a resolution di-
recting the street raflway to operate all
of its Seventh street cars, except the
Maria avenue cars, as far east as
Hazel avenue.

In explanation of his measure Ald.
Stutzman said that the disclosures
made at the recent meetings of the
committee on streets clearly demon-

: strated that the St. Paui City Railway
| company cwned the tracks as far east

as Hazel Park.

“All I ask,” said Asd. Stutzman, “is
that the street railway company be
required to run its cars as far east
as they own the tracks.”

The resolution was referred to the
committee on streets. Should it be-
come effective it would paralyze the
present St. Paul & Suburban Elec-
tric railway, which runs its cars over
these tracks, beginning at Duluth ave-
nue.

The committee on wajs and means.|
reportel adversely the resolution au-
thorizing the mayor to appoint a per-
son to inspect and measure all fuel de-
livered to the city of St. Paul, who shall
serve from month to month at a salary
nct to exceed $70 a month. The board
adopted the report by a vote of eight
to two, Ald. Bell and President Mark-
ham voting in the negative, It was
the opinion of the other aldevmen that
a fuel inspector would not effeet mny!
saving to the city. N

The special joint cocmmittee appoint-
ed to investigate as to the necessity
cf a new bridge on Raymound avenue
submitted its repart. The committee
found the Raymond avenue bridge in
an unsafe condition, and reported that
the wooden piers under the ground
were in a rottem conditiosn. The com-
mittee deemed the present width of
the bridge—33 feet—inadequate. Then
followed the reccmmendaticns: First—
That the ciiy engineer prepare plans
and specifications fcr an iron bridge
with a roadway thirty feet m wid*h
and an eight-fcot sidewalk on each
side. Second—That an estimate of the
ccst thereof be furnished the ec>uneil
and that the ; atiarney

Big Meeting at Christ Church Last
Evening.

The forthcoming convention of the
Brotherhood of St. Andrew was the
theme of discourse at a rally held last
evening at Curist Episcoral church, Tie
national convention of that order will
be held soon in Pittsburg, Pa., and last
night’s meeting was fcr the purpese of
arousing interest in the Brotherhood.
The church was well filled.

B. F. Beardsley reported upon  the
condition of the brotherhood in this
city, and the coming convention. There
will be several delegates present from
the St. Paul brotherhood, which em-
braces 10 chapters and over 100 mem-
bers. The delegates are H. M. Hood,
St. Paul’s parish; H. A. Hazeman, As-
cension; Edward W. Freeman, of St.

“In this agé of agitation and politi-
cal uncertainty, when the whole land
is torn and heated by argument and
political excit t, it is ne Ty to
have some great moral principle to
govern the people. Only God and
righteousness are the foundation of
the prosperity of any nation. The dis-
cussion of political questions,” said the
speaker, “is usurping all religious con-
siderations, and what we need is some-
thing to create a religious reawaken-
ing.”

Two of the city detectives made an
arrest yesterday mormning which, if
present indications are to be depended
upon, is likely to end in a large dam-
age suit against the city of St. Paul
J. Miller Creutzer, the choirmaster and
organist of St. Luke’s Catholic church,
corner Victoria street and Portland
avenue, was taken imnto custody as a
suspicious character, as he was on his
way home from choir rehearsal, and,
after belng accused of being a thief re-
cently released from prison and cross-
questioned by seyeral of the members
of the police department, was locked
in a cell at the Rondo street station,
where he was held until' afternoon.
Then he ‘was transferred to the cen-
tral station, and‘ after another exam-
ination conducted by the chief and
some of his subordinates, was placed in
the cell room to spend the night.

Mr. Creutzer declares most positively
that he knows of no possible excuse
for the arrest and stoutly affirms that
he can establish his good character.
His story, as related to a reporter for
the G1lob e last night, is as follows:

“I came -to this city from Chicago
about two weeks ago and took the
position of choirmaster of St. Luke’'s
church, which had just hetome vacant.
My wife and I have been living at the
Astoria hotel and 1 have made many
pleasant acquaintanees among the con-
gregation of St. Luke’s church. My
profession is law and during my resi-
dence of ten.years in Chicago I prac-
ticed at the.-bar, for about five years.
Among the gentlemen I have met here
were Judge Twohy, of the municipal
court, who kindly offered to assist me
in establishing & practice here, and
County Attorney Butler, who told me
I could use bhis pame in any way it
would benefit me.

