FOUR CROWDS FILL.IN TIIK DAY.

Weather Was Cold and Only One
Meeting' Could Be Held on the

Lawn.

CANTON, 0., Oct. 7.—The rains of
yesterday which drove the McKlnley
crowds in doors were dried up by a
bleak, cold wind today, which made
Itnecessary to carry out the day's pro-
gramme, save one early meeting on
the lawn, at the tabernacle. There
were four demonstrations by as many
delegations. Two Ohio counties sent
crowds, and it was intended to double
them up, but they were so much larger

than was expected that the doubling-
up process would not work. Combined,
they filled the hall twice over. A par-
ticularly enthusiastic delegation closed
the day's doings. It came from Park-
ersburg, W. Va., and filled a special
train of ten iiars to the platforms. This
party was Introduced by E. M. Cald-
well. National Chairman Hanna
stopped over in Canton between trains
this evening. He came down from
Cleveland at 5:40. He was was met
at the depot by Maj. McKinley, and
was a guest for dinner at the major's
home. He expressed himself as well
pleased with the political situation, and
spoke in most sanguine terms of the
result.

Shortly after 8 o'clock this morning
a small but enthusiastic delegation,
which was the first for the day.reached
this city called upim Maj. McKinley.
They came in a special car attached
to a regular train, the car being gaily-
decorated. The party came from Good-
ale, Ind. They were Introduced to Maj.
McKinley by A. P. Jenkins. Mr. Mc-
Kinley said:

My Fellow Citizens of Goodland, Ind.: It

fives me very great pleasure to meet you
ere at my home this morning. IP is always

a distinction to have a political organization
•dopt one's name. It is especially gratifying
to me to be assured that Ifyou are not the
first club In the United States to give me thathonor, you are the first In the state of In-diana, and Ithank you for it. We are en-gaged this year in a great national contest,
the result of which will determine for years
to come the public policies which shall gov-
ern this country. Government is always anInteresting study. There is a deal of mis-
understanding as to how the government gets
Its money and how It pajs itout. There aresome people who seem to believe that the way
the government gets Its money Is to make It.
The government gets its money by taxation,
and can get It in t:o other way. There are
three or four sources from which this gov-
ernment of the United States gets money.
The chief sources of revenue are through
tariffs and luternal taxation. Then the gov-
ernment gets some money from the sales of
Its public lands and from its postal service—
and from these several sources there comes
the money that Is annually required to meet
and discharge the public expenses. It takes
about $430,000,00u a year to conduct this gov-
ernment. A million and one-third dollars
for every day are required to kt-ep the gov-
ernment in operation.

Now If the government had the power to
make money, as some people seem to believe,
or had the power to double the value of any-
thing by its stamp or fiat, it would not need
to resort tn taxation— it would simply set its
tnints to work to make the necessary amounts
of money to pay its running expenses. It
couid have paid off the national debt long
ago in this way. Tne*e Is another thing I
would ha-ve you all know: That the govern-
ment cannot get gold or silver except through
the custom house or the internal revenue of-
Bees without giving something for it, just as
you aid Ihave to give something for it if we
want gold or silver. Now, how does the gov-
ernment distribute this money? Somebody
asked me th's question the other day. The
government distributes Its annual receipts un-
der appropriations of roiiKress to Its creditors.
That is the way the money of the government
Is distributed. It is d'strlbuted to the army
and the navy, for public improvements, for
rivers and harbors, for the great postal serv-
ice of the country, for the expenses of con-
gress, for sustaining th« Judlo'ary to pay the
principal and interest of the public debt, and
to pay the pensions of soldiers, and to other
creditors of the government, and there is no
other way for the government to distribute
any money except to pay It to the people whom
It owes money. There is no such a thing as a
general distribution of money by the govern-
ment of the United States. The point Iwant
to make in the little talk Iam giving to you
this morning is this— that the government
does not create money ; that it cannot create
money, and that whatever money It needs it
has to collect from taxes, either by a system
of direct taxation or by a system of indirect
taxation, known as a tariff, and that If the
government wants to have any gold or silver
rn'nted for Its own use. It has to pay for that
gold and that silver Just as you and Iwould
nave to pay for it. if we wanted It for our
purpose.

The Idea that the government can create
more wealth Is a mere myth. There Is noth-
ing that can create wealth but labor, as my
irlend to the right puts It. Now. as to thi
best way to pet this money is one of the se-
rious questions In this campaign. Is it easier

It by putting the tax upon the foreign prod-
ucts that comes Into this country to ieek a
market in this country. (Applause.) Th«
latter Is the policy and purpose of the re-
publican party.

