Entertain the Delegntes—

Convention,

Bpecial to the Globe.

STILLWATER, Minn,, Oct. 7.—The
second day’s sessions of the State Fed-
eration of Women's Clubs held today
were attended by a larger number of
delegates than the first day’s sessions,
and the delegates spent considerable
time in discussing the excellent papers
presented, particularly those referring
to education, which were among the
most important papers of the meet-
ing.

The opening session, presided over
by Miss Evans, began with a piano
duet by Misses Carroll and Bean, after
which a few minutes were spent in
listening to reports, among them be-
ing the treasurer's report and the re-
port of one or two of the standing com-
mittees. The treasurer’s report showed
a balance of $76.65 in the treasury, a
gratifving state of affairs.

The first paper presented today was
on “Civic and Current Events in the
Clubs,” by Mrs. W. B. Douglass of
Mcorhead, in which the speaker gave
& brief sketch of what is going on in
the world in the way of advancement,
“Time has gone by,” she said, “when
women are supposed to understand
only the art of crotcheting, and they
are expected to be able to converse
at any time upon any important ques-
tion.”” She said that they needed the
guiding hand of our able men, and
should accept only such responsibilities
as were theirs by divine right. There
remained a few minutes for discus-
sion and the delegates indulged in a
series of one-minute talks, in which
many valuable hints appeared.

The next number was a vocal solo,
'“T'he Norwegian Peasant Song,” by
Miss Moak, who possesses a voice of

' rare richness and scope. At this junc-
ture of the proceedings Miss Evans ap-

pointed the following committee on
resolutions: Mrs. Rich, of Minneapolis;
Mrs. Smith, of Duluth, and Mrs.

Schoonmaker, of St. Paul.

The next department of work taken
up was that of education, two excellent
papers being read by Mrs. Anna B.
'nderwood, of Lake City, who spoke
from a sanitary view, and Mrs. Jen-
nie F. Martin, of Hastings, who pre-
sented the intellectual view, of the
subject. Owing to the importance of
the subject a general discussion arose
and many valuable points on educa-
tion were presented. One delegate ad-
vanced the thought that next to the
mother the teacher was the child's
best friend. Another said that the
mother should be in hearty sympathy
with the teacher, but, behind that, sug-
gested that we should have teachers
that mothers could co-operate with,
Wwhich would have a tendency to produce
n high moral standard in publie schools,
One of the delegates sald she wished
the Bible could be retained in the
schools as a study of morality, Mrs.
Rankin, of Minneapolis, said that pu-
pils attending school should be given
moral and physical instruction from
childhood up by expert teachers. Miss
Evans sald that members of the feder-
ation should work for smaller schools
for teachers so that they would have
time to give moral instruction.

Many were ready to continue this
discussion indefinitely, but the presi-
dent announced that it would be dis-
continued for the time being, and would
be continued in the free parliament
during the afternoon session. The fed-
eration had been asked to allow its
president to appoint a committee to
ook into the question of education,
sald committee to report to the general
federation, and on motion of one of
“the delegates this authority was given
the president.,

The next number was an instrumen-

which Mrs. William E. Thompscn, of
+Hamline read a paper on “Literature
in Clubs.” “Improvement Work,” was

ENGLAND HAS NOT CONCEDED THE
POINT AT ISSUE OVER VEN-
EZUELA,

NO ADDITIONAL NEGOTIATION.

SINCE THE BLUE BOOK WAS ISSUED
NOTHING HAS BEEN
DONE.

BOTH SIDES HOPE FOR THE BEST.

By the Time Congress Meets a Ba-
sis for Arbitration May Be
Agreed Upon.

