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among lawyers, as it is claimed that
the supreme court has already held that
the action of a deputy is the action of
a principal, and in addition, itwillraise
the question of the expediency of the
struck Jury for the reason that the
sheriff himself Is often out of the city
on official and other business, which
would make the securing of a struck
Jury an impossibility under such cir-
cumstances if the custom heretofore in
effect of allowinga deputy to procure
the venire is held to be Illegal. In
support of this view of the question,

it is argued that a sheriff's sale is fre-
quently conducted by a deputy and is
held to be a legal proceeding, although
the law states that the sale must be
made by the sheriff. On the other hand
it is claimed that the order of Judge
Brill will not effect the drawing of a
struck Jury as the law provides that
in case of the disqualification of the
sheriff, the court may appoint a suit-
able person to aot In his stead.
It has been customary in Ramsey,

since the enactment of the struck
jury law for the sheriff to delegate

struck Juries to a deputy, and
Iall of the decisions which have
| been made by Juries of this kind
j are the decisions of juries drawn by
Ideputy sheriffs. The order of Judge
|Brill,however, willhave no affect upon
!verdicts of the past, but will undoubt-
;edly be urged by attorneys in future
1 where struck juries are not drawn by

\u25a0 the sheriff in person as a cause for
jquashing the jvenire and setting aside
the jury.

FollowingIs a portion of an extensive
memorandum in which Judge Brill dis-
cusses the order:

The facts in this regard are that the sheriff
\u25a0 did not In person participate in ,aoy.. of the !

proceedings for obtaining the Ktiu&k Jury; j
he was not present and made no selection of
persons, everything in that behalf having been
done by deputy. It is claimed by the plaintiff
that the duties enjoined upon the sheriff by
the statute relating to struck juries must be
performed by him in person.

The statute relating to sheriffs provides that
the sheriff may appoint deputies, but there is
no statutory provision which defines the gen-
eral powers or duties of such deputies. In the
absence of specific statutory provision, the
deputy of a public officer may perform all the
ministrlal duties of his principal. But he can-
not perform any judicialduties which the law
casts on his superior.

Judge Brill then quotes a part of the
struck Jury law and continues:

The struck Jury is a special jury to try a
particular case. And the theory of the legis-
lature in providing for struck juries ap-
parently was that in particular cases a Jury
better qualified to try the issues could be
secured by the means specially provided for
obtaining these special juries than from the
regular panel.

Naturally it would be expected that the duty
of selecting the persons from whom such a
Jury was to be drawn, would be confined to aperson of sound Judgment, of wide Acquaint-
ance In the community, and of familiarity
with the qualifications of persons to act as
Jurors.

The ancient office of sheriff is one of the
most important in the government.

The sheriff Is chosen by the electors of the
county at large and his duties bring him
into close contact with the people of his
bailiwick.

Naturally he becomes somewhat familiar
with the procedure of the courts, and it is to
be expected that he will be a man of dis-
cretion and judgment. For these reasons, it
is fair to infer that the legislature designed
the sheriff as the person who should perform
the duty of selecting a Jury of special quali-
fications. But if the duty is to be performed
by deputies, then there is no assurance, not
even a presumption, that Itwill be performed
by a person qualified for the work—and this
is said without any disparagement of the
character or ability of any deputy. The
deputy is not chosen by the electors, but is
appointed by the sheriff alone.

He is not expected to possess the degree
of discretion required of his superior; he
exercises his duties under the direction of
,the sheriff; his work may be, and usually is,

restricted to a part only of the many duties
pertaining to the office of his principal.

He may be, and often is, merely an office
man or bookkeeper. Now, the law as quoted
above requires that the sheriff shall select
forty such persons as he shall think most
indifferent between the parties and best qual-
ified to try the Issue. The language used
indicates quite clearly an intention to desig-
nate the person who is to perform this duty.
The duty required of the sheriff in this par-
ticular is not a ministerial duty; he isn't
liable for any mistake he may make in judg-
ment of his selection.

The duty is quasi Judicial, and it Is a duty
that he cannot delegate to another. Theparties are entitled to the discretion and
Judgment of the sheriff himself. The law
evidently contemplates that the mind of the
sheriff shall act. He must do the thinking,
and it cannot be done by a deputy.

The further provision for the ap-
pointment by the court "of some Judi-
cious and disinterested person" to act
when the sheriff is disqualified adds
strength to this view.

