CHICAGO, Oct. 9.—Four years ago
today the greatest parade the West
had ever seen passed through the
streets of Chicago as a portion of the
celebration of the dedication of the
buildings of the Columbian exposition.
That parade was, however, surpassed
today by the purely partisan march of
the men who uphold the gold standard
in questions of finance and in politics.
The estimates of the parties
vary widely as to the number of men
in line, but 75,000 is just half way be-
tween the number claimed by the Re-
publicans and the count given out from
the national committee headquarters
of the Democratic party. Putting aside
all questions of numerical strength, the
parade, as a parade, was a distinct
success. Itstarted on its march exact-
ly on the minute scheduled, Itmoved
swiftly and without one halt or break
from start to finish, and in all respects
it was handled with a skill and thor-
oughness of detail that- would have
been highly creditable in the conduct
of a procession of one-tenth its size.

The police arrangements were per-
fect, and they were carried out to the |
letter. After 9 o'clock In the morning,
not a single street car, not a single
wagon, save those carrying the United j
States mail and the police ambulances, !were allowed to cross the river from ;
the West and North sides, and all
those coming from the South were turn-
ed back art Van B,uren street. Every |
street between "Van Buren on the :
south, the river on the north, the lake
on the east, and the river on the west,
was absolutely free from all impedi-
ment to the marching columns. Eigh-
teen hundred policemen lined the route
of the parade and the dense throng
of people who packed the walks was j
kept firmlyback to the curb. The en-

'
tire street belonged to the marchers andthey tramped over the route from first
to last at a steady and rapid pace.

Gen. Joseph Stockton, the marshalof the parade, had announced that at
10 o'clock the march would begin, no
matter who was ready or who was iate
Ifnobody but Gen. Stockton was ready
then Gen. Stockton would parade alone!
There was no del?y, however, and when
the signal gun on the lake front at
exactly 10 o'clock, sent forth its column
of flame and smoke, and boomed thesignal, the advance-guard of 150 police-
men swung around the corner of VanBuren street and Michigan avenue andthe parade was on. For five hours itswept the streets from curb to curbwell closed up and marching rapidly

'

The day was all that could be desiredA cold wind blew off Lake Michigan
In just sufficient force to keep thethousands of flags in the parade andthe tens of thousands tha-t hung fromthe buildings along the line of marchin a lively flutter, an 3 the sun came
down with just sufficient heat to makeit comfortable for the men who tramp-
ed the pavements.

The reviewing stand for the Repub-
lican national committee was erectedjust in front of the building of thebnion League club on Jackson street.Here Mark Han Ha, Senator Cullom
and the various members of the com-
mittee took their stand to review theparade. Itwas exactly 11 o'clock when
the head of the parade turned into
Jackson street for the march past, and
at the same instant Mr. Hanna step-
ped from the window of the club houseupon the stand. He was just in time
to return the salute of Mayor Swift,
who, mounted on a black horse that
tried to walk in both gutters and the
middle of the street at the same time,
came gyrating past. From that mo-
ment until a few minutes after 4 o'clock
Mr. Hanna, with the exception of one
brief interval, was standing with hat
in hand bowing his acknowledgments
of the cheers of the marching column.

From a stand erected on a level with
the entresol of the Palmer house

PALMER AND BUCKNER
reviewed the parade. The two white-
haired veterans, as they stood side by
side with their heads bared, were
recognized by the marchers and were
constantly cheered. As the columnscame up thousands of hats came off
In homage to the venerable men, and
all through the hours which the par-
ade required to

*
pass that point the

cheering was constant. Every minute
there were friendly greetings from the
ranks to the old soldiers on the review-
ing stands and for a hundred times
the campaign cry of "What's the mat-
ter with Palraer and Buckner? They're
all right," was repeated.

The gold standard clubs of the gTeat
down town business houses were es-
pecially enthusiastic as they passed j
the hotel. There were eleven floats
In the parade, many of them exceed-inglyhandsome, and all lavishly decor-
ated. A string of carriages bearing !
the white-haired members of the Old
Tippecanoe club, composed of men who
voted for William Henry Harrison. I
evoked loud cheers, as did a number of
crippled veterans of the w.ar. who bore
above their first carriage "We fought
with Grant and we stand with Mc-
Kinley."

