THE EXTENSION OF THE LOGP.
There are three points of view from

which the question of extending the;

loop of the street railway down Fifth |
to Broadway and thence to Eighth |
street may be considered; in two of |
which it has been fully presented by |
the advocates of extension and reten-
tion. The first of these is that held by |
those interested in retaining the loop |
in its present location, including those |
who have a direct financial interest, as ‘
well as those whose interest is less ma-~ |

!

terial. The second point is of the same |
nature, and is held by those who would
be, or think they would be benefitad
either finanecially or in a matter of con- :
venience by the extension. The third !
point of view, and the only one which !
the Globe can take, is the interests
of the general public of the city. Will |
they be any better served by extending
the loop as proposed? If so then no |
personal interests of individuals in
either section should be permitted to
stand in the way. Railways are in-
tended for general, not private benefit.

Taking this vlew’, we are convinced
that the weight of reason is on the side
of the retention of the loop as it now is,
until, at least, conditions materially
change from those existing to others
that may develop in the future growth
of the city. That i8 not a present ques-
tion, and the other is, and it should be
determined by a consideration of condi-
tions as they now are. What are the
interests of the general public as con-
nected with a street ra.uv}a.y system
and how can that system best serve it?
Clearly it is to convey people from the
remoter portions of the city to those
centers where the purposes of thelr
visits can be the most readily and ex-
peditiously accomplished. Of these
there are two classes, those who come
in to their daily work and those who
come in to make the daily purchases
for the household. From the former
class we have heard nothing te indicate
that they are not well served by the
present system, the transfers making
any portion of the center of the city ac-
cessible. For the latter class it is clear
that the lines from the outskirts should
converge and surround that portion of
the city where the retail trade of the
city has established itself, and where,
within the smallest radius, shoppers
can find the various articles they are
in search of. Whether that center is
located because of the location of the
lines or not is immaterial to the view
we take of the question. That it is as-
sociated with the present status is, as
far as our view is concerned, a coinci-
dence. Should that center ever shift,
as it has shifted, to some other portien
of the city, we should insist upon the
change of the loop to accommodate
those wishing to reach the retail cen-
ter, as, for the same reason, we now
urge the retention of the-present loop.

Of the arguments made for the ex-
tension the only one that falls within
the point of view taken by the Globe
is that it will enable persons intending
to take the train to get, without change
of car, two blocks nearer the depot
than at present. We have heretofore
urged the construction of a loop that
would permit the cars to receive and
discharge passengers at and not within
two blocks of the depot, and we believe
that this {s a necessary improvement
that should not be endangered by the
concession that would be claimed to
have been made were the proposed ex-
tension of the loop granted. We would
have the public better served than this
argument contemplates. So far as the
employes of the district to be served by
the extension are concerned, aside from
the fact that they are a small portion
of the general public, all parts of the

| ities

city are now made accessible to them
by the cable line on Fourth and the
Mississippi and Rondo and Lafayette
lines operating on Fifth street with
transfers to all connecting lines. It is
for these reasons that the Globe is
of the opinion that the loop should re-
main as it is.

ENFORCIBLE ANTI-TRUST LAWS,

John Sherman wires the New York
World: “No doubt the existing anti-
trust law can be enforced by a pres-
ident and vigorous attorney general in
sympathy with him.” That law was en-
acted July 2, 1890, with Mr. Harrison
president for nearly three years follow-
ing. His attorney general instituted
the suits brought against the sugar
trust that resulted in a decision that
the act was. not applicable to that
trust. Mr. Olney anticipated this de-
cision in his report, in which he pointed
out the inadequacy of the act. Mr.
Sherman’s comment is a severe criti-
cism, if well taken, on President Har-
rison and his attorney general. But it
is not well laid. The president and his
legal adviser have nothing to do with
the enforcement of the act other than
to bring the actions and procure the
evidence. Whether the offense -is
proved, whether the acts established
fall within the act or not, is & question
they have no jurisdiction of. That rests
exclusively with the courts, and they
have decided that the act of 1890 is not
sufficient to reach the trusts. It'was
more than suspected at the time of its
passage that it was not intended to
be, and that it was merely a sop
thrown out to quiet a sentiment that
was becoming dangerous. The suspi-
cion found confirmation in the failure
of the suits brought and as vigorously
the suits brought and as vigorously
pushed as it was possible to press
them.

But if the law of the United States
cannot reach trusts located in a state
and doing business within it the people
are not remediless. The action of the

| attorney general of Illinois in the whis-

ky case and that of the author-
of New York in the milk
combination and other trust cases
show that the state is sufficiently
armed. There is no state in which the
attorney general cannot bring and
prosecute to final judgment actions
against any trust that does business
within its borders. Every law author-
izing the creation of corporations, and
they cannot exist without such author-
ization, only permits their formation
for lawful purposes. Every trust and
combinaticen is unlawful, not only un-
der statutory, but under the com-
mon law. The attorney general
of any state could, if he cared
to, bring quo warranto against
any corporation in the state
that is a member of a trust or combl-
nation either to restrict trade or con-
trol prices, to show cause by what rl?;ht
it transacted such business within the
borders of the state. What arrant non-
sense it is to be passing antl-trust laws
that amount to nothing when simple

| and ample remedies are at hand to be

effectively applied by any attorney
general of any state. The act of 1890 is
a farce if it was not intended as a
fraud. The limitations on the power of
congress, the complex relations of the
states with the nation, render it ex-

| tremely difficult to devise an adequate

remedy that will .not infringe on the

! reserved rights of the states. But these

latter have a redress in their own law
if they have attorney generals plucky
enough to apply it.

