CANTON. 0.. Oct. 10.—Each day is
outdoing all records of enthusiasm
and numbers at Canton. Forty special
Grain loads of people came here today,
ami at 7 o\'lock this evening more dele-
gations were coming. They began at
4:30 this morning and they came in
greater numbers than ever before.
Merchants, worklngmen, hardware
men, commercial, traveling men, bish-
ops, preachers, miners, evangelists, pot-
ters, bankers, railroad men, Southern
planters, iron operatives., molders and
many other trades and professions,
each had special parties and proces-
sions. They came from lowa, New
York, Kentucky. Pennsylvania, Michi-
gan, Illinois, Missouri, West Virginia,
Maryland and Ohio in large delega-
tions. They crowded Canton's wide
streets for miles as they were never
crowded before. They marched and
countermarched with sound and music
galore. They out-yelled the wondrous
"rebel yell" from the Shenandoah val-
ley, of Virginia, that kept the echoes
booming all yesterday afternoon and
evening. McKinley was in the lr.'dst
of it all day. To have given every call-
er a handshake would nave been a
physical impossibility.

His friends who
were with him on his *r.?m >rable c. m-
paign of 1894 from the lake to the c,ulf,
and from Maine to Kansas, vhen he
made nearly 500 speeches in four
months, say the campaign then did not
compare with the one he is now going
through.

He only stopped handshaking with the
thousands today to make addresses
and to personally greet other delega-
tions. His voice rang out clear and
strong. Wherever his eyes turned to-
day, from early morning until late to-
night, he looked into the eyes of a sea
of fates.

to enforce the laws of the United States,
iney chained the Chicago convention with a
reckless attempt to increase the price of

ment.

They proclaim, in view of these and othergrave departures from Democratic principles,

limited coinage under suitable safeguards of
law. Thl?. the largest possible enjoyment of
I'otli metais. is gained with a value univers-
ally accepted throughout the world, which
constitutes the only practical bimetallic cur-
rency, assuring the most stable standard and
especially the best and safest money for all
who earn their livelihood by labor or the
produce of husbandry. They cannot suffer
when paid in the best money known to man.
l>ut are the peculiar and most defenseless
victims of a debased and fluctuating cur-
rency, which offers continual profits to the
money changer at their cost.

What Ihave envied, my fellow citizens, is
not the statement of the Republican conven-
tion, but of a Democratic convention, the
most representative which probably ever as-
sembled in the country. Senators and repre-
sentatives in Dublic life today, leaders of ihtf
Democratic party in their respective states,
thus denounce the Democratic convention held
In the city of Chicago. They speak words
of truth and soberness. You cannot debase
the currency of the United States \u25a0without de-
grading the public honor. They speak the
voice of patriotism. They repudiate their
own party convention and characterize its
resolutions as unsound, injudicious, unpat-
riotic and revolutionary- They are to be
commended by every lover of his country
everywhere, for their courageous stand and
for their bold denunciation of doctrines,
ivhich, although adopted by a convention rep-
resenting a large body of Democrats, are a
menace to the peace and tranquility, the
credit and the currency of the country.
It falls to the Republican party, this year

as in many other years of the past, to carry
the standard of national honor, and it shall
Tiever be lowered in their hands. They meet
the crisis with their old-time courage, and
If given the power, the whole world will

know they will never permit the currency
of the country to be debased or its financial
honor stained.

DAYS FIRST EVENT.
The first event at the McKinley home

was a meeting at 9 o'clock, for whicli
Lebanon and Reading, Pa., furnished
twelve carloads of people and Lansing
and Central Michigan, eight carloads.
The Pennsylvanians were introduced
by Attorney Gabriel, mayor of Leban-
on, and the Michigan people by D. B.
Ainger.

Scarcely had the first crowd vacated
the lawn when the shouts and cheers
of another coming up the streets were
heard. This one wu composed of the
hardware men's sound money club, of
Reading, Pa., for.whom Maj. J. R.
Kenny, of Reading, served as spokes-
man, and railroad men and others from
Rock Island county. 111., for whom
E. D. Sweeney spoke. Maj. McKinley's

third address was to a delegation from
Louisville, Ky., which came in a spe-
cial, train of nine coaches. The party
was largely made up of a gold stand-
ard Democratic club.

The fifth address of the day was
delivered to the thousand or more
commercial travelers coming from
Rochester, N. V., Indianapolis, Mans-
field, and territory surrounding these
centers. These delegations presented
a fine appearance and constituted one
of ;the most distinguished appearing
crowds yet addressed. Introductory
addresses were made by L. R. Drom-,
berger for Mansfield, by J. L. Griffiths
for Indianapolis, and by J. W. Taylor
for Rochester. The Maryland G. A.R.
club, one of the most distinguished
delegations of the day, will remain for
a parade and macs meeting at the tab-
ernacle tonight, and until noon tomor-
row One of the most earnest addresses
Maj. McKinley has yet delivered was
in response to Gen. Theodore F. Lang,
who spoke for the Maryland visitors.

AGGRESSIVE IN ILLINOIS.

AllParties Will .Hake a Desperate
Fljfht.

CHICAGO, Oct. 10.— A conference of
Democratic leaders was held today In
Chairman Jones' office to make final
arrangements for the campaign in Illi-
nois. Among those present were Sen-
ator Teller, Congressmen Hartman, of
Montana and Towne, of Minnesota,
and Gov. Altgeld. Ithas been definite-
ly determined that all of the former
Republican silver leaders will stump
the state during the closing weeks of
the campaign. Senator Teller, however,
is in feeble health and will speak only
when his health warrants It.

