The Free Silver Champion Prepared
to Continne His Talking at
Minneapolis Tonight.

Mr. and Mrs. Bryan attended divine
the Central Presbyterian

worship at
church yesterday morning, and there,
within a stone’s throw of the Minne- |
sota statehouse, he listened atten- |
tively and closely to an eloquent ser-
mon by Rev, Lee W. Beattie, of Man-
kato.

Mr. Bryan, of course, was the cyno-
sure of all eyes, but both he and his
lovable wife bore the close scrutiny

ir a deliberate and thoroughly self-
possessed manner, which was plainly
devoid of ostentation.

Mr. and Mrs. Bryan finished their
breakfast about -9:30 o’clock at the
Ryan, and were soon afterward joined
by James Hawthorne, of the West Side,
who is personally in charge of the en-
gagement of the candidate. A large
gathered around the hotel en-
trance hoping to catch a glimpse of
Mr. Bryan. It became noised about
that the candidate and his wife were
going out for a drive, and the presence

{ a carriage at the hotel door prob-
ably gave rise to this rumor. While
waiting for church Mr. Bryan was be-
sieged by notes and cards from gen-
tlemen who wanted to shake hands
with him, and he stood for a few min-
utes in the parlors and received. But
Sunday Is a day of rest and quiet for
the candidate and he excused himself
as soon as possible and retired to his
apartments,

At 10:30 o’clock Mr. and Mrs. Bryan
and Mr. Hawthorne appeared at the
notel entrance and entered their car-
riage. The party desired to avoid pub-
licity as much as possible, so their des-
tination was kept a secret, although
many guestions were asked the driver.
In fact, that functionary himself was
kept in ignorance until the moment
the carriage was ready to start. The
party entered the church a few min-
utes after and were seated well toward
the front. Services had not commenced
and the entrance of the candidates
party did not seem to attract much at-
tention, as few recognized him. His
arrival, however, did not take long to
spread, and by the conclusion of the
services, three-fourths of the people
in church knew Mr. Bryan was pres-
ent. .

Dr. Beattie preached from the text
Acts xxvi., 19: “Whereupon, O King Ag-
rippa, I was not disobedient to the
heavenly vision.” The theme of the
text was from the life of the Apostle
Paul. It was a plea for a higher stan-
dard of religious existence. The
speaker touched upon social, com-
mercial and political life, and the lack
of religious sentiment connected with
each., He believes the church would

crowd

. exert a greater influence if more at-

téntion was paid to great moral truths
ahd less to iron-bound creeds and dog-
mas.

Immediately after the benediction the
audience with a common impulse
crowded around Mr. and Mrs. Bryan
and an impromptu reception was com-
menced before Mr. Bryan had had time
to put on his overcoat. He was anxious
to return to the hotel, but made the
best of the situation. He shook every
hand that was offered, and all the time
edged toward the side door, where he
planned to make his escape. Mrs. Bry-
an was the recipient of equal attention.
Her face lighted up with a pardonable
pride as she noted the welcome which
her husband was receiving. She was
very nicely dressed, yvet modestly and
becomingly.

[t took Mr. Bryan ten minutes to
get to the exit and during this time
he shook several hundred hands. The
party passed around by the side en-
trance to the carriage, and here an-
other interruption occurred. Perhaps
a thousand people had congregated in
front of the church door to catch a view
of the candidate as he emerged, and
he was again surrounded. He removed
his plain crush hat from his head and
vresigned himself to another siege, Mr,
Bryan, however, has the art of “edg-
ing” down to a fine point, and all the
time he was recelving congratulations
and expressions of good will, he was
making progress toward his carriage.
Once in it, the driver drove away at
a good gait. As the carriage started
up, one irrepressible silverite, unable
to cork up his enthusiasm, shouted,
“Hurrah for Bryan,” and unmindful of
the time and occasion, many of the
crowd took up the cheer. It was a
quick, short cheer, however, for the
throng immediately remembered that
it was Sunday, and that Mr. Bryan
was just coming from divine services.
The party immediatetly returned to the
hotel and retired to Mr. Bryan’s apart-
ments,

RESTED IN THE AFTERNOON.

