box. There are about 3,000 traveling
men in the state, and. althoughIhave
met and asked several about this Lind
matter since it was brought to my at-
tention, Ihave yet to meet one who
was not outspoken in his opposition
to the ex-congressman— and this with-
out regard to personal politics.

The first man Imet in this town
of Mankato was Landlord Snow, of the
Saulpaugh house. He said everything
hereabouts was Republican. The sec-
ond man was Charles I. Shannon, a
machinery salesman who is ever going
up and down and about the southern
part of the Second district, and he said
that the sound money people outnum-
bered the silver men two to one. The
next on my visiting list was Editor
Joe Reynolds, of the lately deceased
Mankato News, and he said he didn't
know anything about the district, but
that Mankato was solidly Republican
from one end of the ticket to the
other. Then Imet Editor John Wise,
of the Review, and he looked through
silver spectacles and blandly assured
mo that Bryan would carry the county,
but Ifhe was making a book on the
election, it ls pretty safe to assume
that he would lay heavy odds against
his expressed opinion.

Two years ago Blue Earth county
gave Nelson 3,196 votes, Becker 1,598
r>nd Owen 1.142. At the same time it
gave McCleary 3,418, Baker, Democrat,
1,712, and Long 743. McCleary and Ba-
ker both belong here and both ran
ahead of their tickets.

This year Baker is out for McCleary
find the whole Republican ticket,
and they do say that Long and his
friends believe he should have had
the nomination that Day got

—
which

will not help Day much. After look-
ing the ground pretty well over, I
Should say that McCleary willget 4,000
votes and that he will run 200 ahead
of his ticket. Itis not likelythat Lind
will run much if any ahead of his
ticket, for here, unlike New Ulm. the
interest is In the congressional and na-
tional ticket, and Clough has no or-
ganized opposition. There are

likely to be elected. Indeed, Iam in-
clined to believe that 4,000 is rather a
low figure for the McCleary vote.
tThere is a startling and ominous prog-
nostic, for the silver people here in
Mankato in this: There is a McKin-
ley club here In Mankato with a mem-
bership of 1.247; eighty members of the
club live in North Mankato and the
balance here in the city. Two years
©go the total Republican vote in Man-
kato, for governor, was 1,019. Now,
If there is such a gain as this shown
in a club merely organized for cam-
paign purposes, what will be the re-
sult at the polls? There can be no
doubt of the club having .the member-
ship given and it is even possible to
meet avowed gold men who for busi-
ness reasons avoid clubs. So that my
estimate for the Republican majority
Is rather under than over the mark.

Gen. James H. Baker is certainly
not a fixture in politics. Imet him

wearing a McKinley button. Two
years ago he was the Democratic can-
didate for congress in the district.
Four years ago he was the Populist
candidate and six years ago he came
very near defeating John Lind for
the same office. But he is a power
here in politics and could get the nomi-
nation for pretty much any office he
wanted at the hands of any party. He
is certainly, the most rabid gold man
Ihave met and he believes that in or-
der to root out the silver heresy it is
necessary to beat every candidate run-
ning on the silver platform. Said he:

"These people who talk about voting
for McKinley and Lind make me
weary. Why, the very vote they cast
for McKinley is a blow at everything
that Lind stands for. It would be ab-
surd to vote for a Republican sound
money president and at the same time
cast a ballot in favor of turning the
state over to free silver fanatics who
would destroy our credit merely by
their accession to power and before
they could do any harm actually. Hap-
pily, there are few people of that kind
hereabouts. Ihave seen a lot of Scan-
dinavian leaders from their heavy set-
tlements up the valley of the Minne-
sota river and Iam absolutely sure
that Lind will get no sort of consola-
tion from that vote. Every effort be-
ing made here is for the entire Re-
publican ticket, and Iam urging gold
Democrats to vote for McKinley, be-
cause Ifear that a vote for the gold
Democratic candidates will be lost to
a cause which it is needful should
have all the sound money strength.
Here In Mankato the election willdem-
onstrate a political revolution and the
city will be overwhelmingly Republi-
can instead of comparatively close, as
in the past." Gen. Baker would not
make figures on the county.

Byron Hughes Is the secretary of the
Bay congressional committee, and
when Iasked his opinion of things po-
litical he was not inclined to talk.

DISPOSITION TO BE RETICENT
has been so obvious among Democratic
campaign officials that Ipressed Mr.
Hughes for a reason for it. He pro-
duced it presently in the form of a
circular letter emanating from Demo-
cratic State Committeeman Rosing,
addressed to county and city secre-
taries and chairmen. The letter warns
them against giving information to
the press. "To do so," says the letter,
"would be to strengthen the hands of
the enemy." But Mr. Hughes was in-
clined to be more gracious than he
would have been under the terms of
the letter. He thought Bryan and Day
would carry the county

—
or like a good

politician he professed to think so.
Ipointed out that it would be neces-
sary to gain 850 Republicans to do this,
figuring on the vote of two years ago.
Mr. Hughes thought It could be done
and said that Bryan would gain from
ten to twenty votes In each precinct
in the county. Of these there are
twenty-three, and figuring on the max-
imum gain claimed would be but 460.
And then Mr. Hughes said he really
knew little about it. No canvass had
been made, but he depended on a
great many Republicans voting for
silver and on Lind's getting many
Scandinavian votes for the whole
ticket in the oounty. There are 500
Scandinavian votes in Blue Earth and
twice as many Germans. Itwas easy
enough to determine, even by a street
canvass, that there were three German
gold men for every one Scandinavian
silver vote. In fact, in one institution
here, a quarry and stone-cutting yard
where there are 140 Scandinavians em-
ployed, all of them, without exception,
will vote the Republican ticket.

