NORES THE ORDER OF JUDGE
. BRILL.

SKE FAILED TO PRODUCE

HER TWO GRANDCHILDREN IN
COURT AS SHE WAS ORDERED
TO DO,

GIVEN ONE MORE CHANCE TO DO SO

Her Age and Delecate Health Doubt-
less Being Considered by the
Court—Story of the Ingalls.

Notwithstanding that Mrs. Caroline
M. Ingalls had been served with a writ i
of habeas corpus, and that Judge Brill
had ordered her to produce her grand-
children, Guy and Ruby Ingalls, in
court yesterday morning at 10 o’clock, |
or stand committed to the county jail,
the children were not in evidence, and |
Mrs. Ingalls announced herself ready
10 go to jail. She was not committed,
however, owing to the compliance of
the court with the request of the re-
spondent to reopen the habeas corpus
proceedings for the taking of further
evidence to establish the fact that Mrs.
Ingalls was unable to produce the chil-
dren as ordered. The order of the court

was nevertheless not revoked, and,
after spending the entire day in re-
hearsing the case, Judge Brill again
took the matter under consideration
until today at 2 p. m.

Fhere has, probably, never been a

case for the possession of children mare
stubbornly fought_in the district court
of Ramsey county than the one in

which the Ingalls family is now en-

gaged. In 1893 Mrs. Clara Ingalls se-
cured a decree of divorce in the Hen-
nepin county courts from her hushand,
Charles Ingalls, the son of the re-
spondent in yesterday’s proceedings.

The couple had two children, Guy and
tuby, aged six and eight years, who
were awarded to the custody of the
mother. Shorily after the divorce was
granted Mrs. Ingalls, the children dis-

appeared, presumably carried away by
their father. Since that time Mrs.
Ingalls has spasmodically searched for !
them, being aided in her efforts by her |
brother-in-law, George Schlosser. One

week ago last Saturday Mr. Schlosser |
iocated the children in the custody of
their grandmother, Mrs. Caroline M.
Ingalls at St. Anthony Park. The |
grandmother was informed that the |
mother desired the possession of her !
children, ut she referred Mr. Schlosser

to her sons, who conduct the Rureka |

When the return of the writ was
heard by Judge Brill Wednesday, Mrs.
Ingalls told a story of the most mys-
terious disappearance conceivable, She
said she had taken the children for a
walk Monday afternoon about 1 o’clock,
before she knew a writ of habeas cor-
pus had been issued, and that when
aear a clump of trees the two little
ones had vanish®d as completely as a
specter before the light. She and her
sons had hunted high and low for the
lost chiidren, but could find them no-
where, :

Mr. Schlosser told a somewhat dif-
fercnt story, and one which is causing
the court unusual hesftancy in decid-
Ing the case. He was suspicious that
an attempt would be made to hide the
children, and on the Monday of their

disapeparance watched the house of
the respondent at St Anthony Park.

About 1 o’clock he saw her come out
accompanied by the children. The
grandmother and her charges walked
down the road a piece, and were for a

moment lost to the sight of Schlosser
behind a portlon of terraced ground.
When he beheld Mrs. Ingalls again she
Was alone. The children had apparently
been swallowed up in the earth,

The children had been lost and that
was all there was to it.

Frank Ingalls and Fred Ingalls,
two grown sons of the respondent, drove
Up In a carriage to which was litcHed
a team of spirited horses, according
to the witness, all ready for an emer-
&ency.  Mr. Schlosser had seen Fred
Inhgalls with the carriage at his moth-
er's house shortly before she came out
with the children, and took him to task
for spirviting them away. The Ingalls
boys denied all knowledge of the child-
ren and expressed regret that they had
been lost.

Wednesday, though Mr. Schlosser and
Mrs. Ingalls were the only witnesses
examined with the exception of Deputy
Sheriff Picha, who testified that when
he had served the writ on Mrs. Ingalls,
she had said she would obey the order
of the court and produce the children.

