Anna \Yitha\s Story of Cruelty-

Mrs. Caroline Barry Tells of

Her Husband's Leaving:.

Mrs. Amelia Wildt was granted a di-
porce by Judge Kellyyesterday, from

hi r husband, Peter W. Wildt, on the
ground of desertion. The defendant in
the suit is familiarly known as Capt.

Wildt, and was up to a year ago last
spring", assistant secretary of the state
of Minnesota. During a pleasure trip

in Europe in the early summer of last
year, it will be remembered, the cap-

tain was called home to resign two of-
fices for which he was drawing double
salary under the state. Secretary of
State Berg held on to Wildt until every

prominent Republican in the state got

after him, when he reluctantly let his
old pal go.

The parties to '"ie divorce proceed-
ings were married in Albert Lea, in
IS7O, and, according to the story of Mrs.
Wildt, lived happily until April, 1895,

when her husband deserted her and
has since, contrary to her expressed
wishes, continued to live apart from
her. Capt. Wildt is fifty-three years
old, while Mrs. Wildt is forty years of
age. Inreciting the story of her trou-
ble to Judge Kelly,Mrs. Wildt evidenc-
ed unmistakable sincerity and sorrow
at the step which she had been com-
pelled to take.

CASE OF CRUELTY.
Very often the greatest difficulty to

be faced in granting a divorce is the
satisfactory disposition of the children
of the litigants, but Judge Otis, in
the district court, yesterday, uisposed

of a case where the mother begged the
court to assign the custody of a two-
year-old baby to the father against
whom she received a decree.

Anna Witha sued Joseph Witha for
divorce on the grounds of habitual
drunkenness and cruel and inhuman
treatment. The trial developed a sad
story of blighted hopes. The couple
were married when the wife was but
seventeen years old and the husband
twenty-two. He had been a drinking
man previously, but promised to reform
when the couple became man and wife,
but according to the story of the plaint-
iff, the honeymoon was scarcely past
when the defendant regularly filled
himself full of whisky and subjected
her to cruel treatment and brutal as-
saults, often threatening to kill her.
On one occasion he threatened to kill
both the mother and his child with a
razor. The child is now two years old,
and the young wife besought Judge

Otis to give itinto the care of its fath-
er, as she was poor in health and could
scarcely support herself. His people
were at present in custody of the little
boy and were able to support the in-
fant, so the court complied with the
request of the plaintiff.

ANOTHER DESERTION.
Mrs. Caroline Barry, forty-eight

years old, married Thomas M. Barry,
fifty years of age, Feb. 9, 1891. The
couple lived together until March, 1595,
when the husband left for parts un-
known, and yesterday Mrs. Barry ob-
tained a divorce at the hands of Judge
Kelly,on the grounds of desertion. The
story of the brief married life, as told
by Mrs. Barry, was to the effect that
.she had considerable of this world's
goods laid by when she married Barry
and had never opportuned her husband
for money, not even to the extent of
asking him to pay for her railroad

CHINAMEN HAVE A ROW.

The Result of the Purchase of tt
Laundry.

Itis rarely that Chinamen go to law
or the courts, but yesterday Wong
Sing, proprietor of a laundry at 804
Payne avenue, was before Judge
Twohy on a charge of assault and bat-
tery. The complaining witness was
another Chinaman named Lee Wall.
The complaint alleges that on Oct. 12
Lee Wall was assaulted by Wong Sing,
The case was continued to Friday and
Wong Sing released on $100 bonds,
which were furnished by Ohue Yee,
who is engaged in business on Waba-
sha street, near Sixth street.

Lee claims that the affair is the re-
sult of a decree issued by the High-
binders, and that Wong attempted to
killhim on orders from that organi-
zation. Wong, through his friends,
tells a very different story, and^claims
that Lee, who acted as his attorney-in-
fact in a laundry deal, gave him the
"double cross." It was through an
argument growing out of this charge
that the alleged assault and battery
occurred. Wong claims that he and
Lee have been friends for years and
were very friendly until he found that
Lee had attempted to do him in a|
business transaction. Wong and Lee
recently came to St. Paul from Mil-
waukee, where Wong owned a laun-
dry and hired Lee to work for him.

TWOHY SAYS ITS VALID.

Hack Drivers Will Take Their Case
lp Higher.

Judge Twohy yesterday held that the
ordinance prohibiting the standing of
teams on the asphalt pavement for a
longer time than thirty minutes was
valid, and assessed Hackdriver John
Wilson $5 for a violation of the ordi-
nance. Attorney W. P. Hunt, who ap-
peared for Wilson, stated to the court
that he was anxious to make a test
case of the validity of the ordinance
and was prepared to argue and pre-
sent authorities with this end in view.
Judge Twohy said he did not care to
hear them, for the reason that his de-
cision in the matter would only be
taken up to a higher court, and his
opinion was that the ordinance was
valid. At the request of the attorney
for Wilson, the prisoner was delivered
over to the custody of Bailiff McMahon,
and a writ of habeas corpus will be
applied for in the district court. Thi3
willnecessitate a decision of the Judge
before which the writ is returnable as
to the validity of the ordinance. It is
expected whichever way the decision
goes that it will be taken to the su-
preme court for a final settlement. The
hackdriver' union is furnishing the
funds for the fightingof the case. Ed-
ward Dubord, charged with the same
offense, was discharged.

