speetacle of 300 fighting college stu-
dents, all more or less denuded of their
clothing and several of them absolute-

ly naked, edified citizens and upper

classmen at 4:30 yesterday afternoon. |

The trouble occurred at the conclusion
of a freshman class meeting which was
held in the university gymnasium in
the middle of the afternoon.
moembers of the class issued from-the
building they found about 150 sopho-
mores waiting in a body at the door
and no *sconer had the freshmen ap-
peared upon the threshold than they
were set upon by their enemies and a

battle royal ensued. The affair was
witnessed by President C. K. Adams,
several professors and a large number
of citizens and students who had gath-
ered to watch the foot ball practice,

taking place on the training field at

what is known as the lower campus,
just across the street.from the gym-
nasium building. So far as is known
nc serious injuries resuited, but last
night a large number of the partici-
pants were severely bruised, many
having been knocked out in the affray.
A majerity of the combatants had
more or. less of their clothing, gen-
erally more, torn from their bodies,
and several who had rushed from prac-

tice in the gymnasium dressed in light
Jersey “‘gym” suits were quickly strip-
ped in the melee and under the
pressure of the excitement fought at-
tired only in their innocence.

Rev. A. J. Kempton, of the Baptist
church, in this city, who was a spec-
tater at foot ball practice and who
crossed the street when the fighting
began was caught in the crowd and
roughly handled. Henry Hollister, a

student. was considerably injured from
the severe treatment he received dur-
ing the affray and Henry Dorschel,
left tackle of the foot ball team, was

involved in the battle, Oscar Kull,
president of the freshman class _and
a brother of the famous Fred Kull,

formerly center rush of the University
foot ball team was Iin the forefront of

the battle as became his official po-
sition.
The result of the affray was inglori-

ous defeat to the sophomore class, and
at the conclusion of the battle several
of its members were ducked in the
lake. Toward the close of the strug-
gle, some one telephoned for the city
police, and the patrol wagon was hur-
ried to the scene. The arrival of the
police turned the minds of the fighters
from their mutual strife to combat the
officers, who are looked upon as tra-
ditional enemies of the students, and
a conflict between the officers and stu-
dents was narrowly averted. The offi-
cers were threatened with a ducking
in Lake Mendota, the shores of which
were only a few rods distant, should
they attempt to make any arrests.
The affair has caused considerable
excitement, and conjectures are afloat
today as to what action the unlversity
authorities will take In the matter.

WINONA, Minn, Oct. 15—Maria
Ricks, the famous woman window
smasher, put in her apearance here

last night. She was promptly taken in
tow by the police, and today rested at
the police headquarters, preparatory
to being shipped to Red Wing. To
your representative she told a tale
which, if true, reflects great discredit
upon the health authorities at Austin.
Bhe says for the past few weeks she
has been working at a house in Aus-
tin as a domestic. In the house were
two cases of diphtheria, both children.
The two died of the disease. At about
the time of their death Maria began
her street rambles. She says the Aus-
tin authorities were afraid to have her
g0 about the streets for fear of spread-
ing the diphtheria. So they had her
examined - for imsanity. The probate
court found her sane at present, and
s0 the officials gave her transporta-
tion to Winona. Maria says the con-
ductor greatly objected to having her
on the train, as she is wearing the
same clothes as when working about
the sick beds. Maria says she tried to
smash a car window on her way here,
bui the conduector stopped her.

STRAW

VOTES SIGNIFICANT.

Large Proportion of Bryan's Audis
ences Are McKinley Men.

HURON, 8. D., Oct. 15—As indicating tke
political sentiment in this locality within a
radius of fifty miles of Huron these figures
are given. They represent passengers on
Itralns centering here on Friday, Oct. 9—Bryan
day—and are substantiaily correct. Of the
1,256 people who came over the Chicago &
Northwestern and Great Northern railway
lines 591 were for Bryan, 539 for McKinley,
27 for Palmer and 17 for Levering. There
were 303 people on the Bryan train, of whom
166 cast their straw vote for Bryan, 128‘ for
McKinley, 7 for Palmer and 3 for Levering;
62 who came over the Great Northern did not
vote. Of the 1,200 people who came to the
city in wagons at least one-half were Mec-
Kinley men.

Ancther straw is this: A representative of a
wholesale drug and druggists’ supply house
in Chicago was here a day or two since. He
exhibited 28 orders for goods averaging $500
each, which are to be filled if McKinley is
elected; countermanded if Bryan is elected.
All the orders were taken -in South Dakota
east of the Missouri river.

