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BUSINESS  BETTER

BRADSTREET’'S SAYS THAT THE
CONDITIONS GENERALLY AR-E
MUCH IMPROVED,

ON SIGNS OF SOUND MONEY.

MERCHANTS FIGURE THAT SILVER
CANNOT WIN AND ARE PLAC-
ING ORDERS,

DUN POINTS TO HOPEFUL SIGNS,

The Exports Exceed the Imports to
A Great Extent and Business
Is Recovering.

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.—Bradstreet’'s
tomorrow will say, while the volume of
general trade has not inereased ma-
terially, new conditions are favorable
to an early improvement. Notwith-
standing many interior merchants pre-
fer to wait until after election before
placing orders, and others are willing
to order subject to cancellation, should
the movement for free coinage of sil-
ver be successful. The sentiment at
large business centers, as regards the
success of the campaign for sound
mconey is assured. In some instances
merchants are discovering that view
of the situation by placing erders.
Features of the business week are the
centinuedadvance in price and strength
of wheat and the maintenanceof a large
volume of wheat exports, notably to
India and Australia. While wool is no
higher, holders have sold enough to
render them indifferent to immediate
business and are holding stocks for
full figures. While new orders for iron
and steel products are not being placed
freely, they would be if makers would
accept current quotations for 1897. On
the Paciflc coast trade has been stimu-
lated by the advance in wheat and
continued activity in exports of lumber
and other staples.

Exports of wheat (flour included as
wheat) from both coasts of the United
States and from Montreal this week
amount to 4,156,817 bushels, against
4,050,000 bushels last week; 2,409,000
bushels in the week one year ago; 3,192,-
000 bushels two years ago; 2,709,000
bushels three years ago, and as com-
pared with 3,270,000 bushels in 1892.

The total number of business failures
reported throughout the United States
this week is 279, 12 less than last week,
10 less than in the second week of Oc-
tober, 1895, but 26 more than in 1894.
As compared with the second week of
October, 1893, this week’s total shows
a decline of 61. There are 30 business
failures reported from Canada this
week, against 37 last week, 37 in the
week one year ago, 39 two years ago,
and 34 three years ago.

DUN'S VIEW OF IT.

Improvement Is Consequent on

Turning the Balance of Trade.

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade tomor-
row will say:

The one commercial change which
more than any other insures better
business in the near future is the ex-
cess of merchandise exports over ‘im-
ports. In September exports were $85,-
098,594 and imports only $50,825,705, the
excess of exports $34,272,889, in pay-
ment for which net imperts of gold
were $34,249,183. Last year the excess
of merchandise imports was $6,765,257,
In September and net exports of gold
$16,506,558, In the four principal classes
exports increased $20,641,13¢ more tRan
half in cotton. In two weeks of October
the exports from New York have in-
creased 30.6 per cent against 61.2 in
September, while imports have de-
creased 24 per cent against’35.2 in Sep-
tember. Continued shipments of gold
from Europe, not including $4,000,000
from Australia, now amount to $59,-
250,000 since the movement began of
which $52,250,000 has already arrived
and have not been arrested by
measures taken by the great European
banks. The heavy movement of grain
is the corner stone. After an increase
of §5,923,675 in exports of breadstuffs
in September there have been shipped
the past week from Atlantic ports
alone 2,134,774 bushels, flour included
and 4,203,845 in two weeks of October
against 3,510,271 bushels last year. A
more important fact is that all avail-
eble grain freights have been engaged
for months ahead here and on the
Pacific coast. The minister of agricul-
ture in India stated in council on
Thursday that distress was expected
in a large part of India as the result
of a drought, but importations of
wheat from California would help to
prevent actual famine. A high official
of Russia, now in this country, con-
firms accounts of shortness in the Rus-
slan yield. The estimate that Europe
will  fall 100,000,000 bushels short od
last year in supply of wheat was
strongly supported, and, while the de-
partment estimates of the yield in this
country are not credited, there is every
reason to expect 2 remarkable foreign
demand. Western receipts fall a little
below last year’s and for two weeks
have been 14,235,016 bushels against 15,-
084,483 last year. Wheat has advanced
4% cents for tke week and corn 2 cents.

Failures for the week have been 328,
In the United States. against 263 last
year, and 40 in Canada agzainst 46 last
year.

WILL WANT WHEAT.

European Crop Reports Indicate a
General Shortage.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 16.—The Euro-
pean reports of the agricultural depart-
ment issued by the chief statisticians
show the crop of Great Britain has been
somewhat reduced in the north and in
Scotland by the persistent wet weather
of September, which practically ruined
most of the wheat ungathered. In the
scuthern counties harvesting opera-
tions were completed before the bad
weather set in, and the wheat is of a
ficer milling quality than been
known for years. The report says :

“Fifty million busiels would be a iih-
eral estimate for the product of Great
Britain. The barley crop has been
shortened - and  seriously injured in
quality by the rain. Hay and oats are
ehcrt, not only here, but on the Baltie.

Hence it may be expected that there

will be a good market for imported hay
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extremely disappointing, and the same
statement is made about all the Panu-
‘blan countries. - During the harvest
year, ended July, 1895, these countries
shipped more corn to England than did
the United States; while during the

Russia — There is a big deficit
in the Russian wheat crop,. The
highest estimate puts . the cro
at 374,000,000 bushels, the lowest under
300,000,000. General opinion inclines to-
ward the lower. Russian shippers now
are holding persistently above the mar-
ket.

It is practically certain the end of the
harvest year will see no great sur-
plusses, and it Is reason to suppose
there will be no further reductions of
wheat areas, such as have been observ-

France—There is no material loss in
wheat from bad harvest weather. The
barley crop is, however, somewhat af-
fected. The estimate of the wheat crop
of the National Association of French
Millers issued last week is higher than
the official estimate. The millers’ fig-
ures are as follows: - Acreage 16,966,-
000; bushels, 344,000,000; official acreage.
17,103,000: bushels, 827,000,000. Last
year’s crop grown on 17,360,000 acres
was 333,000,000 bushels.

Germany—The wheat crop was a
poor average except in Prussia, where
it is officially reported below the aver-
age. The annual production of this
cereal, however, is small in compar.
ison with that of rye and potatoes.
The estimate of the rye crop, 316,000,000
bushels, is considerably over the aver-
age and is believed to be excessive.
TI’otatoes are expected to give only
| half a crop. It may be expected that
| the wheat import of 1896-7 will exceed

the average and that a larger pro-
| portion than usual will come from the
United States. This of course would
be nullified by any considerable ad-
vance in the price of wheat,-a not un-
likely contingeney.

Denmark—Wheat is a good average.
The sowings of winter wheat are now
well along.

Spain—In the estimate by the Hun-
garian minister of agriculture of the
wheat crops of the world, he considered
that Spain would harvest 72,356,000,
The deficit of the year is estimated by
him to exceed 34,000,000 bushels, more
than double that of last year.

Austria-Hungary—Wheat under av-
erage, and reports as to corn crop are
not optimistic.

Italy—An average crop all around.

Roumania—The estimate is 69,600,000
bushels of wheat. The corn crop is
