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CANTERBURY. Eng. Oct. 16.— There

is general mourning throughout Great
Britain today. Passing bells have been
tollingalmost every where, and memor-

ial services in honor of the late
Archbishop of Canterbury and primate

of England are being held.
The funeral services of the most

Rev. Edward White Benson, D. D., who
died suddenly in Hawarden church on
Sunday last, while attending divine
service, have been held in hundreds
of churches. The lying-in-state of the
remains of the deceased prelate in Can-
terbury cathedral was watched
throughout by the clergy of Canter-
bury, the sisters of St. Peter and the

boys of the St. Augustine school, and
was the occasion for the wending

around the aisles of the vast edifice of

a continuous stream of clergy, nota-

bilities and members of all classes of
society, all bent upon taking at least a
farewell glance at the casket contain-
ing the body of the venerable and well
loved priest.

The primate's throne was heavily
draped with violet velvet, on which
was richly embroidered the arms of
the see of Canterbury on a silver
ground. The floor about the grave,
which is situated in the northwest cor-
ner of the cathedral, under the tower,
was covered with scarlet cloth and
the grave itself was lined with violet
velvet The doors at the cathedral
wore besieged at the earliest hour in
spite of the rainy weather and the
strong police force was reinforced by
a squadron of Sixteenth Lancers who
did sentry duty around the old build-
ing, while the ceremony lasted. The
religious services began at 8 o'clock in
the morning, when the dean of Can-
terbury, Dr. Farrar. celebrated holy
communion.

The second service opened at 9
o'clock, and consisted of prayers for
the dead. After this the coffin was re-
moved to the martyrdom chapel, em-
palled in white and gold embroidery,
upon which rested some superb floral
offerings. By this time the sky had
become darker and the interior of the
building, which was hung with violet
velvet, was gloomier than ever, an ef-
fect which was intensified, instead of
relieved by the flickering of the count-
less tapers, etc. The principal service
began at 12:30 p. m., with a crowd of
most distinguished people present, in
addition to the throngs which filled the
cathedral to the most distant corner.

The funeral procession, which was
r«ryiered more imposing in appearance
by the presence of a guard of honor ;
frAnthe Sixteenth Landers, formed inI
the cloisters. Itwas composed of the
clergy of the diocese of Canterbury,
in full robes; the rural deans, delega-
tions from the diocese of Truro. the j
house of lords and the house of com- j
mons. large numbers of church dig-!
citariefs. representatives of Cambridge
university, the lord lieutenant of Kent,
twenty bishops, fifty canons, the arch-
bishop of Dublin, Archdeacon Farrar.
the archbishop of York, the Rev. Hugh
Benson and the officers of the province
and diocese.

Eight pall pearers escorted the body
to the tomb. They were: The earl
of Crangrook, the head master of j
."Wellington college, of which institu-
tion the late Dr. Benson was head
master from its opening In 1858 down
to 1572. the dean of Lincoln. Lord Mac- j
Haghten, the master of Trinity college, i
Cambridge; Lord Ashcombe. Sir E. M.
Thompson and the chancellor of Truro.

Archdeacon Farrar and the arch-
bishop of York officiated, respectively,
at the grace and blessing. The casket,
upon which rested Mr. and Mrs. Glad-
stone's floral cross, was then lowered
into the grave. The floral tributes in-
cluded offerings from Queen Victoria,
Emperor William, the prince and
princess of Wales and others.

C. I>. James' Answer to Arehlttshop

Ireland.
To the Lord Archbishop of St. Paul.

Your Grace: Ihave read your letter on the
issues of the political campaign, and was
struck by your frank avowal that you did
not write as a churchman. Would it not, I
needs must ask, have beseemed one who is,
and is known to be, a churchman of your
standing, had you either suppressed your
name, inseparable in the imagination of thou-
sands from your profession, your rank, andyour record; or else considered, before so farcommitting yourself, whether the church hasanything to say on a question which Iam
most happy to agree with you in pronouncing
moral? From the earliest to the latest period
of her history, you must know, the churchhas, with unfailing consistency, denounced
usury as an Illicitmeans of obtaining money.
Under the old law this practice was forbidden
to the chosen people in their dealings with oneanother, and permitted "for the hardness of
men's hearts." as regarded transactions with
the Gentiles only (Exodus xxii., 25; Leviticus
xxv., 36 and 37; Deuteronomy xxii..19 and 20).
Tho greatest sain* of the old law classed it
with slander, breach of faith and bribery
(Psalms xv.. 3 to 5). The restorer of Israel
held it to void contracts (Nehemlah v., 7 to
Iff. The wise king pronounced it accursed
(Proverbs xxvlii., S). The prophet of the
captivity made it a chief mark of difference
between wicked and righteous— like idolatry,
adultery, extortion, robbery, murder and un-
natural vice (Ezekiel xvlll., 5 to 13; xxii., 11
and 12). When the veil of the temple was
rent, and the expiring breath of the crucified
Redeemer fused into one brotherhood all
souls, whether Jew or Gentile, who love the
name of Christ, the Mosaic prohibition of
usury was extended to the dealings of all
Christians, whatever their nationality. Only
those unbelieving Jews who rejected the
Messiah still felt themselves at liberty to
practice it: and that not with their brethren,
but only with us. whom they regarded as
beathen or apostate-'. Our Lord Himself de-
clared that sinners— not saints, as the Infidel
philosopher Turgot attempted to make him
say

