One of the largest departments at
one of the national political headquar-

ters in Chicago gives its sole attention
to wheelmen. It is in charge of Mr.
James R. Dunn, of Ohio, and he has
under him three stenographers, two
clerics, a page and two mailing clerks.
While bicycle clubs have taken part

in previous campaigns, this is the first
time an attempt has been made to
utilize them as an organized body.

There are said to be 1,500,000 men
bicycle riders in the United States, and
the claim is made that quite two-thirds
of them are or willbe enlisted in cam-
paign work. They are used as mes-
sengers, distributors of documents,
speakers at cross-roads meetings and
escorts to take part in parades.* * *

The decision of the directors of the
national cycle board of trade to cut
down the period of guarantee on wheels
from one year to six months was the
most important move in the trade last
week. The directors met in New York
city and this was the agreement they
all signed: "We agree with the pur-
chaser of each bicycle to make
good-, by repair or replacement, when
delivered at our factory, transporta-
tion prepaid, any imperfection or de-
fect inmaterial or manufacture of such
bicycle not caused by missuse or ne-
glect; provided that the factory serial
numl>er shall be on such bicycle at
the time the claim is made, and that
all imperfect or defective parts shall
be referred to us before any claim for
repair or replacement shall be allowed.
This guarantee continues for six
months from the date of the sale by
the agent." It is argued that six
months is long enough for any defect
In any wheel to manifest itself. Ifany
part breaks after having been used
that long it cannot very well be due
to an imperfection. Some of the direc-
tors wanted to abolish the guarantee,
while others argued for three months
from the sale of the wheel by the
agent. Six months was finally agreed
•upon as being an equitable guarantee.
In the last two years the long guar-
antee has caused the companies much
annoyance because of the abuse of the
privilege. • • •

CYCLE PATHS AND HIGHWAYS

Share Alike In the Benefit** Expected
to Be Derived From the Agi-

tation.

Representatives of the various St.
Paul bicycle clubs met in the office of
A. B. Ovitt, 1003 Pioneer Press building,
yesterday afternoon and passed the fol-

.lowing resolutions pertaining to good
roads:

Resolved, That the state of Minnesota neecla
a good roads commission and a law similar
to the law of New Jersey, granting state aid
to such counties as willbuild roads according
to specifications furnished by the state com-
missioners.

Resolved, That the wheelmen of the state
are requested to propound to the various "can-
didates for the legislature the following ques-
tions, and vote for those only who will vote
for good roads:

1. Will you vote for the appointment of
state road commissioners?

2. Will you vote for a billgranting a limit-
ed sum per annum as state aid to such towns
and counties as will raise GO per cent of the
money necessary to build roads, under the
direction of such commissioners, and for a
constitutional amendment, if one is found to
be necessary, in order to carry out this pur-
pose?

3. Will you vote for a bill appropriating a
small annual sum for the construction of
cycle paths?

4. Will you favor a bill providing a penalty
for using cycle paths by others than wheel-
men and pedestrians?

Resolved, That a convention of all the
wheelmen in the state be held Dec. 22, at the
Ryan hotel, in St. Paul, and all bicycle clubs
Inthe state be invited to send representatives.

Resolved, That A. B. Choate, of Minneap-
olis; Carl Taylor, of St. Paul; J. I.Wilson,
of Winona, and J. B. Cotton, of Duluth. be,
and they are hereby appointed a committee
on legislation to prepare bills for discussion
at the convention to be held Dec. 22.

The action of the bicycle clubs means
that thousands of people throughout
the state are alive to the- question of
good roads,' not only to make a new is-
sue in the conning legislative campaign,
but to also carry their project to a ter-
mination, so far as the enactment of
an acceptable law is concerned, at this
winter's session of the legislature, if
such a course be possible. The advent
of the cycle path, It is claimed, was a
step in the rig-ht direction, and it is
said that the opposition which was at
first manifested against wheelmen on
the part of farmers generally, has been
in a measure overcome by this agency.
Even now the farmers are using the
cycle paths themselves in going to and
from stores and postoffices, preferring |
to w*.lk the distances along the smooth
path instead of troubling themselves
to hitch up their teams. Itis asserted
that the virtue of the cycle path has
dene a great deal toward dispelling the
opposition of the farmer, and that now
they are beginning to regard the wheel-
men in the light of benefactors, and
stand ready to assist them in their
efforts to procure good roads.

