ACCORDING TO JIDGE BRILL.

Who Discusses the Rights of Ruil-
muils Quite Exhaustively in

His Decision.

Judge Brill handed down an im- j

portant decision yesterday Involving
the legal question whether a tract of
land belonging to the Minnesota Trans-
fer Railway company and situated in
the Midway district, is liable for taxes
under the rule exempting land actually
in use by railroad companies from tax-
ation on the payment by the road of a
certain per cent of its gross earnings. I
The decision means the payment to j
Ramsey county of about $10,000 in1

taxes from 1888 to 1894 inclusive, the
court finding that the tract of land
was properly assessed.

The facts In the case were stipulated
by the county attorney and Attorney
Norrish on behalf of the Minnesota
Transfer Railway company. Judge
Brill's accompanying memorandum
setting forth the facts and his opinion
is as follows:

The owner of the property in ques-
tion is a railway corporation organized
under the laws of this state, and has
properly paid to the state the per-
centage upon Its gross earnings pro-
vided for by the statute, in lieu of
taxes upon its property. It owns a
considerable tract of land in this coun-
ty, all of which, except a small amount,
was acquired in 1884, and all of which,
under the stipulation of facts, was acr
quired as and for a part and parcel of
its yards and grounds as an entirety. |
The 28.30 acres sought to be taxed I
are part of two government quarter
sections in section 33, town, 29, range
23. The two forty acres of which the
tract is a part, are traversed by tracks
of the railway company, and they lie
in the southeast corner of the com-
pany's holding, and are bounded on
the north by University avenue, on the
east by Prior avenue, on the south for
a portion of the distance by tht tracks
of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
railway, and for the remaining dis-
tance on the south, and on the west
by a line drawn 50 feet from the line
of the railway company's southerly
and easterly tracks. This tract is not
enclosed by any fence, and there has
been no physical segregation of the
tract by t" "impany from the remain-
der of the 1 fiheld by it. The taxing
officers have omitted from the tract
sought to be taxed 50 feet along the
easterly side of the tracks of the com-
pany, thus allowing for the usual right
of way of railroads. The taxes sought
to be recovered amount to something
over $10,000, and there is no dispute
over the amount, or as to the regular-
ity of the proceedings, if the land is
taxable at all.

The principle applicable to this case
as declared in the case of Ramses 1

county against Railway Company, 33
Minn., 542, is, that the property of a
railway company which may be held
and used, or may fairly be said to be
held for use presently, for railroad pur-
poses, is exempt from direct taxation,

and that property not used and not
held for use presently, though held in

good faith with the purpose at some
future time to devoting it to use, is
not exempt. Property to be exempt

must either be in actual use or in pro-
cess of being appropriated to actual
use.

The land here sought to be taxed has
never been in actual use for railroad
purposes, and itis not in process of ap-
propriation to actual use^ unless the
fact that the tracks of the railway com-
pany were built across the government

subdivision of which the land taxed is

a part, constitutes an appropriation of

the entire government subdivision. It
may be in a particular case that the
use of part of a government subdivis-
ion, or part of town lot, may be of
such nature and so far extended that
It would constitute an appropriation of

the whole. But it could not be held
that the running of a track across the
corner of a quarter setion would be an
appropriation of the entire one hundred
and sixty (160) acres. In determining

whether the whole subdivision or tract
is appropriated to present use by the
use of a part, it is proper to consider
the nature and situation of the prop-
erty, the extent of the property not
used, its form and its relation to the
property in use. The land in question
here is a considerable tract; it is in the
interurban district and apparently

within the city limits. Itlies in a com-
pact body and is bounded on two side*
by city streets; it is not surrounded by

the used land of the company, but is
easily severable from it. It has not
been in actual use and it has evidently
not been the purpose during the years

for which taxes are claimed, to use it
presently. Ithink it must be held that

this land has not been appropriated to

the uses of the railroad company, that
it is not in process of being appropri-
ated, and, therefore, that it is taxable.

