His speech was a long one:,

And It Wai Largely Devoted to *
Defense of Hl« Acta as Governor

of Illinois.

NEW YORK. Oct. 17.—John P. Alt-
geld, governor of Illinois, spoke in
Cooper union tonight. It\b seldom that
such a crowd turns out to haar a man
as the one which collected in and
around New York's historic hall to-
night. At least 10,000 persons listened
tc speeches from stands erected on the
outside.

Within, the hall was decorated with
American nags with the picture* of
Bryan and Altgeldabove the platform.

Small American nags had been dis-
tributed among the audience and when
Mr. Altgeld made his appearance
the vast audience arose as one man,
•waved the flags and cheered far sever-
al minutes.

Henry- George preceded Mr. Altgeld
to the platform and he too received a
tremendous ovation.

The meeting was held under the au-
kpices of the German-American Demo-
cratic association, and its president,
."VVm. F. Grail, called the meeting to
order in German and introduced as
chairman Frederick C. Schaub, the can-
didate for lieutenant governor.

Frederick H. Ernst addressed the
meeting in German. While Mr. Ernst
was speaking, Mrs. Mary E. Lease
made her appearance. She was liberal-
ly applauded.

Chairman Schaub produced the fol-
lowing telegram from Win. J. Bryan,

which was read and applauded:
"Big Rapids, Mich., Oct. I?.—Pleaae deliver

the following message: A cordial greeting to
the German-American Democratic association.
Free coinage at 16 to 1without waitingforany
other nation, will furnish a Bounder cur-
rency than is possible under a gold standard,
and will, In the language of Bismarck, exert
a most salutary influence in restoring bi-
metallism throughout the world."

Congressman Sulzer made a brief
speech and was followed by Gov. Alt-
geld, who was received with a storm
of cheers and a cry of "we love you
for the enemies you have made."

Gov. Altgeld's speech was very
lengthy and had been very carefully
prepaxed. There waa 25,000 words of
it in all and it covered exclusively
every propsition involved in the Chi-
cago platform. Inopening the speaker
Bald:
"Ihave come to bring to the patriotic peo-

ple of New York and of the Bast the greet-
ing of the great Mississippi valley; of that
hardy yeomanry of the Central and Western
itates, that has always rallied to the support
Df the American flag in times of danger, and
that Bupports and maintains our institutions
In times of peace. Those great toiling and
producing masses who make our civilization
possible feel that their destiny is linked with
that of the sons ot liberty who Inhabit the
East. We are unwillingto believe out in the
West that patriotism has died east of the
A.lleghanles and that Mammon is the only god
at whose shrine Eastern people bow. We are
Unwillingto believe that the few men inyour
large cities who use government as a con-
venience to make fortunes; who use our re-
public as a mere foraging ground to amass
wealth; who cringe to European aristocracy
and who wave the American flag with one
hand while robbing the public with the other,
represent the sentiment of that section of the
country that was the cradle of American lib-
prty. We do not believe that because you
have In your midst men who value the privi-
lege of taking breakfast with the Prince of
Wales more than they do the blessings of free
government; that because you have In your
tnldst men who are ready to undermine and
to overthrow republican Institutions In our
land in order to gain a temporary personal
advantage for themselves, that therefore the

Sres of liberty which for more than a century
urned upon your hill-topsand Illumined the

World are extinct. We believe that the hearts
of a majority of your people are loyal to the
Institution* of th« fathers, and that they
beat in unison with the hearts of the groat
people of the South and West, who believe
that the time has not come for converting
this republic into an oligarchy.'

Continuing, he said:
"At present there is in addition to the

gold standard a quartette of blighting sisters
in our land, respectively called:"

'Federal interference in local affairs.'"
'Government by injunction.'"
'Usurpation by the United States supreme

court, and, fourth, corruption.'
"All four are clothed In pharisaeism and

pretense, and all recognize the gold standard
as their natural or foster mother. We be-
lieve that these blighting 3isters whose smile
beams paralysis and whose embrace means
death, have no more admirers among your
people than they have among ours.

"This campaign is to decide, not only
whether we shall perpetuate the experiment
of this English financial system, but also
whether we shall permanently adopt these
four sisters into our household and make
them the ruling members of our family."

THE GOLD STANDARD.
He attacked first the gold standard,

\u25a0aying in part:
The mask has been torn from the gold

standard. Our people are beginning to un-
derstand the attempt to introduce it through-
out the commercial world is a disastrous
experiment; that down to 1873 the world used
not only all the gold and all the silver as
money, but so great was the world's busi-
ness that every dollar was loaded with twen-
ty times as much credit; that all the great
achievements of mankind were accomplished
under the bimetallic system; that under
this system everything that makes the civ-
ilization of this century was done, and that
since the introduction of the universal gold
standard the wheels of progress have stood
still. Our people are beginning to understand j
that formerly there was added every year
to the world's stock of money nearly all
of the gold and silver that was mined, which
in a measure kept pace with the increase
of population, but that since 1873 only the
gold has been added; that Is, only one-halfas much has been added each year as there
formerly was, while the population has in-
creased more rapidly than ever, and that this
fact alone must produce a continuous fall in
prices. Our people are beginning to under-
stand that making money scarce makes dearmoney; that dear money means low prices
for property, for the products of the earth
and for the products of labor.

