HARRISON IS OUT

DELIVERS TEN SPEECHES IN INDI-
ANA FOR SOUND MONEY AND
M'KINLEY,

OVATIONS ALONG THE LINE.

PECPLE OUT IN FORCE TO HEAR
AND CHEER THE EX-PRESI-
DENT,

DEFENDS HONOR OF THE NATION.

Considers the Democratic Federal
Interference Plank in One of
the Addresses.

EVANSVILLE, Ind, Oct. 20.—Gen.
Harrison arrived at Evansville at 8
o'clock this evening, having made ten
speeches during the day. Everywhere
there were great crowds and every-
where great interest was manifested.
At Worthington he spoke for thirty
minutes, confining himself to a discus- |
slon of the silver question. At Ed-
wardsport he spoke briefly. At Bush-
rod he addressed several hundred min-
ers who had gathered. At Vincennes
the silver question was again the topic.
Referring to Mr. Bryan’s declaration
that we can have bimetallism with free
coinage, he said:

I say we cannot. This government is a
great &ond strong government, but it can-
not fix the value of everything. If you want
to know what anything is worth, you must
g0 to the market to find out. The statutes
may deciare that a bushel of oats is of the
same value as a bushel of wheat, but that
does not make it so. We must stamp out
with the votes cf a million of our people in
Indizna #nd in the adjeoining states this her-
esy that is pressed upcn us now.

What we want is to return to the condi-
tion of things we had when we had a rev-
enue biil that paid the expenses of the gov-
ernment, and ¢id not put us to t_he necessity
of selling bonds to pay them. We shall find
prosperity just where we lost it. If you
wish to find anything you have lost, you
must go to the place you lost it. You lost
prosperity when you inaugurated the Demo-
cratic pc v, and you must go baclg there
again, & my word for it, you will find
what you have lost.

The demonstration of the day was at

Princeton. Leaving the train, Gep.
Harrison was escorted to the fair
grounds, where an immense crowd

awaited him. From the station to the
fair grounds the streets were filled with
people who cheered enthusiastically as
the distinguished visitor passed them.
A stand had been erected in front of
the grand stand facing the race track.
The grand stand and the space around
the speaker’s stand were filled with
people. ;

Gen. Harrison referred to his per-
sonal relation to the campaign and to
the fact that he spoke to them simply
as one citizen to another. He alluded
to the fact that Mr. Bryan had at-
tempted to show that he occupied a
different position now from that oc-
cupied by him while president, on the
silver. question. He cuoted- at some
length from speeches made by him In
1876 and 1878 .and also from his mes-
sage to congress, He said:

Mr. Bryan stated that in my messages I
was speaking as a statesman, and that in my
present utterances as was speaking as a pol-
ftician. This is what I said to congress and
the people of the United States in 1889. My
voice then, speaking under the responsibil-
ities of a great public office, was precisely
what it is tcday when I speak to you as a
private citizen.

There is one aspect of this campaign _of
which I want to speak for a few moments.
To me it is of supreme importance and in-
terest. Beczuse if we should be beguiled
into free silver and fall into the slough of
a commercial panic, we would get out of it
after a whilee. We would repent ourselves
and deliver curselves. But there is another
proposition involved in this campaign which
if we give cur assent to it, will injure the
government not in its statutes, which may
be repealed by the congress that follows,
but in its great national powers. The Chi-
cago convention declared that it denounces

federal interference with the affairs of the
states, That was not a general proclama-
tion. It had a particular aim. It was di-

rected to, and attempted to describe a par-
ticular event. It was meant to rebuke Mr.
Cleveland for interfering in the Chicago riot
to open a way for the United States mail
and for commerce between the two states.
It was mesant to declare that it was no part
of the business of the national government
to do thai.

When Mr. Bryan indorses that platform,
as he said he does, he declares that if in
any of our great states a riot should break
out and the mail trains should be stopped
and interstate commerce stopped, he will
not feel that he has the right or power as
resident to open a way for the mails of the
Y’nited States and for {ts Interstate com-
merce., He has virtually waid he would feel
that his duty, if elected president and Gov.
Altgeld is elected governor of Illinois. ¥ No,
it will never happen, but I am only giving
you another reason why it should not hap-
pen. If it should happen Mr. Bryan has
put himself in the attitude of saying that
if in any of the states the processes of the
courts of the United States should be de-
fied by a mob and the trains should be
stopped and interstate commerce interrupted,
he would not feel he could interfere, as pres-
ident, to reinforce the United States mar-
shals to execute his writs or push out of
the way the obstructions to the mails; but
that he wouid feel it his duty to go to Gov.
Altgeld and ask him to do it.

Now, in the name of the dead of the great
war for the Union, in the name of the living
who fought with those who gave their lives
that the powers of this national government
might be maintained, 1 protest against such
doctrine. 1 protest to the American people
that 2 man who says the United States has
not the constitutional power to support its
marshals in executing its writs and has not
the power to open the way for the mails and
interstaie commerce, ought not to be the
president of the United States. We had that
thing in 1861 to 1864, The government of
Kentucky thought Mr. Lincoln had no right
to march troops through Kentucky. When
we got home we thought that doctrine was
dead, and I think when this election is over
we will find that it is dead.

