If Salisbury Expects a Satlpfaclory
Settlement, as He Says, He Must
Have Weakened.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 23.—It can be
stated positively that no notes or com-
munications of any kind have passed
between Secretary Olney and Lord
Salisbury as to Venezuela and an ar-
bitration treaty since June 22 last, al-
though reports to the contrary have
appearcd. The present negotiations will
be resumed at the point where they
were suspended at that date. Mr. Ol-
ney's final proposal on June 22 was
that, so far as Venezuela was con-
cerned, it should be embraced in a
treaty of arbitration separate from the
general treaty of arbitration. He in-
gisted, however, that Venezuelan arbi-
tration was a prerequisite to any gen-
eral arbitration, and that the arbitra-
tion should be final and embrace all
the territory in dispute, settled as well
as unsettled, Great Britain being op-
posed to including the settled districts.
In view of the statement by the foreign
office that the proposals about to be
meade give Lope of a final settlement,
it seems likely that Lord Salisbury’s
answer to Mr. Olney’s prepositions of
June 22 will be favorable or in the line
of compromising the differences on de-
tails. The call of Sir Julian on Secre-
tary Olney today was one of courtesy
to present his respects after arrival,
and the question of arbitration was
not taken up, except that arrangements
were made for a formal meeting at the
earliest moment Mr. Olney might sug-
gest.

OFFER FROM ENGLAND

Covering Venezuelan and General
Arbitration in Olney’s Hands, é

WASHINGTON, Oct. 23.—Sir Julian
Pauncefote, British ambassador, call-
ed at the state department today for
the purpose of presenting to Secretary
Olney certain propositions regarding
the Venezuelan controversy. Owing to
this being cabinet day, Sir Julian and
the secretary had only ten minutes
conference. The ambassador carried a
large roll of documents which he left
for the careful perusal of the secre-
tary. From the bulk of the documents
it was supposed that they were made
up in large part of the data respect-
ing the extent of the British individual
interest in the disputed boundary ter-
ritory, information which Secretary Ol-
ney has all along sought from the
British side. If this troublesome
phase of the boundary dispute can be
adjusted satisfactorily, there is little
doubt, in view of the statement given
out by the British foreign office, after
Sir Julian’s recent conference’' with
Lord Salisbury and Mr. Chamberlain,
to the effect that Sir Julian ‘“has re-
turned to Washington with certain in-
structions, and negotiations will be re-
opened immediately on his a;z:l.ya}, but
it is too early to say whethdér+eér not
the proposals of the British govern~
ment are likely to be accepted,” that
the main question in dispute can be
speedily settled.

It can be stated authoritively that
the proposals Sir Julian Pauncefote is
authorized by the British foreign of-
fice to present to the state depart-
ment, embrace both the, Venezuelan
boundary cuestion and the question of
a general treaty between Great Bri-
tain and the United States, whereby
all future dishutes will be submittea
to arbitration. The nature of the pro-
posals is such that it is believed  the
dispute over Venezuela is much nearer
to final solution than at any time since
the trouble began.

LONDON UNDERGROUND BOUGHT,

Big Denl Made by American Capital-
ists in London.

ST. LOUIS, Oct.23.—The Republicthis
morning says: A stupendous deal in-
volving a radical change in the pro-
prietorship and system of operation of
one of the most extensive street rail-
way properties in the world has been
practically completed. An American
syndicate has, it is said, secured con-
trol of the famous underground rail-
ways of London, Eng. The syndicate
was formed in Toronto, Canada, and
Ross Mackenzie is at the head of it.
Capitalists from New York, Philadel-
phia and other cities are also interested
and one of the heaviest investors is
stated to be a well known St. Louis
man, whose name for the present is
withheld. The precise amount of money
called for in order to capture the Brit-
ish prize has not been ascertained,
but it is way up in the millions, as
the underground roads of London have
an enormous capitalization and con-
stitute a magnificent property.

Owing to the necessity of acquiring
real estate compensating other owners
and to the expense of diverting drain-
age, making tunnels, etc., the under-
ground roads averaged in many por-
tions a cost of $5,000,000 a mile. In or-
der to properly appreclate the magni-
tude of this deal and the extent to
which it is illustrative of American en-
terprise, progressiveness and daring,
the present status of the underground
railway system of the English métrop-
olis must be well understood. ~

Unlike this country, Great Bgitain
has for years been at a stands !
regards means of rapid transit i cit-
fes. There are not a dozen electric rail-
roads in the country, not a single cable
road and the highest achievement in
street cars is as a rule the horse tram-
way. London sticks to this to its vast
rystem of out of date omnibuses, its
‘ansoms and four wheelers and its un-
derground railways.

SALISBURY INSISTED.

Chinese Ph&-lel-n Kidnapped in
London Was Thereupon Released,

LONDON, Oct, 23.—The Marqguis of
Sulisbury today demanded the imme-
diate release of Sun Yat Sen, the
Clinese physician, said to be a Brit-
:sh subject, who was, according to
ihe statement of his friends, kidnapped
while passing the Chinese legation
here and held a prisonar in the lega-
tion on the charge of having been
engaged in a conspiracy to cverthrow
tlic Manchu dynesty. A compiete cor-
cen of detectives was formed around
the Chinese legation, the officcrs being
crdered to seize Sun Yat Sea and re-
lezse him if he should be brought out.
Trke Marquis of Salisbury, a‘ter read-
ing a number of affidavits in the case,
sent a strongly worded letier to the
Chinese  envoy pointing out that the
method adopted by the legation in
arresting Sun Yat Sen was distinctly
rot needed, as the courts ‘were open
to the Chinese officials’ to obtain any
criminal for legal purposes. The pre-
mier said he could not fail to point
cut that the act savored of unfriend-
liness, as a seeming violation of the
right of asylum to which England was
committed by every tradition and be-
I'ef, and he asked the envoy to imme-
diately release the imprisoned China-
man, and so avoid further unpleasant-
ness. Later in the day, Sir Halliday
MacCartney, the counsellor of the Chi-
rese legation, cailed at the foreign
cflice and said that Sun Yat Sen would
he released without prejudice to the
r:ghts of the legation, which were in-
volved.

