MARINE PARADE A FEATURE.

TWO SCORE OF VESSELS, HAND-
SOMELY DECORATED, 1IE1\(.

IN LINE.

WITH TORCHES AND FIREWORKS,

Thousands Marched In the Street
Parade— Oratory to Close the

Evening,

Special to the Globe.
DULUTH, Minn., Oct. 24.— The big-

gest demonstration by all odds ever
held in any cause at the head of the
lakes took place tonight in honor of
sound money and McKinley and Mor-
ris, its representatives. Every branch
of lake and rail interests and all the
industries which supply a source of
income to Duluth were represented
fully,and never in the history of Du-
luth has the city so resounded with en-
thusiasm vented in all possible man-
ner. The best on the programme was
a marine parade in which all small
craft in the harbor took part, line tugs
up to good-sized vessels. Each vessel
was a mass of lights, and fireworks
shot up from all sections of the parade,
in which about forty vessels took part.

As the parade made its evolutions about
the harbor an old scow was burned
and fireworks were sent up. About the
time the marine parade was ended the
street parade started, and this was the
largest ever seen in Duluth. Fully5,000
men were in line, from the lowest grade
of employes of various interests up to
the proprietors. Primarily the dem-
onstration was arranged by the Rail-
way Men's Sound Money club, but as
it grew it drew in all lines of busi-
ness. Railroad men were predominant,
and there were fully 2,000 in line. Five
hundred each came from the Duluth
and Iron Range, and 1,000 more came
from Duluth and the surrounding

towns. The entire board of trade turned
out with all employes and every lum-
bering concern in the city turned out
with most of their employes, also the
Young Men's Republican club and Mc-
Kinley &Hobart Bicycle club with 500
in line. There were twelve bands, and
the entire length of Superior street was
Illuminated and decorated with flags
bunting and pictures of McKinley and
Morris. Twenty-four additional arc
lights in each block lit up the streets
like day. After the parade two large
meetings were held, one in the Lyceum
theater addressed by W. Dudley
Faulke, of Indiana, and A. H. Robin-
eon; and another in the armory, ad-
dressed by Robert Evans. From be-
ginning to end the enthusiasm was un-
paralelled.

MONSTER PARADE.

SPEAKER CRISP'S FUNERAL.

CLOTHING MEN ARRESTED.

Chargred With Frandnlent Disposi-
tion of Goods and Cash.

On Oct. 6, they failed with liabilities of
$144,000 and assets of $44,000. William
Rose was made receiver of the firm.
He found upon an examination accord-
ing to the complaint that they had
$84,000 worth of stock, of which there
was no record upon the books. They
had also drawn out large sums of
money just before the failure. Their

ALMOST NO SUPPORT GIVEN.

MARKET WAS NERVOUS Al_l_ DAY
WITH A STEADY DOWNWARD

TREND.

HEAVY RECEIPTS IN NORTHWEST

With an Unexpected Slump In Liver-
pool Demoralised Holder.* of

Long "Wheat.
i ,_

-

CHICAGO, Oct. 24.—The wheat mar-
ket got back into the sixties today
under semi-demoraliS-ation of holders,
who were nonplussed this morning at
finding Liverpool opening cables show-
ing a decline of 2%d in the face of the
local advance yesterday. The market
was extremely nervous all through the
session, but with a steady downward
tendency. About the only support
given to prices was by holders of puts
and the few lucky ones who stood
short over night. December wheat at
one time showed a loss of 4 cents from
yesterday's close, but recovered three-
fourths of a cent near the end on an
advance at Paris equal to 2 and 3
cents per bushel. Corn and oats were
comparatively firm, on big cash de-
mand, showing a decline at the close of
V* and ,4@%c respectively. Provisions
were firm, closing about unchanged.

The price prevailing at the close of
yesterday's session was 73c for Decem-
ber wheat. The first transactions this
morning were at 70% c down to 70c.
A sale or two in the confusion of the
start was made at 69%c and very little
at that moment brought over 70 cents,
but in the course of the next half
hour's business there was a gradual
advance to 70%c.

