Two score of sports walked or rode to
a certain point in Dakota county yes-
terday afternoon and then paid a dol-
lar apiece to see a three-round fight
between two local lightweights. The
mill was scheduled to come, off at 2
o'clock, but it was after 6 p. m. when
the two pugs stepped into the ring.
Those who were at the appointed battle
ground at the time announced for the
"sport" to begin put in the remainder
of the time buying very small and
warm glasses of beer at the regulation
prlee and discussing the merits of the
fighters and the possible outcome of
the affair. The managers of the af-
fair had not made the best of arrange-
ments for reaching the arena and a
number of the spectators were obliged
to walk from the end of the street car
line to the scene. As this was a couple

of miles from the cars, and the roads
mere very dusty, it had the effect of
making the sale of liquid refreshments
at the tavern near the ring very heavy.

There was some delay owing to the
fact that the purse for which the pu-
gilists were to contend was to be made
up from the sale of $1 tickets to the
affair. Naturally the fighters wanted
to get as much in the pot as possible,
and operations were put off as long as
there was a chance for another possi-

ble spectator to arrive. There was a
deal of kicking at the long wait and it
was after 6 o'clock when the men en-
tered the ring. The fight came off in
the second story of a barn, and a
twelve-foot ring was made by
Stretching a rope around some
posts. By this time it had
grown too dark to do much fight-
ing by daylight and four kerosene
lamps were secured and placed on bar-
rels at the corners of the improvised
ring. A referee, who had been on the
scene since noon, and had not neglect-
ed to take a drink at each and every
opportunity offered, took the center of
the ring and while the pugilists were
receiving the finishing touches was
handed bets aggregating $23 on the re-
sult.

The lightweights were two young
fellows who answered to the names of
Pennington and Elroy. The first
named is said to be the son of Lieut.
Pendy, of the Rondo police station, and
the other is a bartender's helper in a
Seventh street saloon. The fellows
were evenly matched as to weight, but
Elroy was a head taller than his op-
ponent. Th^ first two rounds were as
exciting as could be wished by any
of the sports present. The men went
at each other hammer and tongs. The
first round was Elroy's, but in the sec-
ond Pennington had the fetter of the
argument. A,t the beginning of the
third round Pennington, in trying to
avoid a rush of Elroy's, slipped and
fell. As he was regaining his feet, El-
roy struck him a savage blow. One of
the hackers of Pennington jumped into
the rkig and shouted "foul." His
action was followed by some half a
dozen more of the spectators, some of
whom shouted "foul" and the others
"no foul." There was a little excite-
ment and during the confusion follow-
ing the referee announced that he
v/.iuld declare the fight a draw and not
allow the claim of foul. The crowd
again visited the refreshment resort
and in squads walked back to the near-
est car line for the city. The result of
the referee's decision leaves no other
choice than another meeting between
the pugilists. Several of the sports who
attended the mill yesterday stated last
evening that there would probably be
another fight, but the next one they at-
tended would be more convenient to the
etreet cars or it would go on without
them.

Candidate Will Talk to Students at

Jacksonville.
JACKSONVILLE, 111., Oct. 25.—This

was a day of quiet and rest that Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan spent in this city,
where, for six years he prepared him-
self for his after life. In the morning
he attended Bervice at the State
Btreet Presbyterian church and lis-
tened to a sermon by the Rev. A. B.
Morris. It was probably the largest
congregation that the divine has ad-
dressed in that edifice. Long- before
the hour that the congregation gen-
erally assembles, the church was
crowded, and in front of the building
many of the citizens of Jacksonville
waited for over an hour, in order to
get a glimpse of the former citizen.

!When he did arrive there was a general
| craning of necks, and one of the ad-
mirers of his opponent cheered for Mc-
Kinley. The sermon did not touch
upon any of the political issues, and,
barring the usual prayer for the wel-
fare of those in high office, no one
would have known that a man of na-
tional reputation helped to make up
the congregation. After the sermon,
an informal reception was held from
the pew which Mr. Bryan had occu-
pied, and, as soon as possible, the
nominee was taken outside the door
and put into a carriage and drivenrapidly away.

Mr. Bryan spent the day at the home
of Dr. Hiram K. Jones, where he lived
<:uringhis residence in this city. There
were few callers, but outside the house
a large crowxJ gathered and stared
at. the few visitors who were admitted
to grasp the hand and exchange the
compliments of the day with the can-
didate.

