“Our signatures were obtained
nearly three years ago to a document
pretending to be a memorial to con-
gress then in session, which in our be-
lief and memory was a much milder
paper than is the ‘Proclamation’ re-
ferred to. And no matter what ouropin-
ions may have been on the money
uuestion at the time of our signing the
memorial, nearly three years ago, we
have learned enough since on the sub-
Ject to warrant us in denouncing the
attempt at free coinage of silver at 16
to 1, believing it to be directly against
the interests of labor, and also believ~
ing that under a condition of free
coinage this country will be subjected
to one of the most frightful panics
that any country in this world has
ever seen.

Ours is
a government that cannot afford to divide
its people into classes; it cannot afford to
array one section ggafnit another, bécause
we are all equal Citizens and have all equal
power by ballot.

McKINLEY TO WOMEN. -

McKinley, in reply to Mrs. Laylin, of Nor-
walk, on behalf of the Ladies’ McKinley club
of Norwalk, O., said:

It gives me sincere pleasure to receive this
visit from the women of Norwalk, made to
Mrs. McKinley and myself. She very deeply
regrets that by reason of iliness she is denied
the pleasure and honor of receiving you per-
sonally, and bids me te say that she appre-
ciates most highly the compliment and honer
of this call. It is a good omen when the
women of the couniry manifest an interest in
public affairs. That they should have and
show a deep concern is not at all surprising
or unnatural, for none can be affected more
than they. They profit by good laws and suf-
fer from bad laws quite as much as men.
Every interest which they have is in favor
of good government, gocd mbBrals, clean poli-
ties and wise legislation. The interest that
they are exhibiting in the rightful settle-
ment of the public questions at this time can-
not but be helpful, and their influence elevat-
ing and inspiring.

It is
incapable of striking a blow against country,
and will never catst a ballot except for the
country’s glory. I congratulate you upon
what woman has done in the past for hu-
manity and civilzation. I salute you from
the bottom of my heart for the opportunities
that are before you for still greater usefulness
in all that helps mankind, blesses the race
and elevates the country. In closing a san-
itary fair in Washington, Mr. Lincoln, on
March 18, 1864, =ald:

“I am not accustomed to the use of lan-
guage of eulogy. I have never studiad -the
art of paying compliments to women, »ut I
must say that if all that has been said by
orators and posts in praise of woman was
applied to the women of America, it would
not do them justice for their conduct -luring
this war.”

I will close by saying; as Mr. Lineoln closcd
by saying, ‘‘God bless the women of Amer-
ica.””

REED IN CALIFORNIA.

Rain Interfered With the Imposing
Demonstration Planned. .

LOS ANGELES, Cal., Oct. 27.—A steady,
drizzling rain put a damper on what was cal-
culated to be the greatest political demonstra-
tion Southern California has ever known.
The business Mens’ Sound Money league had
made most elaborate preparations for Tom

day. Thousands of uniformed men
were to have been in the line of march and
the business of the city had heen
decorated gorgeously with pine boughs, palm
leaves and American flags. The rain made
the attempts at decoration dismal failures
and the great crowds that came on lvecld
trains from all parts of California were
forced to seek the shelter of hallways and
awnings, while only the most enthusiastic
could be induced to take to the mud and
join the pr s The parade was impos-
ing only because of great numbers. Gorgeous
uniforms were concealed under rubber coats
and dampened plumes hung limply bélow
umbrellas. :

Mr. Reed was met at San Bernardino by
a committee of business men and brought to
this eity on a special train. A carriage
drawn by four cream colored horses with yel-
low trappings and smothered in yellow chry-
santhemums, was in wailting, and the dis-
tinguished visitor was taken to the corner of
Main and Maple streets, where the parade was
joined. Although Mr. Reed was not scheduled
to speak at Athletic park until 3 o'clock,

thousands of people, many of them women,

assembled at the grounds early in the morn-
ing and stood waiting in the rain. Twenty-
five thousand people greeted Mr. Reed with
wild cheering when he stepped to the plat-
form, and the witty points of his speech were
received with much appreciation.

Bryan was also greeted by immense
crowds.
