HAS MADE A HOTCH OF THE
WHOLE THING.”

BLAME FOR HIS ARBITRARY ACT.

An Officer Arrives With the Neces-
sary Papers to Take Him Back
to Illinois.

Chief Goss talked too much, in addi-
@®on to any arbitrary exercise of power
he may have been guilty of in prevent.
ing any one except a few prominent
Republicans from visiting C. W. Smith
during his confinement in the central

police station this week. If the chief
had heen more diplomatic, and had
kept his temper, the interest of cer-
tain persons in the arrest of Smith

might not have been so easily traced,
if it was traced at all. But the chief
of police, when accused of exceeding
his authority in holding Smith under
arrest without a warrant, told how one
man had rushed into his office Mon-
day to inquire if Smith was under ar-
rest, and later Goss also said that
the ** state central committee
has made a botch of the whole thing.”
At least Attorney J. W. Pinch will
testify that Goss so expressed himself.
Then it was that Smith’s attorney
conceived the idea that certain Repub-
licans were much interested in Smith’s
movements, if indeed they were not
directly responsible for digging up the
charges against the man in order to
get him out of the state.

The evening Republican organ last
night tried to make it appear, through
an interview with Warner, that the
G lobe’s expose of yvesterday was in-
Mr. Warner is quoted as hav-

correct.
ing said:

There is absolutely not a word of truth in
the article, so far as I am personally con-
cerned. 1 have not been to police head-
quarters to see Smith, neither have I sent
any one to see him. I did not employ a de-
tective to track him, nor was I in any way
responsible for his arrest. The fact is that
I did not know of his arrest until I saw it
in the Dispatch. It therein stated that the
arrest was the result of a telegram recelved
from Illinois, and that was all I knew con-
cerning it. The Republican party had nothing
to do with it in any shape.

More than one man who was at the
police station Monday says Warner did
call, but there was one error in the
Globe's story of yesterday. It was
stated that Eli Warner, F. C. Schift-
man and “one other” had called at the
police station on Monday shortly af-
ter Smith's arrest, and that Warner
was closeted with the prisoner while
the others were in an adjoining cell.
That should be slightly amended. It
was ‘the “other,” whose name is T. D.
Sheehan, who Smith says had the talk
with him. Reports siightly differ as
to the whereabouts of Warner while
Sheenan was trying to get Smith to
surrender certain papers or information.
Schiffman declares he wasn't there at
all. which lets him out of it. One man
who was in the station, says 'Warner
was in the station and went upstairs |
where Smith was confined. He told
this story to three persons within a
few hours after Sheenan left Smith.

Eli Warner declars he did not know
of Smith’s arrest until after he saw a
report of the same in an afternoon
paper. But the man, who rushed into
Chief Goss's office Monday so soon af-
ter the arrest, is an acquaintance of
Warner's. He asked:

“Have you got Smith under arrest?
We have had detectives watching him
for almost two weeks.”

Smith declares, and his attorney says
he believes him, that the persons who
Are now prosecuting Smith were not
anxious to do so two weeks ago. Some-
body’s paid agents sought to induce
Smith to leave the city. An offer of
$100 was made several times, to accom-
plish this result. An offer of $200,
Smith says, was made, if Smith would
give up certain information, and leave
the city. Smith’s only friend, and at
whose home he was stopping, was de-
coyed out of the city by a telegram
that the arrest might be made without
Interference. This friend returning to
the city three hours after Smith was
taken to the central station on Monday,
said he saw Eli Warner, T. D. Sheenan
and another man within a short dis-
tance of the central station on Market
street. They were coming from the
direction of the station. Half an hour
later an employe of the city left the

station and went to the home of |
Smith’s friend "and told two persons
there, that Warner and Sheenan had
been at the station and went upstairs
where Smith was confined.

Just to show that he was not re-
sponsible for all the illegality that had
been practiced in the detention of |
Smith without warrant, and without
being allowed to see his friends, Chief
Goss said to two persons that the
“state central committee had made a
botch of the whole thing.”

