RIGHT OF SPEECH DENIED.

SO MUCH AS A HEARING REFUSED
THE NATIONAL DEMOCRATIC

NOMINEES.

VIOLENCE OFFERED AT FAYETTE.

Palmer and Bnckner Brutally At-
tacked by a Gang Decor&ted With

Free Silver Ribbons.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Oct. 30.—The
first campaigning venture of Palmer
and Buckner in Missouri was marked
by disorder and extreme discourtesy to
the veterans. At Paris, where the first
stop of the day was made, the speakers
were continually Interrupted, and at
Fayette the treatment accorded the
National Democratic candidates was
even worse. The party was greeted by
a howling m6b, which seemed bent on
causing trouble from the moment the
train stopped. No sooner had the two
generals emerged upon the car plat-
form than a Bryan banner, bearing the
inscription "Fayette Democratic Club"
was thrust Into Gen. Palmer's face by
its bearer. A citizen named Williams
tried to urge peace and the gold men
rallied and rushed the Bryan banner
back. This only made the disturbers
more ugly.

A man tried to punch Gen. Buckner
with a flag pole and Williams seized it
and rushed upon him and began beat-
ing him. The rioters then tried to get
at the generals and strike them with
their banners. Scores of men fought
bitterly around the car, women were
pushed about and knooked down and
many blows were exchanged. An old
farmer climbed on to the rear end of
the car and shouted "You are carrying
Missouri forMcKinley." He was pulled
down by the crowd.

After five minutes of fighting,
screaming and tooting of horns, the
train pulled out without the candi-
dates even attempting to make a
speech. Most of the rioters were young
men and belonged to the so called Fay-
ette Democratic club. They wore high
white caps with Bryan's name Inscribed
thereon and white badges. Most of
them seemed to belong to the well-to-
do element. Mrs. Palmer and Mrs.
Buckner, who are accompanying the
candidates, were witnesses of the
scenes of disorder.

Aboard the train the party showed
the utmost surprise at the treatment
accorded. Said Gen. Buckner: "All

j through lowa, we were treated with
great courtesj*. _--did hot believe we
would be shown such disrespect in Mis-
souri."

The men who stood on the rear plat-
form cf the car at Fayette, were Pope
Yeamans, of Columbia, who was be-
tween Gen. Palmer and Gen. Buckner;
Maj. Lewis, of the Hannibal; T. B.
Buckner, of Kansas City; Thomas B.
Skinner and Arthur T. Lewis; RufusAnderson, of Hannibal, and J. W. Rich-ards, of Chicago, who was in charge
of the train of the National Democratic
committee. They all saw the men seize
Williams and all declare that while onegarroted him, another twisted his beard
and a third tried to gouge out his eyes
while others held his legs and arms.They saw a man who bore an Ameri-
can flag sweep the spear point of the
staff at the eyes of Gen. Buckner. They
saw the large Bryan banner, fixed ina form, pushed forward by a pole till
Gen. Palmer was nearly forced backThey saw the Central College boys ral-
ly and fight the banner back and saw
the lads overwhelmed by numbers, but
still fighting.

The Central College boys ran after
the train and with loud cries begged
the generals to believe that if they hadonly known the plan, they would havestopped it by the aid of the citizens.
Women stood in the station while the
riot was going on and wept.

At other points along the line theparty was greeted by respectful crowds
and the remainder of the trip to Kan-sas City, which place was reached thisevening, was made without incident.

BUCKNER TALKED BACK.

Mlssonri Bryanltes Stirred Up the
Wrong Man.

PARlS,Mo.,Oct.3o.— Gens. Palmer and
Buckner arrived here this morning on their
trip through Missouri, and were met at tiiedepot by 800 people. The candidates stood on
the rear plaform, wiih their heads bare. A
number of young men pushed up with a

The Republican county candidates
are advising their friends to hedge on
their election bets. Two weeks ago
they were so confident of success allalong the line that money was freely
offered that the Democrats would noi
elect a candidate

would not even come

as near as the city candidates did in
lhe spring. Then the Republicans were
claiming the state for McKinley by
from .5,000 to 65,000. But now that a
final poll of the county has been made,
the local candidates see where they
were tpo previous in shouting*. The
city of St. Paul is said to be absolutely
lafe for sound money, but that doesn't
mean the success of the Republican
county ticket. The sound money Dem-ocrats, some of whom may assist Mc-
Kinley in carrying the county, will all
vote for the local Democratic ticket
almost without exception. If, as the
Republicans claim, there are at least
1,000 sound money Democrats, McKin-ley must carry the county by more
than 1,000 Ifthe Republican county of-
ficers are to win out. The latest fig-
ures given out by the Republican state
central committee are a source of great
uneasiness to the Republican county-
candidates, and they are using every
means to stave off defeat. By means
of circular?, newspaper abuse, and rid-
icule and treachery to party friends,
the candidates are striving desperately
to recover the lost ground. Chapel,
particularly, is making every effort to
save his neck at the expense of the
other Republican nominees. He has
cut loose even from Anderson and some
of the other candidates who wer.
pledged to stand together, both in the
convention and since that time. Chap-
el's nomination was largely contingent
upon the assistance he would give An-
derson and O. B. Lewis, who were ln
return to help Chapel by their dele-
gates ln the convention, and their in
fluence with voters of the Sixth and
Seventh wards. Lewis willbe stronger
than any other Republican candidate
in the Sixth ward, and without his aid
Chapel could not hope to carry it. In
the Seventh ward are many good Re-
publicans who are not bound to party
in a local cqntest, and who will vote
for the men with the best record. An-
derson's support is necessary to Chapel
in that ward, but Anderson is sore be-
cause Chapel has cut adrift from him,
and the Seventh will not give Chapel
the big vote that he is now counting
upon.

His managers, says the
same report, have provided for the dis-
tribution of these circulars, and hay*.
them now under lock and key. But
nothing th.it can now be said or done
will win back to Chapel the votes he
has lost.

Dennis Sullivan is coming in for more
than his share of campaign abuse from
his own friends, because, they say, he
is not taking interest in any one ex-
cept himself. He is so confident of re-
election that he may be buried before
he knows what the trouble is in the
county. Sullivan is conducting a strict-
ly personal canvass. The rank and file
of the party workers are not pleased
with him. He has not been as liberal
as the workers think he should be in
the distribution of pre-election favors,
and if there is anything that hurts the
average Republican ward worker it is
lack of salve. • • •
