Fhe Students Making Up in Team
Work the Individual Advantage
of the Veterans.

The only subject aside from politics
In which the public at present mani-
fests any interest is football. As
much and sometimes more space is
Eiven by the great dailies of the coun-
Iry to a big football game than to the
large political demonstrations. No

game has so rapidly taken a strong
hold upen the American people as
what is known as American college
[ootball. Ten years ago it was little
known outside of the schools and col-
leges, and among them it was second-
ary to other sports. As scon as the
game became well learned, and the
rough edges were taken off the early
style of play, the general public took
hold, and ever since its popularity has
been spreading, so that now there is
scarcely a school in the country or a
town large enough to support a team
that is without its eleven. No less
than 50,000 people see the great cham-
pionship game of the season on the
FPolo grounds in New York Thanks-
giving day between the two leading
colleges.  No other sport gathers such
& crowd.

In St. Paul the game is not very well
known. The reason is found in the
fact that there is located here no large
educational institution. Hamline and
Macalester have had teams, and very
fair ones, but neither college has prop-
erly supported its elevens, and this
year they are unrepresented on the
gridiron. The St. Paul high school
generally has a first-rate school team,
which has been able to cope success-
fully with some of the strongest elev-
ens in the two cities,

There are several old players about
town who take the same live interest
in their favorite sport which they did
when they were ‘“‘on the team” in col-
lege. There are many others, college
and school alumni, who have developed
a fondness and Interest in the game,
which seems to Increase rather than
abate with each successive season.
And these comprise the very best
young and middle-aged men in the
community. The size of this class
in St. Paul is growing rapidly. This
fall the men, active enthusiasts in the
sport, took steps to organize a team
which would train and work and be
able to cope with the athletic club
elevens of the East. The movement
originated in the Minnesota Boat club,
and efforts were made to obtain a date
with some strong athletic club team.
It was hoped that a game could be
played with the Chicago Athletic As-
sociation eleven, but unfortunately all
the available dates of that well-known
club were filled.

The committee then made overtures
to the university, which culminated in
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the game which is to come off at the
old ball grounds back of the West
hotel, tlis afternoon. This is the
first time that any attempt has been
made to effect any sort of an organiza-
tion. The fucleus for a permanent team
started this fall will doubtless, in an-
other year, result in a very strong or-
ganized eleven. The university will face
a team of strong individual players,
several of whom have been stars on
some of the greatest college teams that
have ever been turned out. It is true
that they have not been able to get
in much practice. Some live in Minne-
apo:is, the rest here, and as all are ei-
ther business or prefessional men, their
cpportunities to get together during
the day are very few. As it is the men
have done faithful work to get into as
good condition as possible under the
circumstances, They have run, prac-
tice? falling on the ball, quick start-
ing and kicking, and are in first-rate
shape cnsidering their meager opportu-
nity for actual play. A few have taken
some practice with the high school
players, and against the university.

Heffelfinger will captain the team and
play left guard. This is the position he
held for four years at Yale, and he is
probably the greatest guard that ever
donned a jacket. He plays a heady,
hard game, and is best perhaps at in-
terference and advancing the ball,
though he is also very strong in de-
fensive work. In college it was no un-
usual thing for him to smash through
the line of the opposing team for thirty,
fortv or fifty yards befcre he could be
downed. He is a man who always keeps
himself in condition, and will play his
game until time is called.

Opposing him will be Harding, and it
will be a great fight between these
two veterans. Harding has been play-
ing on university teams almost since
the “U" started. A university team
without him would be an anomaly. He
weighs over 200, is about the same size
as “Heff,” and is playing the game of
his life. In the games the “U” has
played this season no linesman has
been found who could anywhere near
cope with him. In watching Harding
and Heffelfinger cne will see a rare
contest of skill and muscle. The latter
is the more brilliant player, and should,
by his quickness, have slightly the best
of it.

