SCHOOL CHILDREN CALLED.

THOISA_DS WAVED AMERICAN

FLAGS AM) CHEKREO THE RE-
PUBLICAN NOMINEE.

CAMPAIGN DRAWING TO A CLOSE.

Final Day. Marked by a Vim and En-
Hiu-.h, -in Hardly to Have Been

Expected.

CANTON, 0., Oct. 30.—The demon-
strations have been continuing In Can-
ton all the week with an increase of
vim and parade effects scarcely ex-
pected for the closing days of the cam-
paign. Chauncey M. Depew today add-
ed enthusiastic comment on the mar-
velous scenes enacted here, when he
said that lengthy and descriptive as
the newspaper reports had bee_, he
had had no appreciation of the won-
derful ovations through which Maj.
McKinley was passing, and no con-
ception of the magnitude of the work
he had been doing.

No more novel and prettier sight has
been presented in this campaign of
notable features than the one which
greeted Maj. McKinley this afternoon
when he returned from the depot
whither he had accompanied his dis-
tinguished guest, Chauncey M. Depew.
Conspicuous in the throng of people
that crowded the yards and streets
about his home were thousands of pub-
lic and Catholic parochial school boy..
of Canton waving American flags and
shouting for McKinley. Ba?k of them
and all around them were the school
girls of Canton, and still further in
the rear were the fond parents of these
children, men ar.d women of Canton,
ln countless numbers. The p.ffair

which attracted this assemblage- was
arranged by the school boys them-
selves. When they decided to call on
Maj. McKinley to pay their respects
lt was early concluded to carry o_t
the plans pursued by older people, and
this was accomplished most success-
fully.

Maj. McKinley was visibly affected
by the demonstration of nis illn.iga-
bors and their children, und it was
with much feeling that he delivered
an address in response to the greet-
ings.

This was the fltting demonstration
\u25a0with which college day ended. The
demonstration of the students, ac-
cording to Mr. Henning, one of the
men in charge, was participated in by
representatives of forty-five institu-
tions of learning. They hurrahed and
yelled and made the town resound.
Besides a response by Maj. McKinley,
the students enjoyed a talk from
Chauncey M. Depew and shook hands
With both speakers.

Dr. Depew reached Canton about 1:30
o'clock this afternoon, his private car
being attached to the Cleveland, Can-
ton & Southern train from Cleveland.
The major met him at the station in an
open eawiage. They drove directly to
the North Market street home and en-
tered the house. Mr. Depew remained
until 4:30 o'clock. He is making a short
campaign tour and went to Cincinnati
for a meeting tomorrow night.

About 2 o'clock a party of nearly a
hundred colored men, wearing silk hats
and bright badges, were introduced by
J. E. Benson. After addressing them
briefly Maj. McKinley introduced
Chauncey M. Depew, who addressed
the visitors as well as a very large
crowd of Cantonians, attracted to the
McKinley residence by the distin-
guished visitors. Mr. Depew alsospoke to the visiting members of the
Republican college clubs and the prin-
cipa.' ad&reop delivered during the day
by Mr. McKinley was to them. He
said:
ItIs a gain for any cause to have enlisted

ln lt the educated men of the country, and I
am glad to be assured by your speaker that
in the contest of this year, in which the
nation's honor and the public integrity are
Involved, the college men, not only of theEast, but of the West, teachers and pupils
alike, are with us in heart and purpose. Iknow, young gentlemen, you are earnest Re-publicans, and appreciate most highly your
support, to the Republican cause. If you
were not Republicans from conviction, how-ever, and were guided alone by enthusiastic
ardor. Iwould say to you in the words of
Webster:

"Study the consUtution of the United States
thoroughly, contrast iv teachings with the
doctrines ot the political parties of the day
and vote with the one you then believe will
do the rncst for your country."

DISASTER AVERTED.

Tbree Hundred Passengers Saved by

a Narrow Cbance.
LYNN, Mass., Oct. 30.— The Rockport ex-

press on the eastern division of the Boston
& Maine road, leaving Boston at 4:10 this
afternoon, had a narrow escape from being
precipitated into tho Saugus river, through
the failure, lt ls said, of the air brakes to
work. As It was, the engine of the train
went into the river, while the tender and
flrst passenger coach were both derailed and
tonight hang over the edge within a few feet
of the rushing water. The Saugus river draw
was open this afternoon to allow a coal barge
to pass through. The draw is protected by
signals, and the draw tender declares that all
were set at danger. The barge had passed
through and the draw was partially closed
when the Rockport express came in sight.
The train slackened speed as it approached
the draw, but instead of stopping at the
signal lt pushed on ln spite of every effort on
the part of the engineer to stop. Engineer
Doherty then whistled for the hand brakes,
and the train hands, by quick work, man-
aged to stop the train, but not before the
engine had reached the draw and toppled over
into the stream. Engineer Doherty and Fire-man Jameson, when they found that the en-
gine was going through the draw, jumped
and were rescued from the river somewhatinjured. There were nearly tbree hundredpassengers on the train.

BRYANSAYS ITWILLDEPRECIATE.

