BARREL IS THE THING, HE SAYS,

That Dictates the Actions of the Re-
‘publican Gang in Ramsey Coun-
ty of Recent Years,

Perhaps the most spicy contribution
to the literature of the present cam-
paign is issued over the signature of
C. F. Miller, who says he formerly
held a public office under the machine,
and knows its workings. He
that he is a gold Republican, but urges
the defeat of the Ramsey county.Re-
publican gang. He thinks that the
time has passed when unfit men are to
be carried through on the tide of popu-
lar landslides, and says:

Men who could have won even in
Democratic times were turned down by
the use of the barrel. The Republican
county ticket will suffer not only on ac-
count of this but also on account of
the third term racket won by corrupt
methods. If A. R. Kiefer was not en-
titled to a third term, then Chapel is
gsurely not entitled as sheriff, netting
about forty to sixty thousand dollars to
him every term, even after his county
bills were cut down from half to two-
thirds. A Republican county and city
ring that has existed for about fifteen
years generally sold out the balanf:e
of the ticket and elected the sheriff
only and state Republican ticket, but
two years ago they could not sell us
out. There was a disaffection in Demo-
cratic ranks and our whole ticke_t won
by a landslide included. This ring is
called the Machine. They rec:elved.ln
former years a mcney consideration
from both local politieal parties, but
now they secure nominations for their
friends who have moeney. This Machine
muzzled the Republican newspapers.
Certain Republican néewspapers expect
a big city printing contract next Jan-
uary by the votes of Assemblymen E.
F. Krahmer, E. L. Mabon, W. R. John-
gon, O. B. Lewis, M. J. Bell and others,
elected last spring by landslides, all
candidates for a county office this fall,
and particularly mentioned in these
papers controlled by the Machine. Dar
Reese, of the state house, and clerk of
the supreme court, and Sheriff Chapel,
both prominent members of the Ma-
chine, finally found a berth for their
moneyed friend, Chas. Horst, last spring
for city treasurer, :

The state house crowd, Including
Tieese, Loewenstein and Chapel, are
prominent members of the machine,
some of the other minor state officers
go around among the Ramsey county
officials playing the part as ward heel-
ers and beg money in similar install-
ments, the others get it in larger in-
stallments, and afterwards oppose
those candidates that do not swear al-
legiance to their old frlend Chapel for
sheriff. Col. A. R. Kliefer was side-
tracked by this ring because he did
not furnjsh the necessary cash and
because he is an influential German
as no more Germans need apply to such
high positions. These votes are relied
upon as sure anyway. Ex-Ald. Henry
Weber, another popular county officiai,
was sidetracked for register of deeds,
not because he was-a German-Ameri-
can and serving one term only, but
he must be sacrificed because he made
no promise to Chapel for a third term.
Weber had no barrel.

Mayor Doran's mouth organ, the
West St. Paul Times, a Republican
sheet, has been vilifying Mr. Webe:
ever since he took charge of the office,
simply because Editor Sherman’s broth-
er-in-law wrote a letter to Weber nearly
two years ago, asking him for a posi-
tion, and did not get it immediately,
nor was it promised. Weber told him
he was a poor Republican if he could
not wait.

All other incumbents were indorsed
for a second term and Sheriff Chapel,
who was out of his office most of his
time, was indorsed for a third term, be-
gides he draws a good government pen-
sion. Chapel says, I must make a slate
and it will take money to carry that
slate at the primaries, the nomination
means election. I must make a deal
with E. F." Krahmer, a wealthy man
from the Third ward, for register of
deeds, he can help swell the barrel.
We must put up opposition to Elmund
and Bullivan, unless they swear alle-

iance, and assist to swell the barrel.

hen we will withdraw the opposition.
5 . Lewis, candidate for district
judge of the Sixth ward, must be

drawn into line. Each of these the can-
didates had to promise Chapel his ward
delegates. W. R. Johnson, of the
Eighth ward, a candidate last spring
for city treasurer, must be fooled and
promised register of deeds also in place
of Henry Weber. Johnson must give
Chapel his delegates, which he did. E.
L. Mabon, also of the Eighth ward,
must be put up as a blind for sheriff,
and tell some of his delegates that he
would give them to Chapel on the sec-
ond ballot, but he turned his delegates
to Chapel on the first ballot through
one of his ward heelers and then he
(Mabon) acted disappointed afterwards
only as a bluff to fool hig delegates.
Mabon had also promised the delegates
of his to Weber, but fooled Weber and
gave them to W. R. Johnson for reg-
ister of deeds, because Mabon was
afraid if Weber was renominated first
as a German, it would hurt the chances
of Mabon’s Hebrew friend, Willrich, to
be renominated later for probate judge,
because Mabon has a brother-in-law
employed in Willrich’s office as deputy.
Chapel never cared who was nomi-
nated as long as he was. It is said,
that M. J. Bell, who, during the boom
times got rich in three terms as reg-
ister of deeds by making over $100,000
and was a candidate again before the
last convention, expects to be register
of deeds agaln under the disgulse as
deputy for E. G. Krahmer. Bell was a
standing candidate for register of deeds
every two years for nearly twelve
years past, and at the last convention
when Bell stood no show he turned the
delegation to Chapel and to Krahmer
for register of deeds.

