Towne Giving Morris a Close Race

Official figures were sent in last night
from several counties, those from St.
Louls county materially increasing Mc-
Kinley’s lead, his plurality now being
over 51,000. The figures on governor, on
the other hand, cut into Clough’s plu-
rality to such an extent that he now
leads Lind by but 5,066 votes. Enough
is known now to indicate clearly that
Clough is elected, thcugh perhaps by
a slightly larger or smaller plurality
than that given above.

M'KINLEY’S 1DEA OF IT.

His Opinion Expressed for the First
Time,

CANTON, Nov. b.—A representative
of the Assoclated Press called on Maj.
McKinley tonight and found him in his
library, chatting with a number of
friends, who were all feeling in excel-
lent spirits over the eleetion. He asked
him: “To what do you attribute Re-
publican success?’ ..

“Oh, I don’t care tc be interviewed,
but I will say that I think the patriotic
efforts of the men of both the old par-
ties have brought about the result.
Ardent and devoted as have been the
efforts o©of Republicans everywhere,
equally pronounced and helpful was the
attitude of the sound money Democrats,
Then, the press of the country, the in-
telligent and enthusiastic efforts of the
great journals of both parties have
been a mighty facter in the result, and
aid to the Republican cause.”

President-elect McKinley tonight sent
the following dispatch to Mark Hanna
at New York: :

On the coast, California is out of doubt,
and one of the Wyoming electors will
probably cast a vote for McKinley.
South Dakota is close, but is put now in
the Republican column. North Dakota
and Indiana are no longer looked upon
as doubtful.

SANTA FE RECEIVERSHIP.

Unexpected Action by These Opposed
to the Receivership.

TOPEKA, Kan., Nov. 5—The equip-
ment of the Santa Fe in Kansas was
this afternoon placed in the control of
State Senator Chas. F. Johnson, of
Oskaloosa, Kan. Judge Myers, of the
First district, this afternoon at Oska-
lcosa, made the appointment and or-
dered him to take charge of the proper-
ty, which consists of nearly 500 miles of
rzilroad, together with depots, shops
and engine houses, office buildings, real
estate and other property. The action
which resulted in the appointment of
a receiver is brought under the Kan-
sas law of 1891, which provides that no
corperation more than 20 per centum of
whose capital stock is owned by aliens,
shall acquire real estate in the state
of Kansas, and that if any real estate
should be acquired in violation of this
statute, it shall be forfeited to the state.

The statute authorized any county
attorney to bring an action in the
name of the state for such forfeiture
and authorizes and directs the court
to appoint a receiver upon presenta-
tion by the county attorney of a veri-
fied petition. The statute provided
that such real estate shall be forfeited
to the state and the appointment of a
receiver has been brought about, it is
charged, by the men who opposed the
recent re-organization plan of the San-
ta Fe. When the re-organization was
affected at a meeting held in Topeka
the opponents of the plan, headed by
Henry Clews and Newman Erb, made
a strong effort to prevent it. The ac-
tion today has created a sensation in
Topeka.

BIMETALLIC VICTORY.

Continuing, it says:

In these circumstances, and in view of
the stronger agitation for free silver or na-
tlonal bimetallism in state, in fact this agita-
tion is likely to be maintained and developed
and a genuine and determined effort upon the
part of the new government may be confident-
ly anticipated to bring about an international
bimetallic agreement for the opening of
the mints of the various countries to silver,
as well as to gold. The recent contest has
brought home to the people of this country
the vital importance of the monetary question,
and the grave dangers which threaten the
industrial, commercial and financial interests
of Great Britain so long as it Is not settled
on international lines. The unreasonable at-
titude of this country in the past in the ef-
forts to arrange a settlement is mainly re-
sponsible for the attempt just witnessed, to
induce the United States to act alone and for
the consequent unrest and disturbance in
commercial and financial circles. Therefore
it is earnestly hoped that the country and the
other great powers of Europe will heartily co-
operate with the United States in their en-
deavor to place the metallic money of the
world upon a permanent, sound and sclentific
basis.
