CAUSED A WORLD OF TROUBLE

WHEX A PROFESSIONAL SNAKE

HAMiLUK TRIED TO TRANS-

FER HIM.

FINALLY TRAPPED IN A NET.

Showed Marvelous Strength and
Rapidity—How He Wa«

Secured.

An excited man with a patch of plas-

ter on one cheek rushed into the Sun
office yesterday and asked to see the
snake editor.

"They are having the greatest kind of
a time down at Donald Burns' animal
place on South street," the man de-
clared, "trying to get a big snake Into
a box. It Is the biggest snake ever
brought to this country, and when
they tried to handle him he got away

from Burns and his men and came

near kiling them."
A reporter was sent at once to see

how much of this story was true. Down
at Burns' place, in South street, Just
north of where the Broklyn bridge
crosses that street, there was a large
gathering of people. The small office
part of the animal store, which is sep-
arated from the rest by a big high and j
strong iron network partition, was full
of men whose interest seemed to be
concentrated upon a long and strong

new box which was in the inner room,
close to the partition.

"He's in there!" exclaimed one of the
men as the reported entered. The snake
that had caused the excitement was
evidently safely caged by that time.but
he was still a matter of local interest.
Donald Burns was inside of the parti-
tion with a number of his lusty assist-
ants, and he was giving directions for
making a hole In one end of the box
and connecting a stove with it to keep
the big snake warm.
"Ihear you have been having trouble

with a snake," said the reporter.

"Hush." whispered Burns. "I have
been keeping the thing quiet. How did
you hear of it? You knowIdon't want
it to get out that any animal, wild or
tame, ever got the better of me. Ihave

Mr.Burns threw back the harf:> which
held shut the lid of the smaller box
•which stood beside the big new one and
opened the cover. Then he loosened
and raised an inside lid of glass which
covered the contents of the box, and,
making a quick move, caught a big
snake by the neck, just back of the
head.

"Catch hold of him, boys," he cried
to his assistants, and three of them
grasped different portions of the snake
as Burns drew it forth. They stretched
it out until its head and tail were prob-
ably ten feet apart; but the snake did
not seem to like the operation, and
kept a good part of its length con-
cealed by pullingitself up in rlngietted
kinks. "Put him back!" yelled Burns.

The snake was perhaps six inches in
diameter at this thickest part of its
body.

"He's a pretty good-sized chap, isn't
he?" asked Burns. "He's nearly twenty
feet long, but he's not a marker to the
other one. You see Icould handle
him."

catch hold,' Icalled. Every one of the
ten 'longshoremen got a hold and we
pulled the big fellow out of the box.
We'd just grot him straightened out
when he began to rear. Iweigh more
than 200 pounds, but do you know that
he lifted me up as if Iwere a child.
He lifted me up about two feet and
thrashed the floor with me. All the
men behind were being thrown around
the room as if they were infants every
time the snake twisted. Then the brute
drew himself up. and Isaw he waa
getting ready to wind himself about
some of us.

"Save yourself, boys!" Icried, and
just then the snake gave a great swish
and broke loose. Ilet go, and the
snake made straight for the back room.
Itried to get hold of him again, but
he faced us and twisted his tall into the
bars of the little elephant's cage, and
Ididn't dare to go near him. The way
we got him into the box was to tangle
him up in a net and then work him
in. Itell you he's a corker."

CHICAGO'S CAXAL.

Work on the Blgr Drainage Channel
Almost Complete.

CHICAGO, Nov. s.—Nearly 95 per
cent of the work of excavation for the
great Chicago drainage canal is com-
plete, and within a year, probably, the
sluggish waters of the Chicago river
will be quickened as they seek an out-
let toward the Mississippi river and the
Gulf of Mexico.

The digging of this canal has been a
tremendous undertaking, and Chief En-
gineer Randolph says the rock and dirt
removed from the channel would fill a
train of freight cars which would girdle
the earth at the equator.

