Shinkle, of the Fifth National bank;
Hon. Thomas McDougall, Perin Lang-
don, L. A. Ault and Herman Coepper.
They came to extend a personal invit-
ation to attend a TCommercial club din-
ner, Nov. 10. Maj. McKinley explained
to them his plans, which were to take
a rest quietly at Cleveland next week
and then return to Canton, where he
would probably remain, arranging for
the duties before him.

TWO SUPREME JUDGESHIPS,

Will Become Vacant Dauring
Term of McKinley.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 6.—President-
elect McKinley, during his coming term
of office, will have the appointment of
two judges of the supreme court, three
members of the supreme court of the
distriet of Columbia, three members of
the court of claims and gquite a.number
of circuit and district judges of the
United States, if the present incum-
bents retire when they become eligible
to retirement on full pay. All these
judgeships are for life, with the privi-
lege of retirement at the age of seventy,
if they have already served 10 years.
Justice Fleld, of California, has been
eligible for retirement from the supreme
bench for some years. He is eighty
years of age and might retire and have
his successor appointed at any time by
President Cleveland, but is ambitious
to eclipse previous records of length of
service on the bench. Justice Gray be-
ccmes eligible for retirement March
24, 1898. Chief Justice Bingham, of
the supreme court of the district of
Columbia, and Judge Hagner, and
Judge Cox, of the same court, also will
be eligible for retirement during Mr.
McKinley's term. Judge Richardson,
chief of the court of claims died a short
time ago, and his successor can be ap-
pointed by Mr. Cleveland. Judges Nott,
Weldon and Davis will be eligible for
retirement during Mr. McKinley's in-
cumbency. The terms of office of
Chairman Morrison, of the interstate
commerce commission, expires Dec. 31,
1597, and of Mr. Knapp in December of
the present year.

LINCOLN, Neb., Nov. 6.—Mr. Bryan
today gave out the following to the bi-
metallists of the United States:

Conscious that millions of loyal hearts are
saddened by temporary defeat, I beg to offer
2 word of hope and encouragement. No cause
ever had supporters more brave, earnest and
devoted than those who have espoused the
cause of bimetallism. They have fought from
conviction, and have fought with all the zeal

Having
duty as they saw it, they have
nothing to regret. The republican candidate
has been heralded as the advance agent of
prosperity. If his policies bring real pros-
perity to the American people those who op-
posed him will share in that prosperity, 1If,
on the other hand, his policies prove an in-
Jury to the people generally, those of his sup-
rters who do not helong to the office-
g:ldlns class, or to the privileged classes, will
suffer in -common with those who opposed
him. The friends of bimetallism have not
been vanquished; they have simply been over-
come. They believe that the gold standard
is a conspiracy of the money changers against
the welfare of the human race, and until con-
vinced of their error, they will continue the
warfare against it.

The contest has been waged this year un-
der great embarrassment and against great
odds. For the first time during this genera-
tion, public attemtion has been centered upon
the money question as the paramount issue,
and this has been done in spite of all attempts
upon the part ef our opponents to prevent it.
The republican convention held out the de-
lusive hope of international bimetallism, while
republican leaders labored secretly for gold
monometallism. Gold standard democrats
have publicly advocated the election of the
Indianapelis ticket, while they labored secret-
ly for the election of the republican ticket.
The trusts and corporations have tried to ex-
cite a fear of lawlessness, while they have
been defying the law, and American financiers
have boasted that they were the custodians
of national honor, while they were secretly
bartering away the nation’s financial inde-
pendence. But in spite of the efforts of the
administrations and its supporters; in spite
of the threats of money loaners at home and
abroad; in spite of the coercion practiced by
corporations employers; in spite of trusts
and syndicates; in spite of an enormous re-
publican campaign fund, and in spite of the
influence of a hostile daily press, bimetallism
has almost triumphed in its first great fight.

The loss of a few states and that, too, by a
very small plurality, has defeated bimetallism
for the present, but bimetallism emerged
from the contest stronger than T was for
months before.

I desire to commend the work of the three
national committees which have joined in the
management of this campaign. Co-operation
between the ﬁ:e bers of djstrict political or-
gan; ons always difficult. but it hnas
been less so this year than usual. Interest in
a common cause of great importance has re-
duced friction to a minimum. I hereby ex-
press my personal gratitude to the individual
members, as well as the executive officers of
the national committes of the democratic, pop-
ulist and silver parties, for their efficient,
untiring and unselfish labors. They have
laid the foundation for future success, and
will be r bered as pi s when victory
is at last secured.

