EATON'S RELATIVES CONTEST

The WillWhich Bequeathed Property

to the Religious Bodies Named

Above.

•l*he Salvation Army, the central
Park Methodist Episcopal church and
the heirs of George Eaton were liti-
gants in an amicable suit before Judge

Otis yesterday, brought by John W.
Lane and John C. Quinby, executors
and trustees under the last will and
testament of Eaton, for the purpose of
establishing the rights of the several
beneficiaries under the will. The ac-
tion was brought by the executors who
are in doubt as to the interpretation
and effect of the will in respect to
trusts and powers granted and declared
for a division of the estate, which Is
estimated to be worth from $19,000 to
$30,000.

George Eaton, the deceased, was a
member of the Central Park Metho-
dist church, and died at his home, 609
Beaumont street, May 6, 1895. He left
neither wife nor children, his only liv-
ing relatives being the brothers, sisters
and nieces, who are parties to the ac-
tion now pending, and in his will di-
rected that the estate be divided into
three equal parts. The first part was
bequeathed to Charles Eaton, of San

Francisco, Cal., a brother of the de-
ceased, and the second part to the St.
Paul branch of the Salvation Army, to
be held by the executors and admin-
istrators so that the proceeds, rents,
etc., should be invetsed in a lot upon
which should be erected a permanent
place of worship for the army. The
remaining third share of the estate
was bequeathed, $100 to Jonathan Ea-
ton, brother of the deceased; $1,000 to
Maria Caution, his sister, and the re-
maining portion to the Central Park
Methodist church.

The bequests to the Salvation Army
and to the Central Park church are
the occasion of the suit, as the phrase-
ology of the willin respect to these in-
stitutions has created a doubt in the
minds of the executors in regard to
their powers in the matter. Rev. Wil-
lam McKinley, pastor of the church,
was on the witness stand, as was Maj.
Gifford, state commander of the Sal-
vation Army, and Capt. Jewell, of the
St. Paul branch of the same organiza-
tion, and each told of the workings
and corporate rights of the two insti-
tutions. The testimony in general sub»
stantiated the claims made in the an-
swers to the suit. The church in its
answer mantained that it was an in-
corporated religious institution and en-
titled to hold property under the laws
of the state. No actual answer was
filed by the Salvation Army, but it
served notice to retain its interest in
the suit.

The claims of the relatives of George
Eaton, the deceased, as contained in
their answer, was to the effect that
the Salvation Army was not an incor-
porate body and possessed no legal en-
tity, thus being disqualified from hold-
ing property. They also advanced the
claim that the Central Park church
was not, at the time of the death ot
George Eaton, nor is at the present
time, an incorporated society. On these
allegations the arguments of the op-
posing counsel were based at the con-
clusion of the taking of testimony.

H. J. Horn appeared for the Salva-
tion Army and Attorney Budd for the
church. The argument was presented
by Mr.Horn, who claimed in regard to
the Salvation Army that if the be-
quest was in real property it was in
conformity with the statutes regu-
lating charitable trusts that the prep-
erty be held and administered by the
executors for the Army as stipulated
by the will.For this purpose the Army,
it was urged, was an organized society
and the question of its incorporation
did not enter into the case. If the
property bequeathed was of a personal
nature Attorney Horn argued that the
statutes of charitable trusts of Minne-
sota did not obtain in the case at
issue. The parae plea was made in re-
gard to the rights of the Central Park
church, with the exception that it was
claimed to be fully incorporated and
by reason of this, entitled to receive
and administer its own bequest.