“Yesterday morning ‘I went to re-
hearsal at the church and took my
wife with me. - I left my wife in the
church and went) to the parish house
to see Father McNulty, and when I
had finished; my. business, found that
my wile had gone, so I stepped out
upon the street-to -look for her. I walk-
ed along turning frequently to look
back and before I had gone far a man
stepped up in front of me and sald in
a rough manner:

“ “‘Who are youand where do you be-
leng?'. e 3

“At first I thought the fellow was
going to hold me up as he wore ne uni-
form or anything to indicate that he
had any official authority. I-‘teld the
man. I thought his . gquestion imperti-
nent as coming from a stranger, and
inquired: ¢ i

‘“ ‘Who are you that you are interest-
ed in finding out about me?’

“He said: *‘Never mind who I am.
The thing is to find out who you are.
I think we ‘have a photograph of you
“at the police station, and that you are
a thief"whom'we have orders fo arrest.’

“Aghé showed his etar then, T told
him. 1 was the c¢hoirmaster at St
Luke’s, and if he would return with me
to Father McNulty, I would soon con-
vinece him that I was no thief, Al-
though we were only three blocks from
the church then, he refused to go back
with me, -but told me plainly that
he did not.believe me. He said he
saw me turning backward suspiciously
as I-walked, ‘and was' tlierefore’ con-
vinced that I was a thief, so he got off
the car on which he was riding, and
arrested' me. " Stil_refusing to give
me any opportunity to prove my identi-
ty or.to inform meé as to the charge
upon which I was arrested, he took me
to the Rondo’ street station, where an-
other ‘man in uniform, whom I after-
ward learned wds the captain, put me
through a lot of questions, Then my
private papers, including my admission
to the bar, were taken from me, and I
was locked 16 a cell.

“About 3 &clodk T was removed to
this station ahd tdken before the chief
of det‘e‘ctl‘vef *wlﬁb, after questioning
me said: isa B

“ ‘Yes, that's tHe man, lock him up.’

“One of the’other officers followed me
and said:' ‘Now, isn’t it true that you
just got out of the penitentiary.” While
I was at the Rondo statio was re-
peatedly told’that T was not telling the
truth, and that I was a thief. I have
not been taken to’ court, and everybody
has refused tg tell me what the charge
against me ‘is, or who this man is
whom I am beligved to resemble. I
asked the ch}pt‘to-show me the photo-
graph which he ke of, but he re-
fused, saying: t {8 enough that T
say there is one.! My wife is in deli-
cate health, and I am afraid the effects
of the shock she has received will be
serious.”

At the Central station there appears
on the tab merely a notation that J,
Creutzer bas been transferred there
from the Rendo street station, but at
the latter place he Is charged with
vagrancy and his arrest is credited to
Detectives Sweeéney and Daly.

The police, or rather the few of them
who know anything about the case,
are reticent on the subject of Treutzer’'s
supposed identity. Detective Sweeney
pretended not to know himself last
night just who the man is supposed
to be, where he is wanted or what
crime be is suspected of. And Sweeney
made the arrest. : ;

FIGHTING FOR MACEO.

Where the Missing Redwood Aitpr-
ney Is Said to Be.

The following dispatch from Red-
wood Falls gives a clue to the where-
abouts of ex-County Attorney W. L.
Plerce, of Redwoeod county:

“Two Cubans are here, proselyting
for the army of liberation. They have
been up and down the Nor:ihwestern
line on the same work. They found
cne adventurous spirit here, whom
they started for New York to enlist in
the Cuban army,

“Jose Moreno, one of the two, states
that W, L. Plerce, at one time the at-
torney of Redwood county and a son
of Attorney S. L. Pierce, of St. Paul,
was now in the Cuban army of libera-
tion, holding a minor office ander Ma-
ceo.. Plerce was a daredevil sort of a
fellow during his residence here and
was always looking for the sensational.
After being here about two years, he
suddenly disappeared. He was heard
of in Montana afterwards, and later
his father stated to friends here that
he had received information that his
son was in Cuba.”

S. L. Pierce, the father, upon being
shown the above telegram, said:

“I know absolutely nothing about
it and can neither affirm nor deny the
report. My son had at one time been
in the United States regular afmy, and
military affairs had a strange fascina-
tion for him. I suspect that he might
have joined the Cuban army, but that
is only a suspicion for which I have
no real foundation.”