The fires of passion then
burning have been quenched. We are all
an equal part of the glorious union of states,
all equally interested in preserving its ln-
dissolublllty, all alike concerned in the
strength and integrity of the Union, in up-
holding public law, in maintaining that great
bulwark of American rights, the courts of the
country, with the old flag waving its folds
of protection over us, and Is as near to the
hearts of the men of the South as to the
men of the North.
It willbe a glorious day in the history of

our country when tte North and the South
shall be united in control of the government,
brought together in the execution of a com-
mon purpose, agreeing in a common policy
for the good of all, and together making laws
and administrations which shall be national
in fact as well as in name. We will never
reach our full and Imperial power as a gov-
ernment until that, unity shall demonstrate
its presence In a national triumph, which
shall b8 the joint work and common triumph
of all sections of our country. This is my
aim and prayer; and Ifthis contest shall re-
sult in promoting that greatly-to-be-desired
result It will be the greatest victory for the
Union and for American destiny since Ap-
pomatlox.

The travelers, with three exceptions,
were laundrymen and cheap mer-
chants, who have saved up money
enough to make a flying visit to the
land of LI Hung Chang. There were
three swells in the party, however.
Wong Sik Yee, with his tiny-footed
wife and tinier baby, and a sister of
Mrs. Wong, occupied first-class quar-
ters in the regular sleeper.

SEABOARD SOLD.

Deal MtniiHan End of the Southern
Rate War.

NEW YORK. Oct. 7.—Thomas P.Ryan today said that he would not
deny the report that he had bought
for himself and others a majority of
the stock of the Seaboard & Roanoke
Railroad company. The Seaboard &
Roanoke owns a controlling interest
in the various roads that compose the
Seaboard Air Line. Mr. Ryan and Gen.
Thomas have made other purchases of
railroad property in the South recent-
ly, including the Port Royal &
Augusta, and Port Royal & Western
and have consolidated the two lines
Jnto one system, the new corporation
being the Charleston & Western Caro-
lina. The importance of the transaction
lies in the assurance of peaceful read-
justment of the relations between the
Southern railway and certain of its
competitors, who have been responsi-
ble for radical disturbances in rates.

PACKING HOUSES IN" TROL"BI*E.

Complaint Filed With the Inter-
state Commerce Commission.

KANSAS CITY, Oct. 7.—Two of the
principal packing houses in Kansas
City are in trouble with the Western
Railway Weighing & Inspection
bureau, and Chairman Carman, of
that association, at Chicago, has filed
formal complaint against them before
the interstate comimeree commission,
charging them with having defrauded
the railroad companies by under-bill-
ing in classification and weight. The
charges were accompanied by the
documentary proof in a number of
oases. The commission has referred
the matter to the attorney general,
who will instruct District Attorney
Walker to cause arrests on the charge
and have the matter investigated by
the federal grand jury.

WHEAT IS MOVING.

'Omaha Experiences Heavy Demand
for Freight Cars.

General Manager Scott, of the Oma-
ha, says that never before in the his-
tory of that road has there been such
a demand for freight cars to use in
the movement of the grain crop. The
sudden rise in the price of wheat of
15 and 16 cents has induced the farm-
ers to sell, and every one wants to
move their product at once. Yester-
day the Omaha brought 450 cars down
to the Twin Cities, and at one time
that road had 750 loaded cars on the
sidings awaiting their turn to be un-
loaded into the elevators.

THE BICYCLE AS BAGGAGE.

What the Agent of One of the Line*
Think* Alton! the Ques-

tion.

Matters were about even In freight
circles yesterday, as there was one re-
duction and one restoration announced.
The Omaha announced a reduction on
the soft coal rate from the head of the
lakes to Sioux City, Sioux Falls, Pipe-
stone, Doone and intermediate points,
to $1.75 per ton. The former rate was $2,
and the original rate before the cut-
ting commenced was $21.37. Itis said
that other lines have been carrying
coal for this figure some time, and the
action of the Omaha was to check
further cuts.

All lines running south and east
agreed yesterday to a restoration of I
packing house rates to New Orleans

'
and points south of the Ohio river.
These rates were recently cut seven \u25a0

cents, and the tariff went into effect i
Tuesday. The cut was made originally I
by the Illinois Central road, and the j
Chicago-St. Paul lines extended the J
rate to this city. The rates on lines j
running south from Chicago, however, j
were stable, and the cut rate from
Omaha and Kansas City threatened to j
disrupt the situation still further. The I
restored rate will go into effect Oct.
16.