LONDON, Oct. 7.—Regarding num-
erous reports in-Great Britain and the
United States with reference to the
Venezuelan question, the Associated
Press learns that there have been no
regotiations between London and
Washington since the blue book of
July was issued. The story cabled
from Washington to the effect that
Great Britain has made further con-
cessions, amounting almost to a com-
plete surrender of her claims, is pro-
nounced to be absolutely untrue, and
it is added that negotiations regarding
Venezuela will be resumed upon the
return of Sir Julian Pauncefote, the
British ambassador, to Washington,
with the instructions of the Marquis
of Salisbury in the case. Sir Julian
Pauncefote was booked to sall by an
early steamer, but he has been obliged
to postpone his departure, on account
of diplematic business, and will start
for New York from Liverpool, on board
the White Star line steamship Ger-
manic, on Oct. 14,

Previous to leaving England, Sir
Julian Pauncefote will have another
conference with the Marquis of Salis-
bury and the ambassador will prob-
ably see the secretary of state for the
colonies; * Joseph Chamberlain.  Sir
Julian has recently paid many visits
to the foreign coffice and the colonial
office, but it is explained, though, that
this does not Indicate that there has
been anydevelopmentinthe Venezuelan
question. Regarding the question of
arbitration, the same conditions pre-
vail. Negotiations upon this subject
will also be resumed upon the return
of Sir Julian Pauncefote to Washing-
ton.

The government has every expecta-
tion of an early and satisfactory set-
tlement of the matters in dispute, and
it is believed that the next message
of President Cleveland to congress,
and the next queen’s speech at the

opening of parliament will announce
a settlement of both questions.

AMERICAN CRUISER BARRED.

Will Not Be Permitted to Pass the
Dardenelles.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct, 7.—It was
officially announced here today that
the Turkish government, after weigh-
ing the matter over and consuiting
with certain advisers, has come to the
decision not to admit the United States
cruiser Bancroft through the Dardan-
elles, and therefore she will not be
able to act as the guardship of the
United States legation in these waters.
The Porte, it is added, has also de-
cided not to admit the guardships of
Greeceand Holland, which countries al-
80 proposed to have a ship stationed in
the Bosphorus as a guardship and to
furnish men to guard their legations
in case of emergency. It should be
added, however, that the United States
government is not known to have pre-
sented through its minister, Mr, Ter-
rell, a formal demand for the passage
of the Bancroft or any other United
States warship through the straits of
the Dardanelles, and it is recalled that
Greece in 1888 was allowed to have a
guardship in the Bosphorus.

The exact ground upon which the
Turkish government takes its stand in
this case is-not stated, but it is known
in official circles here that Russia has
objections to. the presence in the Bos-
phorous of United States, Grecian or
Dutch guardships.

The objections to the presence of the
exira guardships here are said, accord-
ing to general report, to be based on
the Berlin agreement, which excludes
from naval representation in the Bos-
phorus any powers that were not par-
ties to that agreement, and that there-
fore, the United States cannot be al-
lowed to send a warship to the straits
of the Dardanelles. It is believed that
Mr. Terrell, about a mouth ago, sent
an urgent request to Washington for a
United States war vessel. It is further
intimated that the United States gov-
ernment will insist, by force if neces-
sary, upon the presence of the Ban-
croft in the Bosphorous, taking the
ground that such a step would not be
an unfriendly act to Turkey, Iin view
of all the circumstances in the case,
and that the protection of lives and

property of American citizens make it
necessary.

The Turkish government has also sent
a circular to the different embassies,
demanding the right to search foreign
vessels passing Constantinople for Ar-
menians. It is believed that the powers
will not accede to this request, as up
to the present Armenians who hava
sought refuge on board of British or
French vessels have been protected by
the guardships here until the vessels
on which they had sought refuge sail-
ed for their destination.

Advices received here from the island
of Crete state that the crisis there is
by no means ended. The entire popu-
lation of the interior of that island is
still under arms, and their leaders
have announced that they will renew
hostilities unless the Turkish garri-
sons are withdrawn from Crete. This
has caused a renewal of the excitement
and the situation has once more as-
sumed a most threatening aspect. It
is believed that the Turkish govern-
ment will insist upon maintaining its
garrisons in Crete and Turkey in this
matter will have the support of the
powers, who recently brought about
what was looked upon as being a set-
tlement of the Cretan difficulties by
compelling the porte to grant nearly
all the reforms demanded by the in-
surgents and giving them a sort of
local self-government which was
locked upon as being satisfactory to
the Insurgent leaders. This fresh
demonstration in Crete will, in all
probability, bring about further trou-
ble and postpone again a Jefinite set-
tlement of the Eastern question.