In other oases the coroner Is to act
where the sheriff is disqualified to per-
form the duties pertaining to his office.

Wl»y Payment of an Insurance

Policy la Related.
The suit of John Hamberg against

the St. Paul Fire and Marine Insurance
company was taken up by Judge Egan
and a Jury yesterday afternoon. The
action is brought to revover $500 on a
policy held by the plaintiff in the de-
fendant company, on which it is al-
leged payment has been refused
Hamberg formerly conducted a cloth-
ing store at No. 610 Topping street,
which burned down in May, 1595. Pre-
vious to this time he had taken outa policy in the insurance company for
the amount of the action on trial. Ac-
cording to the complaint the plaintuT
Buffered a loss of $900 from the fire,
and within the prescribed sixty dajs
notified the company of his loss. The
company, it Is alleged, refused pay-
ment on the grounds that the loss sus-
tained did not exceed $200. Mr. Ham-
berg was the only witness examined
yesterday, his testimony relating to
the value of the goods destroyed in
the fire.

It is held that a sheriff cannot delegate j
the securing of a special Jury to aI
deputy, but must perform the service
de facto. The decision was made in
answer to a motion on the part of the
plaintiff in the case of Albertino Abel
as administratrix, vs. the Butler-Ryan
company, and ordered that the struck
jury venire be quashed and the struck
jury be set aside on the grounds that
the venire had been summonded and
officiated over by a deputy instead of
by the sheriff in person as it is held the
law prescribes.

The order ofJudge Brill willundoubt-

The proposed change in the street
railway loop, which has been so wide-

!ly discussed within the past few
weeks, will probably be definitely de-
termined upon within the next fort-
night. The ordinance ordering the
street car company to extend the loop
to Broadway, five blocks further east
than the present location, passed the
board of aldermen recently by a vote
that was barely sufficient to send the
ordinance to the assembly. On Mon-
day next the proper committee of the
assembly will give the property own-
ers and others a hearing and consider
the ordinance as It came from the
aldermen. There are six members of
this committee and the ordinance
may not be favorably reported upon.
Ifit should be, however, strenuous ef-
fort will be made to defeat its -assage
by the assembly. Six votes will be
necessary to secure Us passage, and
so far as known there is one member
of the assembly who Is absolutely op-
posed to the change and others who
will not vote for it If there be any
good and valid objections made to it.
Therefore, it is not yet certain that
the demands of some property owners
shall be allowed to interfere, as the
latter claim they will, with the busi-
ness of a majority of the business in-
terests that are now in a measure de-
pendent upon the loop for their pros-
perity.

The Globe has taken pains to as-
certain the sentiment of the business
men who are along the line of or near
to the present loop, as well as the opin-
ions of those whose business will be
benefltted if the proposed change is
ordered by the council. The consensus
of opinion Is that while a loop on
Broadway and Eighth street would in
a measure be of benefit to the jobbing
houses, yet the removal of the Robert
street line would work more hardship
to the owners and business men who
have located along the line of or near
the Robert street loop with the Im-
plied understanding that the present
improvement was to be permanent.

A gentleman who owns property on
Robert street, and who was Induced to
make improvements on that thorough-
fare because of the construction of the
100p

t said yesterday that if the loop
should be removed to Broadway he
would be unable to collect his rent, as
his tenants would be justified in leav-
ing a location that was deprived of
guaranteed street car facilities. That
perhaps, was rather an exaggerated
one, but it Is expressive of the senti-
ment that prevails among the business
men along the line of the loop as it
now exists.

The movement to remove the loop
five blocks south to Broadway origi-
nated with the owners of property who
are anxious to put the same upon the
market, or who have vacant buildings
which they are anxious to fill with
tenants. A canvass of the situation
was made by these property owners
or their agents, and the Jobbing houses
were induced to take part In the de-
mand for added street care facilities.
This the Jobbers willingly did, but it
was not with the expectation of de-
priving the retail center of proper fa-
cilities. It was argued that the erri*-
ployes of the wholesale houses wanted
the car lines nearer their doors, and
that the retail trade of the newly
built-up district need not suffer. But
that, it Is claimed, is exactly what
would happen if the loop should be
changed as proposed, so as to furnish
better facilities for the wholesale dis-
trict. All that vast business district
that has been built up since the pres-
ent loop was established was to suffer
that the employes in the big wholesale
houses might not be required to walk
two, three or half a dozen blocks to
get a car.