A unique feature of the parade was
the use made by the long distance
telephone to carry the sound of the
cheers that rose from the parade to j
the other large cities of the country. |
Across Washington street in front of |
the Telephone exchange was stretched
a banner bearing the inscription "Tour
cheers here will be heard throughout
the nation." Ifthey were not, it was
no fault of the men in the street. As
each detachment came toward the ban-
ner every man would take a long pull
at the atmosphere to prepare himself
for the double-jointed whoop he emit-
ted as he marched bereath the ban-
ner. In many places along the route,
gTeat "mouth pieces," fixed above the
street by numbers of guy ropes, con-
centrated the sound waves upon the
diaphragms and sent the cheers to
every waiting ear. Many smaller
"mouth pieces," which are really fun-
nels five feet long, were attached to
long distance phones at various alti-
tudes. These helped to swell the noise
In distant receivers. Mai. McKinley.
in his library at Can4on, heard It. and
Mr.Hobart, in his home In Patterson. ;
N. J., also received the assurances of
the shouts.

The crowd that witnessed the par-
ade was tremendous, j It filled every
sidewalk from the wan of the building
to the curbstone and every window
that possessed a view of the line of
merch was Jammed lull of heads. On

the roofs of the buildings large crowds
were gathered and the many stands
erected by spectators were filled to the
limit and frequently beyond it. All
the trains from outside of the city
were loaded dOWn with excursionists
and the depot master of the union de-
pot estimated that between 6 a. m. and
noon 61.000 people came In through
that depot alone. At the Polk street
depot 25,000 people came in and the
business done at the other depots was
proportionate. The total number of
people who saw the parade, based

upon the statements of railroads and
street car companies regarding the
fares collected, was 1,800,000.

Considering the size of the crowd
there were very few accidents. One
man named E. C. Walker, who had en-
thused on whiskey, created a panic for
a few minutes at Randolph and Dear-
born streets by firing several shots
from a revolver into the crowd. Fort-
unately he hit nothing but a brick-
wall, and he was suppressed with such
vigor that it took a doctor thirty
minutes to bring him too again. Mrs.
Annie Preston complained to two men
standing near her that she could see
nothing of the parade, and, with a
laugh, they hoisted her*to the back
of a horse standing near. She screamed
and played tattoo on the ribs of the
horse with her heels, and, when she
was carried off in the ambulance, she
was badly bruised about the body and
her scalp was torn. Her injuries are
not fatal, however.

SILVER'S COIXTER BLOW.

Demonstration Small ns Compared

With the Day's Big Event.
Democracy held possession of the streets

tonight, and it improved its opportunity to
tha utmost. As early as 6 o'edoek, within
an hour after Michigan avenue had cleared
up after the marching Republicans, the lead-
ing organizations of the Democratic parade
began to appear for their torchlight demon-
stration. They poured in rapidly, and by 7
o'clock the street was packed again. One
division formed on Michigan avenue, and as
soon as ithad passed Washington street, the
second wheeled in behind. The West side
column formed in Haymarket square, and
it poured over the Randolph street bridge,
joining the» main procession at the corner
of Randolph and Market streets.

A high wind arose in the course of the
evening, and it made it a matter of some
difficulty to keep torches and transparencies
alight. Several of the latter caught fire and
had to be thrown to one side. The command-
ing officers of the parade had decided against
the presence of floats in the line, and con-
sequently the parade was composed very
largely of men on foot.

The parade, after being fully formed at
Market and Randolph streets, marched south
to Jackson street, and then turned south
on Michigan avenue to Sixteenth street,
along Which it inarched to Tattersall's, where
the silver meeting was in progress. At this
point it disbanded.

The cold wind and the fatigues of the
early part of the day had their effect on
the number of spectators, and the night
parade was not witnessed by the large crowds
of the morning and afternoon. However, the
Bryan men in the parade and those on the
sidewalk showed no deficiency of enthusiasm
during the march. The yells and cheers
went up constantly, and as about every other
man in the line had possessed himself of
a tin horn, the volume of noise was deaf-
ening. The slow, decreasing number of torch-
lights in the" parade was fully compensated
for by the great number of calcium lights
carried. There were fully fifty of these, and
they made the streets as light as day.

The Democratic campaign managers ex-
pressed themselves aa more than satisfied
with the parade, and were greatly pleased
over the showing made. No attempt was
made to review the process'on, and it was
carried through in an energetic manner. The
parade was over an hour and a half in pass-
ing a given point.

MORTOJf OX MONEY.

Splendid Address Delivered by the
Secretary of Agriculture.

Secretary of Agriculture J. Sterling

Morton spoke at the Auditorium to-
night under the auspices of the sound
money league. The hall was filled to
the extent of Its seating capacity and
when Secretary Morton appeared upon
the platform he was greeted with loud
and enthusiastic cheers by the aud-
ience. He was introduced by David
B. Jones, of the sound mon»y league,
who paid a flattering tribute to the
secretary as a politician and a man.
Before beginning his address Secretary
Morton announced that an invitation
had been sent to President Cleveland
requesting his presence at the meeting.
Mr. Morton then read the president's
letter of regret at his inability to be
present, which was as follows:

Gray Gables, Buzzard's Bay, Mass.. Oct. 5.—
Iam so much interested in the work which

the American honest money league has under-
taken that Iwould be glad to do anything
Iconsistently could to aid its efforts. Irfgret
therefore that Imust decline your invitation
to addsess the league on some date previous
to the approaching election. Even ifthe pres-
sure of official duty did not prevent, I
should hardly deem it consistent with strict
propriety to mingle actively in the pending
campaign.