A YOICE FOR PEACE

LORD ROSEBERY OPPOSED TO
PLUNGING ENGLAND INTO WAR
' OVER ARMENIA

P

SYSTEM AND NOT THE MAN.

TO DEPOSE THE SULTAN WOULD
AFFORD NO REAL, PERMANENT
RELIEF.

HIS LEAVE TAKEN OF LIBERALS.

In Many Respects the Fallen Leader
Ventured to Disagree With Mr.
Gladstone.

EDINBURGH, Oct. 9.—The Empire
theater here was packed tonight to
listen to the Earl of Rosebery, the re-
tiring leader of the Liberal party.
It was his agreement to speak at this
meeting, which precipitated Lord Rose-
berv’'s action in resigning. In his letter
to Mr. Ellis, the first Liberal whip,
Lord Rosebery said in explanation of
his resignation: “When I speak, which
I do this week, I must speak my mind
without reference to party.” This an-
nounced intention to speak his inde-
vendent views of his country’s atti-
tude toward Turkey, even aside from
the distinction of the speaker, con-
tributed to swell the interest in the
address. Tremendous enthusiasm
greeted Lord Rosebery upon his ap-
pearance before the audience, the whole
assembly singing “He’s a Jolly Good
Fellow.”

The Earl of Rosebery was pale with
Suppressed feellng when he rose to
make his address. He said in part
that he had resigned because he could
not sacrifice national interests to per-
sonal ambition. He welcomed the na-
tional agitation in Great Britain on be-
half of Armenia, because it would con-
foreign governments of Great
Britain’s unselfishness and integrity,
and would strengthen the hands of
the government. But the present agita-
tion differed from Mr. Gladstone's Bul-
garian agitation. “Then,” he said,
“Great Britain was supported by Rus-
sia. Now we have Russia and her
armies against us. Russia’s declar-
ations on this point are absolutely con-
clusive.”

“Moreover, then we had to force the
hands of an unwilling government,
while now the government is animat-
ed by the same wishes as ourselves.”
He possessed unprintable details, the
speaker said, of crimes, in horror sur-
passing all he had ever read. Their
cruelty seemed to transcend the imag-
ination of very fiends. By advice of
the powers, the government had at
first doubted those massacres, but the

more recent Constantinople massacres |

made it impossible to deny them. After
referring to the unspeakable govern-
ment of Turkey, Lord Rosebery point-
ed out that party measures would not
suffice, the whole Eastern question, he
said, was raised. In dealing with the
various remedies proposed, his lordship
said:

The mere deposition of the sultan would be
no remedy, as the system and not the man
must be tackled. Moreover, this would be im-
possible without the concert of the powers,
and if the latter were attained, it would be
better to call upon it to deal with the larger
issues involved. The proposal to withhold
the Cyprus tribute is impracticable, as this
is paid to the sultan’'s creditors, and not to
the sultan, and it would be like tickling the
tortoise’s back to make it laugh.

Regarding- the proposal to place the Dar-
danelles or Turkey in the hands of Russia,
Lord Rosebery pointed out that neither of
these was Great Britain’s to dispose of, and
Russia's methods were not so ideal as to
warrant Epgland in acquiescing. He also
differed with Mr. Gladstone’s proposal to cut
oft diplomatic relations with Turkey, but
thoy differed, he added, as friends. A warm
eulogy of Mr. Gladstone followed, but the
ex-premier continued. He even deprecated
the proposal of such a thing, as it would not
only deprive Great Britain of all her in-
fluence with Turkey, but might drift England
into war, and its failure would leave Great
Britain in the same position plus the public
humiliation of confessing her importance.
Lord Rosebery also differed with Mr. Glad-
stone in his contention that Great Britain
was bound in honor by the Cyprus convention
to intervene. He proceeded:

I cannot agree with Mr. Gladstone that the
possibility of war is a phantasm, My knowl-
edﬁe to a very recent time was that a fixed
and resolute agreement existed of all or
nearly all the powers to forcibly resist any
single-handed interventlon by England in
Easiern affairs. I earnestly protest agalnst
a policy involving the horrers of a European
war, preceded, as this certainly would, by
the extermination of the very Armenians in
whose behalf it would be waged.

Such a war would transcend twenty Flod-
den Fields, and the ghastly phantom of the
death miel which legend says appeared over
Edinburgh on the eve of the battle of Flod-
den would appear to every hamlet, village
and town of the kingdom to summon the
flower of youth and manhcod to sacrifice
their lives in a European conflagration. Any
minister engaging in such a war except from
the direct necessity, would be a criminal in

country.

Peace is a necessity of your empire. For
the last twenty {ears you have been laying
hands with frantic eagerness on every avail-
able tract of territory. The amount thus
brought into your posseassion of influence in
the last twelve years is 2,500,000 square miles,
This policy has produced two results, first,
the exciting of an almost
gree of envy, entailing malevolence instead
of benevolence; second, the making of an
unwieldy empire, difficult to administer and
to defend until a long perlod of peace ef-
fects its consolidation.

Although I am aware that it is unpopular
to advocate diplomatic methods, I shall never
cease to exert my voice and strength against
England engaging in such dangerous war,
of which you can see the eloquent commence-
ment, but nobody living can see the catas-
trophe or the end.

The speech was often interrupted by
exclamations indicating the confildence
avd the desire of the audience that
Lord Rosebery should retain the lead-
ership. When he sat down the entire
audience rose and cheered vociferous-
ly. A resolution requesting Lord Rose-
bery to reconsider his resignation was
carried unanimously.

Mr. Asquith, In his speech support-
ing the resolution, declared that Lord
Rosebery enjoyed the full confldence
of all his late colleagues. Lord Rose-
bery replied that his decision to re-
tire was the result of mature reflection
and was absolute-and was taken un-
der a conviction of necessity.