On the sliver side the aggressive
campaign promised for Cook county,
(Chicago) will commence next week
and continue to the eve of election.
The Republicans are none the less ac-
tive, and it is estimated that from
fifty to 100 meetings will be held every
night.

Announcement is made at gold Dem-
ocratic headquarters that when Sen-
ator Palmer and Gen. Buckner return
to Chicago from their Southern tour,
they will probably be sent out on a
special train to make speeches through
Central and Southern Illinois.

POPS AND DEMS TO FIGHT.

No Fusion on the HlmhouH State
Ticket Effected.

ST. LOUIS, Oct. 10.—There will be
no fusion between the Democrats and
Populists on the Missouri state ticket.
That was settled by the action of the
Democratic state committee today.
After a session of fifteen minutes, it
formally ratified the action of the sub-
committee in effecting fusion on the
electoral ticket, by giving the Populists
four places, and adjourned. The state
committee did not discuss the propo-
sition of the Populists to give them
two places on the Democratic state
ticket in return for not putting out
their list of nominees.

The Democrats will file their electar-
al ticket and the regular Democratic
state ticket at once. When apprised of
the action of the Democratic state com-
mittee, Chairman Roselle, of the Pop-
ulist state committee, said that he
would also file at once the Populist
state ticket, nominated at Sedalia.

GENERALS AT ROCKFORD.

Welcomed by Bands and Cheers of
Thousands.

ROCKFORD, 111., Oct. 10.—The party
of campaigning generals reached Rock-
ford this morning at 10 o'clock, amid
the booming of cannon, the din of fac-tory whistles, the music of bands, and
the cheers of thousands who assembled
at the depot to greet them. The meet-ing was presided over by T. G. Law-ler, ex-oommander-in-chlef of the G
A. R. The party spent an hour here,
during which speeches were made by
Gen. Alger, John B. Tanner, Gen. Sick-les, Gen. Howard, Corporal Tanner
Gen. Thomas J. Stewart and others
The greatest enthusiasm prevailed, aspecial appeal being made to standby Tanner and the whole ticket. When
the train departed from the city the
cannon again started, which, with thefactory whistles, kept up the noise
until after the party got beyond thelimits.

WATSON IS ILL.

Strain of the Campaign Too Much
for Him.

ATLANTA. Ga., Oct. 10,-Hon
Thomas E. Watson is quite ill at his
home at Thomson, suffering from histhroat and lungs. He is under the
treatment of Dr. Harrison, his familyphysician. Ex-Banker Reed, of Bruns-wick, chairman of the national Populist
finance committee Is with him, but no
other visitors are allowed. Mr. Reed is
in consultation with him relative to
Mr. Watson's candidacy, and telegrams |
have been exchanging today between
Reed and Senator Marion Butler.

CRAIG'S QIEBR CHOICE.

Wonld Rather Be an Elector Than
a Federal District Attorney.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 10.—The resig-
nation of William Craig, special as-
sistant United States attorney for the
northern district of California, was
received and accepted today by At-torney General Harmon. Mr Craig
in his letter tendering his resigna-
tion says he i*a candidate for presi-
dential elector at large for his state
and desires to have removed all doubtas to his eligibility. The department
of justice has no information as to
which ticket Mr. Craig is running on.

An Anti-Coffee Crusade.

DOS DICKINSON I* A DEMOCRAT.

For That Himson He In Compelled

to RepudlM-te the Whole Demo-
cratic Platform.

LANSING, Mich., Oct. 10.—Gen. and
Mrs. Palmer and Gen. Buckner arrived
here today and addressed a big open
air mass meeting in front of the state
capitol. This afternon seven carloads
of gold standard advocates, including
workingmen and capitalists, arrived
from Detroit by special train and
marched to the place of meeting in
front of the state capitol. There a
local crowd was re-enforced by several
delegations from the surrounding coun-
try. The weather was superb, and the
crowd was enthusiastic. Gen. Palmer
was introduced by S. L. Killbourne,
who nominated him for president at
the Indianapolis convention.

Gen. Palmer said that if a parity be-
( tween the two metals ever obtained,

j which he did not believe it would, it
would be at the end of a period of
doubt, uncertainty and fear that would
paralyze all industries. Both a gold
and a silver standard was impossible,

and a silver standard would be unsub-
stantial. Mr. Bryan proposed to add
47 cents to the value of 412% grains of
silver by enactment, which proposition
the speaker asserted was monstrous.
Adulteration and abasement of coin
had never succeeded in any country,
and the only path to success for the
American people was not only to be
honest, but to demonstrate it to the
world by fulfillingevery honest obli-
gation in honest money.

Gen. Buckner, In his address, alluded
to Gen. Grant as a gallant and gener-
ous foe. He assured his hearers that
on the coming Southern trip of Palmer
and himself that his distinguished
leader would receive the same cordial-
ity as he (Buckner) had received here.

Don M. Dickinson, who was leader
of the Detroit delegation, in response
to numerous calls said: "Iam a Demo-
crat. Irepudiate every plank of the
Chicago platform." (Cheers.)

After the meeting the two candidates
left for Grand Rapids accompanied by
the Detroit crowd. The two generals
will spend Sunday in Detroit. The
cars of the Detroiters' train were dec-
orated with several mottoes appropri-
ate to the gold standard cause.