After his return from service at the
Central Presbyterian church Mr,
Bryan did not leave his hotel. Lunch
was served for himself and Mrs, Bryan
In their apartment. About 3 o’clock
T. D. O'Brien and Mrs. O'Brien drove
te the Ryan and after a short interval
Mrs. Bryan went for a drive with the
callers. Mr. Bryan’s door was locked
to Intruders during the absence of his
wife and he enjoyed undisturbed rest
until the return of Mrs. Bryan, shortly
before the dinner hour.

At 3 o'clock C. D. ©O’Brien, Judge
Willis and L. A. Rosing appeared at
the hotel and shortly after went for a
drive, escorting Martin M. Maginnis,
of Montana; J. W. Tomlinson, of Ala-
bama; Senator Squires, of Washing-
ton: Col. Harris and John G. Brown, of
Duluth. The drive was about the city
and to Fort Snelling, the party return-
ing shortly after dusk.

Prominent residents of the Sixth con-
eressional distriet came to the city
on the early afternoon and evening
trains and went to the Ryan, where
they were admitted to Mr. Bryan’'s
reom for a short time. Among these
callers were E. C. Gridley, John Ar-
nold Keyes, T. T. Hudson, chairman
of the Democratic congressional com-
mittee of the Sixth district, and others.
At 8 o'clock it was announced that
Mr. Bryan would receive no more call-
ers and a few minutes later T. D,
O’Brien reported that he had retired.

This morning Mr. Bryan will be free
to employ his time as he pleases. Col.
TTomlinson will see to it that he is not
wearied with callers, and after lunch
& speclal Interuburban car will be pro-
vided for the party to depart for Min-
neapolis. Mr. Rosing and Committee.
man Rosing will be the official escort
and wlill deliver ‘the person of the Ne-
braskan safe into the hands of the
Jocal committee at the West hotel.

LOCAL DEMOCRATS PLEASED.

Local Democrats are highly pleased
with Mr. Bryan and his visit. With-
out exception, so far as questicned, they
express the belief that the Nebraskan
has made many friends for his cause
and thousands of votes as well. They
reason that Mr. Bryan to many has
been the representative of anarchy
vnd revolution; instead, he proves to
be a polished and gentlemanly indi-

| vidual, of rare magnetic forze and dis-

tinguished bearing. Of the force of
his arguments on the issue of the cam-
paign there is still much room for dif-
ference of opinion, and there are many
who are more firmly convinced that
the free coinage idea is erroncous. But,
on the other hand, claim these loyal
friends of Mr. Bryan, there were many
who are politically on the fence—who
were. uncertain which way to vote,
who were not satisfied with the argu-
ments of the sound money orators and
who, at the same time, were not pre-
pared to indorse free coinage.. These
voters, say the Bryanites, have de-
scended from their perch and are now
in the free coinage ranks.

Gentlemen of the newspaper profes-
sion accompanying Mr. Bryan, on the

cther hand, comment on the apparent’

indifference of the people of St. Paul
to the candidate and his cause. They
say that his reception was not as
warm and hearty as they expected;
that the crowds on the streets were not
so large and that less enthusiasm
was manifested than in many smaller
cities. This is noticeably true of the
Southern cities recently visited by Mr.
Bryan. The correspondents comment
on the enthusiasm that Mr. Bryan
aroused in Ohio. With the exception
of the tremendous outpouring on Bos-
ton commons, the crowd at Columbus
was the largest that has met the Ne-
braskan. The strength of the free
silver movement in the Buckeye state
is such as to seriously alarm Mr. Han-
na, according to these newspaper ob-
servers. They say, too, that there can
be no doubt that whatever Tennessee
may have been, or what it threatened
to do six weeks ago, it is now certainly
in the free silver ranks. Nebraska, too,
they say, is certainly strong for
Bryan.
EXPENSE OF BRYAN PARTY.

Many persons have asked, no doubt,
how it is that Mr. Bryan, whose pov-
erty is paraded as one of s virtues,
can afford to travel in special cars
about the country. The daily expense
attendant on such a trip is enormous.
Besides the item of transportation,
there is the expense of providing
meals for the ten or a dozen—some-
times more—in the party on the car.
Two colored servants and a cook are
a part of the equipment. Ail this ex-
pense is borne by the national commit-
tee, which is assessed a certain fixed
sum for the daily care and keep of the
party. In this particular instance Mr.
Bryan’s car is assessed for fifteen full
fares for the distance traveled each
day. If Mr. Bryan should occupy the
car alone, the charge for the accom-
modation would be the same. When
the number in the party exceeds fif-
teen, the extra fare must be paid. The
newspaper correspondents who are
in the party are not charged for their
transportation, but pay their pro rata
of the expense of the culinary depart-
ment. If the extra fare is charged,
that expense is borne equally by the
newspaper men. As it is, they are
under no obligations to the national
committee or Mr. Bryan, and vice ver-
sa. So it will be seen the arrangement
is one that works satisfactorily to all
concerned.