Democratic State Committeeman
Henry Himmelman Jr. would not talk
of the campaign, and those Democrats
whom Imet, and they were not easy
to find, were quite hopeless as to the
result in Blue Earth, though they all
seemed sanguine as to the rest of the
country

—
on the theory that distant

hills always look green, perhaps.
President W. E. Young, of the Mc-

Kinley club, was modest, and said that
while he did not know much about the
county, he thought McKinley would
carry it by about 460 at least

—
which is

a very modest figure, indeed.
EDITOR L.P. HUNT,

of the Free Press, was more sanguine.
"We will carry the county by 1,000 to
1,200 for McKinley and the entire tick-
et," said he. "And Ireally believe I
am making low figures. The Populists
and Democrats are by no means as one,
even on the county ticket, for while
they have only one ticket between them
there was really no fusion— such fusion
as would give them a common cause
on the ticket. The Pops held their con-
vention and nominated a partial ticket
and the Democrats in convention filled
the ticket. But there was no ratifica-
tion on the one side or the other. They
will not pulltogether, and many of the
Democrats willvote for their own peo-
ple on the county ticket and for the
Republican national ticket, McKinley
and Clough will probably run about
even, while McCleary will lead the
ticket."

Mayor Ed Weaver was on his way
to Republican headquarters with a box
full of McKinley buttons. He said he
had not stopped to make figures on
majorities yet, but he knew he had
distributed 1,500 McKinley buttons in
a week, and the demand was by means
supplied. And Iquite believe him, for
every man on the street wore a Mc-
Kinley button. The Democratic cam-
paign is woefully deficient in these
matters and one really has to search
about for a Bryan button. These in-
signia of party preference may not
mean much, but they certainly im-
press one, and generally they indicate
the politics of the wearer. At Winona,
though, Imet a fellow who had a Mc-
Kinley button in the buttonhole of his
coat, and when William Noonan, a well-
known Democratic politician, with
whom Iwas talking, hailed him, the
fellow turned his lapel over and showed
a Bryan badge. He explained that he
worked on a railroad

—
he would not say

what road—and had to keep the Mc-
Kinley button In sight to hold his job.
Perhaps he told the truth. Iplaced
so little reliance on what he sara that
Ididn't even attempt to investigate
it. forIhad talked to so many railroad
men that it was not worth while.
And the corporate interests would not
dare attempt coercion for any candi-
date, as a plain statement, authenti-cated, of such attempted coercion must
necessarily ruin their candidate's
chances with the labor vote. All over
the southern part of Minnesota Ihave
been looking for an actual case of co-
ercion and would have printed it with-
out hesitation, according to my instruc-
tions to get at the truth. In traveling
over 1,500 miles of railroad in Minne-
sota, and making many stops, I
found no single case of coercion that
could at all be verified. Idon't believe
there is any sort of intimidation prac-
ticed.

George Sherry said he had made a
canvass of Blue Earth county in his
ovxn behalf, and he estimated Mc-
Kinley's majority at 1,500.

John Nyquist and Paul Iverson,
Swede leaders, said McKinley and
Clough would have the full Swedish
vote. There were some Norwegian Pop-
ulists, but even they would be for Mc-
Cleary. The Populists here are

than for them. And another thing that
counts against him with them ls that
in a speech made here at the Insti-
tution of a Bryan and Llnd club-
about which, by the way, Icould get
no information

—
Mr. Lind said specific-

ally that he would stand squarely upon
the Chicago platform, making no ref-
erence to the St. Louis Populist declar-
ation. The Populists show this sore-
ness, but it will not count for much,
though lit may give some of the Nor-
wegians an excuse for going to Clough.

Faribault county gave MoCleary 1,304
majority two years ago, and there is
not in the district a man so fatuous
in,his devotion to silver as to claim
any Democratic or Populist gains there
this year. There were only 169 men
in that county who had the courage to
vote for Long for congress, and their
numbers have not increased. There
wore 817 Democrats there in 1894, and
their number has shrunk by some 200,
according to current report. The coun-
ty is not much disturbed by politics, fohr
the minority is without hope. Fari-
bault will give McKinley and his fel-
lows on the ticket at least 1.400 major-
ity out of a total vote of 3,600.