Judge Brill could not reconcile the
conflicting testimony and verbally or-
dered Mrs. Ingalls to produce the child-
ren yesterday morning or go to jail.
Thig she did not do as was stated, but
instead the case was reopened to admit
the testimony of Frank, Fred, Arthur,
James and Pearl Ingalls, all children
of Mrs. Caroline Ingalls, to prove that
none of the family were concerned in
the disappearance of the children, or
knew anything of their present where-
abouts. The evidence of the former
hearing was again rehearsed, but with
the exception of a mesh of details, de-
veloped nothing further. Each one of
the witnesses absolutely denled any
knowledge past or present, of the child-
ren. Deputy Sheriff Frank Picha was
recalled and subjected to a most criti-
cal cross-examination regarding what
Mrs. Ingalls had said when he served
the papers upon her, but strenuously
maintained that she had promised to
produce the children and declared that
Fred Ingalis had also told him that he
would have both his mother and the
children in court in accordance with
the writ.

At the conclusion of yesterday's hear-

ing, Attorney. Baker declared to the
court that there appeared little doubt
but that the Ingalls boys and their
mother had secreted the children from
the order of the court, and asked that
Mrs. Ingalls be committed to jail until
she disclosed their hiding place.

Mrs. Ingalls is sixty-four years of
age and in delicate health, a maitter
which the court is evidently taking
into consideration, and he reserved his
decision until today.

Papers have been served in a suit
brought by George S. Hunton against

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SUPT. GILBERT SENDS HIS RESIG-
NATION TO THE SCHOOL
DBOARD,

REGRETS THAT HE IS LEAVING.

WILL CONTINUE IN HIS PRESENT
POSITION UNTIL EARLY IN
NOVEMBER.

CANDIDATES ARE PLENTIFUL.

His Successor May Not Be Chosen
for Some Time—"Who Are in the
Field.

C. B. Gilbert, superintendent of
schools, sent his resignation to the
board of education yesterday, to take
effect Nov. 1. The board met in special
session at 3 o'clock for the purpose of
receiving the resignation and discuss-
ing the availability of the numerous
candidates for the position. All the
school inspectors were present except
Mr. Wilkes, who is absent from the
city. Superintendent Gilbert’s letter to
the board was as follows:

St. Paul, Minn., Oct. 12, 1896.—To the Board
of Education: I beg leave to present to your
honorable body this, my resignation from the
superintendency of the schools of St. Paul,
the same to take effect Nov. 1, 1896, My
reason for this resignation is the fact that
I have been elected to a more lucrative posi-
tion in a larger city, where there seems to

be a most promising field for educational
work.

To leave the St. Paul schools i3 in many
respects most difficult. I have given them
many of the best years of my life, during
which time I have endeavored to serve the
public - disinterestedly; and have formed the
strongest possible attachment to the body of
teachers and officials with whom I have been
associated, but 1 believe it is my duty to
leave it for a wider field.

1 trust that the board will not take it
amiss, if T express my great admiration for
the dignified and tactful manner in which you
have maintained the integrity and excellence
of the school system, in the face of financial
depression, and often of public indifference,
and even at times of stupid, selfish and un-
unscrupulous opposition in high places: I
also desire to express, in a more personal
way, my profeund appreciation of the sym-
pathetic support which you, both individually
and as a body, have invariably rendered me
in the many trying times which the perform-
ance of duty has brought, and in every effort
for the improvement of the public schools of
this city. Your obedient servant,

—C. B. Gllbert.

The inspectors accepted .the resigna-
tion on motion of Inspector McNamee,
and then decided to postpone action in
the matter of choosing a superinten-
dent until all the members of the board
should be present. As Inspector Yoerg
is to leave the city tomorrow for a
couple of weeks it Is not likely that
Mr. Gilbert’'s successor will be chosen
for several weeks.

There is strong sentiment that the
board should select a St. Paul man for
the position. Inspector* McNamee de-
clares he will not vote for an out-of-
town candidate. Mr. Scholle feels very
much the same,
Gpinion that the best is none too good
for the public schools of the city, and
if the best man available is a non-
resident then that man should be
selected. Mr. May feels much the same
way. Dr. Abbott is non-committal, and
Mr. Yoerg wants a good man, but pre-
fers to have that man selected in St.
Paul. It is possible, too, that a succes-
sor to Mr. Gilbert will be chosen to fill
the office temporarily. In that event
it is thought the selection of a town
candidate is certain.