Rev. J. W. Conley read the report
on Home Missions. The contributions
and legacies during the year amounted
to $420,226.61. There are 147 mission-
aries under appointment. Number of
people baptized, 6,258; IS7 ch-.irches or-
ganized; 75,534 Sunday school scholars
in 1,195 schools. Good work has been
done with the negroes and Indians.
The report says;

"This society has never been in a
more trying and critical position than
it is today. On March 31, 1894, there
existed a debt of more than $101,000.

One year later it increased to $108,000.
At the last meeting the debt was $BG,-
--000. The debt is now $130,000."

Rev. G. F. Holt read the report on
Foreign Mission committee. The sub-
stance of it was as follows: The debt
of the Missionary union is $163,827.95.
Legacies during the year amounted to
$189,100.95. The annual donation from
churches, less than $300,000, is about$200,000 less that it costs to carry on
the work as now maintained. The re-
ceipts from the state of Minnesota for
the past year amount to $10,347.72, an
increase of $1,476 over the offerings of
the previous year.

Rev. F. Peterson, when called upon
for an address, asked that he be al-
lowed to appoint a substitute in the
person of George Warner, a mission-ary to China. Mr. Warner delivered
an interesting and powerful address
on his work in China, dwelling on thepoint that when a Chinaman becomes
a Christian he looses his friends and
support of his countrymen, becoming
an outcast.

Rev. A. O. Stevens, in his address
on "A Denominational Paper inEvery
Home" said that he believed a re-
ligiouspaper is a source of inspiration;
that it brings all into closer touch with
fellow Christians; it gives encourage-
ment by being able to tell its readers
what Christianity is doing all around.

Edward Goodman, proprietor of the
Christian Standard, said that he did
not think he could enlarge upon what
Mr. Stevens had stated.

The report of the Pillsbury academy
(Owatonna, Minn..) visitors was then
read by O. A. Williams, D. D. Among
other things, this report stated the fol-
lowing:

"In our visit we were fully satisfied
that Dr. J. W. Ford, who is at the
head of this institution, is the right
man in the right place. As a disclplin-
aiian he is firm and kind; as a guar-
dian he is alert and watchful; as a
teacher of morals his ideas are high;
and as a Christian gentleman he furn-
ishes an illustration and a model for
our young people.

The report gives the following fig-
ures: Number of students enrolled
last year, 301; literary course, 295; in-
strumental music, 67; vocal, 36; art,
26; oratory, 8. In the third week of this
new year 212 students were already en-
rolled. From Baptist connections, 52
per cent; Congregational, 15 per cent;
Methodist, 13 per cent; Presbyterian. 4
per cent; Episcopalian, 5 per cent;
Roman Catholic, 3 per cent; Lutheran,
3 per cent; Universalist, 4 per cent;
Seventh Day Adventist, 1 per cent.
There are students from eight different
states, Minnesota, Wisconsin, North
and South Dakota, Nebraska, lowa,
Illinois and Kentucky. Of 212 enrolled.
107 are members of churches. Seven
were born in foreign countries.

The report advises that the following

additions be made to the academy:
A dormitory for boys; an increased
endowment; more books in the library
and more money in the treasury of the
educational society. The report was.
submitted by O. A. Williams, A. F.
Gale and Addison Moore.

Rev. E. P. Savage made a very In-
teresting address on the "Cause of the
Children's Home Society."

The afternoon session opened with a
praise service, conducted by Rev. C
H. Rust. At its conclusion the con-
vention resumed the busines before it.
The committee appointed to nominate

!the trustees of and visitors to Pills-
bury academy recommended the elec-
tion of all the present trustees, the

The treasurer's report, which was
next submitted, showed the receipts
for the year ending1 Sept. 30, 1896, to be
$15,439.91, and the expenditures $14,-

--550.20. and the balance on hand. $889.71.
The contributions from the churches
aggregated $8,614.41.

The report of the finance committee
followed that of the treasurer.

The finance committee recommended
that in view of the constantly recur-
ring deficit, the convention attempt to
raise for the coming year $10,000. They
further recommended that the super-
intendent of missions, not later than
Nov. 1, send to each church a letter,
advising the amount of its apportion-
ment, requesting the church to vote
whether it will try to raise the
amount, and advise him not later than
Dec. 1, and that unless the responses
are sufficiently favorable the approprl-
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| atian to be further reduced to corre-
spond with the amount that can be
reasonably expected. The amount
sought to be raised was apportioned
among the various associations as fol-
lows: Southeastern, $650; Central.
$700; Minnesota Valley, $710; Western.$200: Minneapolis, $2,900; Eastern$1,475; Northwestern, $550; Swedish.
$1,815; Dane-Norwegian, $1,000.