WHITE METAL MAN RIOTOUS.

They Crente a Disturbance at Spoon.
er's Meeting in West Superior.

WEST SUPERIOR, Oct. 15.—J. C. Spoon-
er addressed the largest audience in this cam-
paign here last night on the political issues.
He spoke three hours to 4,000 people,- some-
times amid the wildest tumult. At one time
the free silver populists fired questions at the
speaker and attempted to run the meeting, and
it took four policemen to restore order. Col.
Spooner offered to thrash the disturbers if

they would wait for him after the perform-
ance.

Crees Returning.

HELENA, Mont., Oct. 15—The Cree Indians
are returning to the United States from the
Dominion of Canada. In allowing them to do
so the Canadian government is violating an
agreement entered into between it and tHe
United States. This compact, which was only
closed a few months back, after years of
parleying between the two eountries, was to
the effect that 1t this government would de-
liver the Crees to the Canadian government
it would take care of them and keep them
within its confines. The Crees are a dirty set
of Indians, and several times have spread
smallpox and diphtheria throughout Montana.
The executive office of the state has not yet
received official notice that the Indians are
returning and consequently has not had the
opportunity to call the attention of the Cax)a-
dian government to what is going on, and in-
sist upon protection.

Cowboys With a Hand Organ,

PIERRE, 8. D., Oct. 15.—A number of
cowboys were in the city today with the cat-
tle which were being started for the Chicego
market, and after the trains were gone, pro-
ceeded to enjoy life in their own style. Sev-
eral of them captured the outfit of a biind
organ grinder, and proceeded to do business
for him. They were not backward in pro-
claiming that they were in the business for
the cash there was in it, and did not allow
any of their crowd to get away without a
donation, and it is safe to say that the organ
made more money for its owner the short tims
the cowboys were running it than it ever has
in the same time before.

Not So Serious at Austin.

AUSTIN, Minn., Oct. 15.—Instead of being
200 cases of diphtheria here and a record
of eighteen deaths, there are but thirty-six
houses under quarantine, several with but
one case, and only six deaths in the city.
But twelve houses have actual diphtheria,
the other cases being sore throats of a seri-
ous nature, which the board of health is
making every effort to confine and guard. The
attack on the local school and health board in
a St. Paul paper from Albert Lea yesterday
is totally unwarranted, and is deeply re-
sented. There have been a few deaths from
the disease at houses in the surrounding
country, and the utmost precautions are be-
ing taken there also. —

AN ALL-AROUND VILLAIN.

Startling Confession From the Miss.
ing Wisconsin Politician.

JUNEATU, Wis,, Oct. 15.—All doubt as
\the character of W. T. Rambusch,
whose disappearance last week led to
an investigation which disclosed busi-
ness transactions that were, to say the
least, questionable, was removed this
morning when a jetter was reccived
from him making a confession which
fully substantiates the anticipations of
those who feared the worst.
The letter was dated, Phila-
delphia, and addressed to his wife.
In the letter, Mr. Ragmbusch makes a
full confession, as complete in detail
as the limits of an ordinary letter will

| permit,

The most startling information the

letter contains is that he would take-

his life. In fact he expected to be
dead before the letter reached Juneau.
He doubtless was on his way to some
seaport on the Southern Atlantic coast,
where there would be less danger of
apprehension than at New York or
Boston.

The Philadelphia letter contained
quite full accounts of the situation at
Juneau. A duplicate set of keys to all
the rooms and wvaults in the court
house were found-afmong Rambusch’s
effects and an examination has re-
vealed the fact that official records
have been freely tampered with.

Startling revelations are now being
made in regard to the burning of the
Dodge county court house, and the de-
struction of all records in 1877. The
‘fire was laid at the door of a default-
ing county treasurer, but the then dis-
trict attorney had reason to believe
that Mr. Rambusch had set fire to the
building, and he had such good grounds
that he employed Pinkerton detectlves
to work up the case. They found evi-
dence tending to prove that Ram-
busch was the guiity man, but it was
not sufficient to make a case, and the
matter was dropped. Nobody ever
knew any thing about it, except the
district attorney and one or two friends,

but the fact now comes out.

‘At ‘present they are estimated at $200;-
000, but additional cases are constantly
being found and the figures will no
doubt be greatly swelled by later de-
velopments. t