—
but even sinners, lend, "for to receive

as* much," IX V. (and no more), else they
could not make the slightest pretension to be
Christian sinners (Luke vi.. 34). The posi-
tion of the church was plainly stated by St.
Augustine in his third sermon on Psalms
xxxvi.,where he condemns all usury on any
kind of loan. Hl*,thesis was Incorporated
into the canon law: and Is perfectly received
by all writers on the same (see Concina "Ueura
Contractus Trinl," Romae, 1745). The receiving
of interest on loans (whether little or much)
was justified only on those grounds known
as damnum emergens and lucrum cessans;
until after the Reformation. At this late date,
Iam aware, some Jesuit casuists attempted
to justify receiving the legal rate In any
case; and that their teaching has found its
way into certain books of casuistry now com-
mon. B«t f»r from being approved at Rome,
this doctrine has been condemned at Rome,
and is. in short, a sufficiently notorious error.
For It involves this, that where there is
no legal rate the lender may take what-
ever profit he caa get; apropos Jo which that
great chaciuion of ancient Catholic virtue,
Innocent XI., condemned this proposition:
"Usura ncn est dum u'tra sortem aliquid
exipitur tanquam ex beiievolentia et grati-

tudine debitum. sed solum si exigatur tan-

ouam ex justltla delitum." ("Conferences
sur l'Usure," Paris. 1745.) To like pur-
nose, the Sorbonne. in 1677. decided "all
Srofit ond all gain derived from a loan, how-
ever small it may b?. Is usury." ("Diet, dcs
Cm -je Conscience, Act. Usure, Yarn, l<d-.)

But, in truth, Ineed not go deep Into C*Ui-
olic authorities, for th« Protestant theolo-
gian* who have defended this praetioe. an
moral and theological grounds, are extreme-ly few. Calvin. Salmaslus and Mollnaeus
about complete the list. The glory of de-
fending it. In defiance of 'the cosstant tra-
dition of councils, from the beginning, with
the oldest, that of popes, fathers, Interpre-
ters of the Roman church" (Bossuet. 2d
Pastoral against R. Simon) was. until you
arose above the horiaon, reserved for the
Secularists. Hume. Adam Smith. Turgot andBonthauu, It must, however, be acknowl-edged that thwe Is one noticeable excep-

j tion—the infamous Alblgenslan heretics of
Languedoc. who equally justified paederastta,
and whom the great Catholic poet Dante had
in his mind when he classed together 'So-
dom and Cahors."

There la another reason why 1 need notInquire curiou3ly whether the attempt ofsome obscure opportunists, since the Ref-ormation, to Justify legal plunder of thepoor be orthodox or not. Let It fee if any
one pleases that interest to an establishedlegal rate Is permitted for the faithful, this
has no bearing on the great money-lending
operations of London and Frankfort. Theyare governed by no law but that economicone which you. adopting the phraseology ofsuch orthodox authorities as Bentham andTurgot, pronounce resistless; thus attrib-
uting to the ordinance of God that which
the prophets, apostles, fathers, popes, coun-
cils and, in short, every revered ec-
clesiastical authority, from Moses down toManning, unanimously, as with one voice,
attribute to the rapacity of men. Ineednot remind your grace what it 13 called inthoology to attribute to God that which isnot of His nature. But Imust admire theIngenuity of your confession that you speak
'without warrant from your ecclesiasticalposition." Only by renouncing your ec-

clesiastical position, by thrusting religion and
ethics out of the discussion, by assumingthe premises of fatalism, secularism andutilitarianism, are you enabled to avoid ec-
clesiastical censure.

As a politician, of course, you may say
what you like; but as a prieat, a Catholic, ora Christian you could not have undertaken
the defense of the unbelieving usurers in
the most gigantic grab they ever perpetrated,
without a certainty of condemnation, ex-tending probably beyond your writings to
yourself, should any one choose to bring
what you have written before Rome. Youask, is it honest to try to pay debts with half
the money which we receive when contract-
ing them? Let me answer by asking you
whether it is honest for usurers to raise the
value of our notes? As for which of iheaequestions be the pertinent one, Iappeal to
the article "Silver," In the Encyclopaedia
Brttannica. Your history is of a piece withyour ethics when you ignore such a fact as
this eminent, fair, conscientious. British au-thority there plainly slates— the fact, Imean,
that the alleged depreciation of sliver is due
to demonetization ; that there has been no
depreciation; that the phenomenon with
which we are actually confronted is an arti-
ficial appreciation of gold, brought about
obviously by the usurers through those gov-
ernments which they can bully. That our own
government, tho strongest and most vitally
interested among those which principally
suffer by the conspiring of these half-dozen
London and Frankfort Jews, can . success-
fully resist them, you pronounce "mere non-
sense." IfPatrick Henry and his compeers
had thought so when, in the legislature of
Virginia, he thundered his immortal reply
to the same pusillanimous argument, you
would not now have a country to betray!Nor, If such cowardly counsels should pre-
vail, is there much hope for the unhappy
land whose name you bear, and which, tillnow, has thought that she could rely upon
your patriotism! After accusing Mr. Bry-
an's supporters of rebellion, secession, re-pudiation, and all the other wretched cant
for whose curbstone distribution Baron
Rothschild and his American agents are so
liberally paying, your grace has said
that you "impeach neither their good faith
nor their honor." They will appreciate the
moderation of your language, and wish they
could return the compliment. But, good
God! to what must we attribute it when a
Protestant layman is able to expose the theo-
logical unsoundness of a Catholic archbishop;
when an obscure Englishman, naturalized inAmerica, must reprove the unpatriotic tim-
idity of a representative Irishman? To what
but that corrupting influence so early rec-
ognized by the heathen poet:

"Quid non mortaii-a pectora cogis,
Aurl sacra fames?" —