The New Jersey law, to which refer-
ence Is made in the resolutions adopt-
ed yesterday, is regarded by those com-
petent to judge as the best good roads
enactment upon the statute books of
any state in the Union. In its modified
form, It has been in effect for three
or four years, and in addition to pro-
viding ideal conditions for wheelmen,
it is said that the farmers of the state
are so well pleased with its workings,
that appropriations for the cause of
good roads can.net be made rapidly
enough to suit them. The law provides
for the appointment of good roads
commissioners at large throughout the
state whose duties shall be to super-
vise the building of all roads. These
officials may or may not be paid a
salary as the resources at the command
of the good roads cause may warrant.
Inreality, there appears to be no need
that they be salaried officials as the
law provides for the appointment by
the commissioners of an expert super-
visor who has immediate and full
charge of road building. This official
is appointed for a number of years and
it is his duty to thoroughly canvass
the state for the purpose of ascertain-
ing what kind of material is available
for roads, the minimum cost at which
it can be secured and the best and
cheapest kind of a road to build. His
knowledge thus gained, it is claimed,
makes the expert one who can build
the best roads at the least cost, and
while acting under a commission there
need not necessarily be any expense
attached to the maintenance of such
a board. In defraying the cost of the
roads, the law apportions the amount
in such a ratio that it is said less of
the expense falls upon the individual,
township, county and state than pre-
vious to its enactment. Under its oper-
ation the township pays 10 per cent,
the county 35 per cent and the state 40
per cent. By this apportionment the
cities of the different counties defray
most of the county assessment, while
the state at large pays its share, leav-ing simply the township assessment to
fall upon the shoulders of the farmer.

State Senator Ozmun, in speaking of
the matter yesterday, said: "Ihearti-
ly indorse the resolution adopted by
the cycle clubs in favor of good roads,
and will do all in my power to aid the
cause in the senate. Ihave given the
good roads laws of the different states
considerable attention, and Iam of
the opinion that the law of New Jer-
sey is by far the most desirable of any.
In addition to this, Ihave traveled the
roads of Union - county, N. J., where
the best results of the law are appreci-
able, and Ifound them fully equal in
construction to the roads of Europe,
which are admitted to be excellentThey are macadam roads built upon a
stone foundation and their durability
is said to be beyond question, while
the matter of keeping them in condition
is an Item of small expense."

At the meeting yesterday afternoon,
a letter was read from A. B. Choate,
of Minneapolis, stating that he was
heartily in favor of the proposed plan
and that he would bring the matter to
the attention of the cyclists of the
Mill City.

A HAMILTON-ST. PAUL DEAL.
The following deal played at Man-

hattan Beach between Hamilton and
St. Paul is interesting mainly on ac-
count of the q(fet«Jn which confronts
South on picking Aip his" hand. The
correct lead f*omJSouth's hand has
been the subject of a. good deal of dis-
cussion. Each suit having its advo-
cates; St. PauL led a trump, Hamilton
the seven of ofefpsndis; other players
who were showsf |H$ hand, would have
led queen of he«ts, still others the four
of clubs; the re^onang in favor of each
of these different leads would be inter-
esting reading f \ve strongly favor the
trump lead, with some preference for
queen of hearts as second choice. The
play at the table w|lere the trump was
led is given b^ov/. The play at the
other table we are not able to remem-
ber beyond the fourth trick; the seven
of diamonds was led, North won with
queen and returned the suit; South
continued with the third round, Northtrumped with eight of trumps and East
over trumped with the ten. East then
led eight of clubs, on which South play-
ed nine and West, jack, North winning
with queen; the subsequent play has
escaped our memory, but North and
South made eight tricks on the deal,
a gain of two for »£ Paul. The handawere:

COMMENT.
Trick I—We approve Souths lead ofa trump. It is his only four-card suit,

and the balance of his hand is fairly
strong. We should be pleased to have
Mr. Work's opinion of this lead and to
know whether he defends the lead of
seven of diamonds which was made at
the other table by a member of his
team. There is hardly a question in
whist about which there Is so much
difference of opinion as the lead from
hands containing four trumps and
three three-card suits. We suggest
this hand for use in one of the Tele-
graph's whist contests.

Trick 6
—

South leads queen of hearts
to his partner's suit, which is fairly in-
dicated by East's club lead and West's
diamond discard. West rightly covers
withking to prevent a finesse by East.

Trick 7—North returns his fourth best
heart. Cavendish would return the
lowest of four or more remaining, but
we find many advantages from re-
turning fourth best.

Trick B—South (jan see that North has
the remaining hearts with the excep-
tion of the ten or nine. This card may
be the ten, and., if so, may be either
with West or Bast, for West may have
covered from king,""ten, deuce. South
leads the losing trump, giving a clear
trick over any other Way he could have
made. South is entitled to credit for
the play, but itis. doubtful whether it
was sound. Ifha could have placed the
ten of hearts with North, the sound-
ness of the play Is unquestionable; but
he can not do so; ifitis withEast, the
losing trump lead can gain nothing and
will lose a trick*over the Heart lead if
the diamonds are distributed as they
actually are. If the entire command
in diamonds is with North and South,
or ifNorth holds the king guarded, the
lead loses nothing.' jit* ten of hearts is
with West, the^oshig trump lead may
lose nothing, or.it may lose one or even
two tricks, depending on the lay of the
diamonds; as they actually lie, it would
lose one trick, providing West leads
a club on winning the lead of a heart
by South, and plays king of diamonds
second-hand on a lead of a small dia-
mond by South. The position is an in-
teresting one, and will bear close anal-
ysis.

Trick 9
—

South again plays on the
assumption that North holds ten ofhearts; to gain any advantage from
the losing trump lead, he must put up
ace of diamonds here, and he does it,
knowing that he can discard his two
small diamonds if the hearts lie as he
appears to consider most probable.

Trick 10—South guards against the
possibility of losing his ace of clubs
by making itbefore leading the heart,
for West can take all the other tricks
with diamonds if he or his partner
holds ten of hearts.

COMMENT BY MR. WORK.
We published last week a deal from

the Hamilton-St. Paul match at Brook-
lyn which contained two xeatures of
unusual interest; the low lead from
ace and five others, and the play third
hand of ace of trumps and the return
of a small one, holding ace, queen and
two small. The Philadelphia Telegraph
publishes the deal with our comments,
and adds some interesting notes which
we give below. We are pleased to learn
that we were mistaken In thinking
that the Eastern expert would not
commend the 10w,.,1ea,d from the hand.
Followingis the Telegraph's comment:"

"We cannot agree with Mr. Bunn
that few experts outside of the Twin
Cities would lead a fourth best heart
with West's hand. While with weak
trumps we consider it dangerous pol-
icy to make this opening, and think
our opinion in that respect is generally
shared; with as strong a trump com-
bination as ace, queen and two others
we favor Mr. Bunn'a pet opinion, and
believe a very general sentiment of
the best players in the East, at least,
is in accord with this judgment. We
are surprised that in this particular
deal, the Hamilton West played as he
did in two different situations. We
would have supposed that any one
of the Hamilton, four would, with the
West hand, hav^ opened the fourth
best heart, and we would further have
expected that even he had failed
to make this opening he would have
"guessed" at the~ signal and led trump
at trick 2. IfHe fikd done this the
disadvantage of tire ace lead would
have been entirely remedied. The
chances are that, owing to the calibre
of his opponents, he was more conser-
vative than his usual policy dictated.