Charles Cohen, Frank Smith and
Frank Kelliher had a trial before Judge
Twohy yesterday on a charge of visit-
ing a disreputable resort Thursday
night. City Attorney Darragh ap-
peared for the prosecution and, dur-
ing the progress of the case, informed
the court that the police were at fault
in that they constantly arrested both
Cohen and Smith whenever they ap-
ptared on the street. Judgp Twohy
thought the city attorney had been
rr.isinformed as to the habits of the
young men and referred to ihe num-
ber of times they had been before him
in the court. The fact that they were
picked up by the officers at ." o'clock
in the morning at a disreputable re-
sort did not look as though they were
conducting themselves in a very order-
ly manner. Cohen and KelHher were
given thirty days in the workhousi
and the case against Smith was con-
tinued to Oct. 20 with the understand-
ing that he was to leave the city be-
fore that date or receive a like sen \u25a0

tence.

AFTER ELEVEN YEARS OF HAPPY,
UNDISPUTED LEADERSHIP IN

THE ELITE.

NOT EXCLUSIVE ENOUGH SOW.

That Is Snld to He the InnioM
Secret of the Club's

Exit. . ,;

Vale, Nushka.
The "Look-Looks," after eleven years'

fun and frolic, will pass from public
gaze tomorrow night, leaving them
hundreds of deep sighs of regret.

The Nushka club was formed for the
purpose of promoting winter sports

Dec. 21, 1885, and, after it had served
this, it branched out on social lines,
and for a decade has been the circle
around which the younger swelldom
of the city swung.

But it's all over now. Nushka has
but twenty-four hours more to live,
and its outgoing will mark the end
of the most successful, the most ex-
clusive, the best managed and the
longest lived organization of its kind
which ever found favor on the hill.

The end of the Nushkas was not
brought about through the usual rea-
sons; the club was not broke. On the
contrary, the club has a snug sum in
its treasury. That alone established a
new record for social organizations.

The truth is, confidentially speaking,

that the Nushka lines, as originally
drawn, are said to have been warped
and bent through the admission of
members who were thought to have
less of the blue blood in their veins
than was supposed to have coursed
through the originators of the organ-
ization. This is said to be one of the
reasons for the disbandment. The
club was thought to be getting too
democratic even for these very demo-
cratic times. The Nushkas used to be
very "long"on exclusiveness. None but
the swellest of the swell among the
young men and women could get in.
The rattle of the black-ball was heard
oftener than the rattle of the white,

and in this way for years the member-
ship rolls were kept up to par. At that
time "par" meant 100 per cent blue.

Of course the Nushkas do not like to
admit that this is the reason, but some
of them do admit it privately you know.
The outward reasons given are that
the younger members of the club have
al! been married off, and that there
no longer remains the same element
of "single blessedness" from which
the old-time enthusiasm was drawn.
It was a pre-eminently young folks'
club^ you know, although young mar-
ried couples were not excluded. The
hands at the helm of the club were
young men whose bank accounts were
either fat through inheritance or
through some other equally lucky
cause. But this was not the only
represent of prospective members. In-
deed this right and many have been
overlooked in the case of those of
recognized social standing and un-
blemished character.

Another reason is that the old club
house on Western avenue is not ap-
preciated, not used, and is not properly
arranged anyhow, and it might just as
well be given up until the club can
build; that the club can not build now
and might just as well disband until
that happy day arrives.

And so tomorrow night there willbea meeting at which it is expected the
executive committee will recommend
the disbandment of the organization.
That this step will be taken is gen-
erally believed byall the members of the
club seen by the Globe yesterday.

And then
—

Itis supposed that in the spring the
older members of the Nushka will get
together again, form another club onsome such lines as the old, overhaul
the membership, and • confine the ad-
missions to those who are proven up to
par. This is not the openly published
plan, but it is what every one expects
and might as well be published. Thar
the new club will embrace the out-of-
door features is hardly expected as In-
terest In this sort of things is aboutplayed out. Summer sports have be-come more popular as winter sports
have declined in interest.

The Nushka club was one of the
most noted social and athletic organi-
zations in the West. Itwas noted notonly for its exclusiveness, but for the
whole-souled interest and enthusiasm
the members had in out of door win-
ter amusements. Many healthy con-stitutions, both among its men andwomen members can be traced to thecross country runs and sports of theday.