They further understand that as taxes and
debts were not reduced, low prices have de-stroyed the purchasing power of the farming
and purchasing classes, so that they can nolonger buy the products of the factory and the
mill as they formerly did, tn consequence of
which the factory and the mill had to par-
tiallyor wholly shut down, thus In turn de-stroying the purchasing power of the laborer
and that In this manner the gold standard"nas spread paralysis not only over America,
but .over Europe and the civilised world
Our people understand that when th» gov-
ernment? of the earth forced the world offof the bimetallic standard of prices down
onto the low gold standard prices, they prac-
tically doubled the burden of all debtors, and
that strange as It may seem hone of thefharisees who now cry aloud against mak-ing money cheap aad ln|urlng the creditorever uttered a word of sympathy for the poor
debtor.

ANELABORATE DEFENSE.
After paying some attention to what

he termed "the campaign of abuse and
vilification that has been heaped on
opponents of the' gold standard, Gov.
Altgeld readied the piece de resistance
of his speech

—
federal interference in

state matters. It was a lengthy de-
fense of that clause of the Chicago
platform and equally as much a justi-
fication of his official acts as governor
of Illinois. Itconsisted quite largely of
readings from official correspondence
between the speaker. In his official
capacity and officers of the United
States government. His purpose was
to show that federal interference was
uncalled for, and this he sought ~to
demonstrate by the correspondence.
He then made an argument as to the
rights of states and the rights of the
general government. This portion of
his speech had the tenor of a brief of
his own case as governor of Illinois.

Adverting then to the supreme court
plank in the Chicago platform, the
speaker said in part:

The platform declares that the Income tax
law had been passed in strict pursuance of the
uniform decisions of that court for nearly one
hundred years; that the court had In the last
decision sustained objections to that law which
bad previously, been overruled by the same
court, and the platform there-fore in substance
declares In favor of securing the reversal
of that decision

'
If possible and of having

congress do all in its power to equalize the
burdens of taxation so that wealth may bear
its due proportion of the expense of govern-
ment.

This criticism of the supreme court is de-
nounced as subversive of order and destruc-
tive of the respect that is due that tribunal.
Astonishing as it may appear, men formerly
connected with the Democratic party and men
connected with the Republican party insist
that courts are of a sacred character and
above the reach of criticism. My friente, I
give way to no man in admiration for Amer-
ican institutions. My life has been spent
in trying to protect the flag of my country
and trying to advance the educational insti-
tutions of the country, and as an officer of
the court serving in the capacity of prosecutor
and for five years as a judge of the superior
court of Chicago, and after this experience
at the bar and on the bench, Isay to my
countrymen that there cannot be in a re-
public any institution exempt from criticism,
and that when any institute is permitted
to assume that attitude It will destroy re-
publican government. The judicial branch
of the government is just as much subject
to the criticism of the American people as
are the legislative or executive branches, and
It needs this criticism more than does either
of the other two branches, because by reason
of frequent changes the people can make their
will felt in the legislative and executive of-
fices, but as the federal judges are not ap-
pointed by the people and are not responsi-
ble to them, and for all practical purposes
cannot be reached except by the moral senti-
ment and sense of justice created inthe pub-
lic mind by free criticism.

Inconclusion, Qov. Altgeld said:
My fellow citizens, if you do not believe

in the policy advocated by these men (the Re-
publicans), if you are not In favor of con-
verting thbs republic into an oligarcy, if you
believe that this country should at least be
in part governed by the men who toil and
not solely and alone governed by the men
who devour the fruit that others toll for,
then rise in your manhood, stand out in
the sun and before the Almighty declare, as
did the fathers over a hundred years ago,
that we are not only a free, but that we are
an Independent people. Declare that the time
has not yet come when this country must
be made a financial dependency upon Eng-
land, that the experiment of twenty odd
years of having the world's business done
on a single gold standard has been a failure,
that Ithas covered the earth with misery and
distress, and that it must be brought to an
end. Stand up and declare that this country
must return to that standard of prices which
had been the world's standard through all
the centuries that have passed; that standard
under which the foundations of this repub-
lic were laid, under which we grew great
and mighty and became the most powerful
people of the earth; that standard under
which everything that is great, grand and
glorious In the world today was created; that
standard' upon which this wonderful civiliza-
tion of the nineteenth century rests.
Declare yourselves to be In favor of that
policy under which the mints shall again
be opened to both of the metals so that
there willbe an end of this destructive fall
in prices; so that prudent men will again
feel that It is safe to go into business or to
embark in new enterprises. Declare In favor
of an American policy which will
result in instantly inducing intelligent and
enterprising men to open up new fields of
industry, which will at once create a de-
mand for all kinds of labor, all kinds of
skill and for all kinds of talents. Our fathers'
made a declaration of independence and there
followed a century of the grandest develop-
ment ever known upon the earth. If you
believe in the institutions of the fathers
and in perpetuating them, then go to the
polls on the 3d of November ana make a
new declaration of Independence, and there
will follow another century which in grand-
eur and glory and in achievement and the
blessings to be showered upon mankind will
surpass the century that is closing.