Mr. Bryan has said that he has never said
anything to indicate that he would not enforce
the laws. 1 say yes, when he said he be-
lieved in that platform, he said so. Gov.
Altgeld has recently made a speech in New
York city, only last Saturday night, and in
that speech in New York city, he clearly said
that those resolutions of the convention point-
ed to the Chicago riot and to Mr. Cleveland’s
conduct in connection with it. He says that
the marchal of Southern Illinois called upon
him to heip him and enforce the process of
the United States courts, and he complains
that the marshal of Northern Illinois, in-
stead of calling upon him, called upon the
resident of the United States to help him.
No, we cannot diminish the power or the
dignity or the honor of this great nation.
We must hold to the doetrine that the pres-
fdent is the chief executive of the nation,
sworn to execute the laws, has power to ex-
ecute them on every foot of American soil,
without acking anybody’'s consent.

At the conclusion of his speech, the
crowd at the back of the platform de-
manded a speech and the general
Epoke briefly.

At 7:30 p. m, the Evansville demon-
stration was begun by a parade which
was reviewed by Gen. Harrison from a
stand erected at the court house. After
the paradé Gen. Harrison spoke to
2,000 people in Evansville.

i OVATION FOR HARRISON,

People of Indiana Glad to See the
Ex-President.

PRINCETON, Ind., Oect. 20.—Ben-
jamin Harrison left Indianapolis at 9
o’clock this morning over the Indian-
apolis & Vincennes road on his first
Indiana speaking trip. He was accom-
panied by B. B. F. Pierce, R. H. Han-
na, W. T. Durbin, representing the na-
tional committee; Daniel Ransdell. E.
H. Nebeker, H. C. Adams, W. L. Tay-
lor, John L. Griffith, C. C. Foster and
W. L. Ketcham. About seventy-five
people were at the station to see the

departure. Just before the train start-
ed there were calls for Mr. Harrison.
He stepped to the fear platform and
bewed and the cro gave three
cheers,

* The first stop at the 1t Line
Crossing, In West Indianapolis. No ar-

rangements had

gathered and demanded a speech, Gen,
Harrisor spoke briefly and as the train
moved out cheers for Harrison and
McKinley were given. The first sched-
uled stop was Moorsvillee The ex-
president was cheered as he appeared
on the platform, He arraigne the
Democrats for striking down the pro-
tective tariff,

At Martinsville, Gen. Harrison spoke
from the stand which had been erected
near the railroad, about 3,000 people
listened attentively and eagerly. He
conflned himself chiefly to a descrip-
tion of that part of the Chicago plat-
form relating to the use of federal
troops in the states.

At Spencer there was a great demon-
stration. Gen. Harrison discussed the
powers of the federal courts and his
remarks were enthusiastically cheered.

Oregon and Sound Money,

Assistant General Freight Agent S. G.
Fulton, of the Northern Pacific, arrived in
the city from Portland yesterday to attend
the Transcontinental Freight meeting now in
session at the Great Northern offices.

Mr. Fulton is a sound moneéy man, and rays
that the outlook for McKinley in Oregon is
very bright, and he expects the Canton man
will win by a comfortable majority. Busi-
ness in the West, taid Mr. Fulton, was largely
waliting the result of the election.

Traveling Passenger Agent F. B. Sanford,
of the Great Northern, with headquarters at
Chicago, 1s in the city winding up the com-
pany’s Northwestern immigrant business for
the season. Mr. Sanford reports that during
the season just past, large numbers of immi-
grants and land-seekers have taken homes
on unoccupied lands, and that the prospects
for next year are still greater. A few strag-
glers still come up from Southern points,
but the travel will cease in a week or two.

WHEAT RISE IN THE CHICAGO PIT
IS NOT AS YET
CHECKED.

MARKET OPENED BEARISH.

DURING THE MORNING A BIG SLUMP
SEEMED ON THE
_ CARDS,

.
SHARF RALLY IN LATE DEALINGS,

Point Three Cents Above Low Mnark
3 Touched Before the Market Closed
—Coarse Grains Weak,

CHICAGO, Oct. 20.—After ruling easy and
lower all day, wheat suddenly developed
strength and advanced 3%c from the low
point, closing a cent higher than yesterday’s
close. The rally was started on New York
sales of wheat to Spain. All the other mar-
kets were dull, and inclined to weakness.
Corn closed %c lower, oats unchanged and
provisious 2%c to 10c lower.  Enough of the
strength of yesterday’s curb was carried over
today to cause an opening advance in the
price of December wheat of from ¢ to ke,
This was in spite of the bearishness of the
early news, but the slight improvement was
of short duration. The first transactions in
December were all from 7™M to 77%ec, but
before 11 oClock it had declined to 76Y%ec.
The change in the speculative sentiment at
Liverpocl was the main cause of weakness
which developed here, but not the only rea-
son. The public and private Liverpool cables
recelved - before the opening did not agree
as to the decline in that market. Private
cables showed a decline of from 13d to 2d.
The crewd appeared to belleve this report to
be the correct one, and sold wheat liberally
on it. Later cables confirmed their good
judgment. The Northwest receipts were again
heavy. Minneapolis and Duluth reported
1,537 cars, compared with 1,433 on the sim-
ilar day of the week before, and 1,438 on the
corresponding day of the previous year. The
Chicago receipts were 277 cars, but with-
drawals from store were only 10,000 bushels.
The export clearances from the Atlantic sea-
ports amounted in wheat and flour to 339,000
bushels. Liverpool advised a continuance in
the demand for wheat for India, and corn
and oats were wanted also for the same des-
tination.