Sun Yat Sen’s friend, Dr. Cantlie,
who first raised the question of the
Chinaman’s imprisonment, went to the
Chinese legation at 4:50 with a letter
from the foreign office and not long
afterwards emerged from a side door
with Sun Yat Sen. Threy cntered a
cab and drove to the foreign office
vwhere Sun Yat Sen made a formal
statement of his case. His exit was
witnessed by a large crowd of people.
A representative of the Assoclated
Fress was informed this afternoon
ithat in official circles the detention
cf Yat Ssn is regarded “as a mon-
stious abuse of the privilege of lega-
tion, which cculd hot b2 tolerated for
a moment.”

It appears that Sir HalliGay Mac-
Cartney, on receiving the Marquis of
Salisbury’s ‘note, went to the bedside
¢l the Chinese minister, who is in il
Lealth, and explained to him that the
Marquis of Salishbury insisted upon
the release of Sun Yat Sen. The Chi-
rese minister thereupon cabled to Pe-
kin for instructions, and on the re-
ceipt of an answer, Sun Yat Sen wa
1cleased. 3
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RAMBUSCH SENSATION,

Apparently There Is No End to De-
velopments in the Case,

MILWAUKEE, Oct. 23.—It seems as
though the sensations in the Ram-
busch case were never to end. A tele-
gram received from Fredericksburg,
stating that the officials there had de-
cided to bury Rambusch’s body where
it was found, started the story that he
had not committed suicide. It was
contended here that the body had not
been identified and there was no proof
that it was the absconding banker.
Mrs. Rambusch was afraid that the
insurance companies would not accept
that identification, and she tslegraphed
the authorities to forward the body at
once. A telegram was received in re-
ply stating that the body had been
shipped.

Another report which caused some
excitement was to the effect that cer-
taln Juneau people were arrang-
ing to get hold of the body, and
prevent its burial before it had been
strung up on a tree in the court house
yard. Not much stock was taken in
the story, by Mr. Rambusch’'s friends,
but is was feared that trouble might
ensue if it was allowed to spread, and
the people who were doing the talking,
were prompily told that any such- at-
tempt would be resisted by arms, if
necessary. It is not believed that there
will be- any disturbance, but it is not
likely that there will be a regular fu-
neral. The remains are expected to
arrive some time tomorrow or Sunday,
and they will probably be taken direct
from the train to the burial place.

PORTLAND, Ore., Oct 23.—Frederick
Von Reinstein has gone to Munich, Ba-
varia, to take possession of an estate
left, valued at over $,000,000, and his
title of count.. For the past six months
he has been working as a laborer at the
Cascade locks. He was graduated from
Heidelberg in 1843 and entered the
army. Soon after, on account of his
marrying  a_. burgher’s daughter he
fought a duel and killed his antagonist.
He then left the old couniry and same
to America, locating at St. Louls.

NEW YORK, Oct. 23.—The stock market
conditions were again favorable to the bulls
today.

Covering of shorts was a strong feature.
The broadening tendency of the speculation
was reflected in commission house orders,
and the-inquiry covered a number of usually
inactive stocks, resulting in material gains.
It is undershtgod that the recent strength
-of -the market, in the face of firmer ex-
change r; #pd. the advance in the Bank
of - Engle ef. has been due to adroit
manipulationr—=sgasmst- the shorts in various
properties by powerful operators who are
conficent of material improvement in the
market in the near future. The scope of
these operators also takes in a foreign short
interest in American securities, estimated
at over 100,000 shares of the various Inter-
nationals. This short interest is the result
of the system that prevails in London of
selling cally on American securities for
sixty or ninety-day periods. The calls at
present outstandingf have to a large ex-
tent been bought by the American operat-
ors who are now squeezing the shorts. The
stocks have to be bought against the calls,
which all expire at the end of December.

The market today proved superior to con-
tinued stringency in money rates, a prac-
tically lete ab of d d for even
choice mercantile paper and further ad-
vance in both actual and sterling rates,
but in the late afternocon the unexpected
news of a withdrawal of $1,300,000 in gold
from the sub-treasury by a léading New
York and California banking house. precipl-
tated selling for both accounts. The early
advance in the market list extended to 3%
on Chicago Gas and 21, per cent in Sugar.
The indusgrials generally were helped by
trade advilez and the Southwestern shares
by the expected restoration of harmony be-
tween the recent rate-cutting roads. In the
late recesslon Sugar lost 13c per cent, and
the general list shared fractions. The clos-
ing was ‘steady at fractional net improve-
ments.

Japan’s Awful Disasters.

Prof. Milne points out that Japan in the
recent war lost some 5,000 soldiers. In 1891
an earthquake resulted in the death of about
10,000 people.

This, again, is small compared with
the toll of human lives taken by the same
instrument in 1703, when the number of those
who perished on the coasts of Asia exceeded
100,000.