Besides the discouragement of thedecline at Liverpool, the heavy move-
ment of spring wheat in the Northwestagain held up its hands for recogni-tion, and some eyes turned to its con-templation that had previously been
steadily looking in the direction of In-
dia. Australia and Africa, away over
the matters of more immediate con-cern, which were daily occurring.
Minneapolis and Duluth reported re-
ceipts of 1,088 cars, compared with 835Saturday of the week before, and 1,116
the corresponding day of last year.
The week's receipts at those places
numbered 7,549 carloads, against 6,664
the previous week, and 7,890 a year
ago.

The Argentine shipments for theweek, as officially reported, were
double those of the week before, but
were still only 96,000 bushels. New
York reported that English houses
were free sellers of wheat there at the
opening, but that numerous buying or-
ders from the continent were executed
at the same time. Very many well
Informed men thought the Liverpool
decline was engineered from here by
leading elevator interests to lessen the
strain upon them for margins on their
hedges. December, after holding steady
for a time around 70%c, declined
regularly to 69c. Then followed a
rally to 70c, with a reaction to 69% c
on continental cables indicating big
advances at Paris, Berlin and Ant-
werp.

WHIRL. OF EXCITEMENT

Closed a Record-Breaking- Wheat
Weelc in New York.

NEW YORK, Oct. 24.—The wheat
market ended today as it begun the
week, in a whirl of excitement. Last
Monday the bulls pushed December
up to 8611-16 cents, and today bears
growled it down to 76% cents. The
break of 3% to 4% cents today was
based on an unexpected decline of 2V2
<q>2% cents in Liverpool cables. As
the trade was prepared for an advance
instead of a break, the news felj like
a bombshell, and quickly turned the
market into pandemonium. The bulls
were badly frightened. As prices fell
they caught large stop loss orders,
which further weighted the market.
After a brief respite the wholesale un-
loading was renewed again near the
close with redoubled vigor. Prices slid
down the scale %.<§)% cent at a clip,
i.ntil the stroke of the gong cut short
the descent. The surprising fall in
Liverpool was the subject of much
comment on change. Late private ca-
bles attributed it to heavy realizing
by small holders. English houses here
were well supplied with selling orders
around the opening. Lots of small
long accounts were begun yesterday
on the idea that wheat had reachedl-ottom, but they all came out today.
Transactions for today were 295,000
bushels. The week past has beaten
the record for constant and violent
fluctuations and daily sensations.
Honors have been about equally di-
vided between bulls and bears..

INCREASE IN RESERVE

One of the Most Favorable Features
of the Bank Statement.

NEW YORK, Oct. 24.—The New YorkFinancier says this week: The in-
crease in the reserve of the associated
banks of New York city, for che weekending October 24, was a favorable
feature of the current bank statement,
revealing as it did, an element of
strength In the local institutions whichwas interpreted as a reassuring sign.
The gain in the net cash holding of thebanks, largely in specie, came as a
pleasant surprise, as it had beenthought that the greater part of thegold received from Europe during thepast seven days, would not be reflected
in the statement, owing to the fact
that it had been for option account.
The increase in specie, therefore, was
justly regarded as an evidence thathoarding had not played an important
part in the week's transactions. The
decrease in loans does not, as might
appear at first sight, indicate any
sharp commercial contraction. It
seems to show, rather, that the tem-
porary advances to gold importers are
being liquidated and that there has
been little, if any, call on ordinary
borrowers for funds.

The banks lost to the interior and
through the treasury during the week,
something like $5,000,000 or about as
much as was received from Europe.
The $1,800,000 withdrawn October 23
for the purpose of obtaining gold from
the treasury does not appear In the
current statement. An item of some
Interest is the decrease in the circula-
tion of the national banks. Since July
last the circulation -of the banks hasexpanded steadily, the total increase
being no less than $6,000,000. The cir-
culation was a naturaJ outgrowth of
the peculiar conditions prevailing and
it is to be Inferred now that the situ*
atlon ls more normal. The notes will
be retired as they come b*.ck to their
center.