Tomorrow Mr. Bryan will address
the students of the college in which
he studied. At 10 o'clock those who
desire to hear him will assemble in
the chapel and he will speak to them
for twenty minutes. At 2 o'clock to-
morrow he addresses a large mass
meeting in the city park on the issues
of the day. He will depart for Alton
ttt 4:30, arriving there at 6:30, and will
put in a good share of the next four
hours there, expounding free silverdoctrine. At 10:30 o'clock he leaves forLincoln, arriving ther*e Tuesday morn-ing.

Large ConnlKrnment of the Product
''Fresh" From China.

Chicago Inter Ocean.
"Fresh Eggs From China" is a oonsiplcu-ous sign posted at the windows of all theChinese stores and restaurants on Clark

street. Only the Chinamen notice it for it
16 posted in the queer characters of theirlanguage.

The eggs are a delicacy that come to Chi-cago every fall from China. This Is theseason when R. B. Bonhelm, in charge ofthe Chinese entries at the custom house
has his hand 3full of work. The examin-er s room for the past two weeks has beenstrewn with the square paper-covered boxeswrapped with bamboo splits, and whichhold the consignment of fruits, vegetables
and groceries for the Chinese colony of Chi-cago and the Central West, for Chicago Inthe headquarters of supplies for all China-men from the Missouri river to the Alle-gheny mountains.

Not the least among the queer things thatare imported from the Celestial kingdom arethe fresh duck eggs. At least 30,000 of these
have passed through the custom house dur-ing the past two weeks. Each egg ts wrapped
in a mass of mud. that retains its putty-like
consistency Tor months, even when exposed
to the air. They come in boxes holding 25Chinamen's dozen— lo. Everything that comesrrom t nina is purchased by tens. The eggs
areas fresh as when they started from ChinaThe canned goods comprise fresh vegetablesmainly beans and cabbage. But the Chinese
dote on salted foods and most of his cabbagecomes shredded and salted, together with
beans and mushrooms, and sea moos that re-
sembles black wool in appearance. Shark's
fins and oysters are dried and salted and
salted plums are considered a delicacy Licheenuts form a considerable part of the im-portations.

farmer's land, more especially near a farm-
er's hen coop, is to gain the good will of thefarmer. But in spite of the continuous searchfor it by canine and human enemies in spite
of bounties, traps and maledictions the foxcomes out smiling every evening along toward
dark and wends its way across the fieldslistening with cocked ears for the squeak
of a mouse or the flutter of a dreaming birdin a low brush.

Keen eyed and sharp nosed, the fox dis-covers what no other animal of the clearings
and woods sees. Where the owl would pass
by. not thinking that a ground bird was near
the fox eats the ground bird. The weasei
alone is so destructive to mice, the cooDer'shawk so deadly to small birds and the white
owl and wildcat scarcely equal the bushytailed smiling fox when it ccmes to pickingpartridge wings and rabbit ribs. Even thefawn deer are destroyed by the fox, if th»old doe is not around.

The fox is a good purveyor of food for itsyoung and it lays in a supply that lasts along time if need be. Near Old HaddenConn., the other day, Arthur S. But wasgoing across a field when he fouricT a partly
eaten woodchuck. and a little beyond a ruffedgrouse. Nearby was a fox's burrow witha large black hen and two more ruffed grouse
in the entrance. The man dug the fox hoi*out, since the town of.Hadden pays $2 a head
for the foxes, and discovered there eight
partridges, three rabbits, a woodchuck and
five young foxes.

They Are With the United State* In
EffortM to Protect .Their Flsli-

erie«.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25.—The expert
commission which was appointed by

direction of congress to visit the seal
islands and make a. scientific inquiry
into the condition of the seal herds
of the North Pacific and Bering Sea,
has returned to this country and their
report is now nearly complete, await-
ingonly some figures showing the catch
of pelagic sealers, this past season.
The United States commissioners,
Messrs. Jordan, Lucas and Stejeneger,
were accompanied by a British com-
mission composed of Messrs. d'Arcy,
Thompson and MacCoun, but while
these gentlemen pursued their in-
quiries in company and frequently
compared notes, the two commissions
will make independent reports to their
respective governments and there can
be no joint action.

On one point of the utmost import-
ance, the United States and British
commissioners appear to be in agree-
ment, namely, that without reference
to the causes which have brought the
seal herds to their present alarming
depleted condition, the further opera-
tions of pelagic sealers willprove dis-
astrous and threaten the
EXTERMINATIONOP THE SEALS.