It was the Repulblican organ that
first stated that Smith had as an ob-
ject in coming to St. Paul a scheme to
dispose of certain information Smith
was alleged to have, concerring the
Republicans that would be of value to
the Democratic state central com-
mittee. Smith had been in the employ
of the Republican state central com-
mittee as a confidential agent of Tams
Bixby. Whatever his shortcomings in
the past it is certain that certain Re-
publicans high in the councils of the
party had assisted Smith to avoid pros-

ecution. No one but ‘the Republican
state central committee could have had
any personal interest in his movements
since returning to St, Paul. It was a
cenfidential friend of Warner ‘et al,
who is alleged to have made the first
money proposition to Smith. All the
evidence tends to back Smith's word
that he is in possession of facts which
the Republican committee sought to ex-
tort from him, or were willing to pay
a price for his silence. It is possible
that Smith has led, but if so, then

Goss has Incorrectly reported some-
body, and all the corroborative evidence
that shows that the Republicans are
interested in keeping Smith under lock
and key, is merely coincidence and
nothing more.

Smith may return to Illinois, but be-
fore goingsehe has promised to glve to
the public . the information which he
has been offered money to suppress.
He may be able to throw' some light
on the motives of evertain individuals—
not members of the Republican state
central committee, for they have denied
any connection with this interesting
case—who instructed Chief Goss to ad-
mit no one to see Smith. It wmay be in-
teresting to some also to learn by
whose orders Smith was held in ar-
rest for thirty-six hours, without war-
rant, .and the county attorney did not
even know that such a man as Smith
was in the city. The narrative of
Smith may make good reading. So,
also, would the comments of Eli Warner
and Chief Goss—but they would not be
pretty in print.

F. C. Waggoner, a deputy sheriff of
Knox county, Illinois, and also em-
ployed by the Farley detective agency,
of Chicago, arrived in the city yester-
day with a requisitien from the gov-
ernor of Illinois for the extradition of
Smith. The priscner, who has been
held at the central police:station since
Monday, is wanted, according tc the
warrant which Waggoner has with
him, for swindling Milton Layton, of
Lewiston, Ill., out of $50 by means of a
worthless check. The offense, according
to the warrant, was committed during
the first part of the present month,
Waggoner vigited the capitcl yester-
day morning and secured from the
state officials a warrant for the deliv-
ery of the prisoner to him as agent of
the state of Illinois. The warrant was
taken to the central station and hand-
ed to Chief Goss, who took it to the
cell in whick Smith is confined and
read the warrant to the prisoner. Un-
der the law Smith is allowed twenty-
four hours after the serving of the
warrant before he can be taken out of
the state. This is done so that a
chance can be given the prisoner to
be extradited to have a hearing of the
case, if this action is desired. J. W.
Pinch, attorney for Smith, accompanied
by Harry Griswold, called at the police
station last evening and had an inter-
view with the prisoner. Mr. Pinch,
seen after the talk, said it was possi-
ble that a writ of habeas corpus would
be taken out this morning, although it
had not been decided on as yet. Mr.
Pinch, asked as to the secret or papers
which Smith was supposed to have and
which made the ycung man of such in-
terest to some of the Republican man-
agers, said he did not know. He was
of the opinion that Smith had some-
thing which would be detrimental to
the Republican candidates’ interests,
but did not say what the information
or papers were. It might be possible,
Mr. Pinch said, that Smith would have
to go back to Illinois, but he was cer-
tain that upon his arrival there the
case against him, so far as the present
warrant was concerned, would be dis-
missed on a hearing.

An effort was made to see Smith yes-
terday afternoon, but Chief Goss said
that was impossible, as Smith had re-
quested that no newspaper reporters
be allowed to visit or talk with him.

N. P. RECEIVERS WIN,

Supreme Court Reverses the District
Court Decision.

Seven decisions were handed down
by the supreme court vesterday, Jus-
tice Collins writing the opinions. Two
of the decisions of the lower court were
reversed,” cne being in- the suit brought
by the receivers of the Northern Pa-
cific against Henry F. Brown, the Min-
neapolis lumberman, and another. The
receivers now win. - The syllabi are as
follows:

Edwin J. McHenry et al., appellants, vs. H.