Right guard for the excollegiates will
be looked afier by Houghton. He is a
strong, big athletic fellow, though more
of an oarsman than as a foot-ballist,
but yet a fine player. He is well-known
as a first-rate all-round athlete, being
a fine swimmer, oarsman and runner.
For four years he has pulled in crews
of the Minnesota Boat club and is the
owner of a magnificent collection of
handsome medals. This year he was
stroke of the Minmesota eight. He
plays a quick, hard game and is a good
man on the defence. Right guard is
a new place for him, his old position
being on the left side of the line. His
football experience was gained at Har-
vard when he played a part of one
season and would have made the team,
but for a sprained ankle, just before
the big games. His opponent on the
University team will be Finlayson, who
will have an advantage in point of
weight. “Fin.” has been at the “U”
for three years. One at centre and two
 at guard. He is strong and cool, but is
apt to be rather slow which is his great-
est fault. He is, however, & man who
can be depended upon and trains hard,
working at all times for his team rather
than for a personal record. Between
these men individually, there -is not
very much choice. Houghton is the
quicker and more active. Finlayson
kas had more experience in the position,
and knowing his team better, will have
more confidence. If Houghton puts up
the same sort of a game he did a year

ago against Harding, he will have on
general play a little the better of it.
At guard both teams are strong, and
it will be an even thing between them.

At centre the ex-collegiates will have
Denegre or McKay. Probably both will
be used during the game. The former
had some experience at Princeton on
class and picked teams, but never made
the 'varsity. He has rowed two years
on the Minnesota eight and is a fairly
reliable man. He has played at centre
on all the ex-collegiates teams of the
Twin Cities for several years past, and
plays a steady but not brilllant game.
He is a little light for centre and not
quick enough to make up for his under-

weight. McKay is heavier, but is in
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rather poor shape. He ls large and
strong, going in weight a little over
200. nfle has trained hard but is so large
that he will hardly be fit to stand the
pressure of an entire game, while he
lasts he plays hard and fast, but is
liable to weaken. In this position the
university will have somewhat of an
advantage. Fulton is a large, strong
man, the heavyweight of the team,
tipping the scales at 2256 in his foot-
ball suit. Besides being strong, he is
quick and works well with his quar-
ter. No man is in better eondition on
the university team. He plays right
through the game at the same even
pace. His main weakness is that oc-
casionally he gets careless and lets a
man through. Evening up the centre
men on the two teams therg is little
choice in general strength. It is pretty
safe to say that the ground that is
gained won’t be gained through centre.

The tackles will be watched with
much interest. The position is one of
the most important in the line. A place
where a weak man can do a lot of
harm. At right tackle the ex-colle-
glates will have Bugge, an army officer
and a West Pointer. He is one of the
strongest aggreissive players on the
football field. Being a rative Minne-
sotan he is made of good stuff, which
with the discipline of the army, has
rounded him out into a heavy, dashing
player. He watches every opportunity
and is always to be found near the
ball. In the game last year between
the Boat club and the university, there
was not a man that broke through his
portion of the line. Bugge will have for
an opponent A. N. Smith, a new man
at the “U.” Smith comes from St.
John's school, near New York city,
where he learned to play good football,
He is a fast runner and has the ad-
vantage of being heavy, weighing over
190 pounds. His game is steady and he
tackles like a flend going at his man,
always low. Bugge has had the ad-
vantage of more experience and should
in general work, if in condition, show
up in better shape. In individual play
at this position, the ex-collegiates have
some advantage, which on the “U”
side will in a measure be evened up by
the assistance their tackles will have
in the all-around team play.

Left end will be watched for the ex-
collegiates by Lieut. Moore, who, like
Bugge, is an old West Pointer and a
member of the Third infantry at Fort
Snelling. He played in the last memor-
able game at Annapolls, between the
military and naval academies in which
West Point, after a terrific struggle
won. He is light, but quick and alert,
catches his man low and follows the
ball well. The life of an army man is
conducive to good athletic form and
they are generally found to be in first-
class physical condition. The army
players whom Twin City crowds have
seen play, have all been workers to the
last blow of the referee’s whistle, and
Moore is no exception to the rule. He
will not have a very hard man to op-
pose. Scandrett, who plays at rightend
for the university, is a new man, rather
slow, and not sure of his tackle. He
gets down the field well and, like Har-
rison, is generally to -be found some-
where near the ball. He has shown
more improvement perhaps, than any
member of his team since the opening

of the season. The ex-collegiates have
another man who will probably be used
in this position, and change off with
Moore, Rol Lanpher, an old High
school player. Rol is short, but stocky
and full of pluck. He plays with life
and energy, and is a magnificent tackler
and interference breaker. There are
few ends of his size and build who can
excell him. He can a2lso play at half
back, having held that pesition while
captain of the high school team.