Admits Free Silver Will Lessen tbe
Purchasing Power of tbe Dollar.
NEW YORK, Oct 30.—CandidateBryan in a letter to the Evening: Jour-

nal admits for the flrst time that withfree silver the purchasing power of a
dollar will be less. Of course he goes
on to qualify the admission, but even a
qualified admission is a greater exhib-
ition of candor than was to have beenexpected from Mr. Bryan. His letter
is in answer to this question:

"Is it true that as soon as we get
free silver the purchasing power of theworkingman's wages will decrease t*

The answer: "That is a question
that is propounded by the manufac-
turer and employer, who seems to be
afraid that under free coinage he will
have to get his men for less wages thanthey are working for now. Iwant tosay, in the sense in which the wordsare used, Ireply no. There are two
things to be considered:

"First, the number of dollars that
the laboring man receives; and, sec-
ond, the purchasing power of the dollar
he receives.

"Ifyou take the purchasing power ofa single dollar it willbe less, but at thepresent time a great many working-
men are working on half time, and
many are not able to flnd work at all;
and you must remember that when you
decide whether the purchasing power
of the workingman's wages is decreasedyou must take what the workingman
willreceive in dollars under free coin-
age and compare lt with what the
workingman receives in dollars now
under the gold standard."

RUSSIA WII,!, DELAY

Im Putting; tne Contemplated Cur-
rency Reform Into Effect.

LONDON, Oct. 30.—The correspond-
ent of the London Times at Berlin,
furnishes his newspaper with an im-
portant statement regarding the finan-
ces of Russia. He says: "Ihear from
St. Petteraburg that the czar has de-
cided to postpone the currency reform,
which it was proposed to submit to
the state council this afternoon. This
proposed reform of the Russian cur-
rency, briefly, was to be an introduction
of a new gold coinage to correspond
exactly with the present value of the
silver and the paper rouble. The mini-
stry of finance is offering to purchase
bullion and foreign gold, some 20,000
tons of new coined silver are arriving
every fortnight from France, and the
new copper coinage is being struck at
the mint in Birmingham. All Russian
officials are now paid partly in gold and
silver, and the public is compelled to
accept metal to which ithas not hither-
to been used. The proposed coinage has
caused devaluation and depreci-
ation of the currency by its opponents
and most disastrous consequences are
foretold, including the probable efflux
of gold."

"This," continues the Times corre-
spondent, "seems illustrated to a cer-
tain extent by figures just published
showing the effect also of the enormous
increase in Russia's national debt, the
foreign interest on which is mostly pay-
able In gold. This debt has Increasedduring the ten years ending with Jan-
uary, 1895, by 1,410,669,478 roubles."

FLOODS IN FRANCE.

Serious I>ania-.e Done in Several
.Southern Districts.

PARIS, Oct. 30.—Heavy storms and
floods have occurred in Southern
France. The river Rhone has risen to
such an extent that It has overflowed
its banks tn several places. Rogne-
maure, Becualre and "Valabregue have
been inundated and the ancient amphi-
theaters and Casino have been flooded.
The Inhabitants of Valabregue are liv-
ing for the time being ln the upper
stories of their houses. Great anxiety
Is felt concerning the condition of af-
fairs at Avignon, the lower portions
of which have been flooded. The val-
leys of the Saone and of the Ardeche
have been Inundated by the torrential
rain.

The upper districts of Cevennes have
suffered great damage. A part of Aux-
erre has been inundated and food has
to be taken to the Inhabitants from
outside districts in boats. Numerous
smaller towns in Southern France re-
port more or less extensive floods and
loss of property.

Held by Brigands.
LONDON, Oct. 30.—1t is reported that whileshooting in Smyrna Capt. Marriott, of the

Norfolk regiment, was captured by brigands,
and that he is held by them for $50,000 ran-som.

WHEN THE BATTLE'S O'ER.

Carlisle's Annual Report Depends
Upon tbe Election.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Oct 30.-Secretary
Carlisle's annual report will derive its char-
acter from the result of the election. A de-
cision in favor of the silver standard wouldcompel the secretary of the treasury to ex-plain the circumstances attending the sus-pension cf geld payments. None ot the treas-ury officials believe the redemption of legal
tender notes in gold could be continued moro
than a month after a silver triumph with-
out exhausting the gold reserve.

Secretary Carlisle may also be governed by
the result of the elections in his recom-
mendations regarding the revenue. He has
not yet considered in detail either of several
plans which have been suggested for supply-
ing revenue without a general revision "of
the tariff. Plans which have been suggested
are: Levy a specific duty on tea and coffee;
restoration of a specific duty on sugar and
increase ths tax on beer. Assistant Secre-
tary Hamlin and other supporters cf a reve-nue tariff favor the duty on tea and coffee,
because it is in line with the revenue tariffpolicy.

A South Carolina tea grower appeared be-
fore the ways and means committee at the
last session asking a duty upon tea as ameasure of protection, but he did not suc-
ceed in overthrowing the traditional attitude
of opposition of the Republican members to-
ward a duty on these articles.

Achange in the sugar duty from ad valorem
to specific might be made under certain con-
ditions. The change from the present scale
of duties to ai specific duty of two cents per
pound would add $30,000,000 to the revenue.
Doubling the beer tax would add an equal
amount.