E. L. Mabon, Eli Warner, Fred Bry-
ant and Fred Zollmann have again ac-
cepted the lucrative positions of county
committeemen. Reeese and Sam Low-
enstein are advisories. They are gen-
erally shrewd enough to place such hon-
orable business men as Mos2s E. Clapp.
Theodore Schurmeier or W. H. Light-
rer as chairman of committee so as
to place an air of respectability to it,
and cover up the peculiar methcds of
the machine. The chairmen generally
have enough by one trial. If a can-
didate has no barrel he has no use to
run for a city or county office, because
the machine and delegates to the con-
vention cannot be bought without it.

Chapel thought he could win alone
without the Germans by combining

Edward Breen has brought sult
against the city railway company to
recover $5,100 damages, alleged to have
been sustained by being run down by
one of the defendant’s cars. The com-
plaint sets forth. that plaintiff was
crossing Wabasha street in a one-horse
vehicle, Sept. 1, when a car operated
by the servants of the defendant was,
without warning or notice ‘“wilfully,
wantonly and negligently’” projected
against his carriage, damaging the
horse and buggy to the extent of $50
and greatly injuring the plaintiff who
was obliged to spend another 850 in
doctor's bills. Mr. Breen does not
specify the extent of his personal in-
juries, but simply states that they
would be covered by $5,000 at the very
least and requests the court to award
him this sum.

BUTTER RATES STAND.

Sco Will Uot Consent to Their Resto-
ration,

The rates on all commodities are scheduled
to go up to normal figures tomorrow, but
there is one commodity which very likely
will remain on the reduced list until the Soo
changes its present position. It has been un-
derstood that the tariff on butter, refriger-
ater car shipments, would be restored to
$1.05 per 100 pounds, but the Soo, it is under-
stood, does not favor the restoration, for
reasons of its own. During the past few
months the tariff on butter has been knocked
down to about 60 cents from $1.05. The traf-
fic is now heayy on that commodity and is
continually increasing, and all roads are
making a strong bid for the business.

EVERY ONE IN THE FIELD SEEMS
TO BE STAUNCH IN HIS
> FIDELITY.

ONE IS ON HY FOOTE'S TRAIL,

Stockwell Would Put the O0il In-
spector on a Salary and Use
His Fees.

At a meeting of the representatives
of the different bicycle clubs recently
held, the following resolution was pass-
ed:

Resolved, That the wheelmen of the state
are requested to propound to the various
candidates for the legislature the following
questions, and vote for those only who will
vote for good roads.

1. Will you vote for the appointment of
£sate road commissioners?

2. Will you vote for a bill granting a lim-
ited sum per annum as state aid to such
towns and counties as will raise 60 per cent
of the money necessary to build roads under
the direction of such commissioners, and for
a constitutional amendment, if one is found
to be necessary, in order to carry out this
purpose?

3. Will you vote for a bill appropriating
a small annual sum for the construction of
cycle paths?

4. Will you favor a bill providing a penalty
for using cycle paths by others than wheel-
men and pedestrians?

Kindly send your answer as soon as con-
venient to A. B, Ovitt, Pioneer Press Building,
St. Paul, Minn. The resolution was signed
by M. L. Knowlton, chief consul, Minnesota
division, League of American Wheelmen; A.
B. Ovitt, president St. Paul Cycle Path asso-
clation; A, B. Choate, president Commercial
Cycle club, Minneapolis; F. E. Low, presi-
dent Laurel Cycle club, St. Paul; A. M.
Welles, president L. A. W. club, Minne-
apolis, and ¥. W. Craig, president Capitol
City Cycle club, St. Paul.

In answer to the questions sent out
to the legislative candidates Mr. Ovitt
has received nine answers from Ramsey
county candidates, extracts from some
of which are given below. The replies
from different parts of the state out-
side of St. Paul have been collected for
publication in the places where the
candidates live. The replies received in
Duluth will be published there, and in
Minneapollis, Winona, etc., in the same
WaY.