The channel is being built under a
sanitary law passed by the Illinois leg-
islature In 1889. The work ia under
control of a board of trustees, elected
by the people of Chicago. They are
authorized to levy and collect taxes for
the work to the extent of 1% per cent
of the value of the taxable property
within the sanitary district. This dis-
trict includes a part of Chicago and
forty-three square miles of Cook coun-
ty, and the assessed value of the prop-
erty is $240,000,000, which Is about one-
tenth of its real value. The district
has issued $12,800,000 of bonds, of which
$8,000,000 are at 5 and the remainder at
4% per cent. The taxes will pay off
these bonds in twenty years.

On the Ist of May, 1896, when the last
report was made, the excavation
amounted to 21,654,064 cubic yards of
glacial drift and 11,112,191 cubic yards
of solid rock

—
enough, to bury a good

part of Chicago as Pompeii was buried.
This was 81.2 t>er cent of the whole
work, and it had cost $15,544,812.29.
Itis not Intended that this canal shall

be navigable for large boats. The ex-
penditure of 50 per cent more would
make a channel from Chicago on the
Mississippi navigable for the largest

boats now plying between St. Louis
and New Orleans. The channel as
planned willbe navigable only for craft
drawing less than 22 feet of water. In
time it is believed the channel will be
widened so as to give the big New Or-
leans steamers a chance to run right
through to Chicago. This will give
Chicago goods a cheap outlet to the
southwest. But this will not interfere
with St. Louis' supremacy in that sec-
tion. The river is not a serious factor
now in transportation except in the
hauling of grain.

The main channel excavation was to
be completed by Aprillast, but exten-
sions of time have been given the con-
tractors, and they expect now to com-
plete the excavation some time in De-
cember. This channel extends from the
south branch of the Chicago river at
Robey street in this city to Lockport,
its southern terminus. At the southern
end of the channel are the controlling
works. Beyond these works the flow
will take the course of the Desplaines
river. This stream has an unreliable
supply, and it ranges from a rivulet to
a flood. A new channel about 13 miles
long was excavated for itparallel with
the location of the main drainage chan-
nel, and 19 miles of levee was built.
This levee separates the waters of the
Desplaines watershed from the channel
which is to receive the waters from the
canal.

From Lockport the waters will follow
the trough of the valley down a steep
declivity to the canal basin in Joliet.
Passing through Joliet, itwillreach the
Illinois river, a navigable stream which
empties into the Mississippi.

Up to May 1 the trustees had paid
out $2,483,244 for right of way and $13,-
--543,473 for construction, which, with
administrative expenses, etc., brought
the total expenditure up to $21,938,000.
The estimated cost of all the right of
way and construction under contract
then was $21,849,056.

DELIBERATE SUICIDE.

Victim Selected Her Ovr» Coffin and
Cemetery Lot.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Nov. 5.—
Neatly Pressed for her funeral a young
woman lay on her bed at the Carletor.
hotel late last night, and after care-
fullyarranging the bed clothing, placed
a revolver to her head and shot her
self. Her name waa Miss Fannie
Viola Finnegan, of Spencer, Mass. The
self-murder had been premeditated for
some time as several weeks ago she
had bought a lot at the cemetery, se-
lected a coffin and made arrangements
with the underetaker to bury an im-
aginery friend. She left two long let-
ters, one addressed to tiie proprietor
of the hotel and the other to the under-
taker. In the former she apologized
for the trouble she was giving, and
stated that she wished no one to be
admitted to the room to see her excep*.
the authorities, and also that she
phould not be pulled about. In her
letter to the undertaker she stated that
t.he wished to be buried as she was
dressed, In a neat shirtwaist, though
plained with blood, and a dark skirt.
She particularly requested that the
pistol with which she had killed her-
self be buried with her, clasped in her
lighthand; also that none of her rings
should be removed. She declared hei
preference for one of two cemeteries,
but under no circumstances was she
to be buried in the negro cemetery.
She referred the undertaker to the
cashier of one of the banks, where sht
had a cafe deposit box, where he
would find enough to defray the ex-
pense of the funeral, a few dollars to
be used In saying masses for the re-
pose of her soul, the remainder to be
given tc one of the sisters of charity.