No personal nor political friend need grieve
because of my defeat. My ambition has been
to secure immediate legislation rather than
to enjoy the honors of office, therefore de-
feat brings to me no feeling of personal loss.
Speaking for the wife who has shared my
labors, as well as for myself, 1 desire to say
that we have been amply repaid for all that
we have done. X
- In the love of millions of our fellow citi-
zens, so kindly expressed, in knowledge
gained by personal contact with the people
and in broadened sympathies, we find full
compensation for whatever efforts we have
put forth. Our hearts have been touched
by the devotion of friends, and our lives
shall prove our apprecistion of the affection
which we prize as the richest reward which
this campaign has brought.

In the face of an enemy rejoicing in its
victory, let the roll be called for the engage-
ment, and urge all friends of bimetallism
to renew their allegiance to the cause. If
we are right, as I believe we are, we shall
yet triumph. Until convinced of his error,
let each advocate of bimetallism continue to
work. Let all silver clubs retain their or-
ganization, hold regular meetings and cir-
culate literature. Our opponents have suc-
ceeded in this campalgn and must now put
their theorles to the test. Instead of talking
mysteriously about ‘‘sound money’’ and ‘“‘an
honest dellar,” they must now elaborate and
defend a financial system. Every step taken
by them should be publicly considered by the
silver clubs. Qur cause has prospered most
where the money question has been longest
discussed among the people. During the next
four years it will be studied all over this
nation, even more than it has been studfed

in the past.
The year 1900 is not far away. Before that
arrives, those who have called themselves

gold standard democrats will become bimet-
allists and be with us, or become republicans,
and thus open enemies, before that year ar-
rives trusts will have convinced still more
people that a trust is a menace to private
welfare and to public soclety; before that year
arrives the evils of a gold standard will be
even more evident than they are now, and
the people then ready to demand an American
financial policy for the American people, and
will join with us.in the immediate restoration
of the free and unlimited coinage of gold and
silver at the present legal ratio of 16 to 1,
without waiting for the aid or consent of any
nation. W. J. BRYAN.

SILVER ISSUE DEAD

CHAIRMAN BYNUM, OF THE PALMER ‘.

NATIONAL COMMITTEE, EXPRES-
SES THE OPINION,

BASIS OF RECONCILIATION.

REUNION POSSIBLE ONLY ON THER
PRINCIPLES OF THE INDIAN-
APOLIS PLATFORM.

ORGANIZATION is PERMANENT,

Work Undertaken by the Men Wha
Refused to Accept Bryan Is Not
Completed,

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Nov. o.—Hon.
William B. Bynum, chairman of the
National Democratic committee, has
returned from Chicago, and opened up
his law office. Today Mr. Bynum said
to the Associated Press that it was
with great satisfaction that he re-
cecived the result of the election, and
predicts that the silver question will
never again become a formidable issue.
Mr. Bynum said: “The advocates of
free coinage will never again be able
to put up such a fight. The lssue will
rever again be as strong as in the
campaign just closed. The silverites
had been diligently at work for about
three years, and the conditions were
exceedingly favorable to the dissemin-
ation of their sophistries.”

The friends of sound money had been
avoiding a direct contest and were at
a disadvantage when the question was
squarely presented. The ‘triumph of
sound principles under the circum-
stances was a great victory. As to the
future of the gold standard Democracy
Mr. Bynum said:

“A reunion of all the forces of the
Democratic party can only take place
upon the lines of the Indianapolis plat-
form. Those that will not unite with
our organization on the principles
therein promulgated, will become iden-
tified with the Populist party and go
with that organization.

“I have been reported as having said
that we should probably abandon our
organization. Nothing is further from
the truth. From the very inception
of our movement we have had in view
the permanency of our organization
and we are prepared to continue ‘the
battle for sound money and shall do
so whenever and wherever the ques-
tion is raised. :

“It ‘Is impossible to say at present
Jjust what course we shall pursue, but
our jorganization is perfect in all the
states that were represented In tha
nationa! convention and we shall
strengthen it in every possible way
The effectiveness of our organization
and the perfection of its machinery
were fully demonstrated by the manner
in which our vote was placed, where it
counted. :

“In due time we shall have a meet-
ing of our committee to canvass ihe
situaticn. However, this is not im-
portant, as our plans will have to be
formed as events shape themselves.”