Ambrose Tighe, in presenting the
case of the heirs, argued that the pro-
vision of the will in regard to the
Salvation Army created an illegal per-
petuity of the property involved as the
ai"my could never itself come into pos-
session of the bequest, but must re-
ceive its interests, rents, etc., through
trustees always, and that, when the
present trustees died, others would
have to be appointed by the district
court to take their places. In the mat-
ter of the legal right of the church
to enter into its share of the property
it was claimed that as the will stipu-

lated that the money left to the church
Ishould be used for the cause of home
and foreign missions, it was also con-
stituted a trustee, and could not indi-
vidually and immediately become pos-
sessed of the bequeathed property a&

contemplated by the will.
The case occupied the attention of

Judge Otis throughout the entire day,
and as the argument was not con
eluded at a late hour in tyie afternoon,
it was continued until Monday morn-
ing.

The couple were
married in this city in1886, since which
time the plaintiff claims that the de-
fendant has systematically beaten and
brutally used her. On several occasions
he is alleged to have knocked her down
and to have beaten and kicked her
while she lay prostrate. At one time

SAY THEY WERE DECEPTIVE.

Two Women Are Charged With Tell-
ing Fairy Tales.

Jane Davis and Effle Ferris, two
well-dressed women, were brought to
the central station yesterday afternoon
by Detectives Wells and Werrick. They
conduct a dressmaking parlor in the
Washburn building, and were booked
for obtaining goods under false pre-
tenses. They secured two hats from
the millinery store of Miss Ostertag,
on West Seventh street, several days
ago, and claimed that they would have
to let their mother see the hats before
purchasing them. They gave their
names as Hubbard and claimed to live
on St. Anthony hill. All their story
was found to be false and hence their
arrest. The police claim that Gladys is
wanted in Minneapolis for working a
"bunko" game on a drygoods firm in
that city. The hats which were ob-
tained from Miss Ostertag's establish-
ment are now at police headquarters.

DLXUTH ROAD'S BIG DAY.

District Court Favored Itas Well at
Supreme.

In the case of Jennie Norquist against
the St. Paul and Duluth Railroad com-
pany, the jury returned a verdict for
the defendant. The plaintiff is sixty-
five years old and alleged in her com-
plaint that she was severely injured by
being thrown from one of defendant's
trains at White Bear lake. It was
claimed that the train started whileplaintiff was in the act of alighting
from the steps of one of the coaches.
The jury found that plaintiff herself
had not exercised proper care.

COMES IP MO'XDAY.

Judge KellyWill Hear C. W. Smith's
Ciise Then.

Judge Kelly yesterday granted a stay
in the C. W. Smith habeas corpus pro-
ceedings to allow an appeal of the re-
lator to the supreme court from his
decision refusing to discharge the writ
at a former hearing. The motion fora stay sought thirty days in which to

MRS. VANDERBILT DEAD.
The Widow of the Late William H.

Yanderbilt.

NEW YORK, Nov. 6.—Mrs. Mary
Louise Vanderbilt, widow of the late
William H. Vanderbilt, died at half
past 1 o'clock today at the residence
of her daughter, Mrs. Elliott F. Shep-
ard, at Scarboro, in Westohester coun-
ty. Mrs. Vanderbilt had been visiting
at the Shepard residence since the Wed-
ding of her granddaughter, the daugh-
ter of Mrs. Shepard. This morning
Mrs. Vanderbilt was up and about the
house. Shortly after 1o'clock she was
attacked with heart failure and died
within a few minutes. Dr. R. B. Cou-
tant, of this place, was summoned and
was present when Mrs. Vanderbilt
died. Mrs. Shepard and Mrs. Bromley
a sister of Mrs. Vanderbilt, were also
present.

The death of Mrs. Vanderbilt wa3
unexpected, as she was apparently in
good health this morning and the at-
tack came without warning. Mrs. Van-
derbilt was Miss Mary Louise Kissam,
daughter of a Reformed Church minis-
ter of Albany. She was married to
Wm. H. Vanderbilt in 1841. The chil-
dren of the marriage were Cornelius,
William Kissam, Frederick W., George
W., Margaret Louise, who became the
wife of the late Elliott F. Shepard,
Emily Thorn, wife of Wm. D. Sloane,
Florence Adele, wife of H. McK.
Twombley, and Eliza 0., wife of W.
Seward Webb. At the Shepard resi-
dence this evening, the funeral details
could not be learned, as they were as
yet uncompleted.