The effort to restore the rate on
flour to the seaboard, which was prac-
tically agreed to by all lines, has been
abandoned, and the 22%-cent rate will
continue in effect indefinitely. It was
generally supposed that the rate would
be restored to 25 cents Oct. 22, but
new complications have arisen which
willprevent this action. ItIs said the
Northern Steamship company is re-
sponsible for the new trouble, as that
line has apparantly determined to car-
ry flour for 22% cents as long as navi-
gation is open. This action still fur-
ther strengthens the belief that the
Western Freight association cannot be
reorganized until the lake lines have
been tied up for the winter.

BICYCLES AS BAGGAGE.

What a General Agent Thinks
About It.

The war between the owners of bi-cycles and the railroads over the
transportation of wheels free is being
waged with bitterness, especially in
Illinois and Wisconsin. The dispute
all seems to be over the legal interpre-
tation of the word baggage. The
wheelmen claim that a bicycle should
be classed as baggage, the same as a
baby cab, but the railroad authorities
take the other side in support of their
position. A general baggage" agent of
a well-known line said yesterday to
the Globe:
"Ido not see how the wheelmen can

possibly construe a bicycle as being
baggage. Ifyou will turn to Web-
ster's dictionary you will see that bag-
gage is defined as being trunks, satch-
els, valises, and other receptacles hold-
ing the personal effects of an individ-
ual.

"Now, if bicycles are subject to all
the state and municipal laws govern-
ing the travel of other vehicles, how
can they be bag-gage any more than
an omnibus. Bicycles are subject to
laws regarding the use of lamps andbells, to turning to the right when an-
other conveyance is met, riding on
sidewalks, etc., and how can you pos-
sibly call a wheel a piece of baggage
under these circumstances. On the
other hand, if a bicycle is an article
of the 'personal effects' of an individ-
ual, why is a bicycle not allowed in a
street car or on a sidewalk, the same
as a satchel. This may be peculiar
reasoning, but it is certainly logical I
under a strict definition of the words

'
vehicle and baggage.
"Ithink that roads are liberal in

transporting a wheel for so low a cost
as 25 cents. Dozens of claims are filedagainst us for breakage supposed to
have occurred while in transit, and the
railroads lose money every day in car-
rying wheels.

"Suppose a party of thirty or forty
should ride over to Stillwater and de-
cide to take the train home. Our
baggage cars might be full of wheels
even then, and it would require the ad-
dition of another car to the train in
order to transport the forty wheels to
St. Paul. It would be an out and out
loss to us unless we charged a small
fee for the carrying of each wheel. As
it is we charge but 25 cents. Sup-
pose some man in riding up from thedepot should puncture a tire. He
would come to us and say the damage
was due to our negligence. Ifwe paid
the claim we would lose again. Itis
a heavy problem. No one has any idea
of the number of wheels we carry. __O_n
two trains alone last month, running
on our Western division, we carried
over 500. It is still more of a problem
on the Southern and Eastern divisions,
and in the East, where tens of thous-
ands of wheels are ridden."

WESTERN RATES ADVANCED.
Sew Schedule Will Go Into Effect

Not Later Than Nov. 1.
CHICAGO, Oct. 7.—The freight traf-

fic officials of the Western roads met
today to consider the advancement of
freight rates between Chicago and the
Missouri river. When the meeting ad-
journed at night the rate on beer was
elevated from 20 to 25 cents, canned ]
goods to 27 from 12 cents; sugar, which ;
has been carried at all sorts of rates, j
was fixed definitely at 27 cents; j
apples were advanced from 20 I
to 27 cents; hard coal from
$2 to $3.00; soft coal was fixed at $2.25.
and coke was advanced from $2 to
$2.30. No da,te was. fixed upon which
these rates are to become effective, but
It will be not later than November 1.
The advance in rates on provisions,
dressed beef, livestock and grain will
probably be settled tomorrow. The i
question of fixing a rate on grain j
east-bound from Kansas City was un- !

None of the executive officers of the
roads were present at the meeting, but
the traffic men had positive orders to
put up the rates and the presidents
left them alone to do the work. After
all the rates have been definitely ar-
ranged a meeting of the presidents will
be called and they willconsider the ad-
visability of continuing operatkgis un-
der the agreement of the old western
Freight association or forming a new
association.