Aside from the convenience to these
employes of wholesale houses, it is
contended by the retell houses on
the line of the present loop that the
new loop is not needed. East of Jack-
son street there Is no retail trade ex-
cept on Seventh street, and that thor-
oughfare would not be benefited by
the proposed change. On the other
hand, it Is urged the great hotels, the
theaters, the scores of great retail
houses are directly upon the loop or
on streets immediately adjacent to it.
To deprive this district of proper street
car facilities would be, they say, not
only an act of injustice, but a positive
detriment to the entire city. In Min-
neapolis the street oar lines are so ad-
mirably arranged that one may take
a car at any portion of the city, or
from St. Paul, even, and reach directly
the retail center. When the loop was
established on Robert street a con-
tract was made, it is claimed, between
the street car company and the proper-
ty owners amd others who invested
along the line. This contract was one
of the inducements offered by the
street car company to secure the for-
mation of a retail business center.Many of the prominent merchants were
induced to leave quarters they had oc-
cupied for years, and which they hadimproved on Third and other streets,

and located along the line of the loop.
In the short apace of four or five years
the magnificent business houses on
Sixth, Seventh and Wabasha streets
were built an* tenants were wilHng
to rent the places on long leases, be-
cause It w*g believed that now had
come the time when a permanent retail
center was to b« established.

The building qtf che n«w loop,.with
the cars of the iGr&nd avenue, Ham-
Mnej University arvenue and Como ave-
nue lines diverted -from the present
retail center to sthe district bounded
by Fifth and Broadway, with the up-
per side of the loop on Eighth street,
would deprive Sixth street and por-
tions of Robert ,and Seventh streets
of trade that is vnow brought to their
very doors. The (proposed change ben-
efits so few Individuals, and threatens
the business Interests of so many mer-
chants, that it is. claimed the removal
would be a detriment to the best in-
terests of the entice city. If a loop
is to be built msfe of Robert street,
the retail merchants say, it should be
a loop to the unl«n depot, that business
might be brought to their doors. The
street car company has provided such
facilities for the merchants of Min-
neapolis.

Wh«n the ordinance passed the
board of aldermen recently, the oppo-
nents of the measure were not present
to make an objection, else it might
not have passed. The measure was
sent in from the committee with a rec-
ommendation for passage, but there
was but one majority of the members
of the committee who made this rec-
ommendation. When it came before
the aldermen, the measure could have

! been killed, probably, if its opponents
had been present. Next Monday the
ordinance will'be taken up by the as-
sembly committee. One member of
the committee is opposed to the change
an'l if the opponents of the ordinance
do their work well it is likely the as-
sembly willrefuse to indorse the work

Iof the aldermen. There is a great deal
of sentiment strongly against the
change.

ASKS TO BE IiET AI.OXE,

H H. Snjre AVa.nia a Ctrnrc to Look
After His Own Affairs.

Harrison H. Sayre, arrested several
days ago on complaint of Relief Agent
Hutchins, charged with living with
Verona Weber at 1229 Thomas street
without the legal ceremony of a mar-
riage had an examination in the police
court yesterday. Three days ago Sayre
appeared in court and stated that he
ha 4been leg-ally married to the
woman with whom he was livingand
by whom he had several children, at
Hudson, Wis., six years ago. He had
no other proof of this than his word
and the court gay* him until yesterday
to produce something more convincing
as to the marriage. Sayre sprung quite
a surprise on the court and the com-
plaining witness yesterday by announc-
ing that he had been married to the
woman in the case Wednesday evening
at his home on Thomas street. His
attorney stated tothe court that Sayre
had considered it much cheaper .to
have another ceremony at his home-
than to spend time and money In chas-
ing over to Hudson and looking up
evidence as to hia former marriage.
City Prosecutor Oppenheim was of the
opinion that the* :marriagr Wendesday
night only made ;the case against the
defendant much more binding and In-
sisted on the examination being held.

Mrs. Chamberlain,. aresident of Ham-line, testified that she had frequently
called at the Sayre house and had fur-
nished clothing for the woman now
Mrs. Sayre and the children. Relief
Agent Hutchins testified that he had
frequently talked with Sayre and theprisoner had promised to marry the
woman. He said he had been greatly
surprised when he called at the house
Wednesday evening to learn that the
marralge ceremony had been performed
a short time before he arrived.