While it is impossible that any of my fel-
low citizms should have the least doubt as to
my sentiments on the vital question which at
this time absorbs so largely the attention of
our people, the work of advancing sound finan-
cial ideas and the labor of enforcing the les-
sons of publicand private honesty and moral-
ity, Ifeel must be prosecuted without such
participation on my part as you suggest.

Wishing for the league the utmost success
in its patriotic endeavor, Iam yours very

The speaker then proceeded with his ad-
dress aa follows:

A dollar with too much purchasing power
Is as impossible as a square meal with too
much nutritive power, an acre of land with
too much productive capacity, or an advo-
cate of Populistic schemes of finance with too
much logic ability. When humanity becomes
too good for heaven, money may become too
good for the industrious and capable farm-
ers and •wage-earners of America, but not
before.
Itis an agricultural fact that, as a meas-

ure of value and mediator of exchange,
money was evolved from pastoral life.
Pecunia, meaning "money," came from
Pecus, meaning "a flock." And in ancient
times sheep were counted out and used as
money with which to value and exchange
other thing*—taeoc* our word "pecuniary."

Uncle Sam
—

Who cut my cherry tree?
George Washington Bryan—ldid it with my little hatchet, father, and if you don't

look out, I'lldamage every tree on the place.

And in those honest days no on© attempted to
pass off part of an animal for a whole one,
or to impose a lean or diseased one upon
the currency as fat and healthy. There wereno flat sheep. Neither ewes nor wethers,
half weight and half dead, were stamped "In
God We Trust," and pushed into the mut-
ton circulation as of full weight and fine-
ness. No one then reasoned so delusive-ly as to advocate that a government stamp
could confer value upon an animal c-r uponany other exchangeable thing, though gov-
ernment might certify aa to avoirdupois andquality.

Statute can no more fix the purchasing
power of coin than it can fix the price ofcorn and wheat. If an alleged statesman
should propose to establish, by statute, a per-
manent value for all farm products, or toinstitute an inflexible ratio between corn-
meal and wheat flcur, without regard to any
other appetite, stomach or brain on earth
but his own, even Populists would doubt
his sanity. And yet legislation to make
constant the price of all earth products the
whole world over would be as effective as that
which proposes to fix permanently the value
of that one earth product known as silver inall parts of the world.

The power to liquidate debts is conferredupon money by law. This much legislation
can do for a currency. It cannot, how-ever, create value any more than it can
create health. It cannot eradicate the bad
and institute the good in human nature. Thetheory that the dollar is valuable only be-cause of the law and that a metal may be
doubled in value for monetary uses by a
statute is absurd. Value depends upon de-
mand. Demand depends upon desire, andlaw-makers may create value for silver in
the arts and for ornaments equal to that ofgold just as easily as they can create value
for silver as money equal to that of gold asmoney. Unequal desire and demand for sil-ver make silver the inferior o£ gold in the
arts and In the currencies.

Scrip gold of the legal tender quality. Who
would not then take for his dues demonetizedgold, when the chance offered, instead oflegal tender silver? But if the power exists
in legislation to make two metals equal asmoney, then the same pewor can make silver
and gold equal in the arts and for jewelry.
Thus a silver watch would become as de-
sired and generally demanded as a gold one
and silver rings set with bits of brick-bats
and anthracite coal might by law becomeas valuable aa gold rings set with rubies anddiamonds. Ifthe Unite?! States can double
the price of the world's silver by enactmentwhy can it not also double the price of gar-
nets or wheat or pork or any other exchange-able thing by the same necromancy?

Why labor, why toil, if wealth value and
the substance of things can be. legislated into
being? Why not plow the fields by preamble
harvest crops by joint resolution, garner
them by enactment and subsist mankind atlarge by that creative power which Populism
vests in law-makers? And how can an inter-national conference fix in gold the price ofsilver? And, if agreement between nationscan maintain stable prices for silver, why
not for other commodities?