It transpires that the gentleman
masquerading as a member of the
national committee from Iowa, trav-
eling with the Bryan party, is not a
politician or a distinguished guest of
the Nebraskan after all. This gentle-
man, whose name is given as C. L.
foyster, joined the party 2t Sioux
City and is said to be a detective. Hig
actions are such as to incline the ob-
scrver to the truth of the report. He
never leaves Mr. Bryan's side when
that gentleman is out of the car, and
he is at the candidate’s elbow while he
ir. speaking or passing from hall to
carriage. Mr. Soyster is a fine-look-
ing blonde gentleman with easy man-
ners. He is constantly ‘on the alert,
but is not noted for conversational
powers.

FRESH POLITICAL NEWS.

Fourth Congressional District Con.
vention Todny.

Democrats of the Fourth congres-
sional district will meet in Mozart hall
this morning at 10 o’clock to complete
the fusion deal with the Populists, by
indorsing the nomination of Francis
B. Clarke for congress. Clarke was
nominated at the People's party con-
vention early in the summer. The
Democrats made every effort to have
his name withdrawn that g silver
Democrat might be named. But Clarke
refused to withdraw and the Populists
liked his principles and wouldn’'t go
back on the action of their convention.
A month ago the idea of indorsing, a
Populist was gall and wormwood to
the Democrats of the district, espec-
ially in Ramsey county, but since the
county conventions, where fusion was
agreed upon and the rank and file in-
dorse the action of the Democratic
convention, the obligation does not
seem so distasteful. Mr. Clark has
made an active and aggressive cam-
paign, and has made friends, by his
speeches. Even the most uncompro-
mising of the old line Democrats are
convinced that he will be a better rep-
resentative of the county that Mr.
Stevens, the Republican candidate.

As there is nothing for the conven-
tion to do but indorse Clarke, the ses-
sion is likely to be short, and probably
but few of the up-country delegates
will feel called upon to lend their pres-
ence to the occasion. Each county in
the district is entitled to elect five del-
egates at large to the convention and
one additional delegate for each 150
votes or major fraction thereof cast
for E. J. Darragh for congress in 1894.
This apportionment entitles the coun-
ties to the following representation:
Chisago, 6; Isanti, 5; Kanabec, 5; Ram-
sey, 61; Washington, 14, W. C. Read,
chairman of the Congressional com-
mittee, will call the convention to or-
der promptly a,t. 10 o’clock.

Senator Tillman, of pitchfork fame,
passed through the city yesterday en
route from Chicago to Portland, Ore.,
where he will go on the stump for Mr.
Bryan's cause. Senator Tillman has
been in the "South campaigning, and
was sent to the Nowthwest to make
friends for free silver by Chairman
Jones, of the National Democratic
committee. Speaking of the situation
in the South, he said:

“All of the Southern states will cast
their electoral vote for Bryan with
the possible exception of Kentucky.
No matter what ‘effort the bolting
Democrats may make, nor how many
speeches their candidates may make
in the South, they cannot change the
ifree coinage sentiment in the South-
ern states. Illinois I consider safe
in the silver ranks, as well as Mis-
souri, Nebraska, Kansas, Colorado and
perhaps Iowa. While Minnesota is not
claimed by the national committee,
from what I have heard I think the
state will be found favorable to
Bryan.

““Of the East there is nothing to be
said. The gold bugs have got us there.
But we have the West and will keep
it, too. ven the slightest change in
sentiment seems to be in our favor.
I am confident that Bryan will be
elected. His cause is that of the peo-
ple and the people are going to vote as
they feel and believe and not as they
are told this year. There is an under
current of sentiment against the gold
bug party that cannot be estimated—
even the Republican managers, shrewd
as they are, have not been able to
gauge the labor vote this year. Here-
tofore labor has been outspoken in
its preferences.. This year labor is
keeping quiet, but it will be heard
and on the side of Bryan.”