Watonwan county is. Ibelieve, the
banner Republican county inproportion
to its size. In 1894 there were 435
votes cast against the Republican tick-
et, which polled 1.093. The fusion vote
this year may reach 400, but not more,
for the Republicans have made palpable
gains from the Democracy on the mon-
ey question. In Cottonwood there may
be a fight on the county ticket between
the Republicans and the Populists, but
the 67 Democrats there were in the
county two years ago have no interest
in it this year, and they will not feel
the better for being practically wiped
out of existence. The Republicans willcarry the county on the state and na-
tional tickets by upwards of 200. In
some localities in Nicollet county there
is a show of silver sentiment that may
slightly cut down the Republican vote.
There are reports of silver clubs in Re-
publican districts in the county which
augur this, and indeed in one or two
towns where there has not hitherto
been any Democratic vote, these clubs
have developed, especially at New
Sweden, to which Ihave referred be-fore. Two years ago there was a Re-publican majority of 333, a plurality of
608 over the Democratic nominee forcongress. McCleary may hold his own
in the county, but McKinley will not
run up with him, and Clough is likely
to suffer through the Lind Silver clubs
which have been organized among theScandinavians for the benefit of Lind
alone.

ITIst PROBABLY FOB. LIXD.

Aitkin Appears to Be Looking for
Cloasrh's Scalp.

AITKIN, Oct. 11—As the 3d of No-

vember draws near the political prob-
lem in Aitkin county seems more diffi-
cult to solve than at any previous
time since the St. Louis and Chicago
conventions. Now that the legislative
and county conventions have all beenheld, one can look over the field and
make some fair predictions as to the
probably results, but of course thereare surprises in politics, and this year
may be a year of surprises.

Aitkin county in 1894 cast 1,125
votes for governor. Of these Nelson,
Republican, received 694; Becker, Dem-
ocrat, 118; Owen, People's, 246, and Hil-leboe, Prohibition, 12. The Democrats,
refusing to support Mr. Becker, cast
their votes for Mr. Owen, bringing thatgentleman's vote far in advance ofhis real party vote. The vote for con-
gressman more closely shows theirparty strength, Halvorsen receivingonly 94 votes, while ex-Congressman
Baldwin, the Democratic candidate for
congress, received 296 votes, 178 more
than Be"cker. Baldwin's vote was very
near the actual strength of the Demo-
cratic party in Aitkin county. In the
election of 1892 the vote for governor
resulted as follows: Nelson, Republi-
can, 385; Lawler, Democrat, 169, andDonnelly, People's, 111. This year allthings are changed, and it is hardlyprobably Mr. Clough will hold the us-
ual Republican majority. John Lind
will certainly take many Republicans
from Clough in every precinct in thiscounty. The Democrats and Populists
have very few if any deserters from
Lind among their ranks, and it is al-
most a safe prediction at this timeto give Aitkin county to John Lind.The battle between Towne and Morris
for congressional honors is a hard oneMr. Towne certainly has warm friendsamong all parties. The Democrats andPopulists are standing by him almost
to a man. He will lose very few
votes from either of those parties
while it is conceded by all he will takesome of his Republican vote of twoyears ago with him this time. In 1894Towne received 679 votes to 390 forBaldwin and Halvorsen. Now if heholds 90 per cent of that 390 (which hemost certainly will do) and can carry
only 25 per cent of his former votehe will have 520 votes, which will al-
most assure him the county, for therewere only 969 votes cast here for con-gressman two years ago. Of coursethat willbe increased, but Towne willprofit as much as his opponent by theincrease. The battle is a royal one
and either side can claim the county
and substantiate it with figures The
senate and legislative fight has hardlybegun to develop at this time. Thenominations were not made until a
week ago. The nomination last weekby the Democrats of Hon. Thos RFoley is a strong one and he will cer-tainly give the other candidates a
hard rim. The people are awake to
the issues of the campaign and every
speaker from either party is greeted
by large crowds and plenty of enthu-siasm.

ALMOST A STA\D-OFF.

Clay County Won't Add Much to
Anybody's Plurality.

MOORHEAD, Minn., Oct 11 —Thecounty of Clay, in which this city issituated, has, for some time pastbeen considered reliably Populistic!

This year, however, there appears tobe a different state of affairs. Thesound money people have been putting
up a strong fight, which they willcon-
tinue until election day, and the good
results are already becoming apparent.
In 1894 the vote for governor was: Nel-son, Republican, 1,109; Owen, Populist1,328; Beeker, Democrat, 248; Hilleboe'Prohibition, 101. Nelson, however liextraordinarily popular, and his votewas fully 150 ahead of the rest of theRepublican ticket. It may be statedthat the Populists have a vote in thecounty exceeding the Republicans by
between 300 and 400. In the monthof July the silver movement seemedto be gaining great strength, but since
then a decline has set in, and it isconfidently expected that the Demo-cratic and Republican sound money
vote willexceed that of the free silvercoinage party. Recently E. E. Lom-men, the Demopop candidate for con-gress, held a meeting in tnis city whichwas a dismal failure, less than one
hundred and fifty people turning out
to hear him. This is a great contrast
to the trip through the county just
concluded by Congresman Eddy, whohas, in the past week, held six meet-ings at various points in the county,
and in each instance the size of hisaudience was only limited by the ca-
pacity of the hall in which the meet-ing was held. At Barnesvt lie, espe-
-iially, was Mr. Eddy's greeting most
enthusiastic. The hall could not begin
to accommodate the crowd and the en-
thusiasm was unbounded. Two years
ago Mr. Eddy's vote in Clay county
was 1,051, while the combined oppo-
sition mustered 1,628 votes, of whichBoen, Populist, secured 1,147. Thisyear, beyond doubt, Mr. Eddy wilicarry the county and have votes to
spare.