The local candidates are Inspector
Gustave Scholle, Prof. A. J. Smith, of
the Central High school; Prof. Bend,
superintendent of penmanship; Prof.
Farnsworth, of the Cleveland scheol;
Prof. George C. Smith, of the Madison
school, and Prof. Bryant, of the Hum-
boldt school. Communications . from
the following were read, asking to be
considered candidates for the position:

N. Wheeler, of the Barnard
school for boys, St. Paul; A. M. Rowe,
ex-superintendent of schools of Sioux
Falls; Emmet Belknap, of Lockport,
New York, and Robert Nix, of Indian-
apolis. Joseph CarMart, former prin-
cipal at the St. Cloud Normal school,
is also a candidate, and-John A. Harti-
gan, a professor in St, Thomas' semi-
nary, is in the race. It is said that
Prof, Farnsworth already has the as-
surance of the support of three mem-
bers of the board, which would indicate
that his chances for the position are
good.

Superintendent Gilbert returned from
the East  yesterday morning. He ex-
pressed great satisfaction at having
been chosen to superintend the public
schools at Newark, N. J,, and at the
same time expressed much regret at
the prospect of leaving St. Paul. He
was desirous of remaining in the city
long enough to vote and will leave
here on the afternoon of Nov. 3. He
will begin duties in his new field the
following week. Supt. Gilbert was
chosen by the Newark board after his
enemies in St. Paul had done all in
their power to injure him, The vote
in the board was unanimously in Mr.
Gilbert’s favor. Regarding the libel
suits instituted by him against certain
St. Paul citizens he said they would
be prosecuted, but in this matter he
will be guided by his attorneys.

INSURANCE LEGISLATION NEEDED.

Delay in Naming & Commissioner
Sharply COriticised.

Gov. Clough, 1in the opinion of the in-
surance memniof Minnesota, is doing the
insurance Interests of the state a great
injustice bw his delay in filling the
vacancy camsed by the death of In-
surance Commissioner Smith. The de-
partment has always been short-hand-
ed and all the reports of recent years
have called?attention to the necessity
of additional help. During the year
previous to.the death of Mr. Smith,
that gentleman was unable to do any
work, whichidoubled the duties of Dep-
uty  Insuramce: Commissioner Light-
bourne. Sowxlong as Mr. Smith was
alive nobody :made any complaint
about the cnippled condition of the de-
partment, but:when the vacancy oc-
curred, thednsurance men and those
interested im that branch of the state
business expected that the governor
would fill the place at once. Petitions
from the underwriters of both cities
were at once filed with the governor,
urging the appointment of the present
deputy, but for some reason the govV-
ernor has kept putting it off and for
months Mr. Lightbourne has continued
to perform: the work of commissioner
and deputy. It is generally thought
that Gov. Clough's delay is to make
use of the position in' his present cam-
paign. Twenty people want the place
and half that many are confident that
the governor wili recognize their claim
if ‘he is re-elected. Nineteen will ac-
cordingly be disappointed. On the
other hand the governor's friends say
it was hardly worth while to fill the
position if a new man is selected as
chief executive of the state, who will
turn over the office Jan. 1. That, how-
ever, it is claimed has nothing to do
with helping the need at the present
time of having the position filled. The
office is interested in some legislation
which will be necessary at the coming
session and it takes time to frame it
up. The new insurance law passed last
yvear was full of errors, many of them
clerical, which {t is thought should be
straightened out at the coming session
of the legislature. If Deputy Insurance
Commissioner Lightbourne has any-
thing to say about it he will try to
have the law put in shape.

“But I don’t know what to do about
it,” says Mr. Lightbourne. “I might
think that @ number of changes would
improve the law and spend a lot of
time in getting them in shape, when
somebody weuld come in here as com-
missioner who would have altogether
different ideas about it. My work
would therefere be useless. I think
however, that immediately after elec-
tion I will cemmence to give some at-
tention to the matter any way, and if
such changes-as I think are necessary,
together with the corrections of the
clerical errorsinthe present law, should
meet the approval of the next com-
missioner, ser much the better. The
work will be so that we can have it
placed before the legislature early in
the session. Our experience during the
last legislature emphasized the neces-
sity of getting an early start if we ex-
pect to get amything through.”