Rev. J. W. Conley'a report on Chi-cago university contained many inter-
esting figures. The enrollment of
students from July, 1895, to July, 1896,
was 1,881, vt whom 321 were in the
divinity school, 54 being Scandinavi-
ans, 912 were in the colleges and 648
were in the graduate schools.
In response to Mr. Conley's report

on the condition of the Chicago uni-
versity, its president, W. R. Harper,
said a few appropriate words and then
delivered hiß address, his subject being
"America as a Mission Field."

C. N. Hunt, of Minneapolis, Submit-
ted a. report on the spiritual Rtate of
the church. itshowed that the total
additions to membership in the Bap-
tist church In Minnesota during the
year had been 1,100, making the total
number of Baptists in the state 18,179.

Alexander Barnes, of Minneapolis,
then read an original poem, entitled
"Minnesota for Christ," after which
the following missionaries and clergy-
men submitted brief verbal reports of
the work accomplished during the
year:

Rev. G. L. Conley, of the Burr Street
Baptist church; C. E. Oberg, Bethel
mission, Minneapolis; U. L. Christian-
son, district missionary to the. Danes
In Minneapolis; Rev. A. Blomgren, dis-
trict missionary of the- Northeastern
Swedish association; Rev. N. H. By-
ers, of Westbrook; Rev. K. A. Myers,
of Brook Park, and Rev. O. L. Ander-
son, of Staples.

After devotional exercises and a
service of prayer the convention ad-
journed until evening.

The evenimg seslon was opened with
a selection by the double quartette, fol-
lowed by an address by Rev. E. San-
dall on the missionary work done
among the Swedes. He told of the
work as it had been done, givingillus-
trations of the good accomplished and
the difficulties overcome, and outlined
the work of the future. The address
by Rev. K. Nelson on "Work Among
the Norwegians," was along the same
line, telling of the work done and that
remaining to be carlred out. O. A.
Williams, D. D., made an address on
"Long and Short Pastorates." Dr. Wil-
liams advocated long pastorates and
charged pastors not to accept charges
unless they intended to stay; to keep
the work well in hand; to keep fresh
and abreast of the times that they
might work to the best advantage. Dr.
Mabie followed with an address on
"Committee on Systematic Beneficence"
describing the details of the various
societies of the church and speaking
of the diffgrent societies as not being
separate causes when In fact they are
one great cause. He dwelt with the re-
lationship of one society to another
and of how necessary each one is to
the suocess of the other. His address
was well given and his points well
broug-ht out.

!mitted. and, taking Stokes by the collar
;brought him back to the saloon -and turned
; him over to the police.

Tate is a step-son- of Louis Liverpool, the
janitor at the central police station. Therig, which had been hired by Liverpool atMinneapolis yesterday afternoon, was taken
to the Rondo street station. In the bottom ofthe buggy was found the revolver with
which Tate had made his bluff.

Tate is about twenty years of age, and
has served a term in the reformatory. Hewas arrested in February last on a charge ofassault, with a dangerous weapon. At that
time he was living at 578 Marion street
and assaulted his Wife with a knife, inflict-ing a severe wound on her throat- He washeld to the grand jury,but was not indictedUp to midnight Tate had eluded arrest.

COL. SHANDREW TALKS TO THEM.

Chance for the Repetition of Some
finch Trouble as Company A

Had a Year Ago.

The second chapter in the troubles
of Company E, Second regiment, Min-
nesota National guard, was concluded
yesterday when Adjt. Gen. Muehlberg
notified Capt. Clarkson, of .MerriamPark, of the acceptance of hCs resigna-
tion and also of his honorable dis-
charge from the service.

The trouble in Company E all arose
over what was considered by Capt.
Clarkson as an undignified breach of
discipline on the part of two mem-
bers of the company, who, dissatisfied
with the manner in which some trivial
affairs of the company were conducted,
went with complaints to Col. Shandrew.
In the regular army the members of a
company pursuing such a course, it is
said, would be summarily dispatched
about their business,, with injunctions
to report such matters to the captain
in place of endeavoring to make a con-
fidant of the colonel of the regiment.
Instead of adopting this course, it isclaimed that Col. Shandrew inclined
his ear to the plaints of the two dis-
satisfied members of Company E, and
forthwith Capt. Clarkson tendered hisresignation.

ner room and listened to some adviceby Col. Shandrew. Capt. Clarkson was
not present, but- most of the members

of the seventy-eight members of Com-pany E think Capt. Clarkson a capable
officer. Accordingly they did not take
to the remarks of Col. Shandrew withany too much relish. On the contrary,
many of the members are more firmly
than ever impressed with Capt. Clark-
son's ability to command the company,
and, it is said, propose to re-elect him
to the office which he has just resigned
one week from next Wednesday, when
the annual company election will takeplace.

Just what effect such action willpro-
duce among the state guard officials
is a matter of conjecture, but should
the members of Company E persist in
the re-election of Capt. Clarkson, it
will not require a very great stretch
of the imagination to picture a condi-
tion of affairs similar to those which
so completely disrupted Company A,
of Minneapolis, some time ago, when
Lieut. Wade was elected to the cap-
taincy in opposition to the wishes of
the regimental officials and the ad-
jutant general, who refused to issue
Wade's commission after his election.