"The situation at table 1, trick 2,
seems to emphasize the need of the
adoption of the ace, queen echo to show
four trumps, as suggested by this de-
partment last year. As the situation
stood, without that convention, if West
wins with the ace and returns the
queen, Instead of the fourth best, there
is grave danger that his partner will
read him with but three ami exhaust
all his trumps. The proposed play
which we propose to discuss at length
in the near future would have been
of the greatest value in this instance."

THE GRAND COUP.
Cavendish says that the opportunity

for making the grand coup will occur
on an average not more than once in
twenty thousand games. We ttelieve
that this is no exaggeration; we have
seen the play made but once in our
whist experience prior to Oct. 14, 1896.
In the progressive game, at the St. Paul
Chess and Whist club last Wednesday
night, the opportunity arose and was
promptly taken advantage of. We
give the deal and play below; Messrs.
Briggs and Bunn; were the North and
Scuth players. The gTand coup is not
Initself a difficult play;it requires only
careful attention rto the fall of the cards
to be able to perceive the chance when
it arises, and nomore whtet ability to
take advantage' of "the chance than
many other situations require.

North has no other leadthan a trump. East makes the ordin-ary play of king second hand, and itis fortunate he did so, for. otherwise,

the chance for the grand coup would
not have arisen.

Trick 3—West plays a false cardwhich, for the time being-, makes
North think that South has the other
two trumps. Of course North knows
that East has no more and that thejack and eight are together with Southor West.

Trick 4—West thinks that the out-
look for the club suit is not pleasant,
and leads from his three spades.

Trick— East thinks that South has
trumps left, and returns his partner's
club suit in preference to the spade.

Tricks 6-7—West makes his two
commanding spades, and Souths fail-ure to trump marks jack and eight
of trumps with West. South echoes
in his discards to signify that he is
throwing away from his long suit, a
fact that North must perceive any-
way, but the echo serves to induce
North to credit South with strength
as well as length in the diamond suit.

Trick B—West's lead of a club is
Questionable, as he can place the
tenace with South; however, West can
also place the diamonds in Souths
hand, and his play should not be criti-
cized too severely, especially as it gives
North the opportunity of a lifetime.
Had West led a diamond at this point,
North's play w&uld have been more
difficult, but he could have made a
grand-stand play by discarding ace
of diamonds on Souths lead of king
of clubs, trumping another club, and
returning his small diamond. This
would not be the grand coup, but a
play ofa much more difficult character
requiring brilliant play by both South
and North.

Trick 9—South perceives the situa-
tion and leads king of clubs. South
undoubtedly expected North to make
the play he did; North has left ten,
seven and six of trumps, and ace. eight
of diamonds; he knows that ifhe dis-
cards his small diamond on this trick,
he will be compelled to win the next
trick with ace of diamonds and lead a
trump to West's jack, eight, while if
he trumps king of clubs and South has
king of diamonds, the lead will come
through West and he will make only j
his jack of trumps. Even ifSouth has
not king of diamonds, the play cannot
lose, as the loss of a diamond trick
will be made up by making the lead
come through West's trump tenace.North, therefore, trumps his partner's
trick.

Trick 10-13— The coup succeeds.
South has the necessary card, and West
makes but one trump.

Trick I—lt is clear that East can

make a trick by leading king of hearts,
and this was done at a few tables. If
East follows with ace of hearts, and
South calls for trumps, as he would
be justified in doing, East and West
will take two tricks on the deal.

Tricks 2-3—South, though having
great strength in trumps, does not call;
he is strong enough to stand a force,
and hopes that North can establish his
clubs on the third round, if he is not
called upon by a trump signal to aban-
don his suit. We do not think that
many good whist players would begin
the call in this hand, but there is so
much abuse of the trump call among
players who like to display their know-
ledge of it, and do not stop to consider
the consequences, that it can do no
harm to give this rather extreme illu-
stration.