The Nushkas were originally a to-boggan club. In fact the club was or-ganized for the first great carnival in
St. Paul in 1885. It took part in thisgreat event and made a great hit, at-
tracting notice and commend from
hundreds of visitors from abroad Thesuccess of the club that year attractednew members constantly and the roll
within twelve months contained thenames of seventy-five of the leading
young people of the city. The consti-
tution of the club set forth the objects
as the social enjoyment of out-of-doorsports, and the aiding of, and assisting
in the celebration of winter carnivalsin St. Paul. The officers were a presi-dent, captain, lieutenant, secretary
treasurer and an executive committeeof fifteen members, five of whom werethe officers mentioned. The functionsof the president were nominal, belneto preside at the meetings, call specialsessions, etc., etc. The captain was theman who had his hands full Upon
him devolved the duty of supervisingthe out-of-door sports, the care andsupervision of the toboggan slides andthe management of indoor contests
The captain was also a man In whomwas vested all the powers of an auto-crat. He had the authority to order outnaughty members, levy fines for non-attendance and insubordination buteven he was under the control of theall-powerful executive committee Theduties of the lieutenant were similarbut subordinate to captain, and he wassupposed to manage affairs during theabsence of his chief. s Tne

In the membership clause of the con-stitution there Is also considerable ofinterest. There was no set formula by
which the social standing of a candi-date could be judged. The club had noprivate chemist to examine the blood
of would be members to determine thepresence of possible mediocrity Butthe executive committee had a littlesystem of its own which never used to
fail in those days.

The unmarried membership of the
club was originally limited to fiftymen
and the same number of women. The
married list was supposed to com-prise the members already married
when the constitution was adopted, andthose provided for "by the natural in-crease by marriage of club members
"The growth of the club in the matri-
monial department was limited to tencouples per year. They had a very
pretty little way of admitting the
Isdies. The executive committeepicked out a fair one whose presence
would grace the club itnd addressed to
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her a unanimous invitation to honor
the club with her name, and ifthe fair
one was willing to be wooed, she sent
her written acceptance. The married
ladles had the best pf it in point of
finance. They were 'Only required to
pay $2 dues, while the unmarried lady
had to offer $5. The contract did not
stipulate either gold or silver. The
men paid $25 down and their regular
dues. There was never a scarcity of
funds. The club was never In debt in
its history and always had plenty of
the coin of the realm on hand to pay
for some of the ftjvellest functions
which ever took place in the city.

The uniform of the club was one of
the prettiest ever seen in the country-
Many of the members ha* formerly be-
longed to the local of the St.
George Toboggan Club otMontreal and
Winnipeg, who wort a Hvhite blanket
suit with purple, red and green borders.
But the Nushkas wanted something
original. They also wjbited a color
which would not 6Jisilyi soil, and a
pretty red was selected* The garments
and the hood were of red, trimmed with
a zig-zag Grecian border, with black
edgings, black lining, red toque with
black band and tassel, black stockings

and black sash without fringe.
The Nushkas also had a. coat of arms

which was exceedingly pretty and
original. It consisted of a black shield
upon which was worked a white polar
tear and a red initial "N." The effect
of the uniform was' striking. Upon
days when fifty gentlemen with their
ladies romped across the country on
snow shoes, or risked their lives upon
the toboggan slide, there was always
plenty of excitement. The bright red
suits against a background of pure
white snow formed a singularly fetch-
ing picture.

SOME NUSHKA HISTORY.
The annual winter carnival idea took

firm root in the favors of the people,
and the young folks determined to
make out-of-door amusements popular.
The day when pale and languid women
and male stoics were popular had al-
ready gone past, and in the place of
those society freaks had risen a gen-

eration of robust young men and
women. They clamored for out-door
excitement and the secured it in whole-
sale quantities.