GOING IT ALL ALO.\E,

Altveld Tries to Save Himself From
the Wreck.

CHICAGO, Oct. 17.—Trading off Will-
iam J. Bryan in the interests of Gov.
Altgeld is charged by out-and-out
silver men.

They point to the meeting at which
the much vaunted silver raid on Cook
county is to be inaugurated as con-
taining germs of disloyalty to Bryan.
The meeting is to be held in the Audi-
torium next Tuesday evening, and is to
be an Altgeld meeting pure and simple.
It has been agreed that not a word is
to be uttered in behalf of Bryan. Itis
to be "Altgeld,Altgeldand nothing but
Altgeld."

So incensed are the silver extremists
at this development that a meeting has
been called by them for the following
evening, Wednesday, in Central Musichall, where the cry will be "Bryan
Bryan and nothing but Bryan." L. H.Stevens, of Denver, who is in charge of
silver headquarters at the Clifton
house, has arranged for the Music hall
meeting. "The meeting willbe a silver
Republican meeting," said Mr. Stevens,
"and only silver Republicans willspeak
there." There will be no protest
against the boycotting of Bryan at the
Auditorium meeting of the night previ-
ous, but hints will be dropped suffi-
ciently pointed to remind the friends of
Gov. Altgeld that a man named Will-
iam Jennings Bryan is running for the
office of president of the United States.

National Committeeman Jamieson
says he has official and absolute knowl-edge of the trading of Bryan in the in-
terests of Gov. Altgeld. He says this
in no spirit of anxiety, but as going to
show that the Democrats realize that
the state is lost to Bryan and that a
desperate effort is being made to save
something from the cyclone expected
on Nov. 3.

CAMPAIGN LITERATURE.

The Pops and Sllverltea Are AllOut
of It.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.—The silver
party and Populists today ceased the
distribution of campaign documents.
The Republican's and Democrats wlliJ
continue to meet demands practically
until election day, but they are not
sending out documents so liberally as a
few days ago. The Republican con-
gressional committee has distributed
from Washington about 21,000,000 I
pieces, the Democrats about 12,000,000; i
the silverites about 4,000,000 and the
Populists about 1,000,000.

WATSON IN LINE.

The Populiat Candidate la said to
Have Broken Down.

ATLANTA, Ga., Oct. 17—The special
correspondent of the Journal at Thom-
son, the home of the populist vice pres-
idential candidate, telegraphs this
morning that the most important of all
the political conferences held InThom-
son has just come to a close, and a
trio of distinguished Georgia demo-crats, who participated in it,are now
on the Georgia railway, fast bound
for Atlanta.

Maj. J. TJT. Robertson, and Judge
John J. Hunt ariived here last night.
They were immediately driven to the
residence of Hon. Thomas E. Watson,
and remained in consultation with him
until a late hour, when they retired,
spending the night with Mr. Watson.

The consultation was resumed this
morning, and lasted until a few min-
utes before the train left for Atlanta.
Various rumors are afloat as to the ob-
ject of the consultation, but parties
participating in it say that they havenothing to say for publication.

This much, however, can b« stated

authoritatively: Mr. Watson willmeet
Senator Jones, chairman of the demo-
cratic national committee, in Atlanta
next Monday to talk over the cam-
paign. Senator Jones has been no-
tified by telegraph that the meeting
has been arranged, and has answered
that he will be in attendance in At-
lanta Monday. It is further known
that the object of the meeting was to
talk over some plan by which fusion
could be perfected In this state and the
best information obtainable is that the
distinguished Georgia democrats have
discussed it in some length pleasing
to Mr. Watson, and all indications now
are that in a short time Mr. Watson
will be actively stumping the state of
Kansas for William J. Bryan.
Itis not known whether or not Mr.

Watson has In any way changed his
position from the question of fusion,
but it can safely be predicted that
some arrangements satisfactory to Mr.
Watson will be made, or if not satis-
factory, at least such as he will toler-
ate and give his active co-operation
in defeating McKlnley.

Jones Denies It.
CHICAGO, Oct. 17.—A representative

of the Associated Press called on Sen-
ator Jones, chairman of the Democratic
national committee this afternoon and
made him acquainted with the sub-
stance of the dispatch from Atlanta to
the effect that he (Senator Jones) was
to meet Populist Vice Presidential Can-
didate Watson in Atlanta next Monday
for the purpose of arranging terms of
fusion in the state of Georgia between
the Democrats and Populists. When
asked if he had anything to say in
reference to the matter Senator Jones
said:
Ishall not be in Atlanta on Mon-day. There has been no proposition so

far as Iknow for me to meet Mr. Wat-son. As to fusion, of course, Iam in
favor of it. Ihave been writing and
telegraphing our people down there
urging that itbe brought about."