The market looked during the forenoon as
if headed for a long bear turn. How de-
ceptive are the appearances put on by the
action of the pit trading, was exemplified
during the latter half of the session, when,
from being very weak, the market turned
round and became exceedingly strong. Dur-
ing the forenoon it worked gradually down
until after numerous vicissitudes and quick
reactions, it struck 75%ec for an instant. That
was the turning point and after it had grad-
ually worked its way up again to around
76%c it performed one of those bullish feats
of legerdemain which it has been practicing
for the last two months.

New. York reported the sale of 300,000 bu
of wheat to Spain. This appeared to open
up a new field for the disposal of American
wheat, and naturally had a strong effect.
In an hour’s time an advance of 3l5c took
place, the price of December shooting up to
78%c. Scalpers were slow to realize what
a good scalping risk such a quick advance
was, but when they did they let wheat go
in chunks for about five minutes, and in
that time it dropped to 773%c. That proved
to be only the middle of its closing turn,
however, for in another five minutes it was
g?ngain to 78l4c, and 783c was the closing

Corn opened heavy, though practically un-
changed, depressed by lower cables.  As
long as wheat was willing -it kept with 1t on
the down grade, As soon as the latter began
to pick ftself up, however, near the close,
corn, with a great deal cf energy, rose and
got back to about the opening price. May

siarted at 28%%e, declined to- 28%@28%c, and
closed easy at 29%c.

Oats, while active to a dcgree, did not at-
tract any special attentior. The market was
nervous and unsettled, foliowing the actlon
of corn, but received better support than
that cereal, and showed more strength. Dur-
ing the day the feeling was easy and prices
declined. Later it advanced and closed a
shade higher than yesterday’s final quota-
tions, after a second drop. May opened un-
changed at about 22%c, fluctuated between
21%c and 22%c, and closed steady at 223c.

Provisions showed but little activity.
The market firmed moderately on buying or-
ders, then declined again in the absence of
support. Near the close nearly all of the
loss was recovered on the sudden advance
in wheat. January pork closed 10c lower,
at $7.97%. January lard, 2%c lower, at
$4.52%. January ribs, 5c lower, at $3.95.

Under the Influence of the Wheat
Rally Stocks Closed Strong and
. =~ at the Best,

NEW YORK, Oct. 20.—The stock market
today displayed a =substantial increase in
activity, and business was fairly well dia-
tributed. Aggressive strength was noted,
and in one or two cases the shorts were
severely treated, notably in Burlington and
Chicago Gas. For several days rumors have
been current of a probable squeeze of shorts
in both properties. Special significance was
attached to the fact that the largest buying
orders in the last mentioned stock were re-
ceived from a banking house that has chiefly
been identified with the management. The
extreme advance scored was 4% per cent
to 65%. At intervals the speculation was
quite animated and the dealings embraced
a number of the usually inactive shares.
The upward course of prices was engineered
in the face of a stringent money market, and
the chief motive power was in forecasts of
a continuation of the present extraordinary
grain movement and advances in the prices
of cereals. An additional bull factor was the
reported engagement of an aggregate of over
$5,000,000 in gold from Europe. Higher Lon-
don quotations and moderate purchases for
that account stimulated fractional advances
at the opening with the greatest actlvity in
Sugar and the Grangers. Increasing strength
ruled until midday, when a reactionary tend-
ency developed, and Manhattan and Sugar,
which had exhibited a sagging tendency in
contrast to the general list, dropped 1% and
% per cent, respectively. The other reactions
were £mall and the upward trend was soon
resumed, and on good buying for both ac-
counts,, further gains were recorded. Sugar
and Manhattan subsequently made full re-
coveries. In the usually inactive list, Illinois
Steel rose 38l%. Money on call ranged be-
tween 4 and 8 per cent, closing at 5 per
cent, and in the afternoon a slight stiffen-
ing in exchange rates was noted, due to the
amnfemenm made by gold importers. The
speculation in the late dealings was stim-
ulated by a-revival of strength in the wheat

market. The closing was at the best prices
of the day.

Railroad bonds were strong and more
active. The gains otherwise were less notable
in the speculative issues, but Atchison, Col-
orado & Pacific firsts figured for a rise of
2% per cent. The sales were $1,234,000. Gov-
ernment bonds made a further slight gain on
purchases of $22,000. Silver certificates were
z{tieady.