WHEAT BOOM THE FACTOR

That Controlled the Stock Specula-
tion ot the Week,

NEW YORK, Oct. 28.—The boom in
the wheat and tributary markets and
incidental report* of crop damage
abroad, Inducing an enormous move-
ment of cereals for export to the sea-
board, constituted the chief motive
power in tihe stock market for the week.
The bullish speculation as to the far*,
reaching beneficial effects of tbe foreign
demand for our breadstuff's and other
food products, the reported utterly In-

adequate transportation facilities for
so great a tonnage and a conviction of
decided improvement in railroad earn
ings and in the general business and
financial situation to result, together
with- the steady inflow of gold, over-
shadowed all other considerations, in-
cluding continued stringency inmoney,
a higher market for foreign exehang .
and an advance of 1per cent in the
minimum rate of discount of the bank
of England to 4 per cent. The early
course of exchange had been down-
ward previous to the last mentioned
development, owing to the pressure
of commercial bills. Bullish sentiment
was stimulated additionally by tho
treasury statistics showing an Increased
International trade bala_.ee in our fa-vor, and in addition to other receipts
of gold from abroad, by the engage-
ment of $5,00 C,OOO for litiport on a sin-
gle day. j-

Financial institutions held the spec
viation in check, as far as practicable,
by imposing exceptional terms on time
loans and acoomfflWD-laKions for short
time periods touchpd 15 per cent. Com-
mercial paper was prattcally unsalable,
there being but ar.Hm|ted inquiry foreven prime paper.

Dealing instocks was active and, as
a rule, much better distributed thanherotof-ire, recently. The grangers
took the initiative in the upward
movement and for.obvious reasons rose
3 to 6 percent withgPurlington leading
Tie market yieldett»n sympathy with
the reaction in .\sp.e__t, but recoveredin the late tradir_&?of the week, anunexpected heavy .withdrawal of gold

HARVARD STUDENTS TRAPPED.

Hy Registering: to Vote They Will
Have to Pity Taxes.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Oct. 24.—Many
hundred students who decided during
the time registration was going onthat they would like to vote at thecoming election have found themselves
ln a pretty pickle.

While the registrars were ln session
about 300 applications were receivedfrom students who wanted to register.
By the time registration closed therewere thirty names of students on the
voting list. Among the questions
asked by the registrars, after the stu-dents were sworn, was one:

"Are you self-supporting?"
In answering this and other ques-

tions most of the students answered in
the affirmative, and that their sup-
port was derived from their possession
of real estate or personal property.
They also answered that their resi-
dences was in Cambridge. In many
cases the answer was given that own-
ership of bonds was the means of sup-
port. "The answers being satisfactory
to the registrars the names were placed
on the list and sent to the assessors.

According to the law of Massachu-
setts bonds or other personal property
are assessable wherever the owner may
be. Real estate is assessable wherever
it may be. The assi»a||ors immediately
assessed those stuifgh&f who were thepossessors of bonds** and the result
was that ln many cases consternation
prevailed.

The assessors are in receipt of sev-
eral letters from students whose names
are on the voting list, and who have
been assessed for -personal property,
which state that their homes are in
Virginia, West Virginia, and other
states. From the protests it would ap-
pear that the young men had over-
looked the possibility of their personal
property being assessed this year.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Oct. 24.—The
Selectmen on Tuesday opposed letting
any Yale men vote here, claiming that
all should go home to east their bal-
lots. Both students and Selectmen ap-
peared withleading counsel today, and
pleaded their sides of the cases for
over two hours. The rooms in the city
hall, where the arguments took place,
were crowded with_Yale men, who
cheered every point made by their
cha/mpiOn. The Pobocratic Selectmen
compromised by allowing most of the
students who are. paying their college
expenses and have., been in college over
a year to vote. -About fifty will be
made voters. The rejected ones will
probably take the cases to the courts.

AS SEEN FROM CHICAGO.

Minnesota. Safe for McKinley—_.l«-rri-
. nra-Plllsliury Rivalry,

CHICAGO, Oct. 24.—The Record,' in a
review of the situation from a Chicago
standpoint, says. "The Republicans of
Minnesota resent the reports that
theirs is a doubtful state. Thfey admit
that John Lind, the Republican silver
advocate, who is running for governor?
with the indorsement of the Demo-
crats, the Populists and several minor
parties, is a very hard man to beat,
because he willbe generally supported
by^the Scandinavian population, who
know and trust him, and are proud
of having bo worthy and eminent a
fellow-countryman, and the Republi-
cans are not confident of defeating
him, but they claim that the very men
who may elect Lind will vote for Mc-
Kinley. Mr. Tarns Bixby,secretary of
the Minnesota Republican committee,
was down her the other day scoffing
at the lack of confidence he found, at

the national Republican headquarters,
and to show his own he offered to bet
any sum of money that was agreeable
that Minnesota would give a larger
plurality for McKinley, in proportion
to her voting population, than either
Wisconsin or lowa. As this proposi-
tion was not convincing, he made an-
other, which was that Minnesota
would cast a larger vote for McKinley
than any state of her population. And,
still further, he offered to bet any
amount that Minnesota would cast
more votes for McKinley than any
state in the union in proportion to her
population, neither Massachusetts nor
New York barred. This bold assertion
was accepted, and the , stakes were
placed at the nearest bank.