This is a most important concession
on the part of the British, as in the
correspondence which led to the ref-
erence of the question to these expert
commissions, Lord Salisbury's con-
tention has been that the seal pirates
inflicted little or no damage upon the
herds, compared with the losses sus-
tained through the annual killingof
seals on the Pribiloff islands by the
North American Seal company. Itis
true that the Canadian and British
experts were inclined to the belief
that the present condition of the herds
was, in a large measure, chargeable
to the operations of the seal company
In 1889 and prior years, when they
were permitted to kill as many as
100,000 seals annually on the islands.
As the commission willnot report in-
dependently, the nature of the remedy
to be recommended cannot be known
yet. The American commissioners
would favor a total suspension of
pelagic sealing if possible and while it
is hardly probable that the British
would be willingto concede this much,
it is believed that they may be dis-
posed to recommend further restrict-
ions upon pelagic sealing, either
by extending the boundaries of the
closed zone, the lengthening the clos-
ing season, or both perhaps. The Rus-
sian and Japanese governments, hav-
ing seals of their own to protect are
interesting themselves on our side of
the case. The commissions visited the
Russian Commander ißlands as well
as the Japanese islands in persuit of
their inquiry. A Russian representa-
tive is already in the United States to
follow up the matter and with the
active co-operation of these govern-
ments in our interest, it is hoped that
the British will be disposed to consent
to further restrictive measures, par-
ticularly as the time is now ripe,
owing to the almost failure of the
pelagic sealers to make paying catches
the past summer.

Laws and Constitutional
Amendments.

8jnopsli of Urn and Amendments
to the Constitution, proposed by

the I.cninialui-c (or snbmlaalon to

the voter* of Minnesota at the
General Election to he held on
the 3rd day of November, A. O.
1896.

At the general election to be held In the
State of Minnesota on the 3rd day of No-vember, A. I>. 1898, the followine laws and
amendments proposed by the legislature of
said state at the list session thereof, will
b« submitted for adoption or rejection, viz.:

I.
An act willbe submitted to the people of

this state for their approval or rejection at
the next general election, entitled:

"An act relating to the taxation of certain
lands owned by railroad companies in this
state, and repealing laws and part* of laws
relating to the taxation of th« game, and to
provide for the submission of this act to
the people of this state for their approval
or rejection."

So far as material the act is as follows:
"Sec. 1. Alllands in this state heretofore

or hereafter granted by the State of Minne-
sota or the United States, or the Territory
of Minnesota, to any railroad company shall
be assessed and taxed as other lands are
taxed In this state, except such parts of
•aid lands as are held, used or occupied for
right of way, gravel nits, sidetracks, depots
and all buildings and structures which are
necessarily used in the actual management
and operation of the railroads of said com-
panies.

Provided, That said railroad companies
shall continue to pay taxes into the state
treasury upon their gross earnings In the
came manner and In the same amount as
now provided by law. And that nothing In
this act contained 6hall be construed to re-
peal said laws except in so far as the same
relate to the tax upon said lands.

"Sec. 2. Such portion or portions of any
act or acts, general or special, of the State
or Territory of Minnesota heretofore en-acted, which provides or attempts to pro-
vide for any exemption of lands hereby de-
clared taxable, from taxation, or for any
other method of taxing said last mentioned
lands different from the method of taxing
other lands In this state, or which are in
any manner Inconsistent with the pro-
visions of this act. are hereby repealed.

"Sec. 3. If this act shall be held to be
void so far as it applies to the lands of eny
particular railroad company In this state,
It shall not be ground for declaring it void
or inapplicable to any other company notsimilarly situated."

The purpose of this act is to secure the
taxation of unused railroad lauds acquired
by railroad companies under federal and
state grants.

Ideem it proper to call attention to the

fact that the Hectors of this state will be
called upon to vote upon the following prop-
osition: "Shall there be a conventio-n to re-
vise the state constitution?"

111.
Attention is also called to the fact that an

act will be submitted to the electors of this
state at said election providing for the ap-
propriation of the Income derived from the
investment of the internal improvement
land fund to the road and bridge fund. The
act provides that such moneys shall be
used only for making public roads and
building bridges on publicroads.

IV.
"An act providing for an amendment to

section four (4) of article five (5) of the con-
stitution of the State of Minnesota, defin-
ing the authority and duties of the governor
In relation to pardons for criminal offenses
and creating a board of pardons."