F. Brown et al., respondents.

1. 'A certain contract between plaintifis, as
receivers of a railrcad company, and Defend-
ant B, guaranteed by Defendant N, entered
into after cne T, a contractor, upon whose
bond B and N were suretie®, had defaulted in
the performance of the conditions of a build-
ing ccntract theretofore made with the com-
pany, examined and construed. Held that it
was independent of the bond and was founded
upcn a sufficlent consideration.

2. The rules of law laid down in Robinson
vs. Hagenkamp, 52, Minn. 102, held applicable
to the facts in this case. Judgment reversed.

White Sewing Machine Company, appellant,
vs. J. D. Miller et al., defendants, L. W.
Palmer et ai., respondents,

A bond of indemnity concidered and con-
strued. Held that the obligations assumed
by tke obligors were not restricted to the
performance of the terms of a certain con-
tract entered into, as a part of the rame
transaction, by and between the principal
obligor and obligee named in the bond.

When the parties to such an instrument ex-
press an intent therein as to what construc-
tion shall be placed on the language used, that
intent, however expressed, is binding upon
the courts, no question of good morals, or
public policy or a violation ot law being in-
volved. Order reversed. —Collins, J.

In the matter of the assignment of George
Vetter; Merrick & Merrick, petitioners, ap-
pellants, vs. F. W. Bonness, assignee, etc.,
respondent.

1. On the findings of fact made by the
court below it is held that appellants, who,
as attorneys for certain creditors of an in-
solvent debtor, proceeded under the provisions
of General Statutes 1894, section 4249, and pro-
cured an order allowing all creditors to share
in the distribution of the assigned estate
without filing releases, were not entitled to
an order of the court directing that they
be compensated for their services in pro-
curing such order out of the trust funds in
the hands of the assignee.

2. Whether under any showing said ap-
pellants would be entitled to such an order
is not determined. Order affirmed.

In the matter of the condemmation of lots 1€,
17 and 19, in the rearrangement of Rg-
ington Park: Charles E. Brame, appellaZt,
vs. Horace A. Towne, respondent.

In proceedings had under the provisions
of S. L. 1889, chapter 30, section 3, the dis-
trict court, on findings of fact, made an order
determining to whom certain deposited money
should be paid. And it was paid out and dis-
tributed as determined. More than five
years afterwards one of the distributors
moved the court to amend some of its findings,
to strike out others.and.ta: set aside its or-_
der. Held, the ordersof;the court was a
final order in -a special,proceeding, and the
court was without power ‘or authority to
grant such a motion. - Order affirmed.

Thomas Keough et al., respondents, vs. The

City of St. Paul, appellant.

A contract for the grading of a street in
the city of St. Paul entered into between the
city and a contractor is not ultra vires sim-
ply because the council has omitted to es-
tablish gradient lines for the street prior
to the pascage by the council of an order
directing that such street be graded. Nor is
such contiract wultra vires simply because
condemnation proceedings, thrcugh which the
city has attempted to acquire an easement
for slopes along such street, have not been
fully consumated prior to the passage of
such order. Order affirmed. —Collins, J.

Marcus F. Bates, respondent, vs. F. A. Bates,
appellant.

Held, that the court below did not abuse
its discretion when it denied defendant’s me-
tion that a stipulation for the entry of judg-
ment against him. in an action then pend-
ing, signed by his attorney, but without
his knowledge or consent, and a judgment en-
tered thereon, be set aside and vacated.
Judgment and order affirmed. —Colling, J.

Ole T. Ramsland, respondent, vs. Ole G.
Roste, appellant.
Held, that the appeal m this case is without
merit. Judgment affirmed. —Collins, J.