At right end, the c¢ld players will
have Tom Cochran, another Yale man.
Cochran would have made an even bet-
ter reputation than he now holds as an
end if he had not been unfortunate in
nearly always getting injured in some
minor practice game early in the sea-
son. He goes into the play with won-
derful dash and puts up a hard, daring
game. Like all Yale men he works
splendidly in the interference and al-
ways helps out his half back in the end
play. He did a great deal of the coahe-
ing for the university two years ago
and discovered Harrison, the man
whom he is to play opposite to. Har-
rison and Cochran will do some very
pretty playing against each other. Har-
rison captains the university eleven
and is-the best-end ever seen on the
“U"” campus. He follows the ball bet-
ter than any man on his team and gets
into every play. Tall and angular he
has the build of a player. In the Ames
game last Saturday he made several
sensational plays. It is not often that
an end is said to advance the ball, but
Harrison is relied upon by the “U” to
make their long runs and pull them out
of tight holes. It is a difficult matter
to make comparisons between Harrison
and Cochran as their style of play ma-
terially differs. Cochran is the more
valuable on the defense and Harrison
in advancing the ball. As captain of
his team Harrison has made a splendid
success and will leave the “U” with an
enviable reputation.

The old players have Van Campen at
quarter. Van is an ex-university play-
er, strong, steady and reliable. He
played three years for the “U” and is
a valuable man on any team. He
backs up the line and it is a rare thing
that a man who gets through center
passes him. He is quick and gets the
ball back clean and sure, rarely making
a fumble. The quarterback of the “U”
team Woodworth, who was captain and
quarter of last year’s Minneapolis Cen-
tral high school team, though a fresh-
man, is a tried man and good player.

e passes accurately and swiftly, but is
inclined to be somewhat slow in getting
into interference. He is good at tack-
ling, but with the strong heavy center
‘he has in front of him a runner rarely
géts through that part of the line. At
quarter the advantage is with the
graduates.

McClung will be left half for the ex-
collegiates. While at college he was

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He “was on the Yale team for three
years and in his senior year was cap-
tain. He also played for three seasons
on the base ball nine. He will be one
of the mainstays of. the ex-collegiates
in advancing the ball. The other posi-
tion at half for the ex-collegiates is
filled by Pillsbury. Like Harding he
commenced his football education at
the university seyeral years ago and
about the same time, but stopped, sat-
isfled with taking only*two or three de-
grees. His place while in college was
at quarter. He is, however, fully as
good at half, but for the fact that he
is a little light. With fifteen or twenty
more pounds he would be one of the
best in the country. As it is he is pret-
ty sure of his ground and seldom miss-
es his tackle. Last year in the boat
club Duluth game, he magde the finest
run ever seen on a estern football
field. The “U” will ‘play at half Bag-
ley and Heath. Both are good men,
steady and sure. They each weigh
about 160 and work well together. This
is their first year in the 'varsity team
and while neither of :them has done
anything brilliant, each has proved
himself a valuable, reliable man. In
this position the ex-collegiates de-
cidedly outshine the undergraduates.
The old players will put up the more
brilliant, dashing game, but it will be
hardly so effective on account of the
splendid team form which the universi-
ty is showing.

At full back it is a star against a
good man. Jerrems is fresh from Yale,
where he played three years. Last
yvear he was one of the best line hit-
ters on any of the big teams. He is
also a good kickér and places the ball
with good judgment. All this fall he
has been coaching the university, and
it is due to his work in a large measure
that they are makmg such a fine show-
ing now. He has been on the fleld
playing with them more or less, and is
in splendid condition. “Babe” Loomis
is the varsity’s full back. Last season
he played half with much credit. His
strength is in his ground gaining. His
kicking is only fair, and in some of
the eariy games he was way off in his
catching.

For substitutes both teams have good
men. If either McClung or Pillsbury are
lald off, “Sport” Leary will take his
place. Paul Weed, of Princeton, will
be ready to play at full, and for the
line are Walker, Bjornstad, Dalrymple,
Langford, Newport, Griggs and Whid-
den. The university substitutes are
Walker, Tiegen and Jurgens, all men
who have had more or less experience.