Among the candidates who have ac-
knowledged themselves as friendly to
the good roads movement, and who are
willing to assist the wheelmen in their
efforts in that direction, are Messrs. T.
B. Scott, W. W, Dunn, W. A. Van
Slyke, E. W. Buckley, John E. Hearn,
E. E. Macdonald, C. W. Hall, Ferdi-
nand Barta. Mr, Johns’' brother writes
for him, saying that he knows that
Henry L. is in favor of good roads.
Mr. Hearn’s letter is as follows:

St. Paul, Minn., Oct. 28, 1896—A, B, Ovitt
Esq.—Dear Sir: As I have often express
to you in conversation, I am in favor of good
roads, mnot only for bicycles, but for all
vehicles. Minnesota i{s behind most of the
other states of the Union in this respect, and,
if I am elected, you can depend on my co-
operation to forward in any intelligent way
any plan which will produce a system of
good roads throughout the state at the least
expense to the taxpayers. * * ¢ Let the
wheelmen turn out and help elect me, and I
will meet them in caucus and give all these
matters fair consideration. Yours truly,

W. A. Van Slyke, who is running for
the legislature in the Twenty-fifth dis-
triet, is in favor of good roads under
the supervision of state road commis-
sioners, and belleves in encouraging
wheelmen to build and maintain cycle
paths. : )

C. W. Hall, candidate in the Second
ward of St. Paul, is heartily in favor of
good roads and hes caused to be print-
ed a statement of some of the results
he desires to accomplish. One of the
planks in his platform reads as follows:
“The establishment of a system of
graded and well constructed state roads
ccnnecting the principal towns and
minor highways of the state of Minne-
sota.”

The following are extracts from some
of the other replies:

W. W. Dunn—Without taking the time to
answer in detail your questions, will say that
I approve of any reasonable and legitimate
legislation tending to encourage and aid
cyclists.

T. B. Scott—I shall be very glad to assist
in every possible way in obtaining and main-
taining good roads in this state.

Ferdinand Barta—I will, if elected, be glad
to render assistance in furthering the meas-
ures desired by the cycle clubs and the asso-
ciations named in the circular.

E. W. Buckley--I am heartily in favor of
each and all of the propositions named. I
say this not because I expect or bid for the
support of wheelmen in my district, but be-
cause I think they are necessary, and that it
is economy for the state of Minnesota to
provide as quickly as possible good highways
for her wagon traffic, cyclists and pedestrians,

E. BE. Macdonald—I am and always have
been in favor of the encouragement of such
laws as will secure a general system of road
improvement throughout the state. * * #*
Cycle paths should have reasonable protec-
tion from any use tending to destroy the path.

Wheelmen of Minneapolis are asked
to vote for L. S. Jewett, Mathias Lell-
man, F. B. Snyder, M. P. Hobart, S.
Meyers, 8. A. Stockwell, A. 8. Dowdall
and James E. Woodford. Mr. Jewett,
in answer to the inquiries of the wheel-
men, among other things, says: “Any
legislation which will help {improve-
ment and betterment of roads will re-
celve my hearty support. * * * Ag
a wheelman and a man fond of good
road horses, I can take a most positive
stand on good roads question, and trust
that the wheelmen will be glad to give
me such support as they are able.”

F. B. Snyder says he is a wheelman
himself and that that ought to be a
sufficilent answer.

M. P. Hobart assures the wheelmen of
his assistance and that he is in favor
of the propositions which they pro-
pound.

A. 8. Dowdall says that he has often
expressed himself in favor of good
roads and had an article in the Min-
neapolis Times to that effect not very
long ago. He is heartily in favor of
the movement.

8. A. Stockwell, among other things,
says: “I am in favor of good roads.
* % % T desire to see the state take
action In the matter. * * * Am in
favor of road commissioners provided
they act without any salary until such
time as conditions improve. * * =
would favor a constitutional amend-
ment permitting any locality to build
as good a road as it saw fit and taxing
the costs up against the benefited prop-
erty. * * * T would favor putting
the state oil inspector on a salary of
$1,500 and turnig the fees now plun-
dered out of the people into a good
roads fund for the purpose of building
cycle paths. * * * T want good
roads, but our people are poor and the
burden of taxation is already too
heavy; and I believe If we go at this
matter in the right way your ends can
be reached and taxation not increased.”

James E. Woodford says he can see
no reason why all the reasonable de-
mands of wheelmen should not be
granted.

8. Meyers, among other things, says:
“I.am unable to give the questions pro-
pounded sufficient consideration to in-
telligently reply thereto before election,
but I desire to say thai I favor good
roads and the encouragement of such
reasonable laws as will bring about
that result.”

Mr. Cvitt had a letter from the Rep-
resentative to the effect that Mr. Don-
nelly was campaigning in Indiana and
therefore not able to reply to the ques-
tions.