Her requests were complied with,and
f.he was laid in the grave today, hei
pistol clasped in a hand folded over
the blood-stained shirt waist. No
mourners followed the hearse, and only

. a short prayer was uttered as the body
".vas consigned to the grave. No rea-
pon can be assigned for the girl's act

GREAT BRITAIN'S PUN
To Coerce the Sultan Seml-Offlclally

Made Public.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. s.—ltwas

semi-offieially announced today that
Great Britain a month ago proposed
that the powers give the ambassadors
at Constantinople the authority to
draw up a scheme for reforms, ask the
Turkish government to execute it, and
decide upon measures to compel its
execution, in the event of the sultan's
refusal to do so. The powers were
agreeable to the first part of the pro-
posal, but Russia declined to agree to
confer upon the ambassadors the
power to summon warships to the
Eosphorus and France suggested the
addition of a Russian delegate to the
administration of the Caisse of the
public debt, and to increase Its powers
to the extent of making it a perman-
ent international commission to con-
trol Turkish affairs. Itis added that
In case of a resistance to their wishes
the powers favor the dethronement of
the sultan.

IMPORTANT TOWN TAKEN.

Blgr Victory Claimed for tlie Cuban
liiKurKcnfN,

HAVANA,Nov. s.— Advices from the
City of Puerto Principe say that the
town of Guaimara, in the province of
Puerto Principe, has been besieged by I
a force of 5,000 insurgents since Oct. !
17. It is added that the town has
been bombarded by the insurgents,
who have three field pieces. In addi-
tion. Fort Revs, one of the fortifica-
tions of Guaimara, which was com-
manded by a sergeant, was captured
by the insurgents and subsequently re-
captured by a captain and twenty
Spanish soldiers. But, it seems, the
garrisons were finally left without of-
ficers to command them, and after a
heroic defense, and being without am-
munition or water, they have surren-
dered to the insurgents. The authori-
ties, however, will not admit this, say-
ing that the garrisons are still holding
out and adding that Gen. Jimenez, the
Spanish commander a.t Puerto Prin-
cipe, has left that city with a large
force of troops for Guaimara. If the
capture of Guaimara by the insur-
gents turns out to be true, it means
that the insurgents have captured
their first interior town of any im-
portance. ——

TRAVELING MEN BYTHOUSANDS

Will Leave Chicago This Week for
Western Trip*.

CHICAGO, Nov. s.—General Passen-
ger Agent Ruggles, of the Michigan
Central, announced today that hi3road
had checked more commercial baggage
than on any other day in 1896. The
same statement was made by General
Passenger Agent Eustis, of the Bur-
lington. The railroad men say that
the departure of the traveling men in-
dicates the revival of business which
all railroad men believed would follow
the election of McKinley. Traveling
men of all commercial houses in Chi-cago are starting out by hundreds. Gen-
eral Passenger Agent Heafford, of the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road,
estimates that 10,000 willleave Chicago
this week. Preparations are being
made by a number of the roads to re-
open car shops that have been closed,
or running en short time for months.
Cars will be needed by most every
large road and the construction of them
is now to be rushed.

A Chicago firm which makes a spec-
ialty of keeping a record of car con-
struction estimated today that orders
for from 40,000 to 60,000 freight cars
would be placed in the next 60 days.,— m

United States Navy Lust Year Cost
9L1.4tt4-.34J2.

WASHINGTON, Nov. s.—According
to the annual report of Paymaster
General Stewart, the cost of maintain-
ing the United States navy last year,
exclusive of any increase to it and the
permanent improvements at yards anddocks, was $15,494,862. The money and
material spent In equipping the navalmilitia, not including material loaned
to the states, was $27,186. Itis under-
stood that the establishment of a re-
serve fleet is now in contemplation by
the department and that special store-
houses for the stores pertaining to such
vessels will be part of the plan. The
paymaster general says that if this
should be done, the department will
be able not only to take better care of
the stores, but also to put vessels into
commission much more rapidly than
at present.