VISITING TOE POOH
ONE OP THE MOST EFFECTIVE

AGENCIES OP BELPFIL AID TO

ITS BENEFITS CONSIDERED.

IN A NUMBER OP PAPERS READ
AT A PARLOR CON-FER-

EJiCIB

AT THE ABERDEEN LAST NIGHT.

Mrs. Conde Hamlln, Mrs. Geo. Bohn
and Others Speak Upon the

Interesting Topic.

In point of attendance and interest
the twentieth parlor conference of the
Associated Charities held at the Aber-
deen last evening was the most suc-
cessful in the entire series. The par-
lors of the Aberdeen were well filled,
many of the more prominent ladles in
the city being present. The subject
under discussion was "Friendly Visit-
ing," one of the most important if
the newest branches of the work in-
stituted by the association. The
friendly visitor is a person whose pe-
riodica? calls to the home of the poor,
destitute or lonely has become the one
bright spot in the lives of hundreds.
The movement started in the East—
in Boston, from whence all the best
things of earth are supposed to starL
The system has spread into all of the
larger cities of the country, but that
maintained in the Saintly City is said
to be among the best.

A number of very interesting and
profitable addresses were delivered at
tne meeting last evening.

Mrs. Conde Hamlin addressed themeeting upon the theme of "Friendly
Visiting." The speaker said the func-
tion of a friendly visitor was to go
into the home of the needy, to teach
the members of <the family how to
cook, how to make over old clothes,
how to make the best of a little; to
instruct them as to the cheapest and
most nutritious foods, but at all times
to mairtain the attitude of an inter-
ested friend, and not a giver of alms.
The visitors never give money to poor
families. In cases, where material aid
is given, the visitor reports the fact to
the pre per agencies, and the family as-
sisted never knew the visitor had fur-
nished the assistance. The relations
between the visitor and the visited is
not allowed to descend to a plane ofcharity. That such a high and purely
neighborly relation between the vis-
itor and the poor could be maintained
has been the source of much surprise
to thosf- who have not made the mat-
ter a study.

Much tact is required to make the
family so visited feel at ease, and to
prevent the expectation of gifts and
material aid. In answer to a query,
Mrs. Hamlin stated that in case she-was appealed to for assistance in theway of clothes or food, she would send
the family to the Bethel, and give them
to understand that by doing a certaii
amount of work they could procuro
aid. This allows the family to retainits self-respect. The giving of money,
old clothes, etc., indiscriminately pro-
duces paupers, humbugs and chronic
beggers.

Mrs. George Bohn followed in a paper
upon "The Obligation of Personal
Service." The study of suffering hu-
manity, if carried on from a mere scien-
tific standpoint, often prevents the stu-
dent from coming into close touch
with the needy. There are, however,
filaments in every heart which bind the
needy and the wealthy together, if thesympathies are genuinely aroused.

"For instance," she said, "suppose ina destitute home there is a sudden
death, and the remaining members of
the household stand about in helpless
sorrow. We perhaps shrink when we
hear the sad story, but we conquer our
foelings and try to lift the cloud. The
faces of the children are washed, the
house set in order and we reap our re-
ward in seeing the gladness in the eyes
of the stricken mother. If we lookmerely to our own happiness in the re-
sults, the moral effect degenerates. It
is necessary to become thoroughly ac-
quainted with each case, and to know
as much as possible of each family.
The visitor soon learns that it is not
only money, impulsive sympathy and
influence that is to be given, but a
conscientious, honest personal interest.
In families where the chief difficulty
has been a lack ofi employment, it will
be found that constant idleness lessens
the capacity for continued effort, and
the visitor must \u25a0 arouse ambition."
Mrs. Bohn delivered a parting shot at
her hearers, saying: "Ifwe spend our
morning hours studying up ancient
questions, if we give up whole morn-
ings looking into Revolutionary history
to discover a stray ancestor; if we can
give days to the very edifying occu-
pation of masterinjg duplicate whist, it
seems to me that we might give a lit-
tle more time to becoming personally
acquainted with the poor and needy-
all about us, and in giving our sym-
pathy and comfoij."