Sayre, on the stand, said he was flfty-
six years old and had been married to
Verona twice, once in Hudson, InMay,
1890, and again Wednesday night. The
second ceremony had been performed
simply because itrras cheaper than go-
ing to Hudson to hunt up the records.
He was engaged in the real estate busi-
ness at Minneapolis and admitted that
the business had not been at all luc-
rative during the past three years.
Some of the neighbors, he said, had
been persecuting him, but for what
reason he did not know. A lot of old
clothing had been left at his house
but it was only fit for mop rags and
had been used for that purpose. The
food left by the philanthropists, hesaid, was unfit for use and he did noteven feed it to his dog and cat. What
money he had made in his business
and from his pension, was used in tak-
ing care of his familyand pacing streetcar fare and office rent. He was will-
ing to do the best he could by his
family and told the court he asked
only to be let alone and not annoyed
by the neighbors. Judge Twohy after
hearing the evidence, took the case
under advisement and allowed Sayre
to go on his own recognizance until
next Thursday. Eayre in the meantime
promised to «c« that his wife and
family were provided for to the best of

Orient.

Rev. B. Fay Mills is naturally a dra-
matic man, but never more so than
when he has such a meaty theme to
speak upon as the Armenian masacres.
The distinguished evangelist held a
Jarge audience in the closest attention
at Central Presoyterian church last
evening and brought shivers of horror
in his graphic recital of the horrors
which are enacted dailyin Turkey with
the sanction of the sultan. Mr. Mills

| is fearless in expressing his views. For
this reason, the association of Ameri-
can citizens formed to secure relief for
the persecuted people engaged the
speaker to deliver a series of lectures
throughout the country. The lecture
last evening was an eloquent appeal
for aid, and it brought its results. An
offering of money followed the address,
and a large sum was realized. One
subscriber, who had no money at hand,
threw a heavy gold ring into the
basket.

The substance of Mr. Mills' address
is given below:
"Icannot begin to tell you at such

a time as this of the details of the
terrible persecutions which the Ar-
menians have been subjected to for the
last fifty years. IfIshould attempt
it,Ifeel sure that you would shut your
ears and flee in horror, for the details
are far too awful, too revolting for
sensitive and refined minds.

"The question is often asked, why is
the Armenian question not settled by I
allowing the people to govern their
own country and live aside and apart
from the Turks, who are their natural
enemy. The answer is that there is
no such place as Armenia, and has not
been for a century. One .night as
well suggest the setting up of a new
Palestine in the United States, and al-
lowing the Israelites to maintain a
distinct government. The Armenians
are a scattered people. They are out-
numbered by the Turks and Kurds 8
to 1. For years they have riot been al-
lowed to carry any weapons of any
sort, not even knives sharp enough to
cut the meat eaten at dinner. For 600
years they have been a hunted, perse-
cuted and down-trodden people. They
have been ground down from a race of
over 20,000,000 people to less than 2,500,-
--000 souls. When discussing the atroc-
ities which are perpetrated upon them
and their women, Ihave heard ladies
say that the women of Armenia are of
a coarser cast, and do not look upon
outrage and rapine with the same
sense of horror that other nations do.
But such statements as these are un-
true, for the Armenian woman is a re-
fined, modest being, whose innate pur-
ity is above suspicion. They are a
law abiding, honest people, who com-
mit no crimes, and whose dealings with
their fellowmen are above suspicion.
They are a tender hearted.naturally re-
ligious nation. There are perhaps 10,000
Armenians in the United States today,
and it is a notable fact thtat not one
of them has ever been in a police court
or under arrest for a misdemeanor.
There are four causes for the terrible
brutality manifested by the sultan of
Turkey. First, the fanaticism of the
Mohammedan religion. Their belief
teaches them that robbery, pillage,
murder, arson, rapine and outrage, if
carried on against the Christians, is
obeying the prophets. For hundreds of
years they have been taught that it is
an act of religious worship to extermi-
nate the infidels.

"Second, the fault is that of the Ar-
menians themselves, not through their
faults, but through their virtues. They
are a simple, inoffensive peopl;, who
cherish the story of Christ and His
teachings of peace. They are a race of
fine instincts and intelligence. Three of
our greatest physicians in America to-
day are Armenians, and one of our
greatest preachers and orators. Th^y
have gone to civilized countries/gained
a higher education, and then gone back
to their native land and electrified their
countrymen with ihe marvelous spirit
of the nineteenth scentury.