But we are told that the farmers "are dis-
contented and distressed." And eructatory
orators say all this comes from the unsatis-
fied demands for more money and bigger
prices for farm products. But these economic
oracles confound terms and make desire and
demand synoymous. Nearly all men desiremore money. But no man can make a law-
ful demand for more money except he offer
some valuable in exchange therefor. Going
over the fruitful states of the Northwest,
one may see many attractive and productive
farms which he can hardly help dssiring,
though his ready money may preclude his
demanding any of them. But we are told
that the money of the gold standard has too
potent a purchasing power and buys too
much of the products of these farms. Why,
then, do the farms themselves constantly en-
hance in value? And If—as has been stated
by the highest authority of Populistic can-
didature

—
"the dollar which rises In pur-

chasing power is a dishonest dollar," why is
not an acre of farm land with which one can
today buy $50 and with which one could
thirty years ago buy only $5. also dishonest?
And is an acre which In New England was
capable thirty years ago of purchasing $50
and will now only buy $10, an honest acre
of land because less dollars and therefore
poorer people can buy it now than then? If
dollars grow better for the plain people as
they diminish in the purchasing power of
land, Is not land better as it declines in the
purchasing power of dollars?

Thirty-four years ago a de facto govern-

ment, called the Confederate States of Amer-
ica, existed. Ithad a financial system based
upon the Populistic idea that government can,
by mere stamping on paper or metal, create
value. The confederate government there-
fore issued a paper currency with all the
fanatical faith in flat finances that the leaders
of the cheap money mania develop in this
campaign. And that confederate government
then honored among its ablest economists
many of the very leaders of the present
tumultuous movement for silver monometal-
ism. That profound publicist from Missouri,
George Graham Vest, was a standard author-
ity in confederate finance, and so was that
learned and successful financier, Isham G.
Harris, of Tennessee, and also those patterns
of confederate wisdom and sagacity, Pugb and
Morgan, of Alabama. Those cogent and elo-
quent advocates of a new system of cur-~
rency for this great republic, which they
would dispose of by shopworn sample from

by a Winnebago county posse at
Thompson, la. This man got his din-
ner yesterday at a farm house n^ar
Emmons, Freeborn county, Minn.

ELMORE, Minn., Oct. 9.—The bicycle
as a vehicle of crime is not an unqual-
ified success. A posse overtook John
D. Sair, one of the Sherburne murder-
ers, near here this morning. He was
going at a furious pace well ahead ot
the sheriff's posse when he struck a
considerable rise in the road an<l
snapped off a pedal. Five minutes Ja-
ter he was a dead man. Hundreds of
men under the direction of the sheriffs
of Martin county, Minnesota, and Win-
nebago, Kossuth and Emmet counties,
lowa, have been riding over this sec-
tion since 4 o'clock Wednesday after-
noon. Early this morning Deputy
Sheriff Ward, of Martin county, at the
head of 100 men, got on the trail of Sair
and followed him east through north-
ern lowa on the state line road. About
10 o'clock he was located in a farm
house, and a deputy went to the door
and rapped. Itwas opened at once by
a woman, and the desperado jumped
up behind her, and before a word could
be spoken began firingdirectly into th«
crowd of officers. Seven shots rang out
in less than a minute. One of thes«
struck Marshal Will Gallon, of Ban-
croft, la., In the forehead, and he fell
dead. The sheriffs posse did not at
once return the fire because of the fear
that innocent people In the housa
would be killed.
In the confusion the bandit ran out

a back door, mounted his bicycle an« 3
rode rapidly east on the state line road".
The posse galloped after him and ths
race was fast and furious. The horse-
men were aided by the fact thai It
was raining hard and the bicyclist
found the wheeling heavy. The race
continued four miles, when Sair broke
the right pedal of his wheel. He Jump-
ed* a fence and made for a piece ot
timber half a mile away. Depuly,
Sheriff Ward sprang from his bugxy
and, taking a rest through the crotfh
of a sapling, fired at the fleeing crimin-
al with his Winchester. The shot took
effect in his shoulder. Sair fell, but
regained his feet at once, turned and
glared at his pursuers a moment and
then deliberately placed his revolve?
at his right temple and blew hia own
brains out. Upon examination of his
clothing It was found that Sair had
about $600 in bank bills concealed in
an Inside pocket of his shirt. This
identified him completely as one of
the Sherburne robbers. Buckled around
him were two revolvers and a dirk
knife nearly a foo>t long.

The posse brought the body here at
noon and wired the authorities a/t
Sherburne to come and identify it. A
second section of the posse found that

the other desperado ha.d gone west
and went in hot pursuit of him. Tha
rain increased during the afternoon
and made the work of pursuit very

slow. A dispatch received late In the
day from TSmmetsburg said thai a
bicyclist, who had apparently be*«n
riding very hard, had been captured
at Estherville. The description given

answers very closely that of the other
bandit when at Sherburne on Wednes-
day. Another arrest is reported at