KILLED AT DENNISON.

Philip McTaggart, an ex-Patrolman,
Loses His Life.

There was a touching and sad scene
at the undertaking rooms of Hurley
Brothers on South Wabasha street yes-
terday morning. The body of Phillip
B. McTaggert, a brakeman on the
Great Western road, lay in a coffin and
beside it stood his heart-broken wife
and three small children. McTaggert,
who has been employed on the road
for the past four months, as brakeman
on a freight, was instantly killed at
Dennison, Minn., early Saturday morn-
ing. He was engaged in making what
{8 known among railroad men as a
flying switch, and had just cut off the
car when in gome manner he lost hils
footing and fell under the wheels.

The car passed over his head and
upper part of the body, killing him in-
stantly and terribly mutilating the re-
mains. The body was brought to St.
Paul yesterday and the funeral will
take place this morning from St. Mich-
ael’s church at 9 o’cloek, interment fol-
lowing at Calvary cemetery. t

McTaggert was thirty-one years old
and leaves a wife and three children,
the eldest six years and the youngest
eighteen months. He had been rail-
roading for a number of years, work-
ing on the Northern Pacific and Omaha
roads. Some two years ago he was ap-
pointed to the police force and after
serving some eighteen months resigned.
He leaves his wife and family without
means. Up to the time he began work
for the Great Western road he carried
insurance in the Woodmen, but owing
to a mistaken idea that he could not
hold a policy and work on a railroad,
he allowed his insurance to lapse.

They
must be just, accurate in their reports,
must be free from bias, for they write
not for one paper, but for papers and
readers of every shade of political
opinion. They are a genial, compan-
ionable party of gentlemen, who are
personal trlex‘l‘ds of Mr. Bryan, though
some of them do not agree with him
in political belief. -

Charles M. Pepper, the dean of the
pearty, is the representative of the New
York Herald.. He has been with Mr.
Bryan since the Chicago convention.
His reports have been so able and so
unbiased that the New York Journal,
the strongest free silver organ in the
country, has complimented Mr. Pepper
editorially. Mr. Pepper was the Wash-
ington. correspondent of the Chicago
Tribune for-many years, and has wide
acquaintance in national politics. Two
years ago Mr. 'Pepper made a venture
on his own, behalf, purchasing an in-
terest in the Chicago Malil,. the paper
that Frank Hatton made famous and
the only man who ever made it a finan-
cial success, 'Mr. Pepper was less for-
tunate.

The deep reverence and high honor
in which the memory of Father Math-
ew, the great apostle of temperance
of the present century, is held by his
followers of today, was attested by
exercises commemorating the dne hun-
dred and sixth anniversary of his birth,
held under the auspices of the Cru-
saders’ Total Abstinence soclety at
Cretin hall yesterday afternoon. The
hall was well filled with members of
the different Catholic temperance so-
cleties and their friends who listened
to addresses on the life and works of
Father Mathew, by Judge Willlam
Louis Kelly and Rev. Father Lawler.

J. F. McGuire, as chalrman of the
meeting, introduced Judge Kelly as the
first speaker. Judge Kelly said in part:
“When we gaze on a great work of
art we are told that it is the produc-
tion of some one who received his in-
struction from the great masters,
That is intended to call attention to
the excellence of the work. In the
same manner we look upon the work
of Father Mathew and know that he,
too, received his insipration from the
greatest Master. God and universal
nature were his teachers, and, going
forth from his humble home, he signed
the pledge as the first total abstainer
in Ireland. Where lay his great
power? He had no eloquence; no po-
tent friends; yet he wrought a revolu-
tion among his countrymen. Where
was the secret of his marvelous suc-
cess? He had a sublime faith in God
and the courage of his convictions, a
combination of qualities of such po-
tency that success must
attend his efforts in the reform which
he undertook. It was his earnest cour-
‘age, his untiring zeal in a righteous
cause which gave him the victory.
This is the secret of all success, and a
nobler example and one more worthy

of emulation than that offered by the ;

life of Father Mathew cannot be found
for the young man of today. p

“In facing this drink question with
which we are today battling as did
Father Mathew years ago, how few
do we find with the courage of thelr
convictions. If you desire to achieve
success, young men, be manly. If you
are a total abstainer do not fear to
make your principles known. Carry
your manhood before you and those
who would jeer and taunt you will in
the end respect you the more for stand-
ing by your colors.”