For county officers there is practical
fusion between the Populists and
Democrats and the result is somewhatdoubtful, with the probabilities point-
ing strongly to the election of a por-
tion of each ticket.

END OF THE AUSTIN CONFERENCE.

Hull Murder Cane Not Touched Upon
—Epidemic In Mouth Dakotn-

The Northwest.

CHAMBERLAIN,S. D., Oct. 11.—The

suggestion that corn be burned as a
substitute for hard coal in South Da-
kota this winter is meeting with favor
in a number of localities. Hard coal
is now being retailed at from $10 to $11
per ton in the towns east of the Mis-
souri river, and west of the river, in
the towns of the Black Hills and sur-
rounding territory, it costs considera-
ble more. A gentleman •

who ls fully
competent to testify in the matter
estimates that two tons of corn willgo
as far and furnish as much heat as
one ton of hard coal. Besides being
cheaper, it is figured that It will keep
thousands of dollars within the state
that would otherwise go to the coal
trust. The money paid for corn would
go into the pockets of farmers who
need it, and they in turn could pay
their debts with it. It is estimated
that Yankton county alone can con-
sume 100,000 bushels of corn this fall
and winter for fuel. Experiments by
skeptics are said to have proved that
corn will make a good substitute for
coal and accordingly many farmers
throughout the state have decided to
retain a sufficient amount of corn to
heat their dwellings until spring and
meet other demands.

LADIES LOSE FRIENDS.

Admission to M. E. Conferences Is
Further Off Than Ever.

AUSTIN, Minn., Oct. 11.

—
The Min-

nesota Southern conference that
opened its annual session Wednes-day morning in the Methodist church
here was suddenly brought to a close
on Saturday morning at the request of
tho city authorities. Diphtheria was
sweeping the town to such an extent
that It was considered unsafe to allow
any public assemblies, to convene.

The business of the conference that
should have held over until today or
tomorrow was transacted in such a
hurried manner that there is already
a "good deal of dissatisfaction manifest-
ed among the preachers and then-
charges.

The admission of women to the gen-
eral conference is losing favor among
the clergy in the different conferences.
Up to the present time forty-nine con-
ferences have voted upon the question
of admission of women, resulting in
600 more votes against the women than
last year, for last year they only lacked
58 votes of being admitted. When this
question was presented by the bishop
to this conference on Friday morning,
the result was, 82 opposed and 17 in
favor.

The State Epworth league was rep-
resented by Miss Alice Brown, of Red
Wing, and the question of paying her a
regular salary was presented to theconference, which resulted In several
hundred dollars being subscribed for
that purpose, her office being statesuperintendent of the Junior Epworth
league. The Methodist book concernwas represented by Dr. H. C. Jennings,
recently presiding elder of the Marshalldistrict, and who Rev. L.L. Hanscome
has succeeded.

Rev. McAdoo, who has been serving
the Methodist church at this place, has
been transferred to the Northern Min-
nesota conference, and stationed atSimpson Methodist church in Minne-
apolis, but will not be able to move for
several weeks on account of sickness
having just recovered from an attack
of typhoid fever. Rev. Frank Doran,
of the Franklin Avenue church in Min-
neapolis, was transferred to the con-
ference and received an appointment
at Rochester, where be served thatchurch six years ago.

The matter of establishing at RestIsland a summer Bible school, under
the direction of the Methodist confer-
ence, and which iwas so heartily in-dorsed by the Northern Minnesota con-
ference last week at Anoka, was
brought before this conference and fa-vorably considered. In regard to thecase of Rev. J. C. Hull, now imprisoned
in St. Paul, awaiting the decision of thegrand jury, the general sentiment wasamong the preachers, that he is with-
out doubt unbalanced in his mind anda good deal of sympathy was expressed
for him. However, he was tried and ex-pelled from the conference upon thecharge of unministeral conduct thatwas preferred at the session of lastyear. The charge of attempt to mur-
der was not brought before the confer-ence, as the charge pending from lastyear was sufficient to expel any
preacher.

FATAL. TO SWINE.

Mysterious Disease Hava«l.i X Parts
of South Dakota.

Special to the Globe.CHAMBERLAIN, S. D., Oct 11.—
Hogs are dying by the hundreds in the
Western portion of Yankton county,
and there appears to be no remedy for
the contagion. Herds numbering hun-
dreds have been almost completely
wiped out during the last month, and
the infection is entering other herds
every day. The disease is no cholera,
nor do the symptoms even resemble It.
It is a lung trouble, and the afflicted
hogs suffer for weeks before succumb-ing. The first signs are a semi-paral-
ysis of the hind quarters of the animal.
and a loss of appetite. Hogs take
readily to medicine In the first stages,
but finally become lethargic, their ears
crack and the flesh on the back of the
neck becomes swollen, bursts and final-
ly drops off. Then follows extreme
suffering until death. Prescriptions
from the best authorities in the United
States have been applied without effect.
It Is claimed that some farmers, upon
discovering that their hogs are dis-
eased, turn them loose upon the prai-
ries, and that by this means the dis-
ease is oarried to other herds. This
practice will be stopped In order to
prevent the disease overspreading the
county.