Mr. Lightbourne does ot know
whether or mot the insurance men will
also have seme amendmen:is to offer
which will obviate the use of the vari-
ous riders now attached to the various
policies used. Some of the riders are
especially unwieldy, but if *he various
agents of the state have laid in a sup-
ply of the blanks at present
vesed with the riders, etc., and should
be compelled to abandon their use;
it would in the aggregate renresent a
Ittle loss. There is little doubt, how-
ever, that some tinkering will be done
to the bill as it now stands. 1t is said
that an attempt will be made to re-
peal the valued policy clause in the
present law, but it is ‘doubtful if that
can  be accomplished. If so. it must
be done at the suggestion of some other
than the insurance interests  of the
state, for the average Minnescta legis-
Jator-is more than suspicious of ‘any
legislation sought by ‘the insuréance
people as between the insurance com-
panies and prospective assurers.

One law which the insuraace men
will endeavor to place on the statue
books will be to regulate the licensing
of agents at country 'points, There
has been a good deal of compiaint be-
cause of the cheap competition at these
points,

A new law regulating assessment
companies will be presentad to the
legislature this winter and will have
a5 a warm companion a senator who
introduced a similar law at the last
session of the legislature. He .intro-
duced the bill then by request and only
took a passing interest in it. The re-
sult was that it dragged along through
the entire session and, while it did
eventually pass the senate, its pro-
gress in the house was so-delayed that
it never reached a final passage. That
same senator was in the office of the
insurance commissioner Saturday ask-
ing about the biil. He has, it seems,
had an unpleasant experience with an
assessment cpmpany since the last ses-
gion of the Hdegislature, and proposes
this winter to make it his business to
see that a new:assessment law is in-
troduced which) will not die a natural
death in either branch of the legisla-
ture.

more to run the various state insti-
tutions that come under the direction
of the state board of corrections and
charities in 1898 and 1899 than it is
costing in 1896 and 1897, if the prelim-
inary estimates of expenses, which
were approved at the quarterly meet-
ing of the board yesterday morning,
are allowed by the coming legislature,
Secretary Hart prepared the figures
and presented them in his report, and
the members of the board think they
are about right, The largest increase
asked for, if obtained, will be expended
on the insane hospitals of the state,
the increarse being $171,900.

Dr. Folwell then introduced the two
fcllowing resolutions, the consider-
ation of which was continued until the
quarterly meeting in next April:

Resolved, That in the judgment of this
board the efficiency of the charitable and
penal institutions would be promoted if super-
intendents and officials and employes where
practicable were requested to reside in dwell-
ings detached from institution buildings.

Resolved, That in the judgment of this
board the efficiency of the charitable and
penal institutions of this state would be pro-
moted If the principle of the eight-hour day
were introduced in a conservative manner and
applied where practicable.

Before the questions come up for
consideration, Secretary Hart will cor-
respond with the proper officials and
learn the result of the operation of the
eight-hour system in other states and
in the service of the general govern-
ment. !

Plans for a county poorhouse in Olm-
sted and one in Ttasca county were ap-
proved. The board advises against the
prcposed change in system in caring for
the poor in Wadena and Kittson coun-
ties.

Mr. Admunson was re-elected as vice
president and chairman of the board.
The consideration of the question of a
civil service law was postponed until
the meeting in July, 1897.

Secretary Hart reported that a per-.

werk of the Minnesota Children’s Home
society showed that it was satisfac-
tery.

In his quarterly report, Secretary
Hart embodied the results of his visits
to all the state institutions. At St.
Peter, Supt. Tomlinson called attention
to the large amount of repairs indis-
pensable to the continued efficiency of.
that institution. He estimates that
it will take $100,000 for the work. At
Rochester hospital- the new domestic
building has afforded great relief. At
the Soldiers’ home the population is
larger than ever at this season of the
year, but the board expects to care for
the necessary increase without any in-
crease in their accommodations. The
number of inmates at the opening of
the school for the deaf was 30 in excess
of the number last year, but at the
present time it is a little less than a
year ago. At the school for the blind,
the attendance is about the same as
a year ago. Supt. Rogers resigned
some time ago, having received a bus!-
ness offer, but the directors have asked
him to reconsider his resignation. The
state public school has suffered from
an epidemie of diphtheria without loss
of life. The training school is to have
much needed additional shop facill-
ties, and it is expected that the techno-
logical work will now be established
on an efficient basis. The hoard of
managers will renew their request of
a few years ago, for a separate school
‘building. At the state prison the result
of the twine business of the past year
has been much more satisfactory than
heretofore. The aggregate business for
the past two years shows a net gain of

$450,000 worth of twine was sold, most-
1y to the farmers. Of this debt, all has
been paid but $6,000. -