Ten of the young men of the city

conceived the Nushka club. They

worked hard upon its outlines, and
when they submitted it to their friends,

the scheme immediately took. The
birth of the Nushka really occurred in
the old "Monastery" on Wabasha street
across from the state capital, which
was a popular bach^Qrs' paradise. It
was decided to iimftedlately proceed
with the organization in order that
the club might take an active part in
the winter carnival of that year. The
org-anizers looked around for a name.
Everyone wanted something very much
Indian. In view of the fact that the
members were to risk their necks upon
toboggans, the club decided to chose
the name "Nushka," which being inter-
preted is "Look-look." There was also
a certain amount of romance connected
with the name, and it became popular.
1 The charter members of the club
were Messrs. M. J. Boyle, F. E. Han-
son, J. S. How, W. ,H. Hyndraan, A.
F. Jacassy, J. N. Jackson, L. E. New-
port, W. F. Peet, F. Skipwith and
George R. Squires. Mr.;Hyndman was
elected president, "W, Ft Peet, secre-
tary and treasurer, M.J. Beyle, captain,
L. E. Newport, lieutenant, all to hold
office for the season of lS£5-6.

iMontreal toboggan experts who were
used to almost anything from a grave-

jyard to a church spire, said the Crocus
hill slide was almost too steep for even
them. The slide heMMts popularity

; for two years, and then a>n era of snow-
shoeing, skating and other amusements
held sway for several years longer. The
Nushka took part in many parades, the
annual carnivals, the storming of the
great ice palaces and won a national
reputation. The rendezvous for cross
country tramps was at Merriam Park,
where suppers were served and dances
indulged in. Soon the club instituted
regular informal "Saturday Nights."

Later the Nushkas -adopted Washing-
ton's birthday as the time for merry-
making and famcy and masque balls,
and all sorts of odd things came off on
that day. The date for their grand hops
was New Year's Day. In1883 the skat-
ing rink at Western and Summit ave-
nues took up considerable attention.

The club had its first home at Car-
penter's Look-out on Summit avenue.
It was a cosy but unpretentious place,
but it was none the less enjoyed. The
members of the club would always
meet here before starting on their runs
through the brush.

A few years later and the Nushkas
outgrew their Lock-Omt home and
moved into elegant quarters, now the
Up.ham mansion. They occupied this
stately pile for five years.

The passing of the Nushkas is looked
upon with the keenest regret by all
its members. There is believed to be
a great need of orgatvizations of its
kind. After the club disbands, there
will be no club-house open to menbers
on long winter nights, and the lagk of
this boon will very likely have the
effeot of starting another organization
along the same lines. • The Nushkas'
success was the result of a dozen men's
perseverance, but the name of Cap*.
Jim Wall is always associated closely
withits. history.

Application was made to the probate
court yesterday for the appointment of
a guardian for the young children of
Mr. and Mrs. Harrison Sayre. who
live in Hamline. Some time ago the
Globe published a full account of
the wretched and filthy condition of
the home and children of this strange
couple.

Judge Willrich listened to the testi-
mony of Mrs. Chamberlain, a home
missionary and Mrs. Sxvanson, who
furnished graphic descriptions of the
Sayre's home, with all its dirt and
tilth, and the manner in which the
parents have, neglected their twin ba-
bies, aged about three months. C. B.
Smith, a Minneapolis lawyer, testified
that Sayre was a man of exemplary
habits, who neither drank, smoked
nor chewed. Mr/ Sayre himself took
the stand and corroborated the flatter-
ing estimate of himself furnished by
Mr. Smith. Mr. Sayre said that he
was 67 years of age, that he received a
pension of $50 every three months and
that his butcher's and grocer's bills
amounted to about $40 a month,
though he made his purchases at dif-
ferent stores. Mr. Sayre's testimony
was given in a rambling irrelevant
fashion that raised doubts as to his
mental balance.

Judge Willrich diaposed of the case
by appointing Rev. E. P. Savage, the !
superintendent of the Children's Home
association, guardian of the children.They will be permitted to remain in
the custody of their parents, however, |
with the understanding that Mr. I
Savage may take charge of them, ifI
at any time the parents fail to takeproper care of them.

The case in the police court against
Mr. Sayre, growing out of his failure
to provide for his family, was contin-
ued until Oct. 31.