"In Minnesota on* of the encourag-
ing symptoms for tl_e«Democrats is a
rivalry between ex-Gov. Merriam and
Mr. Piilsbury, "the Jbigest miller in the
world," for the leadership of the Re-
publican party and a seat in the Unit-
ed States senate. Both of these es-
timable gentlemen are trying to pick
up what they can in the way of sup-
port as the campaign progresses, and
the national committee has several
times been compelled to call in ex-Gov.
Hubbard, who is a friend of both, to

not so acute, and the national ticket
enjoys the benefit."

No Trace of the Bine Cnt Bandits

KANSAS CITY, Oct. 24.—Up to noon
today no trace of the quartette of train
robbers who boldly held up the regular
west-bound Chicago & Alton passenger
train, twenty miles east of here last
evening, has been found.

HOUNDED TO DEATH
SEW BEAUTY OF THE GERMAN

MILITARY SYSTEM BROUGHT I
TO LIGHT.

LIFE MADE UNBEARABLE.

SOLDIER SHOT HIMSELF AS THE
ONLY ESCAPE FROM OFFICIAL

BRUTALITY.

ARTILLERY TO BE REORGANIZED.

The Emperor Has Interested Htm-.
self in an Attempt to Make the

Branch More Effective.

BERLIN, Oct. 24.— Another military
scandal, following closely upon the sen-
tencing of Lieut, yon Bruesewitz to j
four years' imprisonment In a fortress
and to dismissal from the army for
killinga workman with his sword be-
cause the man pushed the officer's chair
while entering a cafe, has created con-
siderable stir in civilian and military
circles. A peasant named Bauer has
several sons in the army, and one of
them was in garrison at Qmund, where
he was made a non-commifesioned of-
ficer. His sergeant, on learning of
young Bauer's advancement, was heard
to exclaim ln a beer house: "I would
like to know the ass of a major who
made Bauer a non-commissioned of-
ficer."

For this utterance the sergeant was
imprisoned for three weeks and was
then transferred to Hellbronn, where
he became the superior of Bauer's
brother, upon whom he took revenge j
for his imprisonment by subjecting him
to systematic brutalities. Bauer once
attempted to commit suicide but failed,

and the cruelties were continued until
the victim, in desperation, took his
rifle and fired a couple of shots into
his own mouth, killinghimself almost
instantly. The military court which
inquired into the matter simply de-
clared it to be an ordinary case of sui-
cide. But a number of officials and
inhabitants of Reidlingen have now
taken the matter up and have com-
pelled the military authorities to re-
open the inquiry which has just begun.

Itis learned upon good authority that
the entire German artillery is about to
be reorganized. Emperor William paid
great attention to the matter during
the recent army manouvers and the
artillery exercises at Kummersdorf.
The plan comprises the formation of
smaller field artillery regiments instead
of the present unwieldy ones; the ap-
pointment of more officers and the
gradual substitution of wide range and
quick firing guns for the present can-
non which are more or less antiquated.

The general staff favors guns of the
Maxim type for machine guns.

In spite of the denials of the govern-

ment press, there is no doubt that his
majesty adheres to his programme for
an increase of the navy, as outlined ln
the big naval memorial prepared by
Admiral yon Hollenban. Partial
credits for twelve new vessels, of which
four will be of the largest type, willbe
asked for of the relchstag for this fall,
totalling 70,000,000 marks Increase over
the naval expenditures of 1896.

The following incident ls reported to
have occurred at the swearing-in of the
naval recruits at Kiel. After deliver-
ing his usual "fear God and obey your
emperor" address, his majesty asked a
Bavarian recruit to whom he meant
when he referred to the "external
enemy."

The Bavarian replied: "The Rus-
sians."

The emperor continued: "And who
are the Internal enemies?"

"The Prussians," replied the recruit
from Bavaria.

STAGE IS MISSING.

Another Hold-Up ln the Oscura
Mountains Suspected.