Section 4 of article 5 of the constitution
of Minnesota now reads as follows:

"Section 4. The governor shall communi-
cate by message to each session of the legis-
lature such information tcuching the state
and condition of the country as he may
deem expedient. He shall be comniander-
In-chief of the military and naval forces,
and may call out such forces to execute the
laws, suppress insurrection and repel in-
vasion. He may require the opinion. In
writing, of the principal officer in each of
the executive departments, upon any sub-
ject relating to the duties of their respec-
tive offices: and he shall have power to
grant reprieves and pardons, after convic-
tion, for offenses against the state, except
In coses of Impeachment. He shall have
power, by and with the advice and consent
of the senate, to appoint a state librarian
and notaries public, and such other officers
as may be provided by law He shall have
power to appoint commissioners to take the
acknowledgment of deeds, or other instru-
ments In writing, to be used in the state.
He shall have a negative upon all laws
passed by the legislature, under such rules
and limitations as are in this constitution
prescribed. He in.iy on extraordinary occa-
sions convene both houses of the legislature.
He shall take care that the laws t>e faith-
fully executed, fill any vacancy that may
occur In the office of secretary of state,
treasurer, auditor, attorney general, and
such other state and district offices as may
be hereafter created by law. until the next
annual election, and until their successors
are chosen and qualified."
It is proposed to amend the said section

by striking therefrom the following words:
"And he shall have power to grant re-

prieves and pardons, after conviction, for
offenses against the state."

Inplace of the words thus proposed to be
stricken out, it is proposed to insert the fol-
lowing words:

"And he shall have power. In conjunction
with the board of pardons, of which the
governor shall be ex-officlo a member, and
the othrr members of which shall consist of
the attorney general of the State of Min-
nesota and the chief justice of the supreme
court of the State of Minnesota, and whose

ftowers and duties shall be defined and regu-
ated by law, to grant reprieves and par-

dons, after convictiou, for offenses against
the state."

The effect of the adoption of the aforesaid
proposed amendment willbe to deprive the
governor of the power to alone grant par-
dons and reprieves, which he now enjoys,
and to create a.board of pardons, consisting
ot the governor, the attorney genera! and
the chief justice of the supreme court.

The proposed amendment contemplates
that its adoption will be followed by the
enactment of a suitable law defining and
regulating the powers and duties of such
board of pardons in granting reprieves and
pardons.

V.
"An act proposing an amendment to sec-

tion one (1) of article seven (T) of the con-
stltntlon of the State of Minnesota which
relates to the elective franchise.

"
Section one of article 7 of the constitu-

tion of Minnesota n<r* reads as follows:
"Section 1. Every male person of the age

of twenty-one years or upwards, belonging
to either of the following classes, who snail
have resided in the United States one year,
and In this state for four months next pre-
ceding any election, shall be entitled to vote
at such election. In the election district of
which he shall at the time have been for
ten days a resident, for all officer* that now
\u25a0re, or hereafter may be, elective by the
people.

First—Citizens *fthe United States.
Second— Persons of foreign blrtb, who

shall have declared their intention to be-
come citizens, conformably to the laws of
the United States upon the subject of nat-
uralization.

Third—Persons of mixed white and Indian
blood, who have adopted the customs and
habits of civilization.

Fourth—Persons of Indian blood residing
In this state, who have adopted the lan-
guage, custom and habits or civilization,
after an examination before any district
court of the state. In such manner as may
be provided by law, and shall have been
pronounced by said court capable of enjoy-
ing the rights of citizenship within the
state."

The proposed amendment, Ifadopted, will
read as follows:

"Section one (1). What persons are en-
titled to vote:

Every male person of the age of twenty-
one (21) years or upwards belonging to
either of the following classes who has re-
sided in this state six (6) months next pre-
ceding any election shall be entitled to vote
at such election in the election district of
which he shall at the time have been for
thirty (30) days a resident, for all officers
that no-.v are, or hereafter may be, elective
by the people.

In submitting any such charter or amend-
iment thereto to the qualified voters of suchcity or viljage any alternate section or arti-
j cle may be presented for the choice of the
j voters, and may be voted on separately'

without prejudice to other articles or sec-
tions of the charter or any amendmentthereto.