COLONIAL DAMES’' SOCIETY,

It Files Articles of Incorporation at
the Caplitol,

Articles of incorporation filed with
the secretary of state for the Colonial
Dames of America in the state of Min-
nesota, adds another to the lengthen-
ing list of women's organizations. The
soclety of the Colonial Dames of Amer-
ica differs from other organized bodies
im that it has but one organization in
a state, which is considered an auxil-
iary to the national soclety, whicn
holds its general council every two
years in Washington, D. C. Steps for
the formation of the Minnesota society
were taken last May, and in its officlal
recognition has a membership of four-
teen, with Miss Mary A. Cruickshank,
formerly of Minneapolis, lately made an
honorary member. The membership is
composed of women in Minneapolis and
St. Paul, with Mrs. D. R. Noyes, St
Paul, president;. Mrs. G. R. Metcalf,
St. Paul, secretary; Mrs. G. H Chris-
tian, Minneapolis, treasurer; Mrs J. Q.
Adams, St. Paul, historian. The direct-
ors and remaining members are Mrs,
C. McC. Reeve, Mrs. C. A. Bovey, Mrs.
W. H. Lee, Minneapolis; Mrs. Furness,
Mrs. C. R. Noyes, Mrs. Young, Mrs.
Mc.son, Mrs. R. M. Newport, Mrs. Hale.
There are fourteen societies in the na-
tiogal body of the Colonial Dames of
America, one for each of the thirteen
colonial states and one for the District
of Columbia. These fourteen societies
are entitled to participation in the bi-
ennial general council, a privilege
which is not given the auxil soci-
eties, as being formed outside the col-
onial states.

The membership of the fourteen orig-
inal societies comprises 1,500 women.
Mrs. Howard Townsend, of New York,
Mrs. Beverly Kennon, of
‘Washington, Mrs. Henry Bannon, Wil-
mington, Del., vice presidents; Miss
Elizabeth Byrd Nicholas, of Washing -
ton, treasurer; Mrs. William Read, Bal-
timore, secretary; Mrs. J. J. Jackson,
Baltimore, assistant secretary; Mrs.
Frederick Packard, Philadelphia, reg-
istrar.

The Colonial Dames of America, is
the society over which there was dis-
cussion about a year ago in regard to
the exclusive nature of its membership.
It is organized on much the same prin-
ciples as a college fraternity. It is a
rule of the soclety that no woman may
become a member or candidate for ad-
mission unless invited and proposed by
one member gnd indorsed by another.
The claims of each candidate are ex-
amined and when the reports are unan-
imously favorable the name of the can-
didate is presented at the ensuing meet-
ing of the board. The primary object
of the society of Colonial Dames, as
stated in the constitution, is “the com-
memoration of the brilliant achieve-
ments of the founders of the republic
to the end that women as well as men
may be stimulated to better and nobler
lives.” The society must comprise only
women who are descended from some
ancestor of worthy life, who came to
reside in an American colony prior to
1750, and this ancestor or some one of
his lineal descendants, being also an
ancestor of the applicant, must have
rendered efficient service to this coun-
try during the colonial period. Service
after 1783 is not recognized by the so-
ciety. This is all set down in the con-

stitution and the articles to which all |

members subscribe. While the first
idea of a society of Colonial Dames
originated in New York as long ago as
1890, suggested by Mrs. Martha J.
Lamb, a noted historian and antiquar-
ian, who together with Mrs. John R.

_Van Rensellaer formed the first so-

giety, the national society as it now ex-
ists, was organized in May, 1892, by the

Pennsylvania, Maryland, New Jersey |

and Delaware women, desiring of their
four incorporated bodies to form a so-
ciety which shuld be purely national,
not local as was the original New York
society, which desired that other chap-
ters should be subservient to it. Since
1892 all the colonial states have joined
the federation, each state having its
own by-laws, eligibility list and board
of management. In this way New
York has two distinct organizations,
the original society and that formed
later. While social position is not rec-
ognized as claim to membership, the
nature of the organization is such that
personal qualifications have a great
deal to do with the admission of a can-
didate. The avowed purpose of the
national society, of which the Minne-
sota society owes allegiance, is to up-
hold principles and aims that are edu-
cational, historical, patriotic and,
above all, American. New York, Mary-
land and Pennsylvania have the largest
number of resident Colonial Dames.
The Minnesota society is among the
most recent organizations. There are
no stated dates for meetings, the gath-
erings being subject to the call of the
presiding officer, at whose pleasure and
discretion they may be held. The
meetings are of a social and literary
character. Preceding the formation of
the loofil society, Mrs. D. R. Noyes, of
St. Paul, was appointed chairman by
the president of the national society, in
accordance with a resolution adopted
in 1894 by the executive committee of
the national body. Mrs. Noyes was
afterwards elected president, when the
state society was formally incorpo-
rated. The annual meeting will be
%eldl the last Tuesday in March in St.
aul.