The two teams may be sized up
briefly thus In team work and team
play the university will excel. Thelr
interference will be better, and they
will play in greater unison. The grad-
uates have the better individual play-
ers, Man to man they will outrank
the students, and will doubtless ex-
hibit some brilliant individual work.
If the university can play a faultless
rapid game, they should come near to
winning. If the ex-collegiates are able
to show any team play, and can last,
thev will win. However it goes, it
will be close, and lovers of football
will see a grand game.

GREETED BY BIG CROWDS.

AT ANDERSON HE SPOKE TO TEN
THOUSAND LABORING
MEN,

.

TALKED FREE SILVER, LARGELY.

All But One P‘ the Addresses of the
Day Devoted to the Currency
Question,

FT. WAYNE, Ind., Oct. 30.—Gen.
Harrison closed the first day of his
second Indiana tour at Fort Wayne
this evening. He spent the day in the
northern part of the state and deliv-
ered addresses to enthusiastic audi-
ences at half a dozen different points.
The most important address of the
day was at Anderson, where the ex-
president spoke to workingmen, taking
up the charges of coercion and speak-
ing for a time on the tariff issue. His
other addresses were devoted to the
currency question and were all of
them short.

Mr. Harrison left Indianapolis at 9
o’clock this morning for his second
political tour of the state. He was
escorted to the station by the McKin-
ley and Hobart Bicycle club. At the
station, Gen. Harrison was greeted
by & number of people who had gath-
ered to give him a parting cheer. He
made no remarks, saying he wished to
save his voice for the itinerary.

The first stop was at Greenfield,
where from a stand a few feet from
the railroad Gen. Harrison spoke for
twenty minutes to 3,000 or 4,000 people.
He addressed himself to a comparison
of the financial plank of the Demo-
cratic platforms of 1888, 1892 and 1896.

At Knightstown fully 10,000 people
were assembled on the public square,
Gen. Harrison again discussed the
money question. At Anderson, Gen.
Harrison was greeted by an enthusi-
astic crowd. He said in part:

We are hearing a great deal in this cans
paign about coercion, and it has seemed to
me that we have a fine illustration here.
These thousands of people, their intelligent
and interested faces, their cheers and en-
thusiasm are the finest possible refutation
of the suggestion that our people are being
coerced. You have been told—I speak now
for the moment to the men whose brawn
and skill are exercised in these great manu-
facturing establishments, you have been ad-
vised by a man who seeks your votes for the
most honorable office in the gift of free men,
to simulate, to deceive your em-
ployers, to deceive your fellow men
by - wearing a false button on your
breast, by cheering for principles and can-
didates that you do not favor, by marching
in the parades of a party whose principles
you do not adopt, and at the end of this
campaign of simulation and deception, to go
into the voting booth and vote for him. It
it not good advice. It is advice that does not
recognize the independent manhood and indi-
vidual worth of the men who toil in these
great factories.

I say to you, as a Republican who be-
leves that your interest is to be found in
the maintenance of Republican principles,
and in the election of William McKinley,
that, if the reasons I advance for this faith
and that have been advanced by others more
able to present them, do not convince your
intellect that it is to your interest to do so,
I beg you as one who esteems the dignity of
America, without regard to the question of
employment, to be a man, and if you are
for Mr. Bryan, to wear a Bryan button. I
beg you not to comsent to walk the streets,
to stand at the bench where you are em-
ployed, proclalming to the world and con-
fessing to your own conscience that you have
surrendered your manhood and your political
independence.