Miss Clara Sommers spoke upon a
"Friendly Visitor's Opportunity." Miss
Sommers' paper was very practical
and its thoughts were culled from
actual experience in the important
work. A visitor, said she, goes into
a house which cannot be called a home,
and where friends are more scarce even
than the bare necessities of life. The
first steps are the hardest. The poor
people seem at first to look upon the
"fine lady visitor" as a mere giver of
gifts. This illusion must first be dis-
pelled. One of the greatest influences
in the first results, is to get the chil-
dren into the schools where their train-
ing is always of the best. Once es-
tablished in the confidence, the good
will of the family, the visitor becomes
a power. By slow and sure steps, re-
forms are brought about. Cleanliness
is instituted, and the work goes on
with many discouragements but sure
progress. The visitor is a comfort in
the every day life, a boon during em-
ergencies or adversity. They can get
to the soul and to the heart. The re-
sult cannot be overestimated. The
speaker narrated an incident in which
a friendly visitor stretched out a hand
to help an erring girl. At first the
offers were repulsed, but in the time
of her greatest need, the girl turned
to the visitor as ker one friend. Miss
Sommers said the visitors needed tact,
patience, alertness and knowledge of
human character. The wiser the visi-

tor the better the results. Visits should
be made once a week. The mere pres>
ence of a reflnd. woman in a poverty
stricken home, alone has a wonderful
effect for good. Miss Sommers said In
answer to a query that the poor peo-
ple were often Invited into the homes
of the visitors and many eagerly ac*
cepted. She told of one oare In which
a poor woman livingin West St. Paul
had not been across the river, or into
any other home for two years, until
she returned the call of the friendly
visitor.

Mrs, E. C. Stringer spoke upon the
necessity of conferring. The weekly
conferences, said the speaker, were of
Invaluable aid in enlarging the scope
of thought, in deepening the sympa-
thies. The visitors, she said, were, in
the truest sense of the word, the busy
women of the city whose time seems
already fully occupied. The work is,
and always must be educational. The
visitor must be a teacher and a student
at the same time. The worker her-
self needs training and no place Is
better suited to this than the weekly
conference. Notwithstanding all the
essays and sermons upon the evils of
pernicious and indiscriminate alms
giving, the visitor still had much to
unlearn on this subject. "Without the
conference the work would cease; they
were the sun around which the whole
visiting system revolved. The con-
ference was the clearing house of ideas.
At these meeting®, one person might
solve the problem which has been
puzzling the brain of another for
months. A person working alone be^
came narrow, and opinionated. The
conference also brought the visitors
into contact with the agents of other
charitable bodies and in this way great
good was accomplished.

Mrs. C. G. Higbee was also called
upon for remarks and she said that the
relation between the visitor and the
visited should be the simplest and
most natural in the world. All that is
require* is to maintain a plain, natur-
al, sympathetic, interested and gener-
ous manner. It was the relation of on«»
neighbor to another. A visitor does
not go into a house to sit as a judge,
jior to pry into private matters of the
family, nor to prate about sacrifices
and gratitude. She goes as a bearer of
comfort. She must have something
in her own personality which makes
her a comfort and of aid to the needy.
The poor, said Mrs. Higbee, were
braver and far more heroic than many
had reason to expect.

Rev. W. R. Lord declared that when
he visited the cities of the East he al-
ways heard complimentary remarks
for the St. Paul visiting system, which,
although not as old as those on the
Atlantic coast, yet stood in the front
rank for results.