"Athird reason is that his royal high-
ness, Abdel Hamid, the greatest
wretch of this age, sees In this edu-
cation a menace to his reign. The per-
fumed sultan of Turkey is not the gal-
vanized idiot that people think. He is
one of the shrewdest men of the age.
He is shrewder than all the crowned
heads of Europe, shrewder than, all
the ambassadors within the shadow of
the sublime porte. In comparison to
him, our own ambassador to Turkey is
a toothless babe. Itis this wonde/ful
shrewdness, combined with hla itter
lack of principle and conscience that
in the cause of his terrible brutality.
He saw that his only hope was to kill
off all the brainy young men and wo-
men, and to exterminate with the torch
and sword the entire race.

"But the great caus* of these terrible
massacres Is the damnable perfidy,
the awful jealousy of the nations of
Europe, especially of Great Britain.
The only reason why there is any Tur-
key today, is because the nations of
Europe have for the past 50 years held
together the rotting old carcass. The
cause of the existence of Turkey to-
day is that Russia wants it all, and
England is determined that she shall
not have it. This was the real
of .the Crimean war.

"Allthe nations of Europe signed the
"treaty of Berlin which was a pledge
that the people of Europe should have
protection from further butcheries.
England played the greatest part in
this treaty and called upon all the
world to witness the fact that she
was sponsor for the lives of the Armen-
ians. But the slaughter goes on, 60,-
--000 in the last two years. The nations
of Europe are itching to let slip the
dogs of war at each other's throats,
but their guns are silent in defense of
the Armenians, although they are
pledged in the most sacred of compacts
to defend them. Iam not at all sure
but that there is blood upon the hands
of the United States. Turkey has ruth-
lessly broken her treaties with this
country- The United States is a sub-
ject of derision in that land. Over $100,-
--000 worth of American property has
been destroyed. American subjects
have been killed and outraged, but yet
Washington is silent. They have torn
down the stars and stripes and all the
United States government has done is
to demand an apology. Turkey makes
promises which she never expects to
keep, and for years she has hoodwinked
this government and then laughed at
her success.

"Whatever else England fails to do,

she protects her own subjects. She
will send vast armies and spend mil-
lions to secure the freedom of one man,
and Turkey knows this. It is said
with some truth, that the old clothes
of a British subject are a better pro-
tection in Turkey than a passport of
the United States government."

The speaker censured the government
in severe terms, and pleaded with his
hearers to send their protests to Wash-
ington, He then gave a thrilling his-
tory of the massacres, giving details
which froze the blood of his hearers.
He claimed that at one time England
had her arm actually raised to strike,
and that the blow would have fallen
had not the president of the United
States taken the attention of the mother
country through his Venezuelan pro-
clamation. Rev. Mr. Mills believed if
the proclamation had been held off for
two weeks, that the sultan of Turkey
would have been taught a lesson.

The speaker told how troops of Tur-
key barricaded the churches in which
the Armenians were working, and
slaughtered them like cattle, until their
blood ran from the doors. Babies were
held aloft and slashed Into bits before
the very eyes of their mothers. Wives
and daughters were outraged and muti-
lated before the sight of their husbands
and fathers, and every cunning and
awful device of butchery was resorted
to. The speaker said that it had been
estimated that over 40,000 people wouldperish from hunger and cold this win-
tier unless aid was Beret The small sum
of $5 would keep an Armenian family
for three months.
Itis believed the call for financial

assistance was liberally responded to,
for when the baskets were examined,
there was a great heap of silver, bills,
and some gold. Several pieces ofjewelry were also discovered. Themoney will be turned over to A. H.Lindeke, who will turn it over to E. G.Keith, president of the Metropolitan
Bank of Chicago, to be immediately
sent to Armenia.

CAXJTOT SUPPORT HIMSELF,

yesterday charged with not supporting
his wife. The youth said the charge
was correct, but that he could not sup-
port himself, let alone his wife. "The
father of the prisoner said his son had
married the woman about two years
ago and he had continued to reside at
home and go to school while his wifelived with her parents. The case was
continued to this morning and the de-
fendant allowed to go home with his
father with the understanding that he
would be in court at 9 o'clock thismorning, when some disposition of thecase will be made.