Father Lawler told briefly the life
of Father Mathew and dwelt particu-
larly upon the self denial which had
characterized the early exponent of
temperance as a virtue which the peo-
ple of today would do well to practice.

Many old countries of the world have
roduced by irrigation, in rude form, per-
aps, the sustenance of their people for cen-
turies, If I am not mistaken, the greater
percentage of the world’s products is thus
produced by irrigation. The congress which
will soon convene will do effective work
along the lines of developing a section of the
United States hitherto idle and unprofita-
ble, and cause the same to smile, laden with
rich fruitage, as a reward to the industrious
husbandman. It will be a profitable invest-
ment for those who are able to bear the
expense to attend the congress at Phoenix,
Ariz., and get a glimpse of a vast country
whih could be turned into a paradise teem-

FREELY,

NO FIINN® LEFT TO PAY THEM.

SEVERAL MERCHANTS WILL BE
OUT SMALL AMOUNTS UNLESS
THE MEN APPEAR.

WARRANTS ARE OUT FOR THEM.

Reported That They Have Geone to
Chicago—An Effort Being Made
to Locate Them.,

The police are looking for Julius
Adler and Bernt Lee, who, as told In
the Globe of vesterday, are wanted
for passing worthless checks on un
East Seventh street clothing firm in ex-
change for good overcoats. It now ap-
pears that there are a number of other
firms and persons who have also been
temporarily, at least, done out cf
money and goods by the two gentle-
men. Adler and Lee, for some months,
ran the St. Paul art studio, at 101 West
Seventh street. Adler was the artist
and Lee was the manager of the busi-
ness. Both members of the firm had
accounts at the Allemania bank, and
did business with checks. Business
evidently has not been as good as it
might have been at the “art studio,”
and last Wednesday the artist and bus-
iness manager concluded to leave the
city. Before going they drew a num-
ber of checks, the number beilng esti-
mated all the way from ten up, and
scattered them about among their
friends and business acquaintances, In
a number of cases the members of the
firm secured goods for the checks, and
at the other places they received the
coin which the checks called for, giving
the explanation that it was after bank-
ing hours and the money was needed
immediately. None of the checks given
out by Lee and Adler was for more
than $15, but the aggregate amount is
reported in the neighborhood of $300.
In addition to the clothing firm which
was victimized for $25, unless the men
show up and make good, there are a
number of others who were caught.
Charles Brenck, of the firm of Brenck
& Kent, at 460 Wabasha street, J. C.
Aleman, of 75 West Seventh street,
and a couple of Fourth street saloon-
keepers hold checks for various
amounts which have been presented
at the banks and returned marked
“no funds.” The landlady of the
building in which they roomed also
has a couple of checks which are
worthless,

The circulars which the firm sent out
as advertising thelr busines have in
one corner & small card reading “We
will forfeit $100 to anyone who can
prove that we do not fulfill our
agreements.” One of the victims had
this circular wrapped around the check
that he secured from Lee on Wednes.
day last and took particular pains
last evening to call attenelon to this
guarantee of the firm. He said that
he never expected to get what he had
advanced but Intimated that the next
man he cashed a check for would
have to put up collateral to cover the
amount along with the check. A num-
ber of business firms in Minneapolis.

How They Show the Ronk eof

Chinese Noblemen.

Buttons piay an important part in the dress
of Chinese mandarins. Those of the first and
second class wear a button of coral red, sug-
gested,, perhaps, by a cock’s comb, since the
cock is the bird that adorns their breast.

The third class are gorgeous with a robs
on which a peacock is emblazoned, on which
from the center of the red fringe of silk
upon the. hat rises a sapphire button. The
button of the fourth class is an opaque, dark
purple stone, and the bird depicted on the
robe is the pelican.

A silver pheasant on the robe and a clear
crystal button on the hat mark the rankcf ths
fifth class. The sixth class are entitled to
wear an embroidered stork and a jadestone
button, the seventh a partridge and an em-
gold button. In the eighth the par-
tridge is reduced to a quail and the gold but-
ton becomes plain, while the ninth class
mandarin has to be content with a common
eparrow for his emblem, and with silver for
his button.