A BLOODY SUNDAY.

Two Serious Shoot ins Affrays in the
Vicinityof Grand Forks.

GRAND FORKS, N. £>\u0084 Oct. 11.— This

morning a gang fcf Italians reached
here to work on the Great Northern.
They became involved in a quarrel this
afternoon, and Gem Madia, the leader
of the party, shot Zloseppe Cioi in the
neck. The ball entared near the jug-
ular and is lodged in the neck.

Amendments.

S>-nopals of Laws and Amendments
to tlie < oiisii(utlon. proposed by
the I.i-Kliilutur« for submlsmiun to
the voters of Minnesota at the
General Election to be held on
the 3rd day of November, A. D.
18SM3.

At the general election to be held In the
State of Minnesota on tbe 3rd day of No-
vember, A.D. lß:Jti, tlie tollowing ia\v.-s and
amendments proposed by the legislature of
said state at the last session thereof, will
be submitted for adoption or rejection, viz.:

I.
An act willbe submitted to the people of

this state for their approval or rejection at
the next general election, entitled:

"An act relating to the taxation of certain
lands owned by railroad companies in this
state, and repealing laws and parts of laws
relating to the taxation of the same, and to
provide for the submission of this act to
the people of this state for their approval
or rejection."

So far as material the act Is as follows:
"Sec. 1. Alllands in this state heretofore

or hereafter granted by the State of Minne-
sota or tlie United States, or the Territory
of Minnesota, to any railroad Company shall
be assessed and taxed as other lands are
taxed in this state, except such parts of
said lands as are held, used or occupied for
right of way, gravel pits, sidetracks, depots
and all buildings and structures which are
necessarily used In the actual management
and operation of the railroads of said com-
panies.

Provided, That said railroad companies
shall continue to pay taxes Into the state
treasury upon their gross earnings in the
same manner and in the same amount as
now provided by law. And that nothing In
this act contained shall be construed to re-
peal said laws except in so far as the same
relate to the tax upon said lands.

"Sec. 2. Such portion or portions of any
act or acts, general or special, of the Stat©
or Territory of Minnesota heretofore en-
acted, which provides or attempts to pro-
vide for any exemption of lands hereby de-
clared taxable, from taxation, or for any
other method of taxing said last mentioned
lands different from the method of taxing
other lands In this state, or which are in
any manner Inconsistent with the pro-
visions of this act are hereby repealed.

"Sec. 3. If this act shall be held to be
void so far as it applies to the lands of any
particular railroad company in tWs state,
Itshall not be ground for declaring It void
or inapplicable to any other company not
similarly situated."

The purpose of this act ls to secure the
taxation of unused railroad lands acquired
by railroad companies under federal and
state grants.

11.
Ideem it proper to call attention to the

fact that the electors of this state will be
called upon to vote upon the followingprop-
osition: "Shall there be a convention to re-
vise the state constitution?"

111.
Attention is also called to the fact that an

act will be submitted to the electors of this
state at said election providing for the ap-
propriation of the income derived from the
investment of the internal improvement
laud fund to the road and bridge fund. The
act provides that such moneys shall be
used only for making public roads- and
buildingbridges on public roads.

IV.
"An act providing for an amendment to

section four (4) of article five (5) of the con-
stitution of the State of Minnesota, defln- i
Ing the authority and duties of the governor
In relation to pardons for criminal offenses
and creating a board of pardons."

Section 4 of article 5 of the constitution
of Minnesota now reads as follows:

"Section 4. The governor shall communi-
cate by message to each session of the legis-
lature such Information touching the state
and condition of the country as he may
deem expedient. He shall be commander-
in-chief of the military and naval forces,
and may call out such forces to execute the
laws, suppress insurrection and repel in-
vasion. He may require the opinion, in
writing, of the principal officer In each of
the executive departments, upon any sub-
ject relating to the duties of their respec-
tive offices; and he shall have power to
grant reprieves and pardons, after convic-
tion, for offenses against the state, except
In cases of impeachment. He shall have
power, by and with the advice and consent
of the senate, to appoint a state librarian
and notaries public, and such other officers
as may be provided by law He shall have
power to appoint commissioners to take the
acknowledgment of deeds, or other Instru-
ments In writing, to be used in the state.
He shall have a negative upon all laws
passed by the legislature, under such rules
and limitations as are in this constitution
prescribed. He may on extraordinary occa-
sions convene both nouses of the legislature.
He shall take care that the laws be faith-
fully executed. All any vacancy that may
occur in the office of secretary of state,
treasurer, auditor, attorney general, and
such other state and district offices as may
be hereafter created by law, until the next
annual election, and until their successors
are chosen and qualified."
It Is proposed to amend the said section

by striking therefrom the following words:
"And he shall have power to grant re-

prieves and pardons, after conviction, for
offenses against the state."