The legislature may provide general la>vsrelating to affairs pf cities, the application
of which may be limited to olfles of over
fifty thousand Inhabitants, or to cities offifty and not less than fifteen thousand in-habitants, or to cities of fifteen thousandinhabitants, or less, which shall apply

j equally to all such cities of either class, and
| which shall be paramount while in force to
j the provisions relating to the same matter

included In the local charter herein pro-
vided for. But no local charter, provision
or ordinance passed thereunder shall super-
sede any general law of the state defining
or punishing crimes or misdemeanors."

The effect of the adoption of the last
named proposed amendment willbe:

1. To vest cities and villages with thoright of framing their own charters, sub-ject to limitations Imposed by the laws ofthe state.
2. The charter willbe framed by a boardof fifteen freeholders, or a majority thereof.3. The charter will thereupon be submit-

ted to the qualified voters at the next en-suing election, and will require for Its rat-
ification four-sevenths (4-7) of the qualified
voters voting at such election.

4. Ifratified at Fuch election the charter
will thereupon, after the lapse of thirty
days, become the charter of such city orvillage.

(b) Cities of 50,000 and not less than 15,-

11. When cities have been so classified,

the legislature may thereupon pass genera!
laws limited in their application to one ormore such classes .

12. The general law applicable to any
class of cities, will be paramount to any
Inconsistent provision found- In the charter
of any city belonging to such class

"An act proposing an amendment to sec-

tion thirteen (13), article one (1), of the
constitution of the State of Minnesota, re-lating to taking private property for pub-
lic use."

Section 13, of Article 1, of the constitu-

"Private property shall not be taken forpublrc use without Just compensation there-for, first paid or secured."
If the proposed amendment Is adopted,

Section 5 of the same article of the con-
stitution now provides for the loaning of
the permanent school funds of the state to
counties and school districts, to be used In
the erection of connty or school buildings,
and to draw interest at the rate of 5 per
cent per annum.

Such loans are now limited to amounts notexceeding three <3) per cent of the last pre-
ceding assessed valuation of the real es-
tate of the counties or school districts re-spectively.

Ample provision Is made for the collection
of the principal and Interest of loaas madepursuant to said section 5.

IX.
<;An act proposing an amendment to the

constitution of the State of Minnesota, to
authorize the taxation of the property of
sleeping, drawing room and parlor car, and
other companies and owners, in the manner
therein provided."
It is proposed to amend Article 9 of the

constitution of Minnesota by adding theretoa section reading as follows:
"The legislature may impose, or provide

for the imposition of, upon the property
within this state, of any and all owners of
operators, whether corporate or individual,
or otherwise, of any and all sleeping, parlor
and drawing room cars, or any or either of
the same, which run In, into or through thisstate; also upon the property within this
state of any and all telegraph and telephone
companies, or owners, whose lines are in,
or extend in, into or through this state;
also upon the property within this state of
all express companies, or owners, or any
or either of the same, doing business in this
state; also upon the property within this
6tate of all domestic Insurance companies
of this state of any kind; also upon the
property within this state of any and all
foreign insurance companies doing business
in this state of any kind; also upon the
property within this state of all owners or
operators of any and all mines or of mineralores situated In this state; also upon the
property within this state of ail boom com-panies or owners, and of all shipbuilders orowners doing business In this state orhaving a port therein; provided, that thisact shall not apply to property owned by
railroad companies, their lands and otherproperty: and upon the property of eitheror any of such companies or owners a tax,as uniform as reasonably may be with thetaxes imposed upon similar property in saidstate, or upon the earnings thereof within
this state, but may be graded or progres-
sive, or both, and inproviding for such tax,
or in providing for ascertaining the lust
and true value of such property, it shall be
competent for the legislature, In either or
all of such eases, to impose snch tax, uponany or all property thereof within thisstate, and in either case by taking as the
basis of such imposition the proportionatebusiness, earnings, mileage or quantity ofproduction or property now or hereafterexisting of any such companies, persona orowners, transacted or existing in this state.in relation to the entire business, mileage
or quantity of production or property of
such companies, persons or owners asaforesaid; or in such other manner, or bysuch other method as the legislature maydetermine; but the proceeds of such taxesupon mining property shall be distributedbetween the state and the various political
subdivisions thereof wherein the same is
situated In the same proportion as the pro-
ceeds of taxes upon real property are dis-tributed; provided further, that nothing in
this act contained shall operate to authorizethe assessment or taxation of land or ordi-nary business blocks or property owned bjany . jh corporation, person, firm or conr«pany except in the manner provided by theordinary methods of taxation."

2. Telegraph and telephone companies.
a. Express companies.
». Foreign and domestic insurance com-panies.