We are listening now to a gospel of hate.
The workingman is appealed to to oppose his
employer, to vote another way. Those who
have accumulated capital are denounced as
the enemies of the people. I ask you to con-
sider first, would there be any work for any-
body to do in Anderson if somebedy had not
capital enough to build a mill? It is the
essential precedent of the work of mills and
factories, that somebody should have accu-
mulated money enough to build the mill and
put the machinery in it. Secondly, I want
to ask you whether it is not to your interest
that the man who has put his capital into
the mill and built it should make a fair
profit on the capital he has invested? Is it
not to your interests that these mills should
run six days in the week and six nights and
give employment not only to one shift of
men, but to two, to give employment not oniy
three days in the week, but six, and not only
six but twelve, counting night work? How
are you going to bring that about? The man
who owns the mill won’t runm it at all untess
he. makes some money. You should be glad
that the man that did build it is making a
fair profit out of it. If he is not he will shut
it down. That being so, up to that point, are
your interests not his in common? You do
not press for higher wages when the cwner
of the mill does not care whether he shuts
down. or not, when he would make money,
possibly, by putting out his fires. In times
like that, you know, the question is not of
gigher wages, but of keeping the wages you

ave.

Four years ago we had prosperous times,
You know that these mills were running,that
you were getting good wages and that every-
body was enjoying prosperity. Mr. Bryan's
plan four years ago to give you prosperity
was to repeal the protective tariff and to
substitute free trade. He and his friends
told you then that it would make you pros-
perous. They appealed to you then not to
vote with your employer. They inflamed your
passions against men who had capital, and
they said ‘“‘Stand out for yourselves and
vote against these men, and we will give you
a cheap coat.”” “They were then preaching a
gospel of cheapness; things were too high.
The Republican tariff bill was making things
high, and they wanted to make them cheap-
er. Well, you got your cheap coat and you
paid for it out of reduced wages, and a good
many of you wore it out in idleness. They
prescribed free trade. Mr. Bryan was one of
the foremost advocates of it. He admits now
that the prosperity promised to you four
years ago did not come. You depended upon
his grophecy then. Can he deceive you
again

SANTA ROSA, Cal., Oct. 30.—Repubiicans in
this rich agricultural section of California had
a great demonstration here today in horor of
Speaker Reed’s visit. People began to arrive
early from the districts and neigh-

towns, every train bringing additional
reinforcements. Many of the business houses
and residences were decorated with the na-
tional colors in homor of the event. Mr. Reed
this afternoon was met at the depot by almost
the entire population of the city, and, pre-
ceded by a band, was escorted by a big
procession to Karoncke park, where Speaker
Reed spoke from a stand. He was introduced
by A. B. Lemmon, of the Republican state
central committee, and was greeted with the
greatest enthusiasm. He ke nearly two
hours on the issues of tham from the Re-
publican standpoint. 2

FLAHERTY’S SUDDEN ILLNESS

Is Ascribed to a Serious Cerebral
Hemorrhage.

Willlam B. Flaherty, twenty-two
years old, a printer by trade, was
taken to St. Joseph’s hospital yester-
day morning in an unconscious condi-
tion.

CLAIM AGAINST THE CITY,

G. W. H. Bell Wants Interest on

Some Land,

The board of aldermen committee on
claims at its regular meeting yester-
day afternoon, considered the claim of
G. W. H. Bell, who wishes the city to
pay him about $1,500 for the use of
his property which is now a part of
State street on the West gide. The
city did not come into legal possession
of the property in question until May,
1895, when the condemnation proceed-
ings were perfected, but it has had act-
ual possession since October, 1890. The
award of damages by the board of
public works for the property taken
from Mr. Bell, amounted to $4,585, and
now Mr. Bell asks the city to pay him
for the use of this property from Oc-
tober, 1890, to May, 1895, a period of
four years and seven months. A sum
gqual to 7 per cent per annum on $4,-
85.

Upon the advice of Assistant Cor-
poration Attorney Phillips, the commit-
tee declded that it would view the prop-
erty in company with the city engineer,
before making any recommendation.

City Clerk Busy Getting the Pack-
ages of Blanks Ready.

Each precinct will receive a package
containing 100 ballots for every 75
names registered. The city clerk has
notified all the judges of election that
two of the judges in each precinet must
call at his office on Monday forenoon
to receive the ballots and books of
registration. The city clerk will see
to it that the ballot boxes are delivered,
some of them tonight and the remain-
der on Monday, at the homes of one of
the judges in every precinct.

The city clerk will likewise furnish
all the judges with printed instructions
as to handling, indorsing and counting
of the ballots, the care of the unused
ballots and their return to the county
auditor, and the return of the ballot
boxes properly sealed, to the city eclerk,
after the ballots have been counted amd
redeposited In the boxes together with
the tallysheets and the keys.