Inplace of the words thus proposed to be
stricken out. It ls proposed to insert the fol-
lowing words:

"And he shall have power, in conjunction
with the board of pardons, of which the
governor shall be ex-ofncio a member, and
the other members of which shall consist of
the attorney general of the State of Min-
nesota and the chief justice of the supreme
court of the State of Minnesota, and whose
powers and duties shall be defined and regu-
lated by law, to grant reprieves and par-
dons, after conviction, for offenses against
the state."

The effect of the adoption of the aforesaid
proposed amendment willbe to deprive the
governor of the power to alone grant par-
dons and reprieves, which he now enjoys,
and to create a board of pardons, consisting
of the governor, the attorney general and
the chief Justice of the supreme court.

The proposed amendment contemplates
that Its adoption will be followed by the
enactment of a suitable law defining and
regulating the powers and duties of such
board of pardons in granting reprieves and
pardons.

V.
"An act proposing an amendment to sec-

tion one (1) or article seven (7) of the con-
stitution of the State of Minnesota which
relates to the elective franchise."

Section one of article 7 of the constitu-
tion of Minnesota now reads as follows:.

"Section 1. Every male person of the age
of twenty-one years or upwards, belonging-
to either of the following classes, who shall
have resided in the United States one year,
and In this state for four months next pre-
ceding any election, shall be entitled to vote
at such election. In the election district of
which he shall at the time have been for
ten days a resident, for all officer*! that now
are, or hereafter may be, elective by the
people.

First—Citizens of the United States.
Second— Persons of foreign birth, who

thall have declared their intention to be-
come citizens, conformably to the laws of
the United States upon the subject of nat-
uralization.

Third—Persons of mixed white and Indian
blood, who have adopted the customs and
habits of civilization.

Fourth—Persons of Indian blood residing
in this state, who have adopted tbe lan-
guage, custom and habits of civilization,
after an examination before any district
conrt of the state. In such manner as may
be provided by law, and shall have been

Fironounced by said court capable of enjoy-
ng the rights of citizenship within the

state."
The proposed amendment, ifadopted, will

read as follows:
"Section one (1). What persons are en-

titled to vote:
Every male person of the are of twenty-

•ne (21) years or upwards belonging to
either of the following classes who has re-
sided In this state six (6) months next pre-
ceding any election shall be entitled to vote
at such election In the election district of
which be shall at the time have been for
thirty (30) days a resident, for all officers
that now are, or hereafter may be, elective
by the people.

First—Citizens of the United Staff's who
bave been such for tbe period of three (3)
months next preceding any election.

4. To require a citizenship of the United
States of three months. The constitution

ship, provided they possess tbe requisite
qualifications of residence above indicated.5. To repeal the present nrovlsloas of the
constitution which enables a person of for-eign birth to vote after having declared his
Intention to become a citizen of the UnitedStates, and befor > becoming a. fullyratural-
Ized citizen thereof.

Inaddition to the foregoing, the effect ot
the adoption of such last proposed amend-
ment will be to deprive a foreign lorn per-
son of the right to hold an elective office in
this state before becoming a fully natural-ized citizen of the United States.

"An act proposing an amendment to arti-

cle four (4) of the constitution of the Stateof Minnesota allowing cities ulrendv Incor-porated, and villa-res desiring to become in-
corporated as cities, to frame their own
charters as cities."

ft ls proposed to add to iirtlcl- four of
the constitution the following seciion:

Sec. 36. Any city o?- village in this statemay frame a charter for Its own govern-
ment as a city consistent with and subject
to the laws of this star-} us follows: Thelegislature shall provide, under si.eh re-strictions as It deems nroper, for a board offifteen freeholders, who -hall be and for the
past five yeats shall have been qualified
voters thereof, to be appointed by the dis-
trict judges of the judicial district in which
the city or village is situated, -aul.li Uardshall, within six months after Its r.i>polnt-ment, return to the c'»ief r.iagi-*trnte <f suchcity or village a draft of such chartersigned by the members of said board or amajority thereof. Such charter s'lall be
submitted to the qualified voters of suchcity or village at the next election there-after, and if four-sevenths of the qualified
voters voting at such election shall ratify
the same it shall, at the cml of thirty daysthereafter, become the charter of such cityor village as a city, .>nd supersede any ex-isting charter and amendments tlereof :pro-vided, that in cities having patrol limitsnow established such charter suall require
a three-fourths majority vote of the quali-
fied voters voting at sucdi election to change
the patrol limits now established.

Before any city shall incorporate under
this act the legislature shall prescribe by
law the general limits within which suchcharter shall be framed. Duplicate certifi-
cates shall be made setting forth the char-
ter proposed and its ratification, which shall
be signed by the chief magistrate of said
city or village, and authenticated by its cor-porate seal. One of said certificates shall
be deposited In the office of the secretary ofstate, and th*b other, after being recordedIn the ofiiee^of the register of deeds for the
county in which such city or village lies,
shall be deposited among the archives of
such city or village, and all courts shall
take Judicial notice thereof. Such charterso deposited may be amended by s proposal
therefor made by a board of fifteen free-
holders aforesaid, published for at leastthirty days In three newspapers of general
circulation in such city or village, and ac-cepted by three-fifths of. the qualified
voters of such city or village voting at the
next election, and not otherwise; but such
charter shall always be in harmony with
and subject to the constitution and laws of
the State of Minnesota. The legislaturemay prescribe the duties of the commission
relative to submitting amendments of char-
ter to the vote of the people.

The board of freeholders above provided
for shall be permanent, and all the vacan-
cies by death, disability to perform duties,
resignation or removal from the corporate
limits shall be filled by appointment In thesame manner as the original board wascreated, and said board shall always con-
tain Its full complement of members.
It shali be a feature of all such charters

that there shall be provided, among othertbiiigs. for a mayor or chief magistrate, anda legislative body of either one or twohouses; if of two houses, at least one of
them shall bo elected by general voto of
the citizens.
Insubmitting any such charter or amend-

ment thereto to the qualified voters of suchc ty or village any alte-nat*- section or arti-
cle may be presented for the choice of thevoters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to other articles or sec-
tions of the charter or any ninendinent
thereto.

The legislature may provide general lavvsrelating to affairs of cities, the aplplication
or which may be limited to cities" of over
fifty thousand inhabitants, or -ro cities of
fifty and not less than fifteen thousand in-habitants, or to cities of fifteen thousandInhabitants, or less, which shall apply
equally to all such cities of either class, and
which shall be paramount while in force to
the provisions relating to the same matter
Included in the local charter herein pro-
vided for. But no local charter, provision
or ordinance passed thereunder shall super-
sede any general law of the state defining
or punishing crimes or misdemeanors."

The effect of the adoption of the last
named proposed amendment willbe:

1. To vest cities and villages with thoright of framing their own charters, sub-ject to limitations Imposed by the laws of
the state.

2. The charter willbe framed by a board
of fifteen freeholders, or a major! tv thereof.3. The charter will thereupon be submit-
ted to the qualified voters at the next en-suing election, and will require for Its rat- jMention four-sevenths (4-7) of the qualified
voters voting at such election.

4. If ratified at fneh election the charter I
will thereupon, after the lapse of thirty j
days, become the charter of such city orvillage.

5. A city will be unable to Incorporate I
under the proposed amendment until the I
legislature shall have first prescribed by |
law the general limits within which Its j
charter may be framed.

6. A charter once adopted may be amend- i
ed in a manner similar to that prescribed
for the framing and adoption of the orig- i
lnal.

7. The board of freeholders ls to be per-
petual and without limitation of term, ex-
cept that arising from death, disability toperform duties, resignation or removal from
the corporate limits of the city or village.

8. The charter must provide for a mayor
or chief magistrate, ond a legislative body
of either one or two houses; If of two

Ihouses, the members of at least one'houso
shall be elective "by the general vote of
the citizens."

9. Alternate articles or sections of a pro-
posed charter may be voted upon; that is to
say, the voter may vote for one or the
other of two given articles or sections.

10. The legislature may classify cities
upon the basis of population alone, as fol-
lows:

(a) Cities of over 50,000 inhabitants.
(b) Cities of 50,000 and not less than 15,-

--000 inhabitants.
(c) Cities of 15,000 inhabitants or less.
11. When cities have been so classified,

the legislature may thereupon pass general
laws limited In their application to one or
more such classes .

12. The general law applicable to any
class of cities, will be paramonnt to any
Inconsistent provision found In the charter
of any city belonging to such class.

"An act proposing an amendment to sec-tion thirteen (1.3). article one (1), of the !

constitution of the State of Minnesota, re- ilatlng to taking private property for pub- I
lie use."

Section 13, of Article 1, of the constltu- j
tion of Minnesota, now reads as follows:

"Private property shall not be taken forpublt-c use without just compensation there- Ifor, first paid or secured."
If the proposed amendment is adopted, j

section 13 will then read as follows:
"Private property shall not be taken, de- <

stroyed or damaged for public use without j
Just compensation therefor first paid or se-
cured."

The amendment will consist of tbe Inser-
tion Into the original section of the follow-ing words, viz., "destroyed or damaged forpublic use."

VIII.
"An act to amend article eight (8) of the

constitution of the State of Minnesota, re-lating to school funds, education and
science."
It Is proposed to amend Article 8 of the

constitution of the State of Minnesota by
adding thereto a section reading as follows:"Sec. 8. The permanent school and uni-versity fund of this state may be Invested j
In the purchase of bonds of any conntv,
school district, city, town or village of this\u25a0tate, but no such Investment shall be made
until approved by the board of oommls-
\u25a0ioners designated by latr to regelate tho

When the government
pays $650 a ton for the steel armor manu-
factured in Pennsylvania, and which is soldto other governments for $376 to $400, that is
good for Mr. Carnegie, too, but itls hard on
the taxpayer.

Investment of the permanent school fund
and the permanent university fund of thisstnte; nor Khali such loan or investment be
made when the issue of which the same in
part would make the entire bonded In-
debtedness exceed 7 per cent of the as-
sessed valuation of the taxable real prop-
erty of the county, school district, city,
town or village Issuing such bonds; nor
shall such loans or indebtedness be nude at
a lower rate of interest than 3 per cent per

The proposed amendment contemplates
the investment of the permanent school anduniversity funds of the state, for periods
not less than live (5) nor more than twenty
(20) years, in the bonds of counties, schooldistricts, cities, towns and villages.

Loans cannot be made to such munici-palities under such amendment in amountsexceeding seven (7i per cent of the as-
sessed valuation of the taxable rtal property
thereof.

No loan shall bear interest at a rate lessthan three <3) per cent.
Section 5 of the same article of the con-

stitution now provides for thp loaning ol
the permanent school funds of the state to
counties and school districts, to be used In
the erection of county or school buildings,
and to draw Interest at the rate of 5 per
cent per annum.

Such loans are now limited to amounts not
exceeding three (3) per cent of the last pre-
ceding assessed valuation of the real es-
tate of the counties or school districts, re-spectively.

Ample provision Is made for the collectionof the principal and interest of loans madopursuant to said section 5.
IX.

"An act proposing an amendment to th«
constitution of the State of Minnesota, to
authorize the taxation of the property ofsleeping, drawing room and parlor ear, and
other companies and owners, in the manner
therein provided."
It is proposed to amend Article 9 of the

constitution of Minnesota by adding theretoa section leading as follows:
"The legislature may impose, or provide

for tne imposition of, upon the property
within this state, of any and all owners oroperators, whether corporate or Individual,
or otherwise, of any and all sleeping, parlof
and drawing room cars, or any or either ofthe same, which run in, into or through thisstate; also upon the property within this
state of any and all telegraph and telephone
companies, or owners, whose lines are in,
or extend in, into or through this state|
also upon the property within this state of
all express companies, or owners, or any
or either of the same, doing business in this
state; also upon the property within this
state of all domestic Insurance companies
of this state of any kind; also upon the
property within this state of any and all
foreign insurance companies doing business
in this state of any kind; also upon the
property within this state of all owners oroperators of any and all mines or of mineralores situated in this state; also upon theproperty within this state of all boom com-panies or owners, and of all shipbuilders orowners doing business in this state ofhaving a port therein; provided, that this
act shall not apply to property owned by
railroad companies, their lands and otherproperty; and upon the property of eitheror any of such companies or owners a tax,
as uniform as reasonably may be with the
taxes Imposed upon similar property in saidstale, or upon the earnings thereof within
this state, but may be graded or progres-
sive, or both, and in providing for such tax,
or in providing for ascertaining the Justand true value of such property, it shall be
competent for the legislature, in either or
ail of such cases, to impose such tax, uponany or all property thereof within thisstate, and In either case by taking as thebasis of such imposition the proportionatebusiness, earnings, mileage or quantity ofproduction or i-roperty now or hereafterexisting of any such companies, persons orowners, transacted or existing in this state,
in relation to the entire business, mileage
or quantity of production or property of
such companies, persons or owners asaforesaid; or in such other manner, or bysuch other method as the legislature may
determine; but the proceeds of such taxesupon mining property shall be distributedbetween the state and the various political
subdivisions thereof wherein the same is
situated in tho same proportion as the pro-
ceeds of taxes upon real property are dis-
tributed: provided further, that nothing inthis act contained shall operate to authorize
the assessment or taxation of laud or ordi-nary business blocks or property owned byany h .-h corporation, person, firm or com-pany except in the manner provided by theordinary meihods of taxation."

This proposed amendment contemplates
the taxation of the property In this state of:

1. Sleeping, parlor and dining room catcompanies.
2. Telegraph and telephone companies.
3. Express companies.
4. Foreign and domestic insurance com-panies.
C. The owners or operators of mines or

mineral ores.
0. Boom companies and shipbuilders orowners dolug business In this state orhaving a port therein.
The foregoing provisions are modified In

the following very Important respects:
1. The amendment will not apply "to

property owned by railroad companies, theirlands and other property."
2. Taxes may be imposed upon the prop-

erty of the companies above enumerated orupon the earnings thereof within this state,
and may be graded or progressive, or both.

3. Inproviding for such taxation, or thojust and true value of such property, itshall be competent for the legislature toImpose such tax upon any and all property
thereof within this state; and

4. In either case by taking as the basisof such taxation, the proportionate busi-ness, earnings, mileage or quantity of pro-
duction or property now or hereafter exist-ing of any such companies, persons or own-ers, transacted or existing In this state, in
relation to the entire business, mileage or
quantity of production or property; or

5. Insuch other maimer, or by such othermethod, as the legislature may determine.6. The proceeds of taxes upon mining
property will be distributed between the
state and the various political subdivisions
thereof wherein the same Is situated In thesame proportion us the proceeds of taxesupon real property are distributed.7. The amendment contains a provision to
the effect that it shall not operate to au-
thorize the assessment or taxation of laudor ordinary business blocks or property
owned by any such corportatlon. person,
firtn or company, except In the manner pro-
vided by the ordinary methods of taxation.—
